In announcing the decision today,
Sales Supervisor W. L. Whedbee of
the Greenville market commented,
*‘We're having one.of the best years
we've had in the history of the mar-
ket. This year we have the highest
average in the entire history of the
market.”

The decision to close the market
after the sales Thursday of next
week came at the meeting of the
executive committee called by
Chairman James 8. Picklen.

Sales on the Greenville market
through yesterday brought the sea-
son's poundage to 62,182,108 and
the money paid out for tobacco to
' $35,173,114.60. The average for the
season through yesterday’'s sales
was $56.56. It is the highest aver-
age ever recorded in the history of
the market, and there is hardly a
chance the season’s average will
drop to the level of any previous
year. -

‘Wood Engravings By Durer
-Attracting  Wide Attention

The wood engravings of the
“Apocalypse’” by Albrecht Durer,
one of the most famous German
artists of the early Renaissance pe-
riod, are still on exhiBit at the Art
Gallery in Sheppard Memorial
Library.

The practise of wood engraving
is of comparatively. recent origin,
as art forms go” It grew up during
the middle of the 15th century.in
Germany and grew with the sister
art of printing. Durer was one of
the first to use this art medium
successfully and to a large extent.

In wood engraving the parts to
appear in black are left standing
on the surface of the wood while all
the white part is cut away. Upon
examination of the engravings on
exhibition at the library, one can
marvel ¢t the perfection of the
tedious and intricate work involved
in the minute detalls of the engrav-
ings.

The sixteen engravings on display
are the first important woodcuts
made by Durer. The series is full
of action, vivid in imagination and
composition, and intensely realis-,

tic, even where incorrect in draw-|
ing. The whole is permeated by |
the awakening religious fervor of |
Germany—the intense desire to in-
vigorate Christianity once more—
and is brimming with joyous youth- |
ful faith in the possibilities of ac-!
complishing that result. . In the|
clarity of the prints, the artistic
. handling of light and shade and the
subtle rendering of texture, Durer
sets a new standard for the Tav-
er's art. Others of his cuts, ugh
of a later date, are seven of a|
series of the ‘““Great Passion,' part |
of the “Holy Family” and part of |
the ‘‘Life of the Virgin.”

The first of the sixteen wood en- |
gravings in the Apocalypse was|
prepared for the frontis-piece of an |
edition of ‘“The Revelations of Bti
John the Divine.” The second de-
picts the martyrdom of St. John,

0 who was tortured but not killed by
his adversaries.

The third engraving is the artist’s

In this edition Durer mentioned
himself as a printer. He adopted
the scheme and iconographic de-
tails of the illustrations for the
Cologne Bible edition (1480) for his
own ,work. Br' he was the first
to become permeated with the over-
whelming inner meaning and the
super human power of expression
of the poet-evangelist and the first
to epitomise the drama of the
world's destiny and the revelation
of a personal spiritual creed, there-
by giving this book the first place
in German illustrative art and, ac-
cording to Dvorak, “‘promoting the
wholé of German art to a higher
position within the artistic efforts

of the European people.”

Also on exhibition in the Art
Gallery are oil paintings by Mrs.
Georgia Pearsall Hearne. Although
these paintings are an entirely dif-
ferent type of art they are worth
careful scanning. Mrs. - Hearne
shows some of her work every year
and her poriraits are always highly
praised. In her exhibition this year
she has hung a varied collection of
her art. There are two still-life
paintings of magnolias, beautifully
done in which the tones of green
used for the leaves maké them
seem like living plants. There are
thirteen portraits—f{ive of children
and eight of adults — which show
careful study and delineation of
character. There is a /study of a'!
nude, which Mrs. Hearne painted
in New York last year, and there
are two family coats of arms in
which the designs and colors are
particularly interesting.

This exhibit will be shown for
the rest of the week. and probably
next week also. The public is cor-
dially invited to visit the Gallery
and study these unusual works of
art.

. The first of the three amendments would
merely eliminate the necessity of having to
take to the grand jury a bill of indictment
against an individual if the individual chose
o waive the process, and a capital offense
were not involved. The change would do
away with delays in many cases which now
80 before the grand jury and thereafter
bave to wait until the next term of court
before being heard by a jury-

As for the second amendment concern-
Ing the courts, as it now stands, the num-
ber of regular superior court judges is con-
fined to one judge for each judicial district.
In at least two judicial districts there are
100 weeke of regular superior court sched-
uled 8 year, and therefore it is necessary for
special judges to handle much of the court
work assigned to the district. In other dis-
tricts as it is now, special judges have to be
u’!led on to handle much of the superior
court work while the regular judge is hold-
ing hearings and other matters which do
not pertain directly with clearing the court
dockets.

