Sometimes there were indirect 
or contributmg causes, such as tte  
failure of a railroad to have an 
adequate block signal system.

The Bureau of Safety, at tte 
Interstate (tommerce Commission, 
was created In 1911 aud has in­
vestigated every major railroad ac­
cident since that year.

Yesterday I asked tte  Bureau to 
dig out tte  reports on sil tte  acci­
dents in which 25 or more persea» 
were klUed.

use the shop and its tools, they 
must go through an instruction pe­
riod during which time they are 
shown how to safely operate the 
many tools whkh they will come to 
contact yrith.

Also course* simple drawings 
and sketches, tool pair and m ain­
tenance, farm carpentry, farm  m e­
talwork. plumbing, sovke and care 
of minor motor work, rope w ort, 
harness care and repair and blue­
print reading. Farm boys are being 
trained today to do theic and m an^ 
other things under the supervision 
of vocational agriculture.

Expanskw 
All over the county, a vast expan­

sion program has been carried on

and now the shops and the equip­
ment are In the best shape ever. A 
brief breakdown of th e  expansioi 
carried on is as follows:

Since January 1949, more thah' 
11400 worth of new equipment has) 
b . ..r:liased '  ' 'e  shop at Bel4
voir-PaiKland. The Belvoir-Palk/ 
land shop is the newest in the coun^ 
ty, having been started .since 1948. 
Sir. that time. eral pieces of 
heavy equipment has brought the 
shop up on a c(»nparable level with 
other shops.

In the summer tund fall of thi.s 
year, tensive changes were made 
in the interior of the shop, with the 
labor being done by the students 
and veterans enrolled. The top 
and sidM of the shop were sealed 
and painted, racks for hand tools 
built and new lighting fixtures In­
stalled.

The same was true for the Bethel 
shop. The number of veterans and 
day students enroUwl in the shop 
cla.':ses were so large th a t addl.ion- 
al space was needed. The original 
classroom has been made into part 
of the shop, with a completely mo­
dem, up-to-date classroom section 
having been built The Bethel rhop 
boasts one of the most up-to-date 
rooms to be found anywhere in 
Eastern North Carolina.

In December 1950?

While Chinese communist troops are 
ilaying American fighting men in the 
mountains of Korea, Chinese communist 
pfficials have been extended the courtesies 
of our nation and will sit across the confer­
ence table and talk with our own govern­
ment officials.
' The arrival of the Chinese communist of­
ficials in the United States yesterday can 
not but bring to our minds memories of the 
arrival of the Japanese envoys to the Unit­
ed States exactly nine years ago this month. 
And while the representatives of the United 
States negotiated in good faith with the 
Japanese liars, the war leaders of Japan 
worked out the final detalla and itruck the 
fateful blow at Pearl Harbor.

Will hlitory repeat Itself in December, 
1960?

Evan though Japanese and American 
troops had not actually clashed before De- 
cembar 7, 1941, the international tension 
in the Asiatic waters had reached its lim­
it then, Just as it has now. The Japanese 
choae tha matbod of negotiation to stall for 
)ime while they made their crippling blow 
yHtich eventually caused the death of thou-
p U d s  of American fighting men. The peo­

ple of the United States ^ii^or to Decem­
ber 7, 1941, never dreamed the Japanese 
were mÜHarily eapable of auch a blow as 
was struck a t Pearl Harbor—much leas did 
we think they were cold blooded enough to 
strike such a  blow.

0 ,And now, nine years later, another dele- 
getioB has come to American shores from a 
fovemment whose military units launched 
an upprovoked attack on the troopa of the 
United Kationa. Have we learned a lesson 
from that December day nine years ago, 
or will we again be lulled to sleep by the 
lullabies of poact which are being hum­
med by the slant-eyed Asiatics?

