Hope The Courts
Their Part Too

The law enforcement officers of Pitt
county and the individual eommunities of
the county are to be congratulated on the
clean-up they made in the illicit liquor
traffic during the past week-end.

The officers’ crack-down was by no
means a clean sweep—nor do they assert
that it was. But it was a great stride in the
removal of the illegal liquor sales which
have been going on in the county.

The method through which the officers
went to nab the twenty-three bootleggers
which fell into their trap was by no means
simple. It took months of detailed plan-
ning, months of diligent work and months
of assiduous cooperation between the va-
rious law enforcement groups throughout
ﬂu eounty. ,

The people of Pitt county have every
right to be proud of the achievement of
their law enforcement officers. The county
should realize how fortunate it is to have
fts law enforcement groups so well coordi-
pated and so cooperative,

The law enforcement groups are by no
means unaware of the bootleggers who
were not brought to the courts by the sweep
of the past week-end. But the success of the
elean-up project which has just been com-
pleted brings new hope that similar work
will continue in the future until the boot-
Jeg traffic is blotted out in Pitt county.

No matter how hard the law enforce-
ment officers work to bring these criminals
into the courts, however, their work will
be of no avail unless the court sees that
justly severe punishment is dealt to each of
the offenders who is found guilty of the
crime of bootlegging.

Bootlegging is a profitable trade. It will
eontinue to be a profitable.trade which at-
tracts more participants unless the courts
of the county see to it that those found guil-
ty of plying the trade are given stiff sen-
tences,

The Reflector sincerely hopes the courts
discharge their obligation to justice as wel)
as the county’s law enforcement groups
have.

but significant of the dreadful times ahead,
more people trained to eare for eur injured,
wounded and dying.

A better program for labor, a better
program for agriculture and a better pro-
gram for education ... they were there too
but they nestled relatively quiet in the
background of the President’s message.

Civil rights, socialized medicine, more
benefits to the aged? They were in Tru-
man’s message, not apecifically but in gen-
eral terms, as a sort of an afterthought just
to let the people know the administration
still has them in mind should the time come
when the nation once more may give its
principal attention to such measures,

The President’'s message was grave in-
deed. But for the most part it fell upon the
ears of Americans who already have taken
cognizance of the position in which the
nation finds itself. It fell upon the ears of
the people, who for the most part already
have resigned themselves to the hardships
of a second mobilization within a decade
...a people who awaited only to hear the
specifie recommendations of the command-
er in chief.

There are still points of the program
which should be debated in Congress and

~parts of the program which will not be

moulded just as the administration may
wish. But the program of preparedness will
be the chief concern of the government and
the people.

President Truman in his message
brought no new ideas, no new revelation to
the people. This time the people were
ahead of the administration.

National Whirligig
News Behind The News

WASHINGTON, Jan. #—An anti-Truman coali-/
tion far stronger and more ruthless than any previous
New Deal-Fair Deal opposition on Capitol Hill has
taken control of all legislation, federal finances and
taxes out of the hands of President Harry 8. Truman.

Almost the only role left to him is that of Com-
‘mander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces, for the 82nd
Congress wiil give him all the money and authority
he needk for rearmament or the conduct of a war.

But Congressionally imposed changes in leader-
ship and committee memberships enable the legisla-
tors to determine how he shall use that power and
collect the taxes for unprecedented, peacetime ex-
penditures.

POLITE—It has been a most peculiar revolution
fn that it was polite and even punctilious. There have
been only a few political recriminations between the
Truman partisans and the enemies.

Barring a few references to the Fair Deal's “so-
clalistic program,” which is admittedly dead now. there
was no jibing at the small palace guard that fought
a losing battle for the White House.

LEADERS—The actual leaders at the eastern end
of Pennsylvania Avenue, although not the nominal
rulers in each instance. will be Senators Robert A.
Taft of Ohio and Harry F. Byrd of Virginia in the
Benate, and Minotity Leader Joseph W. Martin Jr.
of Massachusetts and Representative Edwards Eugene
(Gene) Cox of Georgia. This quartet has pulled the
strings behind the opening week's maneuvers.

