Korea Ceasa Fire Proposals In United Nations Accepted 

By Non-Communiata, But With Little Enthuaiasm; 
Silent Reda Would Lose Their Military Advantafe

The proposals for a cease fire to 
Korea, which now are being pro­
cessed to the United Nations at 
Lake Success, are welcomed gene­
rally in non-communiat countries 
—but without much ehthusiasin.

Approval apparently la based 
mainly on the truism that It’s 
right to do right, rather than on 
any belief that the move may suc­
ceed. *

'Thus far the Moscow-backed Chi­
nese communl' s have given no 
indication that they want peace, or 
feel that their military poaition 
compels them to seek It.

On the contrary, sign multiply 
On the contrary, signs multiply 

a conquest^calculated to bring all 
Asia under the suserainty of Red 
Peiping. Actually thia meant that 
tlie suserainty would rest in Mos­
cow, with Red China acting m  
viceroy, under the guidance of her 
chieftain. Mao Tse-Tung.

At lea*'* that's tha way the situa­
tion frames up now. There le no 
question but that Mao is acting to 
some sort of partnership with Mos­
cow. Of course it remains to be

seen whether his personal am­
bitions exceed those which Mos­
cow may be willing to accept. 
However, at this juncture Mao and 
Moscow appear to be In the hand- 
and-gloye category.

Economy-Making Use 
Of Even The Scrap

Need i t  be re p ea ted ?  We like to see 
economy in governm ent from the local lev- 
t l i  to the federal level.

The itep  which the city of Greenville has 
taken to eell iti acrap paper appears to us 
to be an example o f  getting extra  dollars 
which literally were being thrown on the 
garbage pile before.

Of course |4  a ton for paper is not m u c h ; 
but when it is conaidered that the city now 
collects approximately a ton and a half of 
paper a day as a part of the duties of the 
street department, that extra |6  a day 
revenue for scrap paper will mean about 
|2»200 additional revenue for the city dur­
ing the course of the year.

more scrap p ap e r  is collected by the 
city garbage collectors, more ex tra  money 
will be paid the city each day to go into 
some fund for the benefit of the city. A 
little effort on the part of the citizens of 
the city in bundling up old newspapers and 
magazines for collections from time to 
time can mean ex tra  dollars for Greenville 
ever> day  in the year.

Mayor W. S. S tafford  and City Street 
Superintendent C. K. Beatty are to be con­
gra tu la ted  for securing this new source of 
revenue for the c ity ’s coffers. The people 
of Greenville should cooperate with them 
in securing scrap p ap e r  for the city to sell.

The President’s Words 
Beclovd The Debate \

Though we concur wholeheartedly in the 
Administration’s policy of reinforcing West 
European defen.ses, it would be hard  to 
find a more effective weapon for the “o p ­
position” than the P resident’s own rem arks 
last Thursday.

On th a t  day, Mr. Truman let it be known 
that he was sending troops to Europe vs ith 
or without congressional consent. It was a 
most indiscreet statem ent because it 
brought a new issue into tne a lready ta n ­
gled skein of public opinion on Am erica’s 
foreign policy. This clash of power (be­
tween the executive and legislative branch­
es) should be quickly settled, and “ for 
keeps.” ilegal experts are studying both 
sides of the question, but in our judgm ent 
the President can never be morally right in 
acting over the opposition of congress.

F o r  our own par t,  we pray th a t  the p e r ­
sonal foibles of ou r  President do not sh a t­
ter  the  carefully laid plans for defending 
our country and the endangered life of 
Freedom.

This we know; a most able ind  consci­
entious staff of advisors and military lead­
ers have been assembled to chart the diffi­
cult course of survival in the years and 
months ahead. We must rely on their ju d g ­
ment because they represent the best minds 
in. tlieir respective fields that our govrn- 
meiit h u  been able to assemble.

As we Interpret the foreign policy these 
ntien have formulated for our own preserva­
tion, it it based on the fact that considera­
tion as to a nation’s ‘‘value” has shifted to 
terms of industrial production, manpower

an d  material resources. In essence, these 
e re  the things whicl) are th e  raw  ore of 
military might.

In this light, the importance of maintain­
ing our front lines in Wes( E urope  has vast 
significance. The “ militar>' po ten tia l” re p ­
resented  by the numerous factories and 
mills, the mines and populace, must not be 
allowed to fall by default to  Russia. The 
pow’e r  of the Iron Furtain countries would 
be multiplied many times over by the add i­
tion of these re.sources which still remain 
outside their  grasp.

