A Lost Virture?

Action in the Farmville recorder's court
against three driving drunk cases, it seems
to us, could well set an example for the
other courts of Pitt county.

There were three driving drunk cases on
the docket, they were tried Monday, the
defendants found guilty and dealt nice
atiff sentences justly deserved by those who
operate a motor vehicle while under the
influence of an intoxicant.

““There was no long delay in bringing the
cases to trial; no length of time in which
the witnesses could become hazy about the
details of each case. It was swift justice,
meted out as the founders bf the American
legal system meant for it to be meted out.
_There was not a lot of red tape and tech-
nical delays aimed at using time against
Justice to the favor of the defendant.

The people of Pitt county have witnessed
in the procedures of the eriminal terms of
Superior court delay after delay in bring-
ing cases to trial. Not only driving drunk
cases but others as well have been docket-
ed, delayed, set on the calendar and then
continued time after time. At the beginning
of the criminal term of court this week the
backlog of cases numbered 191, and the
cates dated back as far as 1948,

What witness can remember clearly the
details of an incident which happened
three years ago? ... or two years, or one
Year ago for that matter?

When the lag is so great between the
time the incident out of which the case
arose, occurs, and the date the case actu-
ally gets to trial, it is a wonder as many
people as do receive just punishment for
their violations of the laws.

As a whole there is a great need in our
eourts for a shortening of the period be-
tween the time the charge is brought and
the time a case actually begins trial, The
action of the Farmville court is an inci-
dent which indicatés what a court in one

community is deing/ to cope with the prob-
lem.

Sercice Man Benfits

North Carolina’s delegation in Congress
should give cafeful consideration to the
matter before voting in favor of the bill
proposing a free $10,000 life insurance pol-

-icy for each man|in the armed.services.

On the surface the foregoing statement
of The Reflector's conviction may sound
unpatriotic and u nappreciative of the great
service which is being rendered by mem-
bers of the armed forces. But when politics,
government and big business are combined,
it usually pays to look below the surface.

Actually, we are of the opinion that the

 free service insurance bill now in Congress,

if passed, will be by far a greater boen to
e companies of the United

What does the bill de? 1t gives $10,000
worth of free life insurance to every service

i §

man for the time he is in service and for
90 days thereafter . .. but then what? It
snatches from the hands of an ex-G. I
what probably will be the bulk of his life
insurance holdings; and leaves his family
or other dependents without security if he
should suddenly die.

If he is to have insurance after he is re-
leased from the armed service, he must
seek it on the open market ... and pay for
it at his actual age at the time—an age
which will have increased by several years
during his stay in the armed service, and
consequently will make his insurance more
costly.

But aside from the fact that the men re-
turning from service will have to pay a
higher price for new life insurance than
they would have, had they taken the in-
surance sooner, the Congressional bill as it
now stands makes no provision for life in-
surance for the veteran whose physical con-
dition calls for an unusually high premium
rate; or for the veteran whose physical con-
dition makes it practically impossible for
him to secure life insurance.

The bill, it is true, would give the service
man free insurance coverage while in the
service. But it would offer him and his de-
pendents no security for the future . .\. the
real purpose of insurance,

In order to purchase insurance at an age
of 18, 19, or 20, the man now going into
the armed forces of our country would have
to purchase from a private company a poli-
cy which would stay in effect after his re-
lease from service. But since practically all
the life insurance policies for young men
now carry a “war clause” which says the
policy will not pav off if death is caused
while on active duty with the armed forces,
the man actually would be paying on the
policy during the time he was in service for
the sole purpose of keeping the cheaper
rate after leaving the service. Such a policy
would not be collectable were he killed
while in service.

We repeat: The free service life insur-
ance bill as it now stands is a greater boon
to the private insurance companies than &
would be to the men in service.

The Reflector firmly believes the bill
should be altered considerably before be-
ing enacted into law. It is going under the
guise of a great benefit for the man who is
serving the nation in its armed forces. The
bill should be framed so it actually will
aid the service man while heis in service
and likewise after he returns to civilian life.

National Whirligig
News Behind The News

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24—Qovernor Thomas E.
Dewey of New York has mapped an expansive po-
litical program for himself, the nation and the Re-
publican Party for the next few turbulent years, and
here it is:

As of today, Governor Dewey favors the nomi-
nation of General “Tke” Eisenhower by the G.OP.
in 1952. As against the Taft-Hoover philosophy, Mr.
Dewey leans toward the Truman-FEisenhower-Dulles-
Vandenberg belief in complete intervention in Europe
by our armed forces

Should the 1952 presidential contest become a duel
between the Dewey-Eisenhower forces and the Taft-
Hoover faction, Governor Dewey expects to be the
decisive factor.

