A similar condition has been evident in
the Republican party. Dewey received the
Republican presidential nomination in
1944 when he was 42 years old. He had
been a strong contender for the nomination
four years before. Had he been elected in
1944, he could reasonably have expected
to keep the job for 20 or 30 years, promis-
ing whaever necessary to continue to be re-
elected.

The American people and the American
government have fofind their great strength
and their great progresg in the process of
changing the national administration from
time to time before one group becomes too
entrenched in the Washington fortress of
power.

When one group, either the Republicans
or Democrats, is able to hold control of
the national administration for a long peri-
od of time, the officials begin to have the
attitude their jobs are theirs for life—
whether or not they do the best job they
can. The same feeling carries down through
the various levels of the vast bureaucratic
system of our government. Surely since that
condition has become evident under the
administration of one party, it will be even
more evident under the administration of
one president for a long period of time,

The election of any man to the presiden-
cy of the United States should be limited
to two consecutive terms for the benefit of
the country, There is ample leadership
which will develop if given an opportunity.
But under present conditions when a man
is expected to lead the party for a life-
time once he is elected to the presidency,

News Behind The News

WASHINGTON, Jan. 30—A major Cabinet shake-
up involving the displacement of Dean Acheson and
George C. Marshall as Secretaries of State and De-
fense, respectively, will soon be made by President
Truman in response to demands from at home and
abroad.

The most likely successors are Stuart Symington,
now chairman of the National Security Resources
Board, for the Pentagon post, and Chief Justice Fred
M. Vinson for Mr. Acheson's place.

They are President Truman’s top choices at the
present moment, unless he surrenders unwillingly to
the growing suggestion that he form a coalition Cabi-
net through the inclusion of one or two prominent
Republicans,

EISENHOWER—It s also possible that General
“Ike” Eisenhower, on fulfillment of his military mis-
sion to Europe and Congressional action on his re-
arming report, may figure in a general reorganization
at Washington. .

Mr, Truman has been impressed by the fact that
Congress looks to Eisenhower rather than to the
White House for final word on whether the United
States should commit a large number of troops to
the continent for defense against Russian attack.

Both such contrasting personalities as Senator
Tom Canally of Texas, chairman of the Foreign Rela-
tions Committee, and Senate Minority Leader Wherry
of Nebraska seem to have more faith in Eisenhower
than in Truman.

Much as the President may dislike to avail him-
self of a man so generally respected by party oppon-
ents and the regular opposition on Capitol Hill, he
discerns the advantage to be gained by making such
an individual one of his principal advisers.

RESPONSIBILITY—The venerable General Mar-
shall and the relatively young Secretary Acheson will
step out for two different reasons. Although they have
agreed generally on foreign policy, especially in the
Far Eastern sphere, the General has few active or
influential enemies. He does have honest critics of his
views on & go-slow rearmament program and on ‘the
draft of eighteen-year-olds,

His job is just too tough and demanding for the
T0-year-old soldier, with 41 years of fafrly active
service in the miiitary and diplomatic fields behind
him. In fact, he took his present assignment against
the advice of his physicians, who had recommended
a long rest. He accepted the responsibility only on
condition thmt he serve until a successor could be
found. .

Within a few weeks or months, depending on Con-
gressional reaction, he believes that he will have laid
the basis for an enduring and powerful American
defense system, based on a trained citizen army. When
that has been accomplished, he will be content to
retire to his flowers and fishponds at Leesburg, Va.

DRIVING—Mr, Symington will be welcomed by
military experts in the Senate and House, as well as
by foreign commanders. With Thomas K. Finletter,
SBecretary of the Air Force, they believe him to be
the most far-seeing, aggressive and driving figure on
the Washington scene. In fact, sometimes he plugs
ahead too strenuously for his own good.

Hesled the fight, against presidential opposition,
for building up the air force to 90 groups, when Mr.
‘Truman adopted the Johnson program of only 48,
He ploneered in the shift to the B-36 bombers, which
have just completed a non-stop flight to England,
and can fly 10,000 miles with a load of atom bombs.

Although presidential decrees force him to sup-
press his thoughts, it is understood that he sides with
Major General Emmett (Rosy) O'Donnell in his de-
mand for an all-out air offensive against the Chinese
Communist forces in Korea.

Lastly, he favors a speedier rearmament program
than General Marshall does. He is not inhibited by
the professional military expert’s concern for perfec-
tion and details.

