Thirty-«lgbt P itt county men left 

OreenviUe this morning headed for 
Raleigh and Induction In the United 
States Army. I t  was the fourth 
group of draftees from Pitt county 
to be summoned for Induction and 
active duty.

In addition to the Sd who report­
ed for Induction from the ccunty 
this morning. Selective Service 
Board Clerk Selma Evans said four 
more men from Pitt county have 
been transferred to other boards for 
Inductlfm.

The men who reported to Raleigh 
today brought to approximately 149 
the number of Pitt county men who 
have been Inducted through selec­
tive service since the county’s first 
call under the new draft last Octo­
ber.

The men who went for Induction 
today, however, brings the local 
draft board cloee to the bottom of 
its available manpower pool. “If we 
receive calls accordingly as wo have 
during the past few months, and 
there are no changes in the selective 
service rulings, we expect to have 
very .‘ew men In the pool for April,” 
Bvans statd.

Under the present rulings no 18- 
year-olds, married men, or men 
with 12 months or more active duty 
dufing World War II are eligible 
under the draft law.

Besides the 38 men who reported 
for induction from the Pitt county 
board and the four local men who 
were tnsnsferred to other boards for 
induction, the county board this 
morning listed seven men as delin­
quents. Clerk Evans said their 
names auuld be turned over to the 
FBI today for investigation.

The Locust Plague
Millionz Of Already Hungry Indicias F«ct Further Star­

vation, Even Death, By Swarming Locusts Menacing 
Wheat Fieldsj No Local Fight, It Is Worldwide

By DeWlTT RlacKENElt

An India already suííerüig from 
a grain shortage is threatened by 
a iresh and very terrible danger 
in the form of a vast swarm of 
locusts ten miles long, bent on 
ravaging the vital wheat fleldu of 
the Punjab.

aiiould this plague destroy the 
Pvmjab wheat, it would mean 
tragedy for mllllous of hungry peo­
ple; probably death for many 

One speaks of millions of hungry 
people advisedly for. as I have 
polr’ed out In previous colunuis, 
there are on the Indian peninsula 
hosUs of ui >rtunates who never 
sec tlie day when they have all 
th y want to cat. Hunger li per­
petual. 1 know, having spent close 
to a year In India all told.

Indian agricultural agents werV 
Immediately alerted for the battle 
with the locusts, but once the pla­
gue has started it i t  almost Im­
possible to halt it.

This raid Into India is nothing 
new. Such invasions of locusts ore 
frequent and they follow the sam e 
oouree. They sta rt from braed-

;ing grounds to Africa and sweep 
‘ &ci'0b6 the Middle Bast into India 
and Pakistan.

These, ad numerous other coun­
tries, have been afflicted since Bi­
blical times, a t least, and presum ­
ably long before that. One of our 
earliest records of the locust men­
ace U in the Book of Exodus, which 
described Egypt’s plague of lo­
custs UI Moses' day; this was part 
of the punishment which Uie Lord 
visited on the people of Egypt fur 
their sins.

Last December the dread pla­
gue of locusts darkened toe skies 
over vast areas of Africa and 
southwest Asia, uot only thrcaten- 
tog lamine by devouruig food 
crops, but eating cotton and other 
essentials. Tlie menace of these 
raids is shown by the huge area 
covered to this Decernbr foray.

Egypt, the Anglo-EgypUan Sudan, 
Libia. Ethiopia. Somaliland, Kenya,

Appropoa 
of teta, in 1M< an army of 10,000 
men waa mobilized in Chlnklang, 
China, to fight a locust plagus and 
it waa estimatod ter.t 300,000,000 
locusts v e rs  slsin in the battle.

Perm anent control of tee locust 
menace is said to be possib', by 
bitoniatUmal action, because the 
locusts don t breed over wide 
areas almultaneously. but in local­
ised iHaeea. The tdaa ta to attack 
the breeding places. In 1141 repre- 
sentativee of Belgium. Southern 
Rhodesia and South Africa met In 
London and signed a eonvention 
setting up an international council 
for control of the red locusts in 
Africa.

