Russia Calls The Shots

While The West Sends Up Trial Balloons On Attempt-
ing Peaceful Settlement In Korea, China Unresponsive;
No Matter What Peiping Wants, Kremlin In Saddle

By DeWITT MacKENZIE

British Foreign Secretary Her-
bert Morrison told a home audience
Monday night that “‘this is the
psychological moment” to try to
end the Korean war.

Simultaneously Warren Austin,
U. 8. delegate to the United Na-
ions, expressed the opinion to news-
paper men in Omaha, Neb,, that
from a military poin\ of view this
is a good time to talk peace for
Korea.

Now it's hardly likely that these
two almost identical expressions
were pure coincidence, especially
since they were echoed yeslerday
by France. Indeed they lock like
a bit of purposeful kite-flying, es-
pecially since we know that the 14
allies who have troops with the
U. N. army in Korea have been
considering & possible policy de-
claration regarding peace. Conver-
sations have been proceeduig in
Washington without fanfare.

8o far as the United Nations it-
self i concerned it is sald there
{s no move under way in that or-
ganigation for a peace proposal.
However, that doesn't indicate lack
of Interest. It's due to the fact

that the U. N, has delegated au-

thority to the United States to
handle the Korean issue, ‘and con-
sequently the matter is being dis-
cussed in Washington.

Here it should be emphasized
there is no indication the Chinese
Reds are ready to talk peace. There
has been nothing further from them
since they rejected General Mac-
Arthur's offer of March 24 ‘“‘to
confer in the field with the com-
mander-in-chief of the enemy for-
ces in the earnest effort” to end
the fighting.

Is it in keeping with our democratic
principles to order that any young man
who s financially able to go to college will
be exempt from military training, while
the young man who does not have the
money to go to college must give a specified
length of time to active duty in the armed
forces? .

Burely many of the most capable intel-
lectuals who are spearheading this na-
tion’s scientific research and development
today were not boys who left high school
and went straight to college without first
working to earn money with which to con-

* tinue their education. Surely there are many
among the business leaders of the nation
today who found .their young manhood
years spent in hard work in industry or
business rather than over a set of school
books.

8hould we penalize with military service
the youngster who worked during his
grammar school and high school days to
help with the support of the other mem-
bers of his family, and had his school
grades to suffer as a result—and at the
same time exempt from military service the
youngster who had nothing to do_but at-
tend classes, play and get his Iesﬁna?

Ten honest men whose integrity is be-
yond reproach have been named by Sena-
tor Fulbright to set up a code of ethica for
the behavior of government officials.

The code of ethics will be a counter-
agent to the stench and rottenness which
has been turned up in the government
agencies by the recent probings of investi-
gation committees,

A code of ethics will by no means pre-
clude the possibility of dishonest, unscrup-
ulous men in public office; but at least it
is a welcome relief for the people of the
United States to know there are ten hon-
est men who can be trusted with the job
of setting respectable standards by which
officials in office may regulate their ac-
tivities.

Fulbright's ten nominees for the job of
drawing a code of ethica are men who have
exhibited their ability, their integrity, and
their unrelenting zeal to promote the
things which they believe are right.

"No code of ethics can change a wolf in-
to a faithful dog; no code of ethics can
change an unscrupulous individual into an
upright, honest government official. But a
code of ethics can keep an honest man on
the straight and narrow path, and it like-
wise may give the general public ready
sign posts by which to judge when and
where an official strays from the straight
and narrow,

The fact that Senator Fulbright has
found ten honest men who can be trusted
to assemble a code of ethics, is a challenge
to the voters of the nation to seek for public
office men whose integrity is beyond ques-
tion,

It is indeed a challenge to honest office
holders to find men of integrity to fill the
appointive positions which are so impor-
tant to the local, state and federal govern-
ments in these United States.

WASHINGTON, Apr. 4—Although the Admin-
istration’s attempt to check wage-price inflation by
raising public and private interest rates on loans
through Treasury-Federal Reserve action came 18
months too late, undivulged information by both
agencies indicates that the money market has tight-
ened to such an extent that a healthy reaction has
set in. Forthcoming figures will show that the big
boom movement has been stopped at least tempo-
rarily.

