Lack Blood For 
One Atomic Raid

WASHINGTON - ( U P ) -  The na­
tion—even with a year’s advance 
notice — could not give enough 
whole blood to cope with an atomic 
raid emergency in a city the size 
of Cleveland.

Dr. Charles E. Dutchess, vice 
president and medical director of 
Schenley Laboratories, made the 
statement at a news (inference 

He also pointed out that "whole 
blood camiot be kept for more than 
two or three weeks at the most.” 

"And let’s makk it clear.” he 
said, "that there is no known sub­
stitute for whole blood."

PANAMA, Panama —(AP)—Pre­
sident Amulfo Arias bow'ed to police 
and public pressure today and 
agreed to restore the 1946 constitu­
tion which be scrapped last Mon­
day. By the acUon he hoped to stay 
in office with police support.

Arias’ decision came after a day 
and night of rioting in which two 
persons were killed and 117 wound­
ed as angry crowds surged through 
the capital’s streets, clamoring for 
the prerident’s ouster.

The national assembly in a meet­
ing in a newspaper office last night 
adopted a resolution impeaching 
Arias and swore in Vice President 
Alcibiades Arosemena as president. 
The assembly was dissolved last 
Monday in the same decree junking 
the charter.

The aasembly's action apparently

was nullified In effect, however, 
when strong man police Co. Jose 
Antonio Remon declared it had no 
right to swear in Arosemena since 
it technically was in recess.

“We will wait and see what the 
people’s reaction i ” Remcm de­
clared.

Remon statement indicated the 
police—Panama’s only army—would 
support Arias in office.

It was Remon who spearheaded 
the drive to retain the 1946 charter 
and who amiouuced Arias’ decision. 
Remon and the president n ^ t ia te d  
for hours through emissaries last 
night until Arias acceded to the po­
lice head’s demands.

Arias remained in the seclusion of 
his palace, ringed by a police guard 
which Remon said was taking or­
ders from him.

The people of GreenviUe, with a few ex­
ceptions, do not fully appreciate what ovim- 
iBff our own electric power generating 
plaat means to the city. The reason for it. 
The Reflector believes, is that the utilities 
commiaaion for yeara has kept the people 
In the dark as to exactly what goes on in 
the transacting of tha buaineaa of the city’s 
^ w er company.

if the people actually knew the facta 
•bout the Greenville utilities and particu­
larly about the power plant,*we are of the 
opinion the utilities would get more alapi "' 
on tiie back and less kicks in tha teeth 
ttom the people of the city.

Kow that another far reaching decision 
i a ^  the utilities commission and the al- 
dennen, and in turn the people of Green- 
TlUa, concerning the power plant and its 
problems, it is a good time for the doors of 
the utilities to be flung open to the public, 
•nd the public kept well informed by the 
commission as to the activities which ara 
gfOing on in connection with the city utili­
ties. And likewise the activities which have 
gone on in the past.

What tiie utilities of Greenville actually 
•aed to get the support it should have from 
tiie individual citizens of the city ia a good, 
ContÍBuing public relations program.

The Reñector would lika to cite a few 
examples of what the utilities has meant to 
tiie city during the past two decades, with 
prhich the people probably are not familiar.

During the 21-year period from 1927 
through 1947 the gross revenue of the 
Greenville utilities was $7,661,516.65 of 
.which $965,980.00 was turned over to the 
city government in actual cash for helping 
Id operate the city. Another $2,643,278.07 
of the gross revenue of the utilities during 
the 21 years was reinvested in the plant and 
thus increased the city’s property value by 
that amount. Materials, interest on bonds 
and all other general operating expenses 
of the plant took $4,052,258,58 of the gross 
revenue of the utilities during the period.

An analysis of the figures shows that 13 
per cent of the gross revenue of the utili­
ties during the 21-year period was turned 
over to the city in cash; 34 per cent of the 
gross income was reinvested, thus making 
a total of 47 per cent of the income of the 
utilities which has directly been turned 
back to the city either in the form of cash 
or property.

That ia a lot of money from any source 
of income.

