Hopes To Convert

Entire Office

They practically ran the Register

of Deeds out of town in Byracuse,
N.Y, for doing the same thing, but
John Clark, Jr., Register of Deeds
in Pitt County, is attempting to
break the time-worn tradition of
recording the county papers in éx-
pensive leather-bound volumes.

The newest , courthouse-
wise, for keeping permanent records
is microfilm. But the process is not
making any great strides foward
sweeping the vaults, so to speak,
of courthouses throughout the coune
try.

That man in Syracuse began the
idea. And he paid dearly for his
practical experiment, too. Seems he
converted all the worm-eaten vole
umes in his office to microfilm—
practically overnight — and didn't
let anyone know about it. Then he
sprang it on the lawyers, court-
house officials and other
who had anything to do with the
county records, .

They all came in one morning to
find the books gone, the office
equipment sold, and nothing left
but a few compact steel boxes sitting
on the tables. When they found
out what he had done they raised
such a hfie and cry that the harrass-
ed gentleman wound up in court.
The lawyers didn't like the system—
it hurt their eyes, took too much
time looking up the particular film

to be inserted into the “reader.” But i

mainly it was too much change.

The gentleman’s name will re-
main anonynfous here—it's on file
in the court records of Onandaga
County (and probably in leather-
bound volumes, too). But he start-
ed a trend that spread to other
courthouses in New York State un-
til now all the documents are Ie=
corded on film. But as for reaching
into other states on a grand scale—
not so.

Right now Clark has the system
M the first throes of motherhood.
For a  three-month. period.
trying out the system to see if it i
feasible for all parties concerned.
He is at present recording only the
chattel mortgages on film, but with
hopes that if that procedure pans
out all right the entire office will
eyentually be on film.

It the county commissioners give
him the go-ahead, his office will be
the first one outside New York
State to be completely microfilmed.
The offices in Wake and Guilford
counties use a similar system, but

¥ have not converted as yet.

The system works like this: each
paper that is filed in the office is
photographed on 35 millimeter film,
Then it is sent t0 taue manufac-
turer’s home office where it is deve-
loped and copies made for safekeep-
ing. The copy is sent back here
and filed away with thousands of
other filmed papers.

About 20,0C) such records can be
filed for reference in a steel con-
tainer about twice the size of an
ordinary shce box. It would require
#everal feet of shelf space to do the
same thing with ordinary paper ori-
ginals and photostats which is about
ten times more expensive.

That item of expense is the main
thing that makes the system feas-
Ible, Clark thinks. It would be well
over 100 years before the Register of
Deeds’ office would have to be ex-
panded, if then at all. And, if the
entire office is converted, the lea-
ther binders and all the steel filing
abinets could be sold; but, parti-
ularly, the county wouldn't have to
buy any more of either item. Both
arc a major expense in the upkeep
of the office.

Primarily; though, thé" conversion
to microfilm would obviate all the
time required to insert a copy of
Any deed in the files.

Becoming Hard Of Hearing

While the MacArthur-Administration
controversy continues to rage in the na-

tion’s capital, too many people neglecting

“the other half” of the story on foreign af-

{airs as is being presented by Secretary of
Defense George Marshall.

Public interest in the MacArthur affair
and the factors which brought it about was
at a fever pitch when the General flew

- home to the greatest welcome ever receiv-
ed by a living American. The interest car-
rvied through the days when MacArthur
was festifying before the Senate commit-
tees inquiring into the General's dismissal;
‘but since Marshall has taken the stand,
_public interest apparently is on the wane.

" The people of the country shouted for a
full investigation into MacArthur's dismis-
sal. The people are getting a full investi-
gation before the Senate committees; but
-the hearings are just getting well under-
way, and the public is becoming more and
more hard of hearing. The same condition
is true among the members of Congress.
When MacArthur was testifying the hear-
ing room was jammed with members of
Congress. When Marshall began his testi-
mony the crowd in the hearing room rapid-
ly decreased, and the Congressmen follow-
ed the developments of the investigation
through the voluminous reports, if at all.

