Plenty Of Houses?

William W, Russell, representing the Na-
tional Apartment Owners Association has
told the Senate Banking Committee there
is “no housing shortage” and therefore
rent controls should be abolished.

- Russell, from his vantage point with the
Apartment Owners Association, should
have access to the general housing situa-
tion throughout the nation; but his state-
ment that there is “no housing shortage”
certainly does not apply to arenas like east.
ern North Carolina where the military in-
stallations have brought a tremendous de-
mand for housing.

Unfortunately, with the increased de-
mand for housing there has come an in-
crease in rents in the critical areas. In some
aases the rents have been exorbitant.

The demand for housing by the families
of personnel of Camp Lejeune and Cherry
Point is constantly increasing. With if has
. tome demgnds, particularly in this area, of
‘housing for industrial construction person-
nel.

In the opinion of The Reflector, the ac-
tion which is needed by the federal gov-
ernment concerning housing is not neces-
sarily a removal of rent controls where
they still exist, but a relaxation of the strict
‘defense regulations restricting the construc-
tion of new homes.

There are many homes needed in east-
ern Ncrth Carolina, but for the most part
the individual vicinities of this area are
finding it next to impossible,to get out
from under the government restriction on

residential building.

They've Thrown
Another Harpoon

The federal government has thrown a
‘harpoon into the side of the Greenville
Utilities.

If the harpoon is allowed to stay, its pain
will be felt not only by the city officials,
but by every person who purchases retail
eleetricity from the Greenville Utilties,
any other utilities or federal power agency
‘throughout the United States.

There is one exception . . . the REA co-
@ps are exempt from the levy.

But even with the REA co-ops being ex-
empted from the tentative provision passed
by the powerful House Ways and Means
committee, the proposal, if it becomes law,
will take $14,000,000 directly or indirectly
out of the pockets of the users of electric
power provided by municipalities or feder-
&l projects.

It was back in the early '30s that the
three per cent federal excise tax was slap-
ped on all retail electric energy produced
‘in thé United States. The municipalities

~#lugged it out with the federal authorities
and were exempt from the tax after sever-
‘Al months. The private companies have con-
tinued to pay the levy, and now the ad-
lon proposes to- get municipal and
power producers back under the

; M Carolina alone, the new provi

sion will affect the citizens who purchase
power from 82 municipal companies which
retail something like $40,000,000 worth of
electric power each year. That is a big
~chunk of money, but large as it is, it's only
a drop in the bucket when the entire coun-
try is considered. The proposal will affect
all the retail customers of the vast Tennes-
see Valley Authority; it will reach every
retail user in the state of Nevada which is
furnished 100 per cent by public power;
it will hit hard Washington and Oregon
which are both approximately 60 per cent
public power,

Here in Greenville it will mean the util-
ities will have to fork over to the federal
government something like $33,000 next
year for the new tax. In effect, that adds
$33,000 to the operating expenses of the
utilities, and means the net profit of the
utilities will be cut $33,000. ‘

It will mean less money going into the
city general fund from the utilities ($82,-
#00 in 1950-51), or less of the net revenue
being used for the extensicy, improvement
and maintenance of water, gas, sewerage
and electric lines.

Since it is not likely that the proposal
will -receive further consideration by the
House Ways and Means committee, it must
be battled cn the floor of the House if it is
not to hecome law,

This is a fight not for the municipal and
public power companies alone. The pro-
posed tax will affect the individual elec-
tric retail customers just as directly as it
will the municipal and public power com-
panies,

If the people do not want the new tax
to become law, and The Reflector believes
it should not, they must express their sen-
timents and expresy them strongly to their

ADVICE—The most frequeni advice given to Mr.
Truman on this problem is that he adopt Franklin D.

Roosevelt's formula, and name a Republican. President, .

Roosevelt found that he could obtain far more co-
operation from Congress, and from the people gen-
erally, after he took such emineni Republicans as the
late Henry L. Stimson and Frank Knox into his war-
time family.

White House confidants turn thumbs down on
such suggestions as Governor Thomas E. Dewey, John
Foster Dulles and any other so-called “eastern, inter-
nationalist Republican.” They have been too closely
identified with the changeable, Acheson policies that
seem to- necessitate polite dismissal of our present
foreign minister.

TERMS—President Truman is willing to get rid of
Mr. Acheson, but on his own terms. He will noi relieve
him until (1) the Senate investigation of the Mac-
Arthur ouster has been concluded (2) until the Korean
war takes a definite turn in our favor, and (3) until
Capitol Hill Republicans soften or terminate their
demands for the diplomat's scalp. He refuses to have
his hand forced by the opposition.

A man frequently mentioned as an outside prospect
is Paul G. Hoffman, former head of ECA and now
manager of the Ford Foundation. He is a Republican,
albeit not a politico, with a Hoosier rather than a
Wall Street background. Both Democrats and Repub-
licans in Congress have had pleasant relations with
him since he came to the Capital. He is also highly
regarded abroad.

EMBARRASSING—Mr. Vinson’s retirement from

‘the court would prove embarrassing to the White

House at this particular moment. It would precipitate
a fierce patronage squabble, especially as it is under-
stood that another Justice—Felix Frankfurter of
Massachusetts—may quit the bench before the autumn
term.

Mr. Truman is supposed to have promised the next
vacancy to Attorney General J. Harold McGrath of
Rhode Island, for there is no Catholic now on the
high court. But such an appointment would undoubt-
edly engender bitter and widespread criticlsm, in view
of Mr. McGrath's lack of any judicial experience and
qualifications. He has never sat on any bench.

