PUSAN, Korea — (UP) — BSuh

Greenville faces the problem of either
repairing its present swimming pool at a
considerable expense or abandoning the
pool entirely and working on plans and
financial arrangements to construct pools
greatly neefled by both white and Negro
children of the city. :

If it is at all feasible, and on the surface
it surely-seems-s0;-The Reflector would fa-
vor the lattér aiternative.

. As the situation stands now, the city
switiming pool is unfit for use.

- The.utilities department is in the process
of replacing & broken section in the sewer-
age line which lies only a few inches below
the bottom of the pool. After the line is
repaired; the bottom of the pool must be
repaired; and if it is done properly to pre-
vent seepage of sewerage water and sur-
face water, it will cost the city several
thousand dollars.

It is true that a temporary job on the
bottom of the pool can be done for much
less money, but that would be impractical
from the long range standpoint and unwise
from'a_public health standpoint.

. Before further work is done toward re-
pairing the bottom of the pool, it should
be decided whether the pool will be used
for several more years, or whether it will
be abandoned within the next five or six.
years even if the necessary repairs are
made. g

+ Two new swimming pools for Greenville
will be a sizeable undertaking. They would
eost the city between $100,000 and $150,-
000. That the facilities are needed can
hardly be contested.

The Reflector believes Greenville will
be able to finance the prcject with very
little additional financial strain if the city
fathers put their minds to the task.

For the past two years there ‘ﬁas been
the cry that Greenville is bonded to the
hilt . . . no more bonds could be issued for
Any purpose. But during the past two
years the city has been steadily decreasing
its bonded indebtedness.

There is a provision in the general stat-
utes of the State by which the board of
aldermen can issue, without a vote of the
people, up to 75 per cent of the total
amount of bonds retired by the city in the
fiscal year immediately preceding the year
in which the action is taken.

to Greenville's financial problem and do

WASHINGTON—Democratic "llbenfa" are making
muttered chorges that President Truman has betrayed
them on the question of federal regulation of natural
gas prices in a deal with the Texas-Oklahoma-Arizona
Bloc on Capitol Hill, which incluudes such influuential
figures as Speaker Bam Rayburn, BSenate Leader
McFarland, Senate Foreign Relations Chairman Tom
Connally and Senator “Bob Kerr,

Their suspiction has been aroused by Mr. Truman's
apparent indifference toward the attitude of the Fede-
ral Power Commission on this problem, and delay
in reorganiging the FPC with members sympathetic to
a stronger exercise of federal authority in this field.

CANDIDATE—A recent edition of the political
newspaper published by the Americans for Democratic
Action, which represents the so-called “Roosevelt
Wing,” demanded that the President “shake up the
FPC."” It also intimated that Mr. Truman was showifig
no conoedp in the matter out of a desire to reward
Mr. Kerr, the oil millionaire from Oklahoma.

‘It Mnked the so-called “deal with the Senator’s
unquuestiofiing support of the Administration’s foreign
policies, and especially his promptness in siding with
the White House in the MacArthur controvérsy.

There is .also-ithe fact that Democratic National
Chairman Boyle, who once earned u fat legal fee from
the independent oil interests involved, selected Senator
Kerr to deliver -the principal addrss . at th recent
Denver rally. -

Mr Truman at the head of the ticket.

nator Kerr's role of presidential spokes-

"man is currently suSpect because he inspired unusually

vicious aitachs on Mr. Truman after the Chief Ex-
ecutive vetoed the famous Kerr Bill, which would have
exempted independent producers of natural gas from
federal regulation of prices.

It was understood at the time that Mr, Truman had
promised to approve the measure because of his many
debts to the Dembcratic leadership on both sides of

. the Capitol. But numerous consumers' organizations,

the ADA-ers and a score of Mayors from the great
cities brought terrific pressure on him. They insisted
thata the price exemption would mean sharp increases
in costs for the growing number of consumers in
urban areas.

When Mr. Truman finally disapproved the Kerr
legislation, the ‘Oklahoma Semator inserted numerous
editorials in the Congressional Record that openly
rebuked the President as guilty of deliberate deceit and
double-crossing. The offended Senator made no secret
of the fact that the clippings expressed the sentiment
felt by himself and many of the southwestern indivi-
duals listed above. .

EMBARRASSBING—Meanwhile, the Federal Power
Commission’s aititude has amounted to a virtual veto
of the President’s action. For many years it has re
fused to Intervene on behalf of consumers in Missiourl,
Iowa, Wisconsin and Michigan, whose gas prices have
been raised by a company headed by a firm with
important connections in Oklahoma and adjecent
states, The FPC says that It is “investigating.”

Oddly enough, Mr. Truman's crony, fermer Senator
Mon Wallgren, has shown no more interest in the
question than the President. Mr, Wallgren was denied
confirmation as head of the National Security Re-
sources Board on the ground that he was “unqualified,”
but the Senate okayed his selection as FPC chairman.
Hewever, his absentee record probably excels that of
any member of a federal agency.

His recent resignation has brought the situation to
an emmbarrassing climax. The liberals insist that
Vice-Chairman Thomas Buchanan be promoted to
the top job, for he has dissented violently from the
commission’s several decisions not to consider gas
rate boosts in the middle west. They also demand
that another likeminded man be named, thus creating
& majority on their side,

Boards of health which are legal-
ly set up have broad authority
in regulating local conditions per-
taining to milk, sanitation and
other public health matters.
Opinion of state health and legal
officials is that perhaps a dozen
local boards will have te be re-

vamped and present regulations
re-enacted in order to make them
effectively enforceahle.
SALUTARY—After the first
flurry was over and state offi-

However, Wedemeyer told the
Senate MacArthur investigating
committee that he would not say
they “were pinko or Communists
just because they ecriticized the
Nationalist government or said
good things about the Communisis
in China."

Wedemeyer identified his four
political advisers whom he inher-
ited from the late Gen. Joseph
Stilwell as John Davies, John Em-
erson, Raymond Ludden, and John
Service.

“Invariably,” Wedemeyer sald,
“those statements which they sub-
mitted to me were very critical of
the Nationalist government and
they were rather praising of the
Communist regime.”

Wedemeyer also sald he refused
a State Department official's re-
quest to alter his 1847 report on
China and Korea because, the of-
ficlal told him it “embarrassed
the government.”

Wedemeyer could not recall the
changes he said were suggested by
Walton Butterworth, then head of
the department’s Far Eastern
division.

Tehran—(UP)—Premier Moham-
ed Mossadegh has reassured Presi-
dent Truman that Iran will give
priority to present customers of
the Anglo-Iranian Ofl Co., it was
disclosed today.
