This writing was inspired by 
James Street, celebrated authoi 
who was a drunk himself for It 
years. Street was cured nine 
years ago by an organisation 
most of you have beard quite a 
bit about—Alcoholics Anony­
mous. Five years ago he moved 
to Chapel Hill, found no AA or- 
ganiaation there, and consequent­
ly started to work. At the last 
counting, therj were 27 units in 
this ares; The PiU County Chap­
ter meets every Monday night 
at l : l t  in their upstairi club 
room, which is located on the 
comer of WeM Fourth and Wash­
ington Streets, in the building 
formerly oceupied by Drum’s 
Hatchery.

AA is M per cent aucceseful in 
curing alcoholics, wiiUe hospitals 
claim to cure only three per cent 
of their patienti. Here’i  bow it 
works; Men and women of all 
ages and deaerlpttona who hava 
been alcohólica ara banded to­
gether for the purpose of help­
ing others who are trying to 
stop drinking,-and at the same 
time keep dry themselves.

Before AA wlU help a victim 
of alcoholism the person must 
come to them and express a de- 
«ire to stop drinking. Members 
of AA stay dry by helping others,

and would gladly go to the pro- 
epectlve member if it would 
help. But experience had proven 
that such a method is futile. Ihc 
person must have a deake to 
be cured, or recovery ia im­
possible. Realising this, AA works 
oaly on those having a desire 
to get weU.

To a drunk the idea ef giving 
up the bottle forever la too much 
to face. Realising .hia, AA «ig- 
gesta that the drinker give It up 
for today, and whan knnorrow 
comea consider giving it im for 
then. If that worts, then try te 
eonvlnqe the victiinAlMtt he has 
an inveatment too valuable to 
throw away. If the alcoholic has 
stopped drinking for s dsy, 
motth, or year, tiiey aay. ttiat 
time ia the investment that ta 
too valuable to loee.

Ihe greatest power ef AA fo 
companionship. Members insist 
that from the ttme a drinker 
Jolas he is never agtia shme. 
Iti* organisation meets weekly,* 
•ad at any time between meet- 
Mgs ona the membera feels 
himself slipping, he. goes to the 
taiq^ione and calls one M the 
Other membtfs. The time of dsy 
or night do«n not mstter; AA’s 
idadly get out of bed st any hour 
to help a fellow member ever 
the hump.

Membera of AA hava birtík-

dayg; that is, tha yaar after they 
have quit tt their first birth­
day, and ao on. And they cele­
brate their birthdays more than 
they do the day they were bom. 
Now some of you drinkers are 
wondering how they celebrate 
without^ drinking. They get 
together, play cards, drink pop. 
slap each other on tl^ back, and 
consider themelves lucky to have 
stopped a habit that ia a sure 
killer..

AA WM organised In 1932. but 
there Is no telHng how far back 
tt dates. Tht aamt principia was 
doubUesa used before AA, but 
without organttatioo. One of the 
two founders haa written an ar­
ticle that appeara in a bound 
copy of ‘'Alcohol. Science and 
«ociety,’» whksh is the report of 
the Yale University atudlea of 
alc(diol. The author of the ar­
ticle aeya that ha was cured by 
a friwd whe had been an alco­
holic, anq therefore the idea of 
AA came to him. At first be went 
to the alcoholic and his attempts 
were fruUeas. Xventually he rea­
lised that the initiative must be 
taken by the alcoholic himself, 
and from that time on the or- 
ganisaUon grew. At the last 
counting, there were 100.000 mem- 
bers in this country and abroad.

The rlae in Income levels ia 
bringicv more people within tax 
bradcets. Fxrther, as the Nstion- 
al Olty Bank recently pointed out.

Additional 
leviea^wlll have to fall on those 
oi moderate and low income. The 
propoa^ tax booMa on dgarets, 
beer, cigaret lighters, etc. are an

become tax-form wresUerf.

Brooks based his 30-year traffic 

plan on the expected growth of pop­
ulation, with a subsequent increase 
in vehicles, by 1970. According to his 
estimate, the population should rise 
to 26,000 by that time with the num­
ber of persons per automobile de­
creasing from six to five.

He found that the past growth 
pattern of the city has been largely 
due to the “topography, transporta­
tion arteries, economy and the 
whims of private developers."

The major topographical feature 
which has served to Influence the 
rtreet pattern is Tar River. In that 
connection he found that instead of 
the city growing more or less uni- 
i'ormly In all directions the main 
growth until relatively recent times 
has been limited to a semicircular 
area on'the south side of the river.

The street pattern, he stated, has 
been formed for the most part by 
individual subdivtders who estab­
lished-street lines” on their own 
terms and for their own purposes 
with little, if any, regard for the 
luture implications to the city’s! 
street system.”

Prom that it was pointed out that 
“it is no surprise to find industriar, 
and commercial areas mixed in with I 
residential areas, nor to find that 
many of the streets follow an arbi­
trary pattern with jogs and dead­
ends that prevent the street network 
from serving in Its most efficient 
manner.”

The most heavily congested areas 
in the city were found to be Five 
Points, the length of Dickinson Ave­
nue. East Carolina College, tobacco 
re-drying and stemming plant sec­
tions and Pltt Memcrial Hospital.

Through his traffic oount, which 
was conducted in March, Brooks  ̂
found that the main destination oft
