Have Deadlier Fate

en of all Insect killers.

DDT now has a partner, another 
chemical substance that works to­
gether with DDT. ’The resulting 

m arriage” of the chemicals gets 
rid of DDT-reslstant flies. The 
combination also might be effective 
in killing tough rata.

The combination was reported 
by scientists of the United States 
F^blio Health Service at Savannah, 
Oa., in the official publication of 
the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science.

The scientists tried out numerous 
DDT-’ te  chem cn' with DDT. and 
discovered that one known as di­
mite, with a technical abbreviation 
of DM0, ap: ared to be the best.

They mixed DM0 with DDT in 
varying amounts. They reported 
"very high klUt" from a combina­
tion of 100 parts of DDT and only 
10 parts of DMC. The mortality 
rates, however, were not Increased 
by putting more DMC to the mix­
ture.

Thus, only a small part of DM0 
was found necessary to give DDT 
tbs extra potency against the house 
fly. DMC alone was not fatal to 
fem tls houseflies.

The scisutlsta ^aid the combina- 
t' a  when applied on the sur'ace 
to field tests gave poor results, but 
when used to a water mixture and 
sprayed as a mist, it killed highly

resistant houseflies.
A* for the war on rats, the scien­

tists found DDT'DMC combinations 
may be more ppisonous than either 
compound alone.

When VDT first ̂ was used as an 
insecticide, it had almost a iOO-pei 
cent mortality record, but as sur­
viving flies multtidled, their off­
spring appeared to develop a re­
sistance. Thus, the new combina­
tion may have a significant role In 
getting rid of all types of flies and 
Insects that carry disease to n-.an.
