A Squint At Pitt County’s
-1952 Agricultural Prospect

Pitt County’s agricultural outlook re.
ceived a verbal shot in the arm yesterday

Of course tobacco will remain by far the
principal money crop of Pitt County, but
the supplemental crops of cotton, corn and
livestock may be in even more demand dur-
ing 1952 than they are this year.
