Tba South gsntrally ia losing an impor­
tant and vital segment of its potsntial la­
bor force to the industrial saetiona of tba 
North bacausa of tbs tardinaas in afford­
ing adequate regular employment for tba 
individuals who make up the group.

We h iv t reference to the exodus of the 
Kegro population from the South which ia 
reflscted in the statistics of the 1960 cen­
sus.

The Negroes for decades bava been, and 
itiil are an important group in the econo- 
my of th t South. Through their migration 
as reflected by the census this ssction of 
the United States is losing a significant 
portion of its manpower which, while it 
may not be felt acutely now, niay aariously 
handicap the future industrial and eco­
nomic development of this section.

It is significant, we believe, to note that 
while the South generally showed a nat 
gain of only 56,687 Nagroas during the ten 
year period, the eight major industrial 
areas of the nation showed a net gain of 
more than one and one-half million in Na­
fro population. At tba iame tima, individu-

Tbs tnsrssss In msehsnited farming in 
tbs South during the past decsds, togsthor 
with the relative shortage of induatrial jobi 
tor Nagroas hsvt forced many of them to 
leok eleewhere for employment.

If the South continues to loss its Negro 
populiiioa at the prsssnt rats, H may 
riously retard the industrial dsvelopmsnt 
of this section in future years as the man­
power svsilsble for industrial smployment 
dwindles.

Under exiatlng law, regulatlona and Internal 
Revenue'a allergy against publicity, thera to no way 
by which tiM public can obtain Information of these 
sleifht-to-hand deals.

Ocaaral "Ike” Bleenhower, for tastance, was al- 
lowtd to pay only the capital gains tax of 3S per cent 
on hto history of World War II, Instead of the regu­
lar Income tax of 70 or 80 per cent on hto t&OO.OOO 
profit. It to not known how many other Administra­
tion Uofraphera and historians were given this same 
privilege. Many tax lawyers regard tha allowance as

The late John P, Hartford was permitted to list 
aa a bad ttobt the 1116,000 he lost whmt he loaned 
laOS.OOO to miott Roeeevalt. Since he made no real 
attempt to collect the money owed him, Which to a 
legal requirement befmre a deduction can be claimed, 
thia deal'a togal validity to alao dubloua.

We 
pay our cooks about 135.00 (113.50 
each) a month and the gardener

now. The cook doee all the work. 
The grocery bill runs about $30.00 
a month for each of us. But we 
buy a lot of Pepsi-Cola. Pepsto are 
6 cents over here.

"I still haven't a car as yet. I 
am only allowed 11500 for one and 
ears over here are far from cheap.

A IMS model Ford aella for about 
$3100. I am using the Navy Jeep 
now. Our airplane has gtme to 
Oermany now and will be gene fmr 
a month, I gueaa. Kither our plane 
or tha Air force plane goea up to 
Germany often. Thay bring hack 
all kinds of articlai that we want.

“There to only one blonde wo­
man In Baghdad. She la ona of tha 
Navy men’a wives. She has a tough 
time around here. The other day 
I took htf up town in the Jeep and 
the Arab men would st<9 and a 
big crowd would gather around 
the Jeep. They surely do tike 
blonde women, and eonsider «am 
quits' an oddity.

"Last Friday was the Moslem 
religious holiday here. All «e  
Arabs want to the mosques end 
beat themaelVM on « a  backs with 
chaina. Bgt. Braklife and I drove 
over to Kadlmeln « a t  day and 
saw the ihoaquea of the Seven 
Minarete!. They are towers nude 
of pure gold. Bey, what a placel 
Kadimaln to one of « e  seven btoy 
placea in « e  world (or « e  Moalam

pa<h$lt. Xt'a iwetty but aurely doea

"Baghdad hai paved.. atreeta, 
miUlona of atoraa and JlUiona of 
Arabs. Thera art about tha aama 
aaaount to automobUea here aa In

«C um e way. There are a lot to 
mevlaa hare. Meat to the signa are 
in bo« Arable and IngUah.

"Th# temparature run* about 
115 dagraes (from an August let- 
t«r) in « e  «ada. It's about the 
same aa Mexleo. But It’a dry hast 
and doemt bother you much. (In 
a later letter, Roy aald It waa get­
ting cooler, "dewB to M degrees.”) 

"There are 18 Americans here. 
It seems that Juat ibout everyhody 
hare know a Herb Lee from Qreen- 
ville. Be muat have come through 
here often.

"Boy. thia being waited on hand 
. and foot ia raaily hard to get used 
to. I never had it so good Theat 
two years ovar hera abtmld be a

"I aad E." As they call it In 
the campa, to a discuaston hour, 
held once a wuk (or tha train* 
eos. It is conductad by aa of­
ficer. or eomettmes a non-com, 

.and it embraces a wide rang» 
'of subjects, main in « e  field 
of international evmta.

