Public ichool sducAtion for tha young- 
Iters of North Carolinn—And tipseia lly  
P itt Coanty—is something people these 
dsys take for granted, and toe often give 
too little thought to the progreee or the 
problem i of the lehools.

* Even more than that, the majority of the 
peaple are prone to lose sight of w hat the 
sducatioiial system provided for the youths 
of today meani to the community, state §nd 
nation.

Blnca this is National Education weak, it 
ia fitting to.taka stock of the public school 
program  in Pitt County.

In Pitt. County alone during the school 
y ta r  of 1961-62, the county school system 
and tha Greenville City Schools will apend 
approximately $1,686,000 in the procesé of 
providing educational instruction for tha 
thousands of children who attend public 
•chooli. The oparpting expeniei of tho 
county school syatem for the year will 
am ount'to  some $1,260,000 while the  op­
erating expeniet of th t  Greenville schools 
will reach $436,000.

In addition to the operating expenses of 
the school systems from year to year, the 
people of Pitt County have school buildings 
and equipment which are valued a t more 
than $6,800,000, and the physical facilities 
ef the school systems are cotuiantly being 
•xpande^ and improved. There arc 391 
teachers in the county school system and 
120 teachers in the Greenville school lys- 
tem who devote nine full months to the edu­
cation of the youths of Pitt County, tn d  
there are other administrative officere who 
are a t their jobs 12 months a year seeking 
better education for the children of the 
county.

W hat the school systems mean to the 
people of the county can not be meausred 
in terms of money or man-hours. It must 
be measured in term s of better citizens, 
better communities, and better county gen­
erally.

During this National Education Week 
t|te  people of Pitt County should taka stock 
of their school systems by visiting their 
schcols, giving more consideration to the 
work 0* the teachers, school officials and 
the  .Parent-Teacher organixationa which 
a re  a vital pari of tha operation of the 
school systems. The schools need fuller co­
operation of the adulta of the county to car­
ry out the trem endoui task which havo 
been assigned to them . The fuliar coopera­
tion the lehoola get from the people of the 
county, the better education facilities will 
be forthcoming for the future adult citi- 
séaa of Pitt County. .  _______ ___

4 Token Tax Will 
Not Do Thit Job

The new ten per. cent federal tax on 
bookiaa is hitting gamblers across the ua- 
tion where it hurts m oet. . .  in the pocAet- 
book. It is not thst the bookies can no; ai- 
ford “paying off” the federal guvcrnm ent' 
with ten per cant of their take, but they 
just hate to give up any part of the fleece 
they take from the gullible bettors.

Eight now, with the reporta of bookie 
jsinta closing down, lottery tickete becom- 
iag relatively scarce, ii appears that tlie 
action by the revenue bureau may be able 
to accomplish what the token taps by local 
law eniorcefflbnt offiears, and tough body 
blows by the Senate Crime Investigating 
Committee failed to accomplish. The wave 
of optimism that the ied era l tax may ap­
preciably cut down the gambling rackeu, 
in our opinion is prem ature and short sight­
ed. A check into the past gambling opera­
tions across the nation stem s to bear out 
th it p o in t

la c k  whea the federal government set 
up its license u x  on slot machines, there 
wae widespread disappearance of the one- 
arm ed bandits in areas w h ti t  they were op- 
e r tU d  iilegally. A t thme passed, «however, 
th t  fam blers regained their nerve and risk­
ed th e  purchase of a  federal stamp to op­
erate tha ir illegal devicea. It was not long 
before the slot machinee were operating 
about as freely as they did before the fed­
eral tax  was imposed. It sHould not be lur- 
priaing to see the tam e trend followed in 
tha ease of bookie operations. A ten per 
cent cu t by the federal government ii not 
likely to mske the gem bleri give up their 
lucrative businesa and turn to some other 
field.

The matter, thoroughly considered, 
brings forth the same conclusion th a t has

But. although Mr. Lamar presided over a divi­sion which handles such problems as tax allowances for oil depletltms and other matters affecting the petroleum industry, the foimer Attorney General and present Supreme Court Justice apparently did not think It necessary to warn his aida Igainst tha wild- catting involvement.
Nor has Attorney General J. Howard McGrath developed any tlndlgnation over Assistant Attorney General Lamtr'a oil Investments. RULES — Word comes from 
tha Inner circle of Governor 
Scott’s political group that the 
governor la not ao enthusiastic 
as he seemed to be a few weeks 
back about running for lieuten­
ant governor. His lest declined 
when it was pointed out to him 
that the Jobs does not necessa­rily carry the prestige it has attained. Constitutionally, the lieutenant governor is president t* the senate. Traditionally, the president ^f the senate has been accdrded the right to Appoint committees. But, the governor has discovered that the right to name committees ia based In rules adopted by the senate each session, not from any constitu­tional or statutory authority. The constitution has Just two things to say about the lieutenant gov- ernor's relationship to the sen­ate; He does preside, and he can­not vote except in case of a tie. All of the other prerogatives 
heretofore enjoyed by the pre­siding officer were cwiferred by senate rules, subject to^ adoption at beginning of the session by majority vote, aiT to change at any time by two-thirda vote of senators present. That means 36 
senators can loaks the original rules, and S4 can change them at any time. It Is evm possible that 14 senators can maka the rules and 18 can change them.

