Pay CÍ Employes
Com m itt ion Holds

Some 67 employes of the Grer'p- 

vUIe UtUitles Commission mny vet 
a five percent salary increase Jan ­
uary 1 M a result of a resolution 
passed by the commission in a semi- 
secret session last night.

Commission Chairman j .  Roy 
Martin this morning denied there 
waa anything secret about the meet- 
mg although Superintendent Martin 
Swarte said when the meeting was 
planned it was toe consensus of the 
board th a t the press waa not to be 
notified of the meeting. Despite an 
inquiry by The Reflector yesterday 
morning about a pending meeting 
of the Utilities Commission, it was 
not informed about the meeting to 

j be held a t the city hall last night. 
The resolution pa.ssed by the Utili­

ties Commission last night set up a 
'ten ta tive  five percent cost-of-living 
salary Increase for the 67 employes 

¡of the commission who are paid on 
a monthly basis. There is a possl- 

jblUty th a t the five per cent figure 
I may be altered when the utilities 
officials and the city administrative 
officials confer to establish s uni­
form wage hike for aU city employes 
as has been the policy in the past.

If the five percent salary Increase 
is confirmed for the 87 utilities em­
ployes, it will cost the commission 
an estimated $800 to $900 per month. 
In the event the five percent pay 
Increase is applied to the hourly 
workers of the Utilities Commission 
as well as to the 67 employes paid 
on m onthly salaries, the doUars and 
cents cost wUl be considerably more, 
although no action has been report­
ed in reference to pay Increases for 
hourly wage earners of the com­
mission.

No estimate was immediately 
available on the additional cost to 
the city in the event the five percent 
salary hike was applied to the 93 
other city employes In addition to 
those under the Utilities Commis­
sion.-

The only answer to the problem, aS“fiie 
Reflector sees it, la to cut down on the npn- 
essential apending in the federal govern- 
ment Therein lies the only real polution to 
the problem. The day of reckoning can be 
delayed through the false philMophiea of 
economy which are being practiced by the 
government today, but eventually the gov­
ernment will be called for a settlement of 
its tremendous debt even though it la owed 
to the people of the nation.

At the present Vate taxes and federal in­
debtedness are piling up, the people of the 
United States may soon find themselves 
confronted with tax structural equal to or 
even more harsh than those of England 
where there are only 70 individúala with 
net incomes after taxea of more than 110,- 
SOO; and only 820,000 people with net In. 
comes from |2,600 to $4,000.

Whether the people of the United S^tes 
realize it or not, we are fast approaching 
the point of no return. *

Oot an intereattof story today 
about tomatoes, but before I start 
it let me remind you of the Berv- 
ice League Follies of 1861 tonight 
and tomorrow night at the Austin 
Auditorium, East Cartdina College.

Lewis of Stockton, Calif. She was 
staying in the swanky St. Regis 
Hotel, and decided that she want­
ed two tomatoes, Just plain toma­
toes.

The waiter, **I guesi 
you know your tomatoes.”

T)m waiter didn’t know it, but 
he was talking to the tomato queen 
of America. In (act, TUlk calk 
herself the world’s oueen and one 
of the nati(m’s krgek indepoadcnt 
canners of fruits and vegetables.

At the age of 18 TUlk married 
a Brooklyn wholesale grocer who 
imported pear-ehaped Italian to- 
matoea whleji make the beet spa­
ghetti sauce. She kter divorced 
the grooer but didn’t forget -tbe 
tomatoea. In 1884 tariffs' wore go 
high that Italian tomatoes Vent 
out of reason in price. TUH} began 
to ttdidi abokt growkic toMi .itt 
this country. Evoybody told her 
it was Impossibk. “The s(dl isn’t 
right,” they said But TUlk went 
to Italy, got seed, and taUKgd a n , 
Italian Importer Into mitttog 
|60,(X)0 Into a projegl to grow them

to California.
In California, Tillie talked far­

mers Into helping with the experi­
ment. It worked. Now pear-shaped 
tomatoes make up about 10 per 
cent of Calliomia’s crop. Tillie 
talked Pacific Can Compaiqr into 
buUding a small plant negf Stock­
ton, with an option for bar to buy. 
In 1835, her first year, aht lost

“Investigation of the atrocity re­
port made public last week by Col. 
Hanley in Pusan makes it clear 
that the U .al number of U, S. dead 
as result of toe atrocities and for 
whom bodies have been recovered 
Is 365.” Rldgway’s statement aaid.

However, toe statement added 
that “there is considerable evi­
dence to Justify a presumption of 
death by atrocity of « large num­
ber which may approximate 6,000” 
of the 15,836 U. S. troops missing 
in action.

Hanley had charged that the 
Communists "murdered” a total of 
13,400 United Nations war prison­
ers, Including 6,270 Ameri:ans, 
since the outbreak of the war June 
25, 1950. He said the Chinese alone 
had slain 2,513 since China entered 
the war a year ago.