RETIREMENT—There will be
very few amendments to the
teachers and state employees re-
tirement system act proposed in
the 1951 general assembly. Each
succeeding legislature since the
system was instituted in 1941 has
been asked to liberalize, broaden
and extend scope of its coverage.
Further broadening has been pro-
posed in some teacher and em-
ployee group meetings, but res-
ponsible leadership in these
groups take position that per-
haps it will be help to hold the
line for the present. There will
almost certainly be an increase
in minfmum payments to some of
those who retired early after the

lan became effective.

STABILITY — The same argu-
~ments used in favor of increas-
ing these minimum payments are
used against further broadening
of the base. In simple words,
the argument is that current in-
flationary values make it neces-
sary to provide more money for
benelciaries in order for them
to obtain the same values they
did when they first began draw-
ing benefit checks; but, at the
same time, setting up leng range
plans on basis of present values
would not be wise. Nathan Yel.
ton, executive secretary of the
system, fears that i{f permanent
rates are fixed on basis of cur-
rent prosperity, stability of the
whole plan might be jeapardize
in event of a recession or depree
sion. He has found rather gen-
eral concurrence in that idea
among members of his board and
leadership of the emiployed state
personnel and school teachers.

LOCAL—The local government
retirement sysiem, administered
largely by the same board as the
state system, and with the same
executive secretary, is at a stand-
still right now. Modifications of
the federal social security act
provides coverages for municipal
employees and a number of
smaller citles and towns are wait-
ing for developments in that field.
Legislation will be necessary to
permit North Carolina municipal-
ities to participate in the social
security scheme, and bills are be-
ing drawn to that end.

SOUND—Secretary Yelton says
that despite this attitude on part
of many smaller municipalities,
the local government retirement
system is on sound basis. At first
it had to be “carried by the
state to some extent, but a suffi-
cient number of larger cities and
counties have come into the sys-
tem now to make it self-sustain-
ing. The local system is more
than a three million dollar pro-
position at present, while the
state system is moving into the
hundred million range, Danger
of either system ever facing the
situation of not being able to
“pay off”’ with retirement bene-
fits is extremely remote. How-
ever, to guard against that very
remote contingency, teachers and
state employees are backing a
proposed amendment to the state
constitution which would preclude
any possibility of retirement
funds being diverted to any other:
purpose than meeting obligations
of the retirement sysiem.

U. 8. Eighth Army Headquar-
ters, Korea—(AP)—The Republic
of Korea (ROK) doughboy has
his own native version of GI Joe's
famous combat -ration.

It has helped fuel him in his
swift foot marches through North
Korea.

GI Kim, the typical South Ko-
rean infantryman, seems to like
his new “C” rations. But if an
American soldier were handed a
package of this, his reaction probe
ably would be:

“Whaddaya do with it, anyway
—fire it from s mortar?”

And 1if told he had to eat it he
would ask indignantly, ‘How do I
get a transfer out of this chicken-
feathered outfit anyway?” ..

For he would find that he had
to gorge raw dried codfish with
tinned chicken and noodles; eat
rice cakes flavored with red pep-
per instead of crackers with meat
and beans. '

Then he would munch green
peas and beans for dessert instead
of gulping canned fruit cocktail
and coffee.

These might be strange and un-
acceptable to his palate but they
are staple items in GI Kim's diet.
His “C" rations contain such other
delicacies as rice starch to be
kneaded with water into a thick-
ish paste, dried cuttlefish and kelp
—or sedweed.

The only thing in the package
familiar to American troops are
salt cubes, sugar and three gticks
of chewing gum.

“The ROK troops are really
fond of the gum,” sald Lt. Col.
Willlam F. Runge, Sanford, Fla.,
of the Korean military advisory
group.

Runge is senior U. 8. adviser to
the South Korean army's quarter-
master general. He helped deve-
lop the new field rations, based*
largely on a study of South Ko-
rean habits made some years ago
by a Japanese scientist.

The emergency rations, small in
bulk, were designed ‘to be eaten
uncooked and still be tasty and
nutritious enough to give ROK
soldiers the energy they need to
fight.

An Individual ration, clad in
waterproof plastic, weighs about
four pounds and provides one sol=
dier 3,210 calories a day. Runge
sald about 600000 packages a
month wll be ordered.

“That gives enough to feed 75,-
000 front-line troops eight days a
month on an emergency basls,”
he sald.

ROK troops behind the lines,
who can cook food without dane
ger, will continue to get
ration. B

“Relatively, ‘the ROKs have
done as well or better than Gls
in the matter of getting a bal-
anced diet,” sald Runge. “Each