Have the Chinese communist officials 
come to the United States to give their mili­
tary leaders time to put the finishing touch­
es on a military blow which will make De­
cember 1960 as black a day in American 
hiatory aa was December 1941?—Or have 
they come to the United States in quest of 
admission to the United Nations which in 
the long run would be as great a diplomatic 
strike against the United States and the oth­
er free nations of the world as was the mili- 
tfry  strike at Pearl Harbor in 1941?

There will not be a minute between now 
and the time the Chinese communist dele­
gation leavea this country when an Ameri­
can doughboy somewhere along the Ko­
rean front will either kill a Chinese com­
munist soldier or be killed by him. And yet 
the Chineao communists are here and we 
fit to negotiate.

The Reflector sincerely hopes the lead­
ers, both military and diplomatic, of this 
nation are keeping a vigil which will foil 
any communist attempt to deal us a blow 
on any front during this crucial period.

If foiling auch a blow by the communists 
means our taking the initiative in a new the­
atre of the military struggle, we must do it 
for our own preservation and the preserva­
tion of the other free nationa of the world.

R. of Brooklyn, N.Y. “Some of my friends Insist that he 1s one or the other, and they attribute lUs apparent pro-British attitude and poUdet to his origin.”Answer: Many readers have asked this question, and a hard-boiled Democratic Congressman from California insista that it is so. He does not like Mr. Acheson.
It is not true. But I ean understand the reason tor the report. His father was bom in England and emigrated to Canada, where he became chaplain of Company K of the Queen’s Own Rifles of the Mount- ies. He married a Oooderham of the famous Canadian whiskey dynasty. Dean’s middle initial “O" stands tot Oooderham.
HARVARDIAN^Mr. Acheson's father moved to Middletown. Conn.. where he was the EpiscopaUan Bishop, and the Secretary of State was born there about a year after the family’s arrival from Canada, on April U. 1893.
It happens that Mr. Acheson and I were class­mates at Yale (18), and the personal note may be permissible as partial explanation of the impression that he is British.
We took many courses in English literature to­gether, and in thoa» impressionable days, many of us conceived a great admiration for England from a reading of Jwr sons’ poetry. Who wouldn’t?Mr. Acheson then took a law degree at Harvard, becoming more of a Cambridgian than a Yale guy. His appearance, dreas and mannerisms are Harvardian, not British. *
As to his “pro-British attitude,” we may need Britain as much as she needs us in the dark years ahead. But Dean ahould ask London to make up her mind whether she’s on our team or not.
TEAM—“Is it true,“ bemoans M.D. of Charlotte, N.C., “that about six ghost-writers compose President Truman’s speeches? Doesn't he prepare or write any of them himself? Is he Just a presidential Charley McCarthy?” ,
Answer: I enjoy this question because I have done a bit of ghost-writing in my years here, and because there is a great deal of popular misunder­standing of the problem.
It is obvious that a President cannot devote the necesury time to gathering the material and freezing it into a speech for all the official addresses and statements he must make.He has to have a special corps to dig up the raw facts and to whip them into tentative form. Mr. Truman has six men, the largest White House col­lection in history, for this purpose.USE—The t« t  Um  in how a President makes qse of this pre-prepared material. Franklin D. Roosevelt, for Instance, used the same general system. But he made the stuff his own by careful and extensive re­vision in pre-delivery conferences with his ghosts.He made their words live and sparkle and have an altogether different meaning with his intonations, his interjections, his perfection of emphasis. He could make the muitiplicatlon table seem like his own ora­torical Invention.
AUTOMATON—Mr. Truman, however, is a mere automaton. I have made a careful study of his Senate speeches, those written by earlier ghosts and the ones he now delivers. The earlier product is as dif­ferent from his current output as black from white.Mr. 'Truman’s own style is turgid, redundant and verbose, as his Senate speeches show. He used sen­tences 100 or 300 words long. It was difficult to follow him. Now, they constat of tóort, snappy, concise, tele­graphic sentences. They are far mdlrt punchy and pithy. •
His audiences may not sense it. but White House reporters sty they can hear the “ghost rattling in the literary closeu” when he makes a speech. He is a ghost-made orator.