Three of the four are personal as well as political
foes of Mr. Truman. He has said that “there are too
many “B-y-r-d-s” in the Senate. He regards Mr.
Taft as the architect of most of his 1945-1950 misfor-
tunes. He thinks that Mr. Cox should be read out of
the Democratic Party.

House Minority Leader Martin has the faculty
of remaining friends with political enemies, but that
does not influence him in his anti-White House role,

BLOC—Another result of the great 1851-52 rebel-
lion is that the southern producers’ and farmers’ bloc
now sits in the legislative saddle. In alliance with
similarly minded men from the Midwest, Squthwest
and Far West, they have routed the city-consumers’
group far more disastrously than they had antici-
pated.

The “liberal” O'Mahoney-Sparkman slate in the
Sem:‘e leadership battle lost to the McFarland-John-
son ticket by a 30-19 vote. It is doubtful if the lines
between two regional groups were ever so sharply
drawn in recent years as in this contest.

POWER—The Deep 8outh now holds eleven ~hair-
manships in the Senate, with the other four going to
the Far West. The North Atlantic seaboard area and
the Midwest have none.

In the House the South enjoys twelve chairman-
ships, the North has only three and the Midwes: four.
But even this more advantageous position is offset
by the fact that the anti-Truman faction returned to
lhe. Rules Committee its historic power to pigeonhole
legislation displeasing to the twelve ultra-conservative
members of this committee,

SIGNIFICANCE—It is obvious that not a single
one of the many New Deal-Fair Deal measures so
popular in the cities and with the O'Mahoney-Spark-
man-McMahon group has any chance of floor con-
sideration, not to mention favorable action, under
this sudden shift of the center of political Rravity.

There s far more than legislative significance
to this chalienge. It reflects and possibly forecasts a
reorientation, if not a revolution, within the Demo-
cratic Party.

Bouthern and allied conservatives have served
notice that they are willing to endanger Democratic
possession of the White House rather than squirm
under the presidential leadership of a man with Harry
8. Truman's politico-economic philesophy.

PLANS—To add to President Truman's,troubles,
& powerful and skillful leader capable of mobilizing
this antagonism outside the halls of Cofigressi—in
short In conventions and at the ballot bBoxes—may
appear next week in the person of James /F. Byrnes,
former Representative, Senator, Supreme Court Jus-
tice and BSecretary of State in the present Adminis-
tration.

Mr. Byrnes has invited a distinguished group of
Washington officials, legislators and veteran news-
paper correspondents to his inauguration as Governor
of South Carolina at Columbia next week.

RECORD—The advisory budget
commission set some sort of re-
cord in getting its report and pro-
posed appropriations and revenue
bills into hands of the general as-
sembly on Monday night. Two
years ago it was Thursday morn-
ing of the second week, and usu-
ally the budget bills do not come
until after committees have been
appointed. The earlier delivery
of these documents and the gov-
ernor's budget message leads
many experienced members to
hope for speedy action and early
adjournment.

PAY—House Bill No. 3,
duced Friday by Rep. Lee Whit-
mire of Henderson is intended to
effectuate and regulate adminis-
tration of the recently adopted
amendments to the constitution
increasing legislators’ pay. The
budget bureau and the state au-
ditor had taken position that le-
gislation was not necessary in or-
der to pay the increased rate. In
fact, two or three members had
flready drawn some compensa-
tion before the Whitmire bill was
offered.