This means we have but one recourse, to 
defend  such areas of productive (and 
hence, military) importance with our full­
est power . . . until such time as they can 
relieve us of the strain.

It is admittedly a difficult task. Even 
now, we may not be able to  fully prepare 
ourselves for the contingencies involved and 
in the  time we are granted. T he initiative 
for w ar or peace doe.« not lie in our hands. 
Yet, the price we would pay  for ignoring 
th is  “ ¿Calculated ri.^k” would be many times 
the  price we are paying today.

President Truman recently said: “ W’e 
will fight, if fight we must,” and  he might 
have added, “God grant t h a t  when we 
fight, it will be ‘over there,’ not here.”

Now there are critic.s of this policy. They 
would limit our commitments in Europe to 
the point th a t  American s trength  there 
would he a token force . . .  a symbol whose 
sacrifice would signal the s ta r t  of a w ar  
“ in earne.st” ; and in the losing of this token 
force we would also lose the military r e v  
.sources of West Europe to the enemy. Does 
th a t  sound wise?

We have already given th is  enemy the 
advantages of: time, overwhelming superi­
ority in trained soldiers, w eapons (in a 
quantitative sense), and a civilian populace 
tra ined  in the way of life to m ee t  the hard­
ships of war. We have a llow ed  our own 
ranks, the ranks of Democracy, to be d i­
vided over secondary issues w hen survival 
is the stake.

It is difficult enough to cope with the 
multitude of problems posed by a national 
emergency of any kind. It is more difficult 
. . . even disheartening, to d ea l  with these 
problems when they have been  beclouded 
by disputes wrangling over issues tha t  are  
petty  by comparison. T hat is going on 
here  today.

All Danger Isn’t In The

WASMNOTON. Jan. 13—"Can you comment on 
the Information which United States Intelligence 
obtains behind the ‘iron c u r ta in a s k s  J.B. McF. of 
Chico, Cal, "as compared with our lack of data on 
Chinese preparations to attack us from behind the 
Manchurian border? Do our spies in Russia turn in 
any beSer reports than those we had in China?” 

Answer; We get almost no reliable information 
from Ru&sia or her satellite countries. Ambassador 
Kirk at Moscow recently said that he was a virtual 
prisoner there. Wherever he goes, he Is openly ‘ tailed” 
by Russian observers assigned to watch him by the 
Kremlin.

FEAR—Naturally, no Russin dares to talk to him 
save at social affairs While satellite countries do not 
harass our diplomats and attaches sc braw*n)y. they 
are kept under surveillance at all times and places.

We get .some information from diplomat* of coun­
tries on better terms with Russia than we are, from 
escaping citlaena and officials, from returned or ousted 
newspapermen, and from Soviet publications. But all 
this material ha.s to be heavily discounted.

Even during World War II. when we were lending 
or giving Moscow $11,000,000,000 in food and arms, 
Stalin was highly secretive and uncooperative on his 
war strategy and tactics. Hence Churchill's expres­
sion' "the iron curtain.”

I think that part of our fear of Russia stem* 
from this ignorance and mystery and, of course, that 
is a partial purpose for it.

IDEA—"It seems to me.” suggests 8.H.D. of Lan­
sing. Mich, "that if a thousand or so prisoners of 
war from behind the 'iron curtain' w ere brought to 
thi.s country, well fed and clothed, shown through our 
factories, allowed to see the clas.s of autos owned by 
our workmen, and then ¿cnt bark to their own coun­
try. they would become so dis.satisfied that a revolu­
tion would be forthcoming and the wars would be 
over.*’

Answer: It would be an excellent and constructive 
idea, but how are we going to get tho.«e prisoners out 
of Ru.ssia or her satellite puppets? Stalin doesn’t dare 
tb let a large number of his people see how the outside 
world lives. They would soon learn that the Polit­
buro's boasts of Russian strength and prosperity were 
mere propaganda.

His Red Army men were so captivated by the 
tawdry trinkets they could buy in the devastated cities 
of Germany and Austria, soon after the 1945 sur­
render that, on their return to Russia, they wera 
.sent to stations far from their home districts, and 
where they could not even talk the dialect of the 
natives. Moscow did not dare to permit them to tell 
friends and relatives of the advantages of western 
civilisation.

EMPIRE—"Is It possible.” inquires a reader, "that 
a t Teheran. Yalta or Potsdam, or all three. Molotov 
threatened Churchill, and Roosevelt had nothing to 
say about anything?”