Besides New York's 94 delegates, he believes that
he will command the 300 nominators who backed him
in 1944 and 1948

With that support, Mr. Dewey could nominate
General Eisenhower, s0 he thinks. And, despite Sena-
tor Robert A. Taft's growing strength, a Dewey-
Eisenhower alliance would make a formidable po-
litical combination,

EDGE—S8hould General Eisenhower still be in-
volved in European military problems in 1952, and
therefore unavailable as a preaidential candidate, Mr.
Dewey might seek the nomination for a third time.

Despite his two defeats, he does not think that
he has been counted out. He believes that his attitude
on foreign affairs, especially as it coincides with Wall
Street’s, will give him an edge over the “isolationist
bloc” headed by Senator Taft,

~Mr, Dewey has another arrow in his pohitical
quiver. He is convinced, along with many veteran
observers at Washington, that President Truman will
eventually get rid of Dean Acheson as Secretary of
State, and that General George C. Marshall will soon
resign as Secretary of Defense.

Governor Dewey does not want Dean Acheson's
Job. But he does hanker for the defense post, regard-
less of the effect of its acceptance on his immediate
political fortunes, He will not accept a Cabinet respon-

sibility, however, unless he is given a free hand at
Washington.
QUESTIONS—General Eisenhower, Incidentally,

will be asked several embarrassing questions when,
as President Truman's military scout, he testifies
before several Congressional committees on the State
of European rearmament, and the willingness of those
countries to resist a possible Russian invasion,

General Eisenhower's European tour has been
observed closely by members of the Armed Services
and Forelgn Relations Affairs committees in the House
and Senate.

They noted that, after visiting the international
#py and espionage city of Lisbon, Portugal, he skipped
Madrid, Spain, and flew directly to Rome. In the
opinion of Capitol Hill, he made a diplomatic rather
than a military mission on this leg of his journey.

UNDEMOCRATIC—Portugal's military forces do
not match the strength of the National Guard in
New ‘York or Illinois. Militarily, it has no value in
the defense of Western Europe.

Moreover, Portugal's government is more fascist
and undemocratic than Franco's in Spain, Tito’s in
Yugosiavia or even Stalin'’s fn Russia. Yet General
Eisenhower saw fit to consult with the Salazar re-
gime.

Under treaty, Italy cannot organize or maintain
AD Army, navy or air force. In two world wars her
soldiers did not stand up against the Germans or the
Austrians. Italy, next to France, has the largest num-
ber of Communists 1n her population,

TROUBLE—In contrast te Portugal and Italy,
Franco of Spain has 22 divisions, with at least 1,000,000
tough fighters in reserve. Outside of Russia and Yugo-
slavia, Spain has the most powerful military force
on the European continent.

General Eisenhower may have trouble in answer-
Ing Congressional questions on his failure to include
Madrid in his exploratory mission, unless he spills
the undiplomatic news that President Truman and
Becretary Dean Acheson ordered him not to ask for
Bpain's help in a possible World War III.

After attending the regular bi-
weekly meeting of the 3108th Re-
ception Center, 1 came home de-
termined to write another column
about the unit. My first story on
the unit appeared two weeks ago.

The 3015th is one of two Army
Reserve Units located in Green-
ville. My reason for a second col-
umn on the unit is to spread the
word that men eligible for the
draft can enlist in this unit, or
the Induction Station Unit, also
located in Greenville.

In case of all-out mobilization,
the Greenville units would be
called to active duty and have as
their mission the receiving, ex-
amining, inducting, clothing, clas-
sifying, and shipping of 800 men a
day. Men who enlist in the unit
will be required to meet with it
every other Tuesday night, for
which they will receive a day's
pay. The meetings last two hours.

They say that anything can
happen in the army, so it's dan-

gerous to predict the destiny of
the 3015th. However, I'll go out
on a limb and mention three
things that can happen to the
3016th: (1) It could remain intact
and in Greenville, (2) It could be
called to active duty and func-
tion in accordance with the mis-
sion as now designated, or (3) It
could be called to active duty and
then dissolved, and the members
spread here and yon.