TARGET-—Mr, Acheson will be asked to retire,
not because of any want of technical ability, but be-
cause he has apparently lost touch with the American
people. His fallures have been as brilliant as his suc-
cesses. But he does not possess the homely talent for
explaining either failures or successes in the language
of the man on the street, or in the diction of the men
in Congress

Now, however, he has become the target of the top
diplomats in London, Paris, the Hague and Berlin,
They make many counts against him. The three gov-
ernments argue behind the scenes of the United Na-
tions and elsewhere that he is largely responsible for
Communist overrunning of China and probably Asia.
Although Franklin D. Roosevelt was really blamable
for the present situation, in their minds, they take
it out on Acheson because he has executed the Rooses
velt-Truman policies.

IDEALISM—Their arument, which has been lald
before Mr. Truman, is simple. Qur State Department,
In & burst of idealism, has demanded that Britain,
France and The Netherlands give indépendence to
thelr Asiatic possessions. Under Washington's pres-
sure, they complied reluctantly

Around Capitol Square

Raleigh, N. G,

C. & D.—Meeting of the state
board of conservation and deve-
lopment in Raleigh this week

serves to call attention to the
diversified and comprehensive
functions of this department of
state government. It is the only
major agency other than the gov-
ernor's office which embraces all
elements of state progress and
activity. All other departments
are more or less specialized, al-
though many of the functions
overlap. The constitutional de-
partments of agriculture, educa-
tion, insurance, justice and labor;
the departments of the auditor,
and secretary of state and the
treasurer, have peculiar respon-
sibilities, although they in some
ways touch every citizen of the
state. The other big statutory de-
partments such as health, high-
ways, revenue, utilities, wildlife
resources, and what have you, also
have specialized functions while
ramifying into overlapping duties
affecting almost everybody. The
department of conservation and
development takes in to some de-
gree all the functions .of these
other departments with some add-
ed for good measure.

CO-OPERATION—It was grati-
fying to have Director George
Ross in his brief report to the
board Monday morning tell of the
close co-operation which has
maintained among all these state
departments during the past few
months. He sald other agencles
had readily made available data
they had developed in their spe-
clal areas, and in turn his own
department had passed along in-
formation gathered by C & D
folks. He made the point that
the department of conservation
and development was not pri-
marily an educational or a re-
search agency. He concelved its
function to be made of co-ordin-
ating and applying for overall

state development the factual
data developed by other agencies,
and administering laws designed
to conserve the natural, human
and economic resources of North
Carolina. For that reason it may
be interesting to analyze the
membership of the board with
respect to their chief occupation-
al interests and geographic loca-
tion.

COMPOSITION — The board
has fifteen members appointed by
the governor for six staggered
terms, and the statues require
that appointees should represent
various phases of interests. As
presently constituted the board
lacks representation of some maj-
or interests, but this lack is large-
ly compensated by the universal-
ity of interest on part of a maj-
ority of the members. There is
one woman member, Mrs. Roland
McClamroch of Chapel Hill, who
besides being a housewife is in-
terested in all human-social mat-
ters. There is one minister, Dr.
Sylvester Green of Chapel Hill,
who can also be credited to edu-
cational institutions, medical-
health and newspaper interests.
There is one country doctor, Dr.
Locke Robinson of Mars Hill
There is one lawyer who also dou-
bles as a farmer, the newly ap-
pointed W. B. Auston of Jefferson.
There is one undertaker who
doesn't like to bury folks and is
interested in many phases of state
development. Oscar P. Breece of
Fayetteville. There are two manu-
facturers, Walter Damtoft of
Asheville and Mils Smith of Salis-
bury, both of whom have other in-
terests. There are two insurance
men, Charles Allen of Durham
and Aubrey Cavenaugh of War-
saw, whose interests are not li-
mited to insurance. There are
two farmers who live on the farm
and devote most of their attention
to agriculture, Fred Latham 'of
Belhaven and J. C. Mudock of

Troutmans. There are three news-
papermen, one dally—Staley Cook
of Burlington, and two weekly—
Ferd Davis of Zebulon and Eric
Rodgers of Scotland Neck. And
there is right now one vacancy,
occasioned by the death last week
of Roy Hampton of Plymouth,=
commercial fisherman and mer=-
chant.

GEOGRAPHIC — Geographic=-
ally this gives the east nine mem-
bers and the west five, with one
vacancy to be filled. Geographic
balance 1is maintained by elec-
tion of Miles Smith of Sallsbury
as chairman and Walter Damtoft
of Asheville as vice chairman.
Further geographic balance is as-
sured by membership of the legis-
lative committees on conservation
and development. The senate com-
mittee of, fifteen has elght eas-
terners and seven westerners,
while the house committee of
thirty-six has eighteen from each
major section.