Meantime, presumably as this 
is being written, there are thou­
sands of anxious men battling the 
locusts In tee wheat fields of the 
Punjab I t  is Indeed an anxious 
moment for India.

National Whirligig
News Behind The Newt

WASBXNOTON, Jan. 81—The Democratic majort-
heavy-handed use of Its nominal control of the 

Hoiue of Representatives lus enabled it to manipu­
late the rtorganieatlon of majw commltteee to nullify 
the thirty-seat gain which the Republicans achieved 
In the 1960 election. Rarely has there been such an 
example of legislative gerrymandering.

The Rayburn McCormack leadership, which haa 
final voice in deciding the size and party makeup of 
committees, where the real and original work Is ac­
complished, resorted to this strategy to offset tha 
major reverse It suffered on the first day of the 
session.

In a surprise move, the coalltimi of southern 
Democrats and Republicans had returned to tho 
anti-Truman Rules Committee the powers to pass 
upon legislation which had been taken away from It 
by the Fair Dealers. It was Rules that blocked enact­
ment of many Roosevelt and Truman reforms during 
the 1940-1950 decade.

ICAROni—Normally, the two parties' representa­
tion on committees is based on their proportionate 
strength in the House. It varies from session to session, 
dcpen<Ung on the election results. Thus the GOP 
should hs|e been given about a 45 per cent member­
ship as a result of their November 7 victories. Instead, 
H has been kept as low as 30 per cent In many in­
stances.

The leaders preserved their ancient authority in 
leveral wayi. Although givii^ the Republicans addi­
tional seats on several relatively unimportant com­
mittees—Judiciary, Foreign Commerce, Merchant Ma­
rine and Fisheries, Postoffice and CivU Service, Public 
Lands, UU-Amerlcan ' Activities etc.—they retained 
their old voting margin by enlarging the membership 
of thme groups. They also handed out double assign­
ments to the minority, although usually on the least 
Important committees.

As a consequence of this Inside manipulation, 
the Democrats gave up only fourteen committee eeata, 
as against a net loss of 30 seats In the House itself. 
They handed 29 new assignments to the OOP, but 
la such a way that the opposRlon Is almost to power­
less as it was in the Slst session.

MEANS—The apparent will of the overburdened 
voters, as exiM«ssed In the election figures of 1950, 
WM Ignored completely In formation of the two House 
groupe that bear most heavily on Individual and col­
lective pocketbooks. This may be significant, In view 
of bipartisan charges that the Administration’s $71,- 
000,000,000 budget will permit It to finance many 
domestic reforms under the guise of emergency meas­
ures

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Somebody Told Me

Back In December I wrote a 
column about a blrd-huntlng ex­
pedition undertaken by Jack Kil- 
go, Check Allen and Ah Perry. 
Before getting to the real point, 
I rambled on for eeVen paragraphs 
about the bad weather, briars in 
the woods, and the bad luck of 
the hunters. The point was this: 
On the way home from the trip 
Check AUen stopped by to see his 
brother-in-law, Charlie Jackson. 
Charlie has a pointer dog that 
Check wanted to see. The dog, 
Lou by name, was supposed to 
have great possibilities as a hunt­
ing dog. To determihe the dog’s 
progress, Check threw him a bird, 
fully expecting the dog to retrieve 
i t  That was the last time Check 
ever saw that dog. After working 
ao hard for those birds, Check was 
a pretty sick hunter, and on top 
of that he had to Uve down the 
ribbing from Mr. Kllgo and Ab 
Perry. When I heard the story 
and printed it, Check was ribbed 

a few more, so last night when 
I called him for a story on Mr. 
Kllgo he was ready to retaUate 
with both barrels.

Mrs. J. O. Tabar told me that 
Check and Jack had been hunting 
again, and there might be a story 
in the trip. Mrs. Tabar’s caU 
brought about the caU to Check.