When the PFederal Reserve refused to support

‘the government security market by buying bonds at

par or slightly above, the incentive that had led
banks and other institutions to sell their bonds dis-
appeared.

If they dispose of their federal securities now,
they must do so at a loss. Therefore, they are holding
on to them, which means that they have less funds
available to lend as a basis for further inflation.

RATES—The interest rates on all kinds of credit—
Industrial, commercial, real estate—have begun to
show a slight upward trend. Together with the short-
age of materials resulting from Defense Mobilizer
Charles E. Wilson's control orders, the higher cost
of money has deferred borrowers from seeking loans
and credit.

Russia’s recent peace moves, even though phony
and designed to slow up our rearmament and foreign
ald program, have also reduced expansion and bor-
rowing.

FROZEN—The Federal Reserve-Treasury decision
to offer a non-marketable issue at 2 3-4 per cent for
about nineteen billion dollars of outstanding, long-
term bonds now paying only 2!s Per cent is expected
to dry up a great deal of inflationary resources.

Whereas the 2'; per cent issues are marketable,
thereby providing a basis for billions in new loans,
they become frosen for a long period if they are
converted into the 2 3-4 offering.

Although the conversion offering did not become
effective until March 26, it is estimated that at least
five billion will soon fall into the deep freeze category.

The Treasury and Federal Reserve hold another
five billion and it is assumed that they wiil swap
them for the nonsaleable 2 3-4s, aithough both agen-
cies refuse to tip their hands.

EXPANSION—Freezing ten of the outstanding
convertible nineteen billion of government issues
means that a total of sixty billion will be withdrawn
as a basis for future loans and credits. It is figured
that each dollar on the loose represents a potential
expansion of six dollars.

That 15 an awful lot of change to take out of
the money markei, whether it affects a corporation
wanting a billion-dollar loan or an individual offering
& $500 note at the corner bank.

Assuming that Congress will pass a new revenue
measure raising taxes from eight to ten billion, that
will reduce spending and credit resources by that

- amount.

Should the ten billion conversion of government
and private funds into the non-inflationary 2 3-4s
lead other holders of 2'4s to follow suit, it will mean
that more than 150 billion of explosive credit will be
locked up for another generation. It could prevent
the collapse of our economic system as we know it.

Many examples can be named
that show what the manufaciurer
is - up against. Tne company that
makes electric kitchen mixers de-
signed a new model more power-
ful than any on the market, and
completely noiseless. Redesigning
and retooling the plant cost thcus-
ands of dollars, much to the man-
ufacturer's regret, for the public
wouldn't buy his new model. The
manufacturer sent out investi-
gators to find out the story. It all
boiled down to what one potential
customer said, “Darn thing oesn't
seem to have any power. Doesn’t
make any noise.” It cost that
manufacturer a pretty penny to
find out that the public expects
a mix-master to make noise.

The first automobile fog lights

were amber in color. Some years
later Westinghouse Electric Cor-
poration bought out a more pow-
erful fog light and used a clear
lens. The public wasn't interested.
By that time fog lights meant
amber lights. Westinghouse tried
an advertising campaign, pointing
out the advantages of their new
clear lens over the amber, but the
public wouldn't listen. Wesling-
house still produces the clear fog
light, but sells fcur amber ones to
every clear, despite the fact that
they have to charge more for the
amber light.

An expert made a survey and
decided that the striking surface
on book matches should be on the
back of the pack. Diamond Match
Company retooled, but couldn't
sell the idea. It seems ‘hat it's
too much trouble to turn over a
book of matches.

Another manufacturer decided
that the public was tired of iook-
ing at the same old faces on play-
ing cards, so they substituted Babe
Ruth, Lana Turner, and Jimmy
Durante. They found out the hard
way that the public likes the pic-

tures on the cards just the way
they are.

One of the most recent com-
plaints of many passengers on the
Pan American World Airways
transatlantic planes is that the
14-hour flight is boring, since
there is mothing but the ocean to
look at. The company’s passenger
department suggested that movies
be shown, so they installed expen-
sive equipment and showed first-
run movies.

“You can't do this to us,’ the
passengers complained. “We can't
get up and walk out of a plane
like we can a movie theater.”