The people of Greenville are aivxious to 
know exactly what goes on in connection 
with the planning for and the operation 
of the city utilities. Because in the past 
tiiey have not been afforded this informa­
tion, they have become, and still are, skep­
tical of every move which is proposed or 
madb in conneütion with the utilities.

*The condition can ba overcome only 
when the people are afforded the full story 
•f the utilities activitiea, and are kept con- 

itly teformed on tha activitiea of the 
«tilitiaa.

WASHTNOTON—B^, black headline» »creamlng 
about the HacArthur, Keiauvo*, Fulbright and other 
disputes and scandals at Washington have olwcured 
the fact that the New Deal-Fair Deal public power 
program has recently suffered its worst defeat dnce 
Franklin D. Roosevelt launched the government Into 
this field In the early thirties with such great experi- 
meflta as TVA, Grand Coulee, BoonevUle and the 
Iflsacniri Riv^ development.

A Democratic House hitherto favorable to 
pet ach*>w»es, In committee and on the floor, has slash­
ed $50,000,000 of proposed new construction of gen- 
eratliw tran.smisslon facilities from the White 
House program as approved by the Budget Búreau. 
Ik approved eight crippling amendments to Secretary 
Oecar Chapman's Interior Department Appropriation 
Bill tor majorities ranging from SO to 100.

*The House wee in such an antl-bureaucratie 
imod.” grinned a veteran member of arliamentary 
batUcA we could have cut out money for Chap- 
Boanb salary, if wa had wanted to be mean."

EMPIRK—Th» House knocked out projects or 
surveys for future power cxpsnston for almost every 
section of the country, but esiieclAUg in the South 
BasL the South West and the Far West It kiiled aU 
funds tar power plants apd fines tor the home state 
of President Truman and Clarence Cannon, the chair­
man of the Appropriations Committee itself. It show­
ed and played no favorites.

In short, despite warnings from the Raybum- 
IfcCormack leadership that this was a major test 
of Administration popularity and prestige, the House 
gave a firm veto to the Roosevelt-TTuman-Ickes- 
Chaiunan plan to build a govenunent power empire 
from Majority Leader McCormack’s Merrimac Valley 
In New Itogland to Speaker Sam Rayburn’s vast acres 
in Texaa.

The anti-Truman coalition in the lower chamber 
has thwarted many of his proposals—federal educa­
tion, socialized medicine, civil rights, nationally fi­
nanced housing, the Brannan farm plan etc. But this 
blow to continued expansion of public power, once so 
popular on Capitol Hill, is so stunning that both pri­
vate power interesta and Interior's lobbyists are dum- 
lounded.

TAXES—T1» reasons tor this reversal of a major 
Administration policy are as Important and slgnificaat 
u  the action Itself. It reflects a breakup of the party’s 
Congressional strength that may be reflected at the 
ballot box next year.

For the first time, AFL-CIO members deserted 
the White House on the qu«ition of public power. 
In view of Mr. Truman’s use of his authority to break 
or prevent railroad and coal strikea, organized labor 
does not want this vast and expanding industry to fall 
under federal jurlsdictlcm.

The defeat also qrmbolizes a widespread revolt 
against burMUcratic Invasion of local areas. The loss 
of city and state taxes resulting from public ownership 
and operaticm of power facilities was a major factor 
in the advene voting.

Every time a state <a dty power unit is taken 
over by the local or federal government, which does 
not pay taxes equalling the contributions of a private 
firm, the loss of revenue has to be made up m some 
other form, usually a general sales tax. That tap 
hurts the office-seeking politlcoe, especially members 
of Congress.

METHODS—R^resentatlve Robert L  Doughton 
of North Carolina, who heads the Hoúse Ways and 
Means Committee, was motivated by this factor. He 
voted for seven of the eight restrictive, anti-Chapman

Hls cmmntttee la now holding hearings on meth­
ods of raising the $1 0 ,0 0 0 .0 0 0 .0 0 0  in new taxes asked 
by Mr. Truman. He does not approve projects which 
tend to rob the cities and states of tax sources.