The fact is that the majority of the Am-
erican people and the members of Congress
already had their minds made up as to the
preferred foreign policy course for the na-
tion even before the investigation into the
MacArthur policy and the Administration
policy began. The people will harken to
the testimony before the Senate committee
only so long as the facts submitted there
help to support the premature conclusions
they already have drawn.

If any good is to come from the inquiry
into the nation’s foreign policy, the matter
must be approached with an open mind by
those who influence the framing of the pol-
icy, and by the folks back home. If it is not
approached with that attitude, the whole
inquiry will amount to nothing more than a
political football to be booted around by

.the crowd in Washington which adheres to
' the “politics before business” philosophy
of government.

‘During the late '30's the British sought
to follow a policy of appeasment in dealing
with Hitler. The British did so for commer-
cial reasons in an effort to preserve its long
lines of trade as well as peace in Europe.
But the British learned through bitter ex-
perience that appeasing a ruthless aggres-
sor does nothing but give him more terri-
tory without sacrificing his men and ma-
terials, and gives him more to build up
greater reserves.

The British have adopted their policy of
appeasement toward Russia and Red China.
John Bull is spreading oil on the troubled
waters in an effort to preserve his valuable
far-flung trading interest along the Chinese
coast and throughout the Far East. From
his experience during World War II, it
seems to us that John Bull would have
learned that the oil he spreads on the trou-
bled waters sooner or later will be ignited
by the aggressor he is trying to appease,
and a sweeping fire will result.

WASHINGTON—"Defense Secretary Marshall,”
writes P.M. of Binghamton, N.Y., “says that one rea-
son why the Administration’ opposes MacArthur's
plan for a more aggressive war against Communist
China is the opposition of the thirteen United Na-
tions members fighting with us in Korea. He sald
that we might lose these allies, and have to ‘go it
alone,’ even if the MacArthur strategy provoked an
all-out conflict with Russia. -

“Will you kindly explain what our allfes would
have done—or would do—if they broke with us? Inel-
dentally, how much help are they giving us in Korea?”

WEAKEST—Answer: In my opinion, and I find
it to be rather generally held, this is the weakest part
of the anti-MacArthur argument. I doubt very much
whether General Marshall, as a military man, really
believes it. It sounds more like a position forced upon
him by Secretary of State Dean Acheson.

In the first place, where would our allles—Britain,
France, the Low Countries, Turkey etc.—go, if they
decided to cut loose from us over this question? They
don't ppssess the financial or military strength to
create what Aneurin Bevan, the resigned Labor Cabi-
net member, calls a “third force.” Without our ad-
vances of arms and money, they could not stand up
against Russia for a minute.

I doubt whether the British people, as well as
the citisenry of our other associates, want to become
membérs of Stalin's slave empire. The time has gone
when London or Paris, alone or in alliance with any
combination of European nations, can exercise the
old balance of power that they did from 1800 until
1914. They must side with us, or fall under Commu-
nist control.

“TOKEN"—In answering F.M.s second question,
which has been asked by many other readers, I might
note that General Marshall himself described the
allied aid as of the “token” varicty. One definition
of “token” in Webster's is “simulated,” or & “sample
of the real thing.”

That certainly applies to the way in which UN,
members have implemented their resolution to oppose
the Communist invasion of South Korea, Although I
must give only round figures for reasons of security,
the U.N. force consists of approximately 400,000-odd
men. Less than one-tenth, or 40,000, consist of other
nations’ contributions.

England and France have sent about 320000 and
8,000, respectively, a division and a combat team. The
British also have a few warships operating in nearby
Waters. In proportion to their size, Turkey and Greece
have done the most. India has not glven us a single
soldier, and only two South American countries have
made any contribution.

EXPENDITURE—Save for the relatively small
pay rolls of each nation’s forces, which they bear, we
are financing the “police action.” We are paying for
Arms, transportation, food, logistical operations, hos-
pitalization etc.