POLITICAL—As it is today, the Supreme Court
Is regarded by the bar as far below the standards of
predecessor bodies. The recent retirement of Judge
LeLarned Hand of New York emphasized this condji-
tion. Although one of the ablest jurists in the land
for many years, he was passed over by Franklin D
Roosevelt and Mr. Truman for individuals whose only
qualifications were political.

REVALUATION — The ques-
tion of tax valuation of real es-
tate is perennial — maybe a bet-
ter word would be perpetual—in
North Carolina. The general sta-
tutes require periodic revaluation
in order to keep values appearing
on the tax books somewhere near
the true values as determined
by the prevailing market. Every
session of the legislature, inclu-
ding the session recently ad-
journed, has had numerous spe-
cial local bills authorizing post-
ponement of revaluation, because
of “abnormal’’ conditions. And,
because county commissioners
either ignored the general law,
or because of special legislation
permitting them to postpone re-
valuation, there have been spe-
cial local acts permitting towns
and cities to evaluate property
independently of county action.

BIND—Fact is, that for a good
many years the municipalities
have been in a bind. Assumption
by the state in 1931 of responsi-
bility for public roads, and in
1933 for public schools, relieved
the counties of major part of the
tax burden they had carried up
to then. Neither of these actions
helped the incorporated towns
and cities, which got their first
major relief in the Powell street
aid bill of the 1951 legislature.
It is true that impact of wel-
fare demands under the federal-
state laws of the early and mid-
dle thirties largely offset the tax
reductions which would have been
possible for the counties. But, it
is also true, that these demands
also hit the municipalities—es-
pecially the larger cities. Tax re-
ductions possible for counties be-
cause of state assumption of re-
sponsibilities were offset by nec-
essary increased allocations for

public welfare. The cities faced
the same necessity for increased
welfare levies, without benefit of

3% percent of its present value,
while automobiles are taxed at
95-100 percent of actual value. If

DISCRIMINATION—Most seri-
ous injustice is worked upon in-
dividua) taxpayers when real es-
tate is not revalued periodically
in line with rise and fall in
the market. Personal property
required to be listed each year
at its value in cash. That means
when prices decline on personal
property, but listings remain fix-
ed on real estate, the realty own-
ers pay an undue portion of the
taxes. When prices advance and
there is no revaluation of realty,
the personal property owners pay
an unfair share of the tax bill.

Many auto-
mobile owners, for instance, are
paying four or five times as much
taxes as the owner or land or
equal market value pays. Cases
can be cited where a farmer pays
more taxés on his automobile and
truck than on his entire farm.
That is because autemobiles are
listed according to a blue book
rating each year, while land is
listed at the same amount put up-
on it several years ago, regard-
less of how much it has increased
in true value.
INEQUITIES—Examinlation of
tax books In Wake county,
believed to be typical of conditons
elsewhére, Indicates that real
estate Is taxed at approximately

treated like Wake county land-
owners they would be paying
taxes on $2,700,000 worth of auto-
mobiles instead of the $10,811,412
shown on the tax books. -
HARDSHIP—It is obvious that
somebody else is helping to pay
the proper amount of taxes on
these proper amount of taxes on
a few samples picked out of thou-
sands available on the official
records. Not only do the personal
property owners get hit, but rent-
ers of the houses get socked, too,
because they pay on basis of mar-
ket value and not tax value. Fur-
ther hardship is worked upon
owners of new homes in cities
and towns requiring building per-
mits. The tax supervisor has ac-
cess to the record of permits and
can adjust values on basis of the
new improvements added to the
property, In small town and rural
communities where building per-
mits are not required there is no
official check, the only way to
keep up with additions being
' through periodic revaluation. The
tax man also has access to recr
ords of property transfer in the
‘register of deeds office, as well
a8 deeds of trust and imortgages;
but he is not allowed by law to
adjust tax values in keeping with
those amounts, except where ob-
vious additions have been made.

TAXES — In another article
will be discussed the effect of
revaluation upon the tax rate,
showing that by decreasing the
rate of tax levy as values go up,
there is no material change in
the aggregate tax bill, but that
the burden 1{s more equitably
distributed among all the taxpay-
ers of the county.

By ELMER ROESSNER
There are wide areas of ignor-
ance about distribution and the
costs of distribution in the Ameri-

can economy. Many consumers .

and public officials are quick
to say that ‘‘distribution costs too

- much” without fully understand-

ing what distribution is and what
it does.

In an effort to throw some visi-
bility on the ‘‘economic blind
spot,”” the Chamber of Commerce
of the United ‘States has made
a new study and report on the
subject. - 3

This sfudy finds that 50 cents
of every $1 a consumer s?ends
goes for distribution. - °

It reaches that figure by total-
ing the aver-all distribution cogts,
which come to about 99 billion
dollars & year, then deducting
those expenses paid by manufac-
turers- and: charges that are not
proferly costs of distribution.
The figure comes to 74 billion.
which,. compared to the 150 bil--
lion spent annually by consumers;
comes to.50 cents on the $1,

That's large enough to cause
many people to remark, “If they
cut out that distribution cost, I'd
get twice as much for my mo-
ney.” Sounds plausible. But it's
not valid. A truer conclusion: “If
they eut out that distribution
icost, I couldn't get anything for
my money.” A consumer could
get something, of course. He could
visit a farm and buy some food.
Bui he couldn’t go to a factory
and buy an auto, because the
factory couldn't survive without
distribution.

The major costs of distribu-
tion are these: retailers and
wholesalers payrolls and em-
ployee benefits (about half the
total), transportation, and taxes.
Minor costs include: Packaging,
advertising, storage, rent, con-
struction, . financing inventories,
financing consumer credit, dis-
play, communication, paper
work, and maintaining special
servide equipment.

For his 50 cents on the $1, the
consumer gets his goods from the
manufacturer; he gets pays for
it, either on the spot or some
time later; he gets it wrapped;