The basic purpose Is to ex­
plain to a drafted man why it 
was necetxary to put him in 
unifor-1, why he may have te 
fight, what the dangers are « a t 
confront his country.

Presumably, everybody knows 
«e  answers to «ese whys’.

P r e s u m a b l y ,  anyoot old 
enough te read knows « a t  «ero 
ia such a thing as communism 
in the world, « a t it represents 
the supproMlon of human liber­
ties, and « a t . therefore, « e  Uni­
ted States must be ita major tar­
get, « e  one nation it must de­
stroy.

Actually, the army knows « a t 
of the «ou-sands of men who 
have been drafted, very few 
are aware of « a t basic, brutal 
(act. "I. and E." Ia deslgntot to 
explain it.

The program has been criti­
cised on « e  ground that It is in­
adequate, « a t one hour s^week 
is not enough, h<i' « e  topics 
are poorly chosen, and « a t 
many of « e  instructors —since 
they are - professional teach- 
era —are inefíecti-al.

I heard a lot of the pros and 
cons about "I. And E.’’ On a 
long tour to « e  army camps.

Tha prc :sional soldiers nave 
an Interesting answer to « e  fun- 
damautal dlff .'ulty, that is, « e  
fact « a t  \ f  • few draftees know 
"why’- «e; wen drafted.

They eey, "A young man 
«oul have learnc long before 
he was drafted, ths reason for 
all «is. If he has not learned at 
home, in school, or in church, 
« a t hto country to «rtatanad 
by the communists—then it is al­
most too late to start lesmtag 
when he to actually In uniform."

They point out « a t an Infan­
tryman, these daye, haa an aw­
ful lot to cram into hla haad 
about weapons and tactics dur­
ing « a  relatively ibort period 
of basic training. He to a busy 
man. Thay get blm up early 
In « e  morning and «ey keep 
him working imtU late in tha af­
ternoon * id •'‘"itlm ee longer.

They can not afford to take 
more «an one hour a week, «ey 
say. for « e  purposes of "Indoc­
trination."

My own observations certainly 
tended to confirm « e  assertion 
that It to a .rare, man who un­
der tanda why he had to be 
brought Into « e  army.

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia •_ 

(U P)— Throe years ago Yugosla­
v ia was In the position of a small 
boy thumbing his nose at the big 
bully (Russia* but not quite sure 
w hat he would do if the bully turned on him. \

Today, with the Imminent sign­
ing of an arms aid agreemont with 
the United SUtes, the small boy h as come of age.

He is still youthful, and he may 
•till make youthful mistakes, par­
ticularly in running his own pri­
vate affairs. He has. by m ature 
reflection, come to a definite de­
cision as to what he wants, and he 
has a pretty clear idea how to go •  <ut getting it.

Yugoslavia’̂  new maturity, only 
now becoming internally evident, 
e tually dates back ten months. 
I t  was then that its l e a d e r s  
made the decisions which h a v e  
guided all their subsequent ac­
tions. The decisions convinced the 
western powers that Marshal Tito 
m eans business and deserves eco­
nomic and military aid.

The decisions were precipitated b two events outside Yugoslavia’s 
CO trol: Korea and the drought. 
Without them, the small boy might 
not have grown up so quickly.

Korea showed that Russian ag­
gression was actually possible. The 
prompt western reaction to it forc­
ed the Yugoslavs to take another 
lo r' a t their plague-on-both-your- houses International attitude. They 
also looked at the state of t h e i r  
for-Yugc.slavia-only defenses.

The drought had a shattering effee*. on a shaky economy. It 
Ch'ncMéd with the need for more 
resources for defense and forced 
them  to re-assess their optimistic Í i.strial planning.

All the head men of the Com­
m unist Party and the government 
w ere involved in this re-assess­m ent.

When the recommendations were 
all in, there was a top-level m eet­
ing. probably in Belgrade in late December.

The key decision was to ask the

Yugoslavia must now abandon 
its above-the-battle attitude and 
take a more active and responsi­
ble role on the international stage. 
This change soon became publicly 
evident when Yugoslavia cast its 
first positive vote on Korea in the 
United Nations (for economic sanc­tions against China.)

In the Yugoslav view, this m ore 
responsi-.e role does not m ean 
tha‘ Yugoslavia should go to the

extent of Joining pacta o r bloca, 
0- making definite mUltary or poli­
tical commltmenu on futura ac­tion.

As Marshal Tito aaid rocanUv.