STRIPPED — From time be­yond the memory of living per­sons presiding officers In both branches of the North Carolina general assembly have had the right to name committees. There 
is ever present the posslbfllty that the state legislature might fol­low example set by the national congress and transfer that au­thority to some other designated person or . imittee. Admittedly t: /  is a remote probability, but the fact that it is possible de- tr ta somewhat from the gla­morous possibility that one man can automatical!} o erride the wishes of an entire legislative body. So the reports from the inner circle indicate that Gover­
nor Scott has lost Interest in the-position of lieutenant gover­nor for himself. These same reports, however, emphaslM that he has not lost interest In getting out acceptsbic candidate for both the No. 1 and No. 3 positions.

It will pay business companies, especially smaller firms, to con tinue to plan ahead for filling manpower requirements, dsapite 

the fact that predicted ahortages of brains and brawn liave not 
yet developed.

Both government and private 
predictions of the peak In defense productU», and hence the i^ak demand for manpower, have been constantly revised, with 
dates being set further into the 
future. Shortly after the outbreak of the Korean war, both govern­
ment statements and actions suggested lhat'production would 
get Into full gear by early this year. Then the forecast was ad­vanced to late this year. Now 
talk is of early next year, with the probability that It will occur 
In the second, rnther than the 
first quarter.

The expected shortage of labor has been delayed both by the 
slowness In getting the defense plant into full operatKm and by 
declines In the soft goods indus­tries. Cutbacks in the produc­
tion of textiles and shoes have disemployed tens of thousands 
of workers and, in fact, many thousands hava migrated to 
defense centers.

However, higher demands tor 
manpower are a certainty. In 
some industries and soma aitas, 
signs of shortages a r t  becoming immistakaWe. In the construc­tion of the Savannah River ato­
mic plant, insistepce has been 
strong on experienced workers. The project is getting tboitoanda 
of "experienced” carpenters, ele­ctrical workers and others, but 
the experience of a high percen­tage goes back to World War n.
In the Interim they have been 
employed in industries that are 
now cutting back.As demand for manpower In­
creases. It will be the smaller 
enterprisers who will be bit hard­est. The larger defense plants 
will oftsr maximum wage rates and many benefits and. often, 
an air of excitement that a small operator In civilian Helds cannot.It will be costly and unpatrio­
tic for either small or large com­panies to hoard manpower. But 
it will be neither expensive nor harmful to the defense effort 
to make Studies nqw to deter­mine which employees may be 
lost when defense demands rise further, and to study about where 
replacements may be found. 
THWARTS TAX-AVOIDERS The East Coast lonshoremen’a strike has been costing importers 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
a day In lost orders for Imports and lack of sales. In some im­
porting firms those members of the staff that ctonnot be furlough­
ed are drawing pay for sitting Idle St desks.

Some Importers got s  kick io the pants from another direction. They tried to rush in shipments of Scotch ahead of the new taxes

Cites Serious Drop 
In Farm Population

‘There has been a serious de­
crease in the country 's farm  popu­
lation during the last 40 years," 
says W. A. Minor, assistant to 
the Secretary of Agriculture.

Minor reported In a  Production 
and Marketing Administration re­
lease that though the total popula­
tion has Increased by nearly 60 
million since 1910, the farm  popu­
lation has declined from  32 mil­
lion in 1910, to 24 million in 1950. 
“People on farm s m ade up 35 
per cent of the nation’s total popu­
lation In 1910 but they m ake up only 
16 per cent a t present,” he said.

The report revealed that the 
farm populace has been affected 
more directly by wars and busi­
ness conditions. From  a peak of 
32.5 million in 1916, the number of 
people on farm s decreased rapidly 
during World War I and fairly 
steadily during the 1920’s, to 29.5 
million by 1930. The great depres­
sion cut down on m igration from 
farms, but after 1033 the decline 
resumed — at first gradual­
ly. Movement from the farms 
speeded up during World War n, 
and most of these people did not re­turn after the war. In 1950 the 
number of persons on farm s was 
about five million sm aller than in 1940.

In 1950, a (arm  population a 
fourth sm aller than In 1010, pro­duced the food and fiber for a pop­
ulation that was nearly two- 
thirds greater than In the earlier 
year. The report Indicated that 
this was possible only because of 
the great Increases In output per 
farm worker than have taken place 
In the last 40 years.

Farm  mechanization, release of l.'-nd formerly used for feed crops 
for workstock, use of fertilizer, im­
proved seed and breeds of ani­
mals, and many other improved 
practices brought a b o u t  by in ­
creased research, resulted In these 
gigantic gains in labor and pro­ductivity.