REGULATION—The legislation
was desirable for two reasons: In
the first place there are two sec-
tions of the General Statutes
which have been outlawed by the
constitutional amendment, and
the Whitmire bill formally repeals
them. In the second place, the
constitution does not set up any
machinery for payment, and the
bill now pending provides that
compensation may be paid every
day, in Installments or in lump
sum at end of the session; but
does not permit payment in ad-
vance,

RULES — Question has been
facetiously raised whether the
state senate has any rules. It is

intro- *

based on the technical point that
for years the senate rule book has

placed every senator out of order,
and therefore perhaps he had no
right to vote on the rules adopted
the other day. Peculiar wording
of Rule 15 is: “No person except
members of the house of repres-
entatives, clerks of the general as-
sembly, judges of thc supreme and
superior courts, state offices, for-
mer members of the general as-
sembly and persons particularly
invited and extended the privi-
leges of the floor by the president
shall be admitted to *.e floor of
the senate during its session.”
That technically bars the senators
themselves. The companion rule
in the house takes care of. the
.ituation by substituting “mem-

bers of the general assembly” for *

members of the house of repres-
entatives.

FUNNY—This is j'st one of
r.umerous instances in which rules
%overning conduct of {™e general
asscmbly are funny—both in the
sense of being pecullar and funny
“ha, ha" Legislative rules, like
the state constitution and gener-
al stati'~s, have been carried for-
ward from year to year with
piecemeal amendments to take
care of emergency needs. It often
happens that amendments to one
section have the effect of vitiating
others. Also presiding officers
and members have a way of mak-
l..g new rules at will. Both houses
have rules against indiscriminate
extension of courtesies—and no-
body pays any attention to them.
There |s no authe. 'y in the rules
¢ either house for honorary pages
or pagettes — but almost every
session hastsome sepolnted.

SERIOQUS — This froth doesn't
amount to much and often re-
lieves tension in the legislature.
When 1t comes to matters of pub-
lic business the rules have been

carefully considered and they are
strictly applied.

BIG GUNS8 — Both Democrats
and RepuLlicans are getting heavy
artillery for their respective party
dinners in North Carolina, The
Democrats have secured Sendtor
Ernest W. McFarland of Arizona,
recently designated majority lead-
er in the United States senate, to
make the main speech at the Jef-
ferson-Jackson dinner in Raleigh
on February 10. The Republicans
have lined up Senator Owen Brew-
ster of Maine to do the big talk-
ing at the Lincoln Day dinner in
Winston-Salem on February 3. As
accepted spokesman for the De-
mocratic party in the United
States senate, McFarland is prob-
ably a bigger gun now than Brew-
ster. But as former governor of
Maine and chairman of the na-
tional  governors’  conference,
Brewster is perhaps better known
on national level. In any event,
neither Democrats nor Republi-
cans in North Carolina will be
playing second fiddle to any other
state in caliber of speakers at
their big party dinners.

PREPARATIONS — The Demo-
crats aré going about prepara-
tions for their dinner on some-
what more elaborate scale. Since
they outnumber Republicans bet-
ter than three to one In the state,
they will have more dinner guests
and will raise more money. De-
mocratic State Chairman Everett
Jordan and Republican BState
Chalrman Jim Baley are helping
with preparations, but since these
are mainly national affairs the
burden rests upon the national
committeemen—Jonathan Daniels
for the Democrats and Ed Broy-
hill for thé Republicans.

SYSTEM FOR GAS

An Air Base In Southern Ja-
pan—!AP)—Let me tell vou a
tale of silver jets and a girl
with golden hair.

It begins on a day 13 years
ago when snow dusted the low
hills around Ann Arbor. Mich.
The skates of hockev-plnving b 'n
school boys raced across a fro-
zen pond. There was one named
Scott Osler who Played better
than the rest. Twice Scott drove
the puck into the net, laughing
in boyish triumph.

Beside the pond a pert-nosed
girl with flaxen hair watched in
adoration. Her eyes were big and
blue and always on Scott. She
was 10 years old and in love with
him. Her name was Priscilla
Osler, and Scott was her brother.

Scott did evervthing better than
the other kids did. His stamp col-
lection was the biggest. When
University High School basket-
ball team took the court, he was
the ace.