Answer: I never heard or read of that Incident, 
W hat "reader” may have in mind is the authenti­
cated report that Stalin chided Churchill several 
times about England's imperial rule, and that F.D.R. 
seemed to enjoy It and to egg the dictator on to 
further jibes at the former Prime Minister.

Mr, Roosevelt felt deeply on this question, think­
ing th it  London should give more political freedom 
to Its domlnioni, whereas Churchill once said, m 
effect, that "I have not become the King’s first min­
ister to preside over the liquidation of the Biitlsh 
Empire”

Prime Minister Attlee, however, does not seem 
to share the ChurchiU-Klpling love of empire.

A P r:io r~ IA T IO N S -T he  gen­
eral assembly has not manifest'^i 
quite the caution with, re.spect to 
spending money during its fir.st 
full week of activity a.s had been 
predicted. Appropriation.s al­
ready approved, however, fail to 
.set a true standard since they 
amount to transfers cf money ra ­
ther than new appropriation. The 
legislature voted $41,342 for civil 
defense and $175.000 for complet­
ing the agricultural building, but 
in each instance provided tha t ^he 
money should come out of the 
contingency and emergency fund. 
That added nothing to appropria­
tions made from the general fund 
two years ago. but had the effect 
of depriving the governor and the 
council of .state of the right to 
disburse tha t portion of the two 
million dollars allotted for con­
tingency and emergency need.s. 
The legi.slative action can be con­
strued either as a rebuke to gov­
ernor and council of state for not 
having the allocations: or as re ­
lieving them of responsibility in 
matters which might be In con­
troversy,

HOSPITALS — The a.ssembly 
has not yet acted upon bills In­
troduced Friday setting aside 
$750,000 for a psychiatric wing at 
the university hospital at Chapel 
Hill, and for $200,000 a year above 
budget recommendations for rais­
ing salaries of hospital staff and 
attendant personnel Authorized 
transfers from the C6cE fund had 
full approval of the appropria­
tions committees of both house 
and senate. How the committees 
will receive the proposal for jier- 
manent improvements in addition 
to those authorized in 1947 and 
1949 is problematical

SIGNS—There are signs that 
such proposals will not be gen­
erally. received with kindness. 
Evidence of that attitude was seen 
in the bills designed to block con­
firmation of the contract for the

fairgrounds coliseum, and In com­
mittee action authorizing review 
of all Items In the permanent im­
provements schedules w'hich have 
not been let to firm contract.

UNFAIR-There is strong senti­
ment In favor of such review, but 
not much support for suggestion 
that all unexpended permanent 
improvements allocations be re­
voked. Feeling is that would be 
unfair to many institutions which, 
because of conditions beyond their 
control, could not get projects un­
der way; and would tend to favor 
the institutions which had used 
undue pressure to obtain priority 
rating on projects, some of which 
are of doubtful importance in view 
of changed conditions.

IDEA—Senator Alton Lennon 
of New Hanover comes up with 
an idea-which he thinks might 
prevent future recurrence of some 
of the.se problems. His suggestion 
is that the advisory budget com­
mission should get Its report and 
recommendations In the hands of 
legislators on opening day of the 
session, Instead of sometime dur­
ing the second week.

Then after committees are ap­
pointed representatives of the 
various institutions and agencies 
appear and renew presentation of

their needs. That afforda the 
general membership only one side 
of the picture. Assemblymen do 
not have essential information as 
to how previously appropriated 
money has been used, nor any 
evidence other than prejudiced 
explanations of interested offi­
cials as to real needa If the bud­
get commission would come before 
the whole assembly and tell what 
they had found on their biennial 
official visits It would be very 
helpful

excise tax. Both types of levies, 
In addition to higher peyional bi­
corne tax, are being bdnsldeied 
by Triraeury and Ckmgreoional 
tax planners In Washlngtcm. Some 
authorttiee ray 11 bUUon dollars a 
year more can be ralaed by these 
taxes.

The principal reason a sales tax 
is pretraable is that manufac­
turers’ excise taxes, under Amerl  ̂
can bdstnera methoda, tend to be 
pyramided.

Let’s take a hypothetical ease. 
Imagine a gadget that ttie manuf> 
facturar sells for $l. Ttie whole­
saler ttmdiUonaUy adda 10 per 
cent to cover his costs and pro­
fit, and so sells It to retailers for- 
$1.10. Retailers, let’s assumer, add 
a 40 pm* cent mark-up to this 
Item, and so mice it a t 11.44..