A man destined for the draft
would be smart to enlist in the
3015th, if he is adapted to and
likes clerical work. There are about
50 openings for enlisted men in
the Greenville section alon® of the
3015th. “These openings are for
general clerks or clerk-typists.
Even if the members of the 3015th
are shipped to the four winds in
case the 3015th is dissolved, the
man who foins will be classified
a8 a clerk, trained as a clerk, and
will stand a good chance of re-
maining in that type of work even

if he leaves the 3015th. If time
allows, he may even be promoted.
About two-thirds of the openings
in the 3018th are for men in the
non-commissioned ranks, so it's
entirely possible that a new man
could be promoted to a moa-com.
However, the promotions will
probably be six months apart.

Because of a misunderstanding
by the general public, the army
has eliminated the rank of *Re-
cruit.” News reparts have said that
“Ret. John Doe was killed in action
in Korea,” indicating that & man
with only a short period of time
in service had been sent to the:
battlefront. Of course this did not
necessarily follow. A man with 10
years' service could be a recruit if
he had not been promoted. Be-
cause this rank was misleading,
the army has eliminated it. How-
ever, there are "‘two pay scales
within the rank of private, 875.00
& month and $82.50.

TRENDS — Although the gen-
eral assembly has been in session

three weeks and has had in hand
the advisory budget commission
report and proposed money bills
for two and a half weeks, very
little has been accomplished. In
fact, it is difficult to discqver any
trends or indications of what
course legislation will take. Ex-
perienced observers can detect in-
creasing optimism among those
rccognized as advocates of larger
spending than the budget pro-
posed. There is rather general be-
lief that the delay is working to
the advantage of the heavy spend-
ers.

BLOCS8—There are no clearly
vefined blocs or groups, but there
is evidence that advocates of ad-
ditional tax lexies are not so des-
pondent as they were the first
few days of the session. A former
legislator who has been around
Raleigh since January 8 watching
proceedings of this session re-
marked yesterday that the con-
servatives had organized both
branches of the assembly, but
were marking time so long the
'iberals were perfecting their or-
ganization and might well be in
position to take the offensive in a
iew days.

OVERHEAD —One hears more
and more often around the lob-
bies of the capitol and the hotels
expressions that maybe, the money
cannot and should nét be held
Just where the budget book mark-

ed it. There hasn't been serious
consideration of any item in the
budget appropriation bill, but
several other bills for additional
appropriations have been approv-
ed.

peneth to all.”” Many of these
streams have in the course of
time become clogged and polluted
80 that they are hardly fit for
man, beast, fish or industry. The
problem is a difficult one because
municipalities and manufacturing
plants are the biggest polluters,
arid because the cost of cleaning
up the water is not light. '

Nevertheless the problem must
be confronted and solved by
North Carolina if it wants to
keep its people healthy and at-
tract new industry. The longer
the procrastination, the higher
the cost of the final solution, as
Pennsylvania and other states
have learned.

Ap excellent analysis of the

whole problem in this state,
which we commend to citizens
and legislators alike, can be
gound in the current issue of
Popular Government. It is an
article entitled *Stream Pollu-
tion in North Carolina" by Philip
P. Green, Jr., Donald B. Hay-
man, and Ernest W. Machen,
Jr., assistant directors of the In-
stitute of Government at Chapel
Hill.

The General Assembly has be-
fore it a proposed bill which
would give the State Stream Sani-
tation and Conservation Commit-
tee power to gather information
needed to deal with the problem
and then to establish standards of
“water quality' and adopt reg-
ulations for methods of protect-
ing watercourses. This is
the most flexible and probably
the most practical way of hand-
ling the problem. Flexibility is
needed because the problems of
stream sanitation vary with vary-
ing loc-t'ons and condillons.

Since the end 6f the war 27

[

states have worked on their
stream sanitation laws and 18 of
thém have established agencies
similar to the one propesed for
Nerth Carolina. South Carolina,
Georgia and Tennessee are stu-
dying the problem. North Caro-
lina must move ahead if she
doesn’t want to be left behind.

2. Repeal of the Miller-Tydings
Act and so-called state fair-trade
laws which permit manufacturers
to set retail prices of trade-
marked goods.

3. Deletion from the Robinson-
Patman Act of provisions that
violate the general principle that
price differences should not be out
of line with cost differences.

4. Amendment of the Serman
Act so that labor will have im-
munity only in those markets in
which it sells its services.

8. Revision of agricultural mar-
keting agreements legislation to
give consumers representation and
to prevent possible abuses by pro-
ducers, processors and distributors
of agricultural commodities.