WHALE — A whale of a job
faces the state museum folks. in
getting ready for construction of
the agricultural building annex on
the same site. That isn't making
a4 pun, because the main prob-
lem is what to do with the skele-
tons of two big whales now on dis-
play in the museum. The biggest

one is slightly more than fifty feet

long, the other not much less.
That means some f{ifty to sixty
‘tons of bone which must be han-
dled very carefully in order to
preserye the skeleton structure.
PROBLEM — There are minor
problems involved in handling the
live rattlesnakes, but museum at-
tendants say they can be moved
with impunity to the snakes and
immunity to the handlers.

Taegu, Korea, —(AP)—This is
where I came {nto the Korean
war more than six months ago.
" And this is where I left it.

You would think a man would
be happy at the chance to go
back to America after spending
half a year in a land as sorry
and unhappy as Korea.

But the truth is I didn't want
to go. I would rather stay and
see how the campaign finally
came out.

The other correspondents came
around and poured me a fare-
well drink and said: *“‘You've
been over here about as long as
anybody. You ought to have got
the hell out of here long ago.
Nobody cares about this story
back in the States anymore. Ko-
rea is getting to be pack page
news. The people at home are
worrying about themselves—not
ahout the army over here."”

And my Army friends said!

“You want to stay on here
You're crazy. Boy, give me the
chance to get back to old Uncle
Sugar—just give me the chance.”

I appreciated their sympathy,
and I loved them for the liars
they were—beautiful, wonderful,
loyal liars. But they didn't fool
me at all. Everyone wants to
go home in war, but no man
who is & man wants to leave
his army while it is non-
victorious. I

In two warg' 1 had retreated
with the American Army on three
continents—at Kasserine Gap in
Africa, at Spa in the Battle of
the Belgian Bulge, at Seoul in
Korea. In the retreats in Africa
and Europe I had stayed with
the American troops through the
entire ordeal and still was with
them when they counterattacked
and moved back to victory.

This time there was no real
prospect of a final victory. The
best that can be gained in Korea
now is a bitter diplomatic com-
promise. It was for this very
reason that I hungered most to
stay here. I didn't want to ‘‘bug
ot on this shoestring army just
because it was caught fighting a
war down a dead end street.

But this has been the longest
and saddest half year of my
life. I had reached a point where
I felt I could no longer do well
the job that is mine—to tell the
story of individual men in battle.
It had all become a gray mono-
tony of the heart and mind, and
I had become so worn down with
it that I no longer could write it.
I could feel the suffering of sol-
diers and clvilian refugees. I
could share their dangers. But I
no longer could come back and
put those experiences into words.
I guess I came to identify my-
self too damn much with this
American Eighth Army I have
learned to love.

When a reporter no longer can
write about what he sees, it is
time that he pasture his spirit
elsewhere for a time. And that
is why I left for home, neither
the first nor the last to go—but
one who wants to try it again,
when he can do it again, Other-
wise it would be better that I
put away my typewriter and plck
up a rifle. )

Padre”, Lijeutenant Commander
; Francis W. Kelly, left the Marine
iCorps Air Station, Cherry Point,
North Carolina, January 26,

i Father Kelly will join, for the
third time, the First Division-called
the “Old Breed Leathernecks”. He
will report February 3, on the West
Coast for assignment to Korea.

After donning the Navy uniform
in 1042 the Padre became, what
is believed to be, the first Navy
Chaplain to serve & full cruise with
Marine units.

On that tour of Mrine duty Pather
Eelly hit the beaches of Gualdal-
canal with the First Division. His
| part in this first Allled offensive of
| World War II was portrayed by
actor Preston Foster, in the film
“‘Guadalcanal Diary”.

During the battles of Tarawa and
Okinawa, the Padre was again in
the front lines with Marines. It
was at Okinawa that he again
joined the First Division. His role
in the battle for Tarawa was por-
trayed in another movie, *“The Ma-
rines Take Tarawa,” a documen-
tary Marine Corps release.

His courage, spiritual guidance,
and closeness to his men, have won
Father Kelly the admiration and
respect of fighting men every-
' where—especially the respect of
the fighting Leathernecks.
| Chaplain Kelly left the regulars,
' a veteran of some 36 months over-
seas /duty, in August of 1946, re-
truning tp his home of Upper Dar-
by, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.