’’Heard you went hunting the 
other day,” I said.

”Jack, I’m glad you caUed,” he 
shot back.

From that point on, the story 
came fast. It seems that Mr. Kllgo 
and Check were back in Penney 
Grounds, off the Stantonsburg 
highway a few miles. The dirt road 
that led them to their hunting 
place crossed the railroad track, 
and the place where It crossed 
was raised in the road. In fact, 
the rise was so steep that R was 
impossible to see from one ^  to 
the other from the driver's seat 
of an automobile.

Just as Mr. Kllgo drove his car 
met the track he turned too 
sharply to the right, and the front 
right side of his car dropped into 
a ditch about six feet deep and 
three feet wide. When the front 
right side dropped, the rear left 
hiked up, leaving the car mispend- 
ed on the railroad track.

Beli^; a true hunter, Check 
rushed to rescue the dogs from the 
trunk of the car, but by the time 
he got the trunk open Mr. Kllgo 
walked up with the crew from 
the train to help get the car mov­
ing.

The bird hunting season ended 
today, so now Check and Mr. Kll­
go start fishing. If they can make 
It through the season w i t h o u t  
(hownlng itll surprise me.

APPROPRIATIONS—The spending group—Ap- 
OTopriatlons—underwent a peculiar transformation. 
^  size of this committee, which will authorize 
possibly $200,000,000,000 to federal expenditures during 
the life of the present Congress, was increased frmn 
4$ to 50 members.

A large committee Is always an advantage to the 
liberal spenders. It means that five more members to 
this case will have a definite Interest to the generoiu 
committee grants, and will wrangle funds for their 
states. Thus there will be five more committee mem­
bers to lobby among the full membership for favor­
able votes tor large appropriations.

Despite this increase, the old ratio was kept. On 
the 45-man committee, the division was 27 Democrats 
and 18 Republicans. Now it Is 30 and 20.

Thus, whereas only five Democrats were needed 
to defeat an Administration proposal to former years. 
If the Republicans voted solidly to the negative, six 
Democrats are now required for an upset. A tie vote 
means approval.

IN-FIOHTINO—This gerrymandering does not 
insure President Truman’s domestic Pair Deal of any 
better chance of enactment than it had to the past. 
There are sufficient coalltlim votes to defeat most 
proposals when and If they reach the floor for action.

But the manipulation does represent smart, hard, 
political to-fighting. This extraordinary majority con- 
tf(d will enable committees to report the White House 
program to the full membership for action.

Rejection by the Rouse will then give Mr. Truman 
or any other 1952 presidential nominee the chance 
to condemn Congress for a "do-nothing body,” as the 
President did in 1948. This strategy might hold the 
votM of weary liberals, laborltes and reformers gen­
erally in next year’s election.

SENATE-Unfortunately for the White House, it 
was not possible to rig Senate committees In the 
same way. There were only one-third of the membert 
up for election, meaning a smaller change to per­
sonnel, and the Republicans made greater propor­
tionate gains In the upper chamber.

As a result, the Democrats have only a margin 
of one or two men on even the most important groups, 
Including Finance (taxes) and Appropriations (ex­
penditures). Moreover, many key Democrats like Sena­
tors Byrd of Virginia, George of Georgia and their 
sympathizers, are opposed to Mr, Truman’s general 
philosophy and his high-wlde-and-handsome views 
on spending.

TEST—Governor Scott has lost 
the bout with the state senate 
over test of strength and influ­
ence. Not a g\m was fired or a 
blow struck In the battle. The 
victory standard for the senate 
was to the form of a bill intro­
duced Tuesday morning bearing 
signature of thirty-seven senat­
ors, and accompanied by the 
statement that several other sen­
ators had expressed desire to sign 
It but had not had opportunity to 
do so. The bill provided that the 
state contribute to cities and 
towns the sum of five million dol­
lars a year for construction and 
maintenance of streets, the money 
to come out of the r ^ a r  high­
way fund without increasing gaso­
line taxes or raising the fee for 
license plates, except that It is 
specifically set out that none of 
the one cent a gallon voted by the 
people for retirement of the $200,- 
(XX),000 secondary road bonds 
would be touched for municipal 
streets. It further provides that 
to addition to tiie five million a 
year to be turned over to muni­
cipal governments, the highway 
commission shall be required to 
maintain within corporate limits 
of cities and towns all state high­
ways to comparable manner to 
such maintenance on the high­
ways outside the cities 