Anybody would think that peach
ice cream with real peaches would
be “it." However, somebody tried
it and the public wouldn't buy. It
didn't taste “peachy” enougn.

IN SIGHT—Adjournment of the

1961 general assembly is in sight,
and can probably be reached by
Saturday night of next week,
April 14—the date at which lead-
ers have been shooting since early
March. The biennial appropria-
tions bill passed its final reading
in the house Tuesday and will
probably have passed the senate
before this item appears in print.
Several senators expressed the
opinion it will take less than half
an hour to get the biggest spend-
ing bill in state history through
that body. This fast work will be
in striking contrast to the pro-
longed committee sessions and
tedious hours of debate on floor of
the house. The prediction is made
because every possible issue was
raised and discussed during these
previous debates and the senators
have nothing new to suggest. Also,
they have nothing to take opt be-
cause the house passed the bill as
it came from the appropriations
committee, except for a minor
clarifying amendment making
certain that workers in the utili-
ties section of the university at
Chapel Hill will share in blan-
ket salary increases.

CONTESTED — The blll which
commits the state to pay out dur-
ing each of the next two years
about one hundred and seventy-
two million dollars—which is fif-
teen millions more than most
optimistic estimates fix receipts
for this year, and thirty-one mil-
lion more than has been collected
in any year of state history—was
passed without change, but not
without argument and not with-
out a lot of fear on part of legis-
lative leaders about holding the
line. Test votes on relatively im-
material amendments and motions
had been 54-52, 46-45 and others

with less than half a dozen dif-
ference, The final and effective
vote, however, was 60 to 46 for
holding the line.

HOLDING — Oft repeated dur-
ing the debate was the statement
that this meant holding, the line
up, not holding it down, with res-
pect to public school allocations—
especially teacher salaries. That
thought was probably most res-
ponsible for the final vote, for sev-
eral reasons.

LINE—There seemed to be some
difference of opinion as to where
the line that was being held was
drawn. The state board of edu-
cation had asked for a school
appropriation that would assure a
teacher salary scale based on the
$2200-$3100 range for A-grade
certificates. The budget bill hand-
ed to the general assembly the
first week accompanied by a full
report which the governor and all
six members of the advisory com-
mission signed, fixed the appro-
priation at substantially less than
enough to pay that scale. Later
Governor Scott in a special bud-
get message suggested that he felt
the assembly ought to levy enough
new taxes.to increase teacher pay
to that level. Teacher organiza-
tion spokesmen agreed, although
still claiming they ought to have
a $2400-$3600 scale. The line was
held at $2200-$3100 for teachers,
which was substantially above the
regular appropriation two years
ago and above hudget recommen-
dations—and at §15 a month raise
for state employees other than
“school personnel.

TESTS — There were severgl
test votes in a five-hour session
last Friday and several more dur-
ing three hours devoted to the bill
Tuesday. The only real test, how-
tver, came on an amendment
sponsored by Rep. Fred Royster

of Vance to increase school ap-
propriations about five million
dollars a year and raise state em-
ployees approximately $2250 a
month Instead of $15. Supporters
of this amendment contended that
revenue would be sufficient to pay

it; opponents pointed out the bill
already anticipated that increased
collections will be at least ten
percent above present scales, some
twenty percent above any previous
year. After the vote on that
amendment resulted in a four-
teen margin, the break-the-line
forces threw in the towel. A few
die-hards Insisted on sending up
other amendments, but recognized
leaders of all factions had agreed
that the vote on the Royster
amendment would be counted as
deciding the issue. Five minutes
later the biggest appropriation bill
in history had been sent on its .
way to the senate.

SMOKE — The appropriations
bill was considered in traditional
smoke-filled rooms. Throughout
committee sessions the blue smoke
of numerous cigarettes, a good
many cigars and a few pipes, {fill-
ed the room but did not cloud the
issue. When the measure came to
the floor of the house, rules were
suspended to permit smoking, and
again there was a comfortable
haze about the ancient hall.

RULES — Smoking is not per-
mitted during regular sessions of
the legislature, except by suspen-
sion of rules, but it is permitted:
in committee meetings. In the
years from the middle twenties
through the late thirties, it was
accepted practice for the senate”
and the house to recess regular
sessions and constitute themselves
as committees of the whole to
consider money bills.