He was not the only Democratic bigwig to line 
up against the White House. Numerous committee 
chairmen and party-line men from all sections of 
the country took their stand alongside the North 
Carolina septuagenarian.

am azing—But the most amazing feature of 
this public power Waterloo was the attitude of mem­
bers from the six states lying within the Tennessee 
Valley Authority region, where FJDH.’s great experi­
ment has wrought many benefits.

According to all reports, TVA has led to an indus­
trial renascence In erstwhile farm and mountain 
areas, created diversified employment and improved 
standards of living generally. Even enemies of public 
power agree to that. ,

It has, however, helped to boost local taxes, for 
the government’s contribution does not match the 
amount which displaced private firms once paid in 
taxes to cities and the state.

OPPOSmON—In voting on the Keating amend­
ment, which forbids construction of government trans­
mission lines that duplicate or parallel private facili­
ties, the TVA-ers broke with the White House Had 
they remained loyal, it is probable that not a single 
one of the eight rectrictlve amendments would have 
been adopted.

Members from the six states benefiting from 
TVA—Alabama, Georgia, Kentucky, North Carolina, 
Mississippi and Tennessee—lined up 29-17 against 
publfc power, with 10 not voting or not present. Their 
opposition was extremely important Colleagues fig­
ured ti^t, if they felt no gratitude for public power 
benefaction, it might not be such a boon, after all, 
to the local communities.

EFFECT—Since the Senate has always been more 
anti-public power than the House, it is expected that 
these cripplhig cuts and amendments will be approved 
in the uppar chamber and probably even extended

Ironically, this unnoticed development may have 
a far greater effect on the average citizen's life than 
the more eensational issues which crowded it off the 
front page—MacArthur, Kefauver and Pulbright reve­
lations. For it represents a definite check, rightly or 
witmgly, to the federal government’s tendency to 
tiansform us toto what Governor James P. Byrnes ol 
South Carolina odla ‘‘economic galley slaves o| the 
titiB Of itatA*

Somebody Told Me

You probably never heard of 
Walter S. Jenkins, Sales Manager 
for Admiración Shampoos. But

•He Club, Limited, know Walter 
as the founder and president of 
the club.

The Bow Tie Club, Limited, has 
three Greenville members that I 
know of: Charlie Bissette of Bis- 
sette’s Drug Store, Chester Walsh 
of the Daily Reflector, and Joe 
Moye of the Guaranty Bank.

•nie purpose of the club, by their 
own statement, la “to encourage 
the wearing of Bow Ties as a 
mpftTM of improving the circula­
tion of the blood and for a young­
er look. Each member is presented 
with a bow tie on Joining and 
a membership card which he is 
supposed to carry at all times. On 
the back of this card the club 
rules are stated; “This Card 
should be carried a Bow Tie is 
worn so that it can be presented 
when challenged and the Bow Tie 
Club ‘Idea’ fully explained. Always 
wear the outside point over the 
left shoulder, otherwlsi the tie 
Is on upside-down."

The “idea’’ spoken about above 
is expressed by Dr. Irving S. Cut­
ter: “Any bit of clothing that 
constricts the neck will interfere 
with circulation.

Cash farm Income Is heading 
to a new all-time high.

The Bureaus ot Agricultural 
Economics early thle year fore­
cast farm in c ^ e  15 per cent 
higher than last y«ur. That would 
make it $ 2  billion dollars, aUtüe 
bit moro than the 1048 record. 
Since then, cash receipts'during 

¿toe first four months of toe year 
have been estimated at $8,300,- 
0 0 0 ,000 , which ; is a rise of 18 
per cent. At that rate, farm in­
come would pass toe IS billimi 
mark this year.

Prices for farm products a r t 
high. So is i»roduction. TLe high 

(H'ices and government appeals 
for larger crope, backed with iMt- 
rity support, are causing far­
mers to plant every avallabUt 
square foot. Many farmers have 
ploughed under unsatisfactory 
winter wheat crops and planted 
cotton, sorghums and other 
grains.