It is impossible to estimate our expenditure, ac-
cording to Pentagon informants, but it will probably
cost us between fifteen and twenty billion dollars for
the first year of fighting, which ends June 25.

That amount, of course, will not appear on the
Army's books as a Korean debit because the official
Accountants will deduct the total our units would
they were undergoing intensive training
on home soil, It will be charged off to “experience.”
_ LAPSE—Numerous readers, Including a few edi-
tors, have chided me for attributing to Herbert Hoover
the statement that the United States had reached
such a prosperly peak that “two chickens in every
pot” and “two cars in every garage” had become com-
mon possessions in this country, I regret to say that
I must take a plea on this lapse.

Somehow, the belle! has become fixed that Mr.
Hoover did make these claims in the 1928 campaign. It
fits in with his many speeches acclaiming what was
then known as “Coolidge prosperity.” But Lawrence
Richey, Mr. Hoover's closest personal friend and gen-
eral agent at Washington, assures me that “the chief”
never indulged in such bombast.

“We have gone over all of Mr. Hoover's speeches
and stalements,” says Larry, “and we can't tind those
remarks anywhere. Al first we thought that Charley
Micheison had pinned them on Mr. Hoover, when
he was the Democrats’ propoganda man. But we can't
find it in any of his stuff. We don't know when or
Where it originated.”

TOPS—“Did General MacArthur ever outrank
General Marshall, and vice versa?” inquires MR. of
Los Angeles. “And how does Eisenhower fit into this
Eame picture?”

As Chief of Staft during World
War II, and now as Defense Secretary, Marshall is
tops. Eisenhower was only a Major and a MacArthur
Aide when the latter was Chlef of Staff. He has never
outranked the other two men.

36,000 imaginary dollars, to use
for buying 14 players. Auctioneer-
ing was Bill Clark, professional
auctioneer of Greenville's New
Carolina One and Two. Bill also
auctioneers in Douglas, Georgia,
and Johnson City, Tenn.

The six managers are Ford
McGowan of the Junior Chamber
of Commerce, Reynolds May of
the Elks Club, Charles “Polly”
Williams of the Moose Club, Dr.
Warren Aldrich of the Lions Club,
W. C. James of the Exchange
Club, and Coach Howard Porter
(ECC) of the Kiwanis Club.

For the past three weeks ap-
proximately 175 boys have been
working out at the West Gieen-
ville 8chool, and the six managers
have been on hand to scout the
players. Last night each manager

VOTING—Folks around capitol

square, who live and work with
and for politics, have been keenly
interested in results of municipal
elections throughout the state.
Their interest is mainly in three
phases of voting habits as mani-
fested by city and town residents.
First, there is some concern over
the generally light vote cast. Se-
condly, there is concern over the
apparently growing trend toward
bloc and group voting. Third, and
of particular personal interest, is
study of the disposition of voters
to retain old officials or replace
them with new blood in city of-
fices.

LIGHT—In only a few com-
munities did the total vote cast
aproximate a reasonable propor-
tion of the total registration, and
it is known that the registration
generally is less than half poten-
tial voting strength. Reports from
most municipalities indicate the
city election vote was from 20 to
26 percent of registration, with a
few good places reaching 33 to 35
percent. Figured another way, it
is estimated that two-thirds to
three-fourths of the total popu-
lation comes within eligible vot-
ing age. Yet in Raleigh, center
of state political activity, there
were less than 6,000 vot~s cast out
of a population of more than 60,
000, with a voting potential in ex-
cess of 40,000.

BLOC — North Carolina had
been gratifyingly free from bloc

or group voting until a year ago.
It showed up noticeably for the
first time in the senatorial pri-

mary of 1950, and was even more
marked in some cities this month.
Durham, Greensboro and Raleigh
each has a Negro population about
equal to state ratio and it is pretty
generally concentrated in a few
precincts. Each city this year had
a Negro candidate for the city
council. The Negro won in
Greensboro, but they lost out in
Durham and Raleigh, However, in
each of the citles some of the
heavy Negro voting precincts roll-
ed up three or four times as many
votes for the Negro candidate as
for all the others combined. That
was due, of course, to the practice
of single-shot voting, a device by
which citizens fail to discharge
their duty to vote for a full ticket,
but seeks extraordinary advantage
for one candidate by singling him
out. There was also some evi-
dence, though less than in Negro
precincts, or single-shot labor bloc
voting.