Priscilla huddled there on the
snow in her crimson ski suit and
thought: Scott would be good at
anything.

When she grew up, Priscilla
told herself, she would be just
like Scott and do whatever he did.

The years paraded past. Scott
Osler was graduated from the
University of Michigan in 1940.
He was a brilliant flying student
at Dgyton, Ohio, and later was
selected as a Pan-American pi-
lot. Pinally he reached the top.
Boeing picked him as a test pi-
lot, riskiest job in aviation. The
champion's job.

By then the little girl had
grown up. Priscilla’'s flaxen hair
had darkened to auburn. But the
adoring look in her blue eyes
was the same. She was graduated
from Michigan State College in
1047 and promptly moved to Seat-
tlé to be near her brother.

Bcott Osler was co-pilot on the
first flight of Boeing's prototype
of an experimental six jet light
bomber, the XB-47, in 1047. He
flew anothér XB-47 prototype in
1948 for the gruelling tests the
U.. 8. Alr Force demands before
accepting a new plane.

Then tragedy struck. High above
the arid wastes of Washington's
Moses Lake in 1949 the XB-47
swished across the sky. The can-
opy above the pilot's compartment
slipped.

In his short spdn as Boeing test
pilot Osler was a kéy man in the
deyelopment of this better-than-
600 miles an hour jet bomber that
came off Boeing's assembly line
last summer as the first produc-
tion model of the B-47.

Scott's brave life had been jet
planes. Priscilla thought for a
long time. When you are a girl
and only 235 and can't fly how
de you carry on for a famous
pilot brother? '

Priscilla found a way.

She is at this busm\g Alr
Force Base In South Japan. in
s blue uniform of the Alr Force
service club. Sometimes Priscilia
listens sympathetically when Gis
eagerly tell her of their wives
and girls b&ck home. Or she
jokes with a forlorn noncom who
brightens at an American girl's
smile.

The airmen call her "Pat" and
say '‘she’s swell."

Those airmen wonder about one
thing, though. That's the way Pat
somelimes stands at the window
by the runway. They wonder at
the faraway look in her eyes as
the silver jets roar skyward fo-
Korea.

They don't know she sees S ott
up there in the sky.

‘Washington—Mrs. Alf Heiberg,
former wife of Gen. Douglas Mac-
Arthur, wasn't at all pleased with
the capital city's defense plans.

“We were told we were only
15 per cent prepared and that in
event of bombing we should
either fall face down on the floor
or throw ourselves in a gutter,”
she said. ““That’s when I decided
to build a bomb shelter in the
sub-basement of my home, ‘Fed-
eral House', in Georgetown. I
don’t believe in just settling back
waiting for things to happen. This
would certainly beat falling into
the gutter with your hands over
your face.”

Mrs. Heiberg, the former
Louise Cromwell, now wife of an
Air Force colonel, called in con-
tractors and machines took seven
loads of dirt from under her his-
toric, four-story, 20-room man-
sion. She figures the shelter will
hold from 100 to 150 people. A
section of the sub-basement, she
says, used to serve as slave quar-
ters. Its huge fireplaces hold 10-
foot logs.

“l cancelled an order for a
new car as I couldn't afford both
car and shelter,”’ she told me.
“We were going along merrily as
a Christmas bell with the plans
until we got stymied by the Dis-
trict of Columbia engineers, who
demanded we get a permit for
the project.

“I'm getting hundreds of letters
from all over the place, even
some long distance calls, and 1
know all about geiger machines,
ground zero, alpha and 'gamma
rays and all sorts of things I
never head of before," she said.
Mrs. Heiberg says she got - lot
of help from the Government's
Civilian Defense Board and sug-
gests that any citizens interested
in building bomb shelters contact
clvilian defense people in their
own communities.

Some friends are poking fun
at her, but Mrs. Heiberg says
folks laughed at Londoners who
tried to build protective devices
for themselves in World War II
also. She will open her shelter to
neighbors in an attack, she says.