Now assume that a. 10 per cent' 
excise is levied on the manufac­
turer's sales. He then sells It at 
$1.10. The wholesaler adds hU 
10 per cent, selling it to retailers 
for IIJII and retailers, adding 40 
ptr cent, would sell It for 11.69. 
The fovemment’s 10-cent levy 
would add 35 cents to the selling 
price—and remember the Price 
Stabillaation Authority Jus en­
dorsed thé theory of tradltlimal 
margins.

But if the government levied a 
10 per em t sales tax, the retail 
scllinc price would be $1.59 in­
stead of $1.69 and the government 
would get 15 instead of 10 cents.

Of course, different margins 
prevail in various lines of trade 
and in some industries manufac­
turers’ wxcise taxes are carried as 
separate items and do not figure 
in the mark-up. But in get^ral, 
and various trsde associations 
have already pointed this out, the 
pattern described would prevail

Another advantage to the sales 
Ux is th a t the public is made 
constantly conscious of It, while 
a manufacturers' excise Is usually 
a hidden tax. Thus, when the 
need of^the tax ended, Congress 
would be under more pressure to 
repeal the sales tax.

However, the Treasury may be 
Licllned to support the excise type 
of tax for the simple reason that 
there are approximately 300,000 
firms in manufacturing and al­
most 1,700,000 In retailing. A tax 
at the manufacturing level would 

^mean less record-keeping and po- 
'licing. The task of Instructing 
aqd checking on th a t many re­
tailers would be expensive and 
cumbersome. Besides, a manu­
facturers’ tax would be collectable 
months sooner.

Carrier Philippine 
Sea, Off Eastern Korea.—tA P '-  
On one side of this sleek carrier 
is a contraption that would warm 
the heart of any Kentucky moon­
shiner. ,

I t’s a rusty barrel with colls.
It doesn’t make whisky, but pi­

lots of Jets, Skyralders and Cor­
sairs think It’s a mighty fine piece 
of equipment.

It is used to mix Napalm, a 
product also known as jellied gas­
oline, and a deadly fire weapon.

Napalm, like home brew, must 
be mixed properly to produce best 
resultft—searlng. fiery destruction 
of the communist enemy and his 
equipment.

Pilots complained that the Jel­
lied gasoline bomb they were get­
ting did not work properly. So 
Lt, Anthony Módica, J r ., a short, 
muscular Navy officer, and his 
special aircraft service crews 
tackled the problem.

The barre l and colls were the 
m u lt .

Módica, whose father lives in 
San Francisco, has spent 33 years 
in the Navy. The Korean war pro­
vided his first experience with Na­
palm. But in a few short months 
he has become the ship’s  expert 
on this hellish weapon which com­
munist prisoners of war readily 
admit they fear most of a l l

"You know, the guy who con­
ceived it m ust have had a weird 
mind," Módica said In tribute to 
tha bomb.

Modlca’a unorthodox mixing bar­
rel is as simple as the result 
seeks. The proper mix looks like 
a pot of starch, except that the 
coloring la light wine instead of 
white.

Módica and his crew usually 
turn out about 2:30 a.m., to get 
ready for strike. Napalm is 
mixed the day the planes take off.

They never get to witness the 
results of their work, but pilots 
oblige them w 'h vivid accounts, 
with the new brew, Módica proud­
ly reported, "one pilot dropped a 
Napalm bomb on 50 men in a 
trench and killed every one of 
them. Another .scored a direct hit 
on a tank and put it out of com­
mission."

Before the Korean war 
began there were in the neigh­
borhood of 4,000 of them In the 
serivce.

Accelerated recruitment has 
necessitated the reduction of 
basic training courses in this ser­
vice from 11 weeks to six weeks. 
The major portion of the en­
listees is being absorbed by the 
Continental Air Command. They 
will be assigned after training 
ws reception center operators, 
coinmimications and electronics- 
speclalists, weather analysts, 
weather observers and medical 
and surgical technicians.

Recruits are t '.Ined at Lack­
land Air Force base, San An­
tonio, Tex. Those eligible for 
commissions are also trained at 
the Officer Candidate School 
there. The women may get ad­
vanced trainmg a t some. Air 
Force schools for special jobs 
These are all co-educational 
schools. There :.re no special 
schools for WAFs alone. They 
like this too.