With U. 8. troops in Korea—
(AP)—The word ‘‘gook’’ has just
about disappeared from the Ame-
rican soldier’'s vocabulary here.

And that is a good thing. It
is an outward sign of an inward
change toward the people for
whose right to democracy he
was sent here to fight.

When the Americans first ar-
rived in force last July, they
hardly regarded the Koreans as
ordinary people—so much as thev
did inhabitants of a country al-
most as strange and unknown to
them as Mars.

They saw Korea only as an
old and tired backward land,
smelling of the honey-wagon and
filthy with ancient disease. And
they thought of the Koreans chief-
ly as a race of dog eating tribes-
men given to child marriage and
thievery and totally incapable of
ever knowing the meaning of de-
mocracy.

And in their arrogance they
began calling all Koreans—North
and South—'‘gooks.” It was a
term of lumped contempt and
it was uttered in contempt. It
might have jolted the superiority
of some of them to learn that the
Koeans also had a word for
“American’ In their language. It
was ‘‘megook.” But there was
no contempt in it. It meant only
‘‘foreigner."”

If it has done nothing else,
the extended police action in Ko-
re has helped bridge the gap be-
tween the gooks and the megooks
—between 150,000 American
troops and nearly 30,000,000 Ko-
reans. They have been through
much together and they under-
stand each other better now.

This result may hardly be
worth a war, but it is only one
of many results. And it certain-
ly is important in a narrowing
world that Americans realize the
vital need of understanding the
peoples whose destiny will be
linked with theirs.

After seven months of com-
radeship in a campaign marked
by a long retreat and a frustra-
ting victory followed by f{resh
withdrawals, the average Ameri-

can- soldier no longer feels -l!;o-.

In Cotfon Field

Caliro—The fellaheen are harvest-
ing the white cotton bolls in Egypt
as they-did 4,000 years ago under
the Pharaohs.

The prosperity o_{ 20,000,000 Egyp-
tlans is tied up—directly or in-
directly—with cotton. It accounts
for 75 per cent by value of Egypt's
exports. During the 1849-50 season
{it brought Egypt around $401,800,-
000

The rich fields stretching along
the Nile are crowded daily in
harvest season by thousands of
black-clad women and boys wear-
ing the national night-gown-like
‘‘gallabia” dress. They work with
the alacrity of locusts under:the
brilllant sun. Like pickers along
the Mississippl, they join in cheer-
ful folklore songs as their agile
fingers pinch the white fiber from
the plants.

Other women shuitle between the
fields and the nearest canal, bring-
ing water for the thirsty pickers.
They walk with a graceful carri-
age ab they carry the big earthen
jars on their heads.

Pickers wear small bags tled to
thelr waists. When these are full,
the pickers pile the cotten in a
mowy growing mountain on the
edge of the fleld. Men stuff it
in big bags.

Rows of trucks—mainly Ameri-
can made—are parked nearby,
walting to be loaded. The trucks
contrast sharply with the simple
landscape unchanged since the
times of the Pharaohs.

The rubber content of guayule,
American desert shrub, was dis-
covered by modern men when rub-
ber balls were found obstructing
the digestive systems of livestock
which had died suddenly.

In 1850 there were about 2,500 -
000 trucks on U. 8. farms compared
to 1,300,000 in 1941.

Extension Courses For
Spring Quarter Planned

Through extension and adult edu-

cation courses offered during the
fall and winter quarters of the pre-
sent school year, East Carolina
Teachers College is providing an
educational opportunity to many
students in eastern North Carolina,
according to a recent report by
Dr. Orval L. Phillips, director of
the college Bureau of Field Ser-
vices. A total of 526 studenis en-
rolled for work in these types of
courses during the period.

Plans are now in preparation
for both extension and adult educa-
tion courses for the spring quarter,
Dr. Phillips reports. Indications are
that the number of students en-
rolled and the number of schools
and counties represented will be
increased at that time.

During the fall and winter quar-
ters, says Dr. Phillips, 465 students
were registered for extension
classes. The present enrollment
represents 123 schools in 34 coun-
ties of the eastern section of the
state, as well as two nearby South
Carolina schools.

At present East Carolina is of-
fering for the first time a series
of adult education courses given

on the campus in four departments
of instruction. Students now num-
ber 61, and a larger enrollment is
expected for the spring quarter.