GAUNTLET—In effect this is 
throwing down a gauntlet and 
challenging to battle not only the 
governor and the highway com­
mission, but the officials of the

N. C. League of Municipalities 
who, a few days ago, agreed to 
the governor’s proposal for an 
extra $5.(X) on license tags and 
increase gasoline tax, to afford 
money for street work. There may 
be some scrapping to the house, 
but the fact that 37 of the 50 
senators signed the bill when in­
troduced with prospect of several 
other names being added means 
the senate has voted. House ad­
vocates of the same idea fed sure 
they could get at least 50, lyob- 
ably more, of the 120 members 
on that side of the hall to sign 
the bill and feel sure they will 
have sufficient voting power to 
run it through to a hurry once it 
hits the house calendar.

MISJUDGED — It Is apparent 
from this action to the senate 
that both Governor Scott and the 
League officials guessed wrong on 
public sentiment. ’The governor’s 
insistence upon special taxes for 
the traditional basic formula of 
comparable to the special taxes 
and bonds for rural roads, indi­
cated he had misjudged sentiment 
for regardtog the state as a whole 
and not as separate parts en­
titled to special favors or discri­
mination.

Their requirements may 
grow if the International ritua- 
tlon worsens and training faciU- 
ties become available.

The governmmt may need up to 
half a million more to administer 
controls and, later, rationing. Fed­
eral employment rose from one 
million to 1940 to three and a half 
million to 1945.

Arid on top of that, the rearm­
ament program Is fast moving 
from the contract-letting stage In­
to the production phase.

Women, the handicapped, the 
retired, and the young are some 
sources of added manpower. Over­
time may be even the most Im­
portant source, since It makes use 
of high skills.

I those sources are not suffi­
cient, and they may not be, the 
government will have to turn Ite 
attention to those employed to 
non-essential civilian work. Arms 
plants are already gaining from 
this source, but most of the gains 
are totra-plants, as plants shift 
from elvUlan to armament pro­
duction.

The government haa several 
tools available to deal with the 
situation. It can divert large 
amounts of materials to arms 
plants, forcing civilian plants to 
cut down. It can apply wage con­
trols harder on non-essential cl- 
.ili:.n enterprises. It can Invoke 
rationing to reduce the amounts 
of civilian production and to re­
duce employment to distribution. 
It can Increase excises on hon-es- 
sentlals. And if matters get 
gravely worse, It can direct labor 
to specific jobs. In World War II 
the British showed us that it 
could be done.

The home was wrecked. A 
neighbor came up and wbicpered 
a few words to toe horrified Lee 
In Dok. His face tight with 
gloom, Lee In Dok walked Into 
toe aahes of toe house and atood 
a silent moment.

WAC of today was Debbie. A 
pension record In the National 
Archives shows that during the 
Revolutionary War ihe aerved to 
the Continental Army for more 
than two yeu’s.

It was to April ITtl that she 
enlisted as a private to Capt. 
George Webb’a Oonqpany af to* 
Fourth Massachusetts Regiment. 
With considerable Ingenuity aha 
concealed her sex and aerved 
with honor under the name of 
‘‘Robert Shurtleff."

The records show ahe waa 
wounded by a musket baU to 
the Battle of Tarrytown but re­
covered and waa present at the 
capture of Lord ComwalUa at 
Yorktown to October 1781. WhUe 
serving as an aide-de-camp to 
General Patterson at Fhiladelp- 
phla, "Private Shurtleff' feU iU 
with a fever and was hospitalised. 
What a bullet had not diacloaed 
a fever did, and the masquerade 
was uncovered. In November 
1783 Deborah Sampson received 
an honorable discharge.