SCALES BRING RENT
AND NEW CUSTOMERS

WOOL SHRINK RULES
DRAW OPPOSITION

The Federal Trade Commis-
sion’s effort to set up fair trade
practice rules governing shrink
resistance claims for wool has met
a barrage of protests from retail-
ers and manufacturers.

While all segments of tlre wool
trade expressed opposition to
manufacturers who produce gar-
ments that shrink to midget size
after washing, and all upheld the
principle of honesty in label
claims, few thought the tests and
standard proposed were imprac-
tical and unworkable.

The rules would prohibit the use
of “shrinkproof,” “cannot shrink,”
and similar terms. This drew no
opposition, because the industry
agrees that no treatment will
completely prevent shrinkage in
wool.

The how-to-catch-a-husband
specialists have, I think, over-
looked a rather simple, elemental
device: outdoor activity.

Cement-mixing is another good
gimmick and apt to be slightly
less expensive than machinery-
breaking or roof-climbing. The
attraction of men to cement de-
fies all reason, but they flock to
such a scene like hummingbirds
to beebalm. They'll hang around
too, until the cement job is fin-
ished, happy as larks if they have
& chance to do some of the mix-
ing and smoothing work with a
trowel or a hoe,

This  system attracting
males, however, is unpredict-
able and hard to figure in ad-
vance. For instance, _ they'll
come a-running if you plan to
remove a tree with a block and
tackle. But if you set to work
with saw or axe, the eve of a
male passer-by ‘is as hard to
catch as a waiter's.

Floor creaks almost always are
caused by the loosenthg of nails
that hold the subflooring to $
Joists. The nails get loose from
shrinkage and drying out of the
lumber. Happens in any house,
If your basement celling is open
—uncovered—with the joists and
subfloor exposed, as most are, you
can watch the subfloor movement
while someone steps back and forth
on the squeaky place. If the space
between the top of the joist and .
the floor boards is merely paper
thin, & few finfkhing nails driven
all the way through finish floor,
subfloor and into the joists should
do the job.
But if it appears that the joist
or floor has warped and there is
noticeable space between them,
drive a thin wedge, such as the
thin end of a shingle between
them. Then drive nails through the
floor and through the wedges to
hold them in place.
Resin-coated finishing or casing:
nails, two inches long, should be
used for this work. Use at least
two nails at each creaking place.
Drive them at different angles to
lock the floor to the joist. When
the nail is driven in within a quar-
ter inch of the floor, use a nail set
for the rest of the distance to
avold marring the wood. Sink the
head of the nail below the surface

or wood filler.

To locate the joist under the
floor, notice below in what direc-
tion the joists run and estimate
the location of the nearest wall.
Then measure the floor from the
creaking point to the wall. Most
Joists are spaced 16 inches on cen-
ters.

To locate the joists under the
second floor, or over any finished
ceiling, and to determine the di-
rection they run is more difficult.
You may be able to find them
by tapping gently on the celling
with your knuckles. Bpaces be-
tween joists will ring hollow; Joists
will sound solid. Then measure
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weight of the piano, for instance,
being all in one place, it is spread
sidwise by these cross pieces
throughout the entire floor.

WSB—with nine members, three
from labor, three from industry,
three representing the public—set
about controlling wages. WSB ex-
ploded on Feb. 13. The reason:

Over the protests of the Iabor
representatives, the other six WSB
members decided wages generally
could not be raised more than 10
per cent above where they were in
January, 1850. Labor walked out
of the board on Feb. 16.

More- than that: the labor lead-
ers—except for John L. Lewis and
four rail unions—banded together
and pulled their representatives
out of all government agencies
connected with the defense pro-
gram.

They argued: prices were still go-
ing up; OPS was opening gaps in|
price centrols, letting prices go up;
Congress had so fixed the law that
farm prices could go up, even
though other prices and all wages
were controlled.

And there was one other impor-
tant point: labor felt it was being
snubbed by Charles E. Wilson, boss
of the whole defense program, be-
cause while he had some business-
men close to him as advisors, he
had no labor men there.

And one more thing: Wilson had
set up a board in his own office
to control policy on manpower. This
board was made up of govern-
ment officials. It had no business
representatives on it. But it had
none from labor, either.