Washington observers expect no 
severe price controls on farm 
products. Legislation providing 
for price controls must be re­
viewed by Congress before Juno 
SO, and no additkmal controls on 
farm prices are expected to bo 
written into toe law. The farm 
lobby.is too powerful; iaym votes 
too important.

Farmers are getting cash and 
they also have aq enormous cre­
dit buying power. Perm indebt­
edness is at a low; farmers’ sav­
ings are high. Land values, 
a good guarantee of credit, a r t 
are also at a high. The Depart­
ment of Agriculture estimates 
they rose 14 per cent between 
March. 1950 and March, 1951, put­
ting them 9 per cent above toe 
previous high in 1948.

Manpower shortages will influ­
ence the farm market. The draft 
and defense plant salaries will 
out into available farm labor. 
Hence farmers wlU have to rely 
more on machines. The increase 
in acréage planted will also call 
for more machinery. And mind­
ful of coming shortages, many 
farmers will make this year 
the replacements they jilanned for 
next year.

EleoJrlficatlon Is also broaden­
ing farm demand. This year’s 
extension of power lines will 
bring electricity to 95 per cent 
of the farms of the country. The 
Rural Electrification A dm in- 
istration predicts that farms In 
the next five years will require 
as much additional power as a 
new Grand Ctoulee dam could pro­
duce.

The farm market Is as broad 
as it is deep. Farmers buy prac­
tically everything city dwellers 
do—food, furniture, autos, radios, 
clothing, services, etc— and a lot 
of other things as well, includ­
ing farm machines and tools, 
chemicals, and construction ma­
terials.

Around Capitol Square

POWER—Entire time of Gov­

ernor Scott’s press conference 
Tuesday was devoted to the elec­
tric power issue, but nothing new 
came out of it. The governor 
reiterated his oft-stated opinion 
that it is necessary for the fed­
eral government to move into 
power generation in this state In 
a big way, if state progress Is 
to continue. He supported his con­
tention with excepts from letters 
received from industrialists to 
whom he had written asking 
about their plans for future ex­
pansion in North Carolina. One 
of the correspondents said his 
firm required tremendous quan­
tities of firm power, and that 
there was not sufficient quantity 
available here. Another compared 
rates charged by a North Caro­
lina private utility and a Tennes­
see TVA source.

REFEREE—At one time It 
seemed likely the governor would 
have to switch his role from an 
executive being interviewed and 
assume the duties of a referee 
in an argument between two re­
porters. That was when one re­
porter asked about differential in 
taxes paid by privately managed 
utilities and government man­
aged competitors, and another 
reporter said he was getting 
"damned tired of his talk about 
taxes’ and insisted that he paid 
the ptower company’s taxes when 
he paid his light bill.

TRANSMISSION-Getting back 
to the subject supposed to be 
under discussion, a rei)orter 
asked about duplicating trans­
mission lines. Governor Scott 
again reiterated his opinion that 
private companies should dislrl-* 
bute toe power, and said he

could not go along all the way 
with spending large sums of pub- 
lie money to construct parallel 
transmission lines. He ¿id not 
deny toat 8uch transmission is 
an integral part of the overall 
federal power projects. Then a 
reporter asked the governor If he 
favored complete nationalization 
of toe power industry. His ans­
wer was a rather softly spoken: 
"Not necessarily.’’

BARDEN—The governor said 
he had not read Congressman 
Graham Barden’s explanation of 
why he voted against the federal 
appropriation for high voltage 
transmission lines from Bugg’s 
Island to points in Virginia and 
North Carolina, many miles of 
which would be in areas already 
having adequate transmission 
facilities. The congressman cited 
toe fact toat toe proposal was 
defeated on a roll call vote 248 
to 149, and toat most of those 
voting for the appropriation were 
from big cities which are not 
remotely concerned with REA 
projects. He added this com­
ment:

"I think those of us living In 
rural areas should be mindful 
of the fact that we are In this 
hour in a little peril ourselves; 
for if you were to hear the mem­
bers of congress from the big 
city areas denouncing the agri­
cultural areas for charging so 
much for the truck crops, hogs 
and other food crops produced on 
toe farm, you would not have 
to strain your eyesight very 
much to visualize an attempt 
such as somebody proposing to 
set up ten or twenty thousand 
sere farms to be operated by 
toe government so cheap vege­

tables, cheap food crops could

be produced on land that paid 
no taxes and where they cóuld 
easily be subsidized from the 
government.’’