TURN-OVER — State officials
and employees whose jobs depend
upon results of next year's state
elections are naturally interested
in the ratio of turn-over among
municipal officials. The record is
somewhat encouraging. Complete
survey has not been made, but
casual study of election results in-
dicates that perhrps more than
half the incumbents who sought
re-election were continued in of-

fice. Mayor Victor Shaw was re-
elected in OCharlotte. Winston-
Salem has not held its election,
but Mayor Marshall Kurfees is
unopposed there, In Durham, the
other big city which elects the
mayor by popular vote, the former
official did not run for re-election.
In Asheville and Greensboro the
present mayors won seats on the
new council, which will name one
of its members mayor. In Raleigh
the present mayor was not a can-
didate, but ‘the three incumbent
councilmen who asked re-election
each got more votes than any new
candidates. There is evidence that
in most cases voters based selec-
tion on personalities rather than
official records or political issues.

ON THE AIR—The Alexander
County Hospital at Tiylorsville is
going on the air. At least the
story of how a determined group
of people in a rural North Caro-
lina community got a long needed
hospital will be told over the NBC
network Saturday afternoon from
4:30 to 5:00 o’clock. The program
is being sponsored by the Health
Information Foundation and will
originate from New York. Under
the title “They Bid for Health,”
this will be the first of five radio
programs showing how health
problems can be solved by com-
munity spirit in co-operation with
state and federal governments.
Advance notices of the broadcast
describe it appropriately as “a
dramatic story.”

The elevation of General Mat-
thew B, Ridgway to the rank of
a four-star general by President
Truman, while one of the fastest
advancements on record for
American military leaders does
not come ahead of his ability
to reflect due credit on the rank
and the confidence expressed
in him by his superiors. General
Ridgway went to Korea last
December to command the 8th
Army following the death in a
jeep accident of General Walton
H. Walker.

Taking over an army that was
beaten and in retreat, General
Ridgway quickly galvanized it
into a vigorous fighting unit which
struck back at the Reds in gal-

lant fashion. His whole campaign
philosophy has béen the destruc-
tion of the enemy at the least

possible cost to the U, N. forces.
Proof of his success is embodied
in the fact that draft quotas for
April were cut in half because
casualties were lighter than has
been expected.

The 56-year-old West Point gra-
daute (Clzss of 1017) made a bril-
liant redord in World War 2 as
commander of the 82nd Airborne
Division In Normandy, where he
jumpeds with his troops on the
D-Day invasion. He is a man wao
has the human touch in dealing
with officers and men and sel-
dom does he order any man to
do anything he had not already
done himselfl. One of the little

acts of consideration he shows
for his men cropped out in his
first review of the Korean troops
last December, when on finding
a young lieutenant with a shoe-
lace untied, he stooped over and
tied it for him as the officer
stood at attention.

The work of Far Eastern Com-
mander for the U. N, forces is
only a month old to General
Ridgway, but he 18 giving it the
same drive and the courageous
realism that have characterized
his rapid rize to prominence as
a military leader. His latest pro-
motion is certainly a deserved
one and we would not be at all
surprised to see him eventually
attain the coveted five-star rank
of General of the Army as well.

The housing
and durable goods industries have
eaten further into the postwar
market,” the Board reports.

“But some of the basic condi-
tions of the r are clear-
ly missing. It i§ hard to visualize
unemployment on a scale that
would cause any decline in ag-
gregate personal income. Climbing
military output and impending
cutback in consumer goods make
any reduction in the price level
very improbable.”

A recession poasible wunder
these conditions does not seem to
have any broad implications for
the general business picture,