Before Korea almost all the 
women were trained in these ad­
vanced courses for specialised 
jobs, but now the majority are 
getting on-the-job training.

most important of these are the 
school at Chanute Field, III, 
which trains for weather obser­
ver and parachute rigger. tl ■> 
school at Keesler Field.

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County’s School Story 
Revealed In Old Records

By J. L. JACKSON 
A glance backward about one 

hundred years a t 'the educaUooal 
conditions in North Carolina In 
gtneral and P itt county in particu­
lar might reveal to the present gen­
eration the favored times in which 
^ e  Ire  living.

Public schools had been estab­
lished in 1817 through the efforts of 
Archibald O. Murphey, chairm an 
of the committee on education, but 
they had been allowed to lag and 
become almost non-existent.

The North Carolina School Law 
of 1839 brought many improve­
ments in educational conditions, but 
when we compare the resulting 
conditions with the present we can 
see something of how far we have 
come. That law required an elec­
tion to be in each county on the 
question of Public bchools. If the 
people voted a majority for the 
schools the County Courts were to 
appoint a board of County Super­
intendents who were to lay off 
School Districts and appoint School 
Commlsc'Dners for each district, 
and each district was to levy an 
annual tax of 820 which was to 
be supplemented by a grant of 
840 from the State Library Fund. 
This fund was obtained partly from 
the federal government which 
had distributed funds, received 
from aale of public lands, to the 
states. North Carolina’s part of 
this was about $1,800,000 to which 
this state added additional 
amounts derived from the sale 
of State-owned lands. The State 
Literary Board was the administra- 

 ̂ tor of the State Library Fund. The 
county boards were required to 
report each year to the state 
board how’ these funds had been 
used.

The reports of P itt County were 
icnt by Alfred Moye. Chairman of 
the Board, to Calvin H. Wiley, 
Chairman of the Btate Board. 
These reports from Pitt County 
from 1848 to 1864 are preserved in 
the Department of Archives and 
History in Raleigh. Wiley became 
the first Stale Superintendent of 
Scbooi.s in 1852, during the time 
these reports were being sent in.

From these files a few' of the 
facts about the Pitt Co'mty schools 
have been collected.

In 1848 there were 29 school dis­
tricts in the county and the total 
pay received by the teachers that 
year of which a part was for the 
year before was IU21J7. There 
waa only one woman teacher that 
year <if Alaiheas O'Hagan was a 
W’om an' Thtre were 19 teachers 
In all that year 

They had only three or four 
months’ .school each year. Some 
of the teachers taught in more 
than one district some years There 
were two schools m seme of the 
districts.

The total number of districts in­
creased to 39 in the fifties and the 
totel amount paid to '^achers in­
creased to $4111.65 In 1859. In that 
year there were 128 male children 
of school age-5 to 21- and 1083 
females. Of these only 702 males 
and 802 females attended the 
•( hools.

The disastrous effect of the War 
bfiw’een the States is shown by 
the fact that in 1863—1864 only ¡ 
five of the 38 districts had schools..

For Teachers Is 
Seen By Messick

Six years of tralntng and a 
master’s degree for the teacher 
are advocated by President John 
D. Messic of East Carolina Tea­
chers College in a recent article 
in "The School Executive.” a 
nationally circulated journal of 
education. Discussing “The Teach­
er of Today," Dr. Mcssick cites 
the "fearful responsibility for what 
the world will eventually become” 
which rests upon those who train 
youth. He outlines a program of 
training culminating in the award­
ing of the master’s degree and 
covering a six-year period of 
study, observation of school and 
classroom activities and procedufes, 
and supervised teaching.

An uhdergraduate program for 
four years of study in col­
lege U desirable for the pros­
pective teacher, says Dr. Mes- 
aick. During this period, he 
study in college is desirable for 
the prospective teacher, says Dr. 
Messick. During this period, he 
states, observation of teaching and 
the study of children from the kin­
dergarten through high school and 
in various situations should begin 
in the freshman year and continue 
through the four years.

No degree, the East Carolina 
president states, should be given 
the prospective teacher at the end 
of Um fourth year. In the fifth year 
of preparatiOQ the student should 
do supervised tesching and return 
to the campus on Saturdays for 
further lass work and for discus­
sion of his problems Graduation 
with the degree of bachelor of 
arts should follow this fifth year’s 
work.

She sailed Dec. 16 and 
arrived yesterday.

Yeadon took his little family by 
bus to Salt Lake City where he 
will be established to a  three room 
bungalow. He said the fight to get 
them here had exhausted his fin­
ancial resources, so they went 
by bus to save expense.