According to some accounts, 
the adventurous female was ao- 
corded the honor of parading 
down toe ranks of her former 
colleagues before leaving tha 
Army. In April the foUowtog year 
the one-time “Private Shurtlefr 
became the bride Of Benjamin 
Gannett of Sharon, Maaa., eettl.

Because they knew 
that down the hall a lO-year-old 
boy was in an iron hinj', bis polio- 
afflicted throat muscles so fro­
zen that only the mechanical lung 
kept him from smothering to death.

For aU the patients in the Cen­
tral Carolina Convalescent Hospi- 
tál at Greensboro, there is always 
this knowledge to strengthen them; 
down the hall is someone not near­
ly 80 lucky.

Children AAjnst Quickly
And, of course, there are the 

children. In any hospital, what 
laughter there is, and gaiety, is 
centered in the children’s ward. 
Children adjust so quickly, so easi­
ly, and the major number of pat­
ients at the Convalescent Hospital 
are children. No matter what your 
age, if you are adult, you cannot 
feel self pity when you see a five- 
months’ old baby, afflicted with 
a face paralysis, suddenly grin­
ning for the first time.

Miss Virginia Barker, the*idiysic 
therapist in charge, said “When a 
patient begins to feel sorry for 
himself, I Just take him a tour 
of the hospital” The result of this 
wise psychology is a feeling of 
light and laue^ter which seems to 
hover over the wards.

The stranger, going to visit the 
hospital for the first time, expects 
a heart-wrenching experience, ex 
pects to see forced smiles and eyes 
veiled with the knowledge that be­
yond the walls is another world 
they can never re-enter on the 
old happy-go-lucky basis.

No Self-Pity Here
But within an hour the visitor 

realises that here is a courage 
bigger than courage. Young girls 
gossip in corners the old, old gos­
sip of ail young girls. “The boy 
scouts met last 
the hospital’s own newspaper, “and 
learned to plait bracelets.” With 
wry humor they have named this 
paper the “Hot Pack Times,” be­
cause, of all the treatments, the 
one most hated, most dreaded, is 
the hot pack.

According to Miss Barker, who 
has been physio-therapist supervis­
or since 1947, the children under 
12 adjust very easily. ’The age 
group which finds adjustment most 
difficult consists of men and wo­
men over 40. Almost all of these 
have responsiblities in the outside 
world, and worry is worse tha any 
pain.

The adolescents are the next 
most difficult age-group. It is hard 
enough turning from a child into 
an adult under ordinary condit-

Obviously the storm sash will 
give him some reduction in heat 
loss and some increase in com­
fort. But to regard that expendi- 
tui as a cure-all for condensation 
is to put the cart before the horse.

Storm sash wlU minimize and 
perhaps remove tlw evidence of 

^  condttisaflon on his wfiidows. But 
^  that will not mean his house is 

free of excessive moisture—the 
cause of coodoisatlon. The vapor 
wUl still be there. It will still be 
exertlog its constant pressure to 
get out. It wiU stUl work through 
the walla.

Only a drytag out of the house, 
proper control of moisture at its 
source and regular ventilation can 
rem old the causes of c<mdensf.tion.

StruCfSural materials cap store 
considerable amounts of moisture,

Winter's Coldest

tic air had reached New EngUnrt 
was the -28 reading in Caribou, 
Me. •

The Rocky Mountain region 
braced for predicted Iowa of 25 
below. Early today It was -1 in 
Denver.

Texas reeled under the worst 
storm of the winter and not much 
relief waa in sight. The cold 
covered the o itire state.

There were nearly 80 deaths a t­
tributed to the westber.

The U. 8. Weather Bureau re ­
ported an extensive sres of pre- 
clpltstion from Esstera Texas 
northeastward to the Middle Atlan­
tic states, the Ohio Valley and the 
extreme southern Great Lakes.