FUTURE—The board accepted 
the report and Immediately re­
elected Director Dorton for 
another year. Called upon for 
some comment, Dr. Dorton said 
construction of the new build­
ings, chiefly toe highly contro­
versial million and a half dol­
lar "coliseum," probably would 
not be completed by fair time 
this year, but plans were going 
ahead for toe usual ezpositon 
In October. He suggested a more 
appropriate name for the main 
building, since the William Neal 
Reynolds Coliseum at State Col­
lege had pre-empted that de­
signation. (He indicated he did 
not like the nick-name of "cow 
palace’’ given the structure by 
members bf toe recent legisla­
ture.) Dr. Dorton was emphatic 
In beUef that the fair ground faci­
lities should be more effectively 
and more frequently used than by 
a state fair one week in the year. 
He envisaged year-round use for 
purposes directly related to pro­
motion of agriculture, livestock 
and industry, either by wholly 
statesponsored affairs or by leas­
ing the facilities for privately 
sponsored cattle and machinery 
exhibits. Governor Scott, as com­
missioner of agriculture and gov­
ernor, Commissioner L. Y. Bal- 

lentlne and Director Dorton have 
long felt that when faculties at 
the fairgrounds were brought to 
the place they wUl be under the 
current construction program, 
they should be used throughout 
toe year for some better purpose 
than storage of automobUes and 
cotton bales.

Good But Not Good Enough 

(Henderson Dispatch)
For the first time ever, bank 

resources have crossed the two 
billion dollar figure in North Car­
olina. That is a far cry from the 
days of the great depression 
twenty years ago, when the total 
was only a few hundred miUlon 
dollars, and we are thankful for 
(iven that.

But a lot of water has run 
under the bridge since then. 

America and North Carolina have 
become prosperous out of all 
proportion to the level of tod 
economy in that tragic era. Agri­
culture has expanded both as to 
volume and valiM, and Industry 
has Just about doubled its dlmen- 

i

slons In every direction. Markets 
have Increased both at home and 
away from home, and there are 
takers waiting for almost all that 
can come from the soil and from 
the machine. Living standards as 
well as costs have risen sharply, 
and no one can say toat the 
common welfare is on a vastly 
higher plane than ever before.

"If this keeps up, there won’t 
be one left in 20 years," says 
Ben Benson, lour-time King of 
the Hoboes ("don’t," he warns, 
"go putting quotes around my 
title because it’s official, damn 
L"i

Ben i» five feet tall, weighs 
1 10  pounds, uses a hearing aid 
and talks faster than a used car 
salesman. In the last 50 years 
of bumming, he has covered more 
than 500,000 miles, he estimates.

"Been on the road since I waa
17,” be says. "Never seen 

anything like it. Not one-tenth 
the boys traveUing nowadays 
there was 10, 15 years ago.

"Right here In New York, out 
of 10,000 men on the Bowery, 
maybe 6.000 used to be traveUing 
bums, now they’re on relief or 
old age pensions. Can’t travel. 
Got to show permanent rcsideoce 
to get those checks."

Migratory workers, Ben re­
ports, don’t get the work they 
used ot around harvest time be­
cause of the Increasing mechani­
zation ol farms. Besides, Irelght 
trains operate pnore efficiently, 
with fewer stops for block sign­
als. Diesel engines pick up speed 
faster than toe old locomotives 
and it's harder for a hobo to 
jump a irelght.

Such conditions srs converting 
many bums into "rubber 
tramps’’—hitch-hikers.

"Been doing a lot of that my­
self lately,” Ben says. "More 
comfortable. Meet a better class 
of people, who slip you a buck or 
a meal now and then. Also, much 
cleaner than toe hot shots (fast 
freights).

"The high cost of Uvlng is 
changing everything. I used to 
specialize as a bouse cat. Sure, 
I ate in jungles now and then but 
most of the time I bummed at the 
back doors of houses. In the old 
days, when food was cheap, they 
wouldn’t turn you awaV-

"Now, they don’t have enoulfh 
food for themselves. Why even 
toe Salvation Army and other 
missions don’t put up the feed 
toe way they used to."

The character of American ho­
bos i» changing, too. They used 
to be more Intelligent, Ben re­
ports, more interested in the 
working man, if not Interested in 
working themselves.

"Now everybody is afraid of 
being caUed a Communist," he 
says.

Publishers Warned To 
Avoid Waste Of Ps^er

WASHINGTON -(U P )~  News­
paper publishers were assured to­
day rthat enough newsprint is avail­
able to make government limita­
tions on consumption unnecessary 
this yeau*.

The National Production AuUior- 
Ity told a publishers meeting yes­
terday that about 5.939,000 tons of 
newsprint will be available for use 
In the United States in 1951 If 
domestic and Canadian production 
continues at current rates.

Consumption thi.s year was esti­
mated at 5,8 ,̂000 tons—6.5 per 
cent more than in 1949. This would 
leave a 50,000-ton surplus.

The NPA warned, however, that 
many factors could change the pic­
ture. The agency urged an all-out 
campaign by newspapers to reduce 
newsprint waste.

NPA said a limitation on use of 
new'.sprint is not being planned, and 
may not be necessary at all if the 
conservation drive Is successful.

The publishers agreed that re­
duction of waste is the best way 
lo avoid having newsprint placed 
under goxTmmcnt limitation.

A State Depcirlment official told 
the publifdiers that the government 
plans to help provide newspaper.s 
In friendly nations with the minim­
um newsprint needed to continue 
publicatio:. Papers in countries 
Ihreatenec by communl.st domina­
tion will be chiefly affected.

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Neither Side Able To 
Prove Policies idd it

Enough testimony now has been 
put Into the recjord in the Tnunan- 
Ma^Arthur controversy to make 

It clear that neither side will be 
able to prove its main point for
months and maybe years. Or may­
be never.

Only time will provide the ans­
wer to the big question—could we 
step up the war against communist 
China and not get involved in

0Torld War m ? Gen. Douglas Mac- 
Ari r̂thur thinks we could. The Tru­
man administration, through its 
spokesman D e f e n s e  Secretary 
George C. Marshall, says it would 
be too much of a risk.

Thus the present hearings in 
Washington are likely to be Incon-1

?hisive on the paramount issue. 
The purpose of congressional hear­
ings is to lay the groundwork for 
legislaticm. There isn’t any legisla­
tion that can be passed that will 
enable MacArthur, Marshall or 
anybody else to read Josef Stalin’s 
mind.

Both MacArthur and Marshall 
have had access to intelligence 
about Russia’s intentions in the 
Far East and elsewhere. Either 
they are getting conflicting Infor­
mation or they are drawing oppo­
site conclusions from the sanie in­
formation. What makes it so baf­
fling is that both are skilled profes­
sional soldiers, experts in evaluat­
ing reports on the activities of ene­
mies and potential enemies. Their 
difference of opinion is a left-

handed tribute to the ability of 
Moscow to keep its mouth shut and 
its adversaries guessing.

It could be done only in and by 
a (Uctatorshl]). ^he normal pro­
cesses of democracy automatically 
give a potential enemy a big ad­
vantage. The transcript of the 
Wadiington hearings is being cen­
sored to prevent military security 
leaks, but a vast amount of infor­
mation still Is being released.

Marshall summed up the situa­
tion during his first day of testi­
mony:

**.. .If 1 may say so, I have felt 
through a good deal of this as 
though I were sort of acting as an 
Intelligence agent for the Soviet 
government and the Chinese com- 
mimist government, but they don’t 
provide one for me. I get nothing 
of their conclusions, tiielr recom­
mendations, their proposed ac­
tions, but the world gets a good bit 
of the other side from us and it is 
not an easy way to handle things 

■ when youi are at war.”
