The Wonderful Wizards of Washington
are working on a scheme to pushsthe limit
of the public debt of the United States up
several more motches to give them more
¢lbow room for gaing into the red.

To The Refleetor, that looks like a migh-
ty poor business practice. When the limit
was set on the public debt, it was done for
& purpose, The limit was set at $275 billion
because the economists felt that was the
limit of government debt the national econ-
omy could support and still remaln on a
sound footing, The teiling on the debt was
not just a figure pulled down out of the air,
It has a purpose, and that purpo#*h to
keep the debt within reach of the économy

of the nation, ;
Treasury department figures for Novem-
ber 21 showed the nation’s government def-

feit at slightly more than $6,40(
and the federal debt stood at m
$268 billion, That, the Wizards of Wash-
ington seem to think, does not give them
much operating margin for piling billions
on top of billions in the federal debt ac-
eount while the debt ceiling remains at
8276 billion, and prospects are that the
1958 deficit alone may reach $18 biilion,

The Reflector is not sure they should be
allowed any more elbow room than they
already have in piling up the federal debt.

This federal debt which already has
reached astronomical figures is just like an
fnflated balloon. It can safely be pushed up
fust so high in the air, If it is pushed be-
yond the safety level, it deflates and plung-
es earthward to destruction. The national
debt is the same way, The national econ-
omy can take care of it up to a certain
point, but if the debt is pushed higher, it
becomes more than the economy can bear
and we will be in for a mighty economic
plunge,

In The Reflector’s opinion the Wizards
of Washington are going at this thing from
the wrong end. They should be looking for
ways to keep the national debt from grow-
ing larger rather than seeking legal means
for making the debt greater than it already
Is.

Statistics Behind The Man
Behind The Wheel

North Carolina’s secondary road pro-
gram has gone a long way toward taking
the farmers out of the mud; but the people
who drive the roads have done a great real
to hike the state’'s accident rate and put
more people in the hospitals,

Statistics of the state show that more ac-
cldents are occurring on the recently paved
{arm to market roads throughout the state
than occurred before the roads were paved.
The increase is due to the fact that more
people are traveling the roads at higher

_speeds than before, plus the fact that most

of the paving was done over old road beds
which were not engineered with highway
safety in mind. The accident rate has not
only increased for the run-of-the-mill mo-
tor vehicle, but the school bus accident rate
has likewise shown an increase since the
secondary road program was begun.

The increased accident rate is attribut-
able to more miles being driven, and to the
carelessness of the drivers. The highway
safety division asserts that only eight per
cent 'of the drivers in North Carolina de-
liberately violate traffic laws, and that the
accident rate per mile of travel is lower
now than in the past. Nevertheless, princi-
pally through the carelessness of drivers
915 people have lost their lives on North
Carolina_roads so far this year compared
with 8756 people killed through the same
date last year,

More appalling than that is the fact that
the United States will chalk up its one mil-
lionth highway fatality sometime between
now and Christmas. It has taken some over
half a century for Americans to kill their
first million fellow citizens in highway ac-
cidents, but if the rate continues to in-
crease, it may take only 35 years to reach
the second million,

Statistics on hig: way accidents are re-
peated day after da and week after week,
but the danger around the next curve or
over the next hill is something every motor-
ist should keep in mind every time he gets
behind a wheel,

The statistics ean not be repeated too
often, and neither can the slogan “the life
you save may be your own.”

National Whirligig

WABHINGTON—Several weeks' operation of
President Truman's “security order,” as well as sev-
eral other moves to suppress news at Washington, in
Korea and In Western Europe, discloses that free-
dom of the press stands In greater danger today
than at any time In recent history Almost every
working reporter at the Capital will testify to the
existence of that threat.

It 18 not so much thé “security order” itself that
has blocked the flow of information on domestic and
forelgn developments to which the heavily taxed
American pepple are entitled, It Is the fact that the
Truman decree has tipped off every major and minor
official to the White House antipathy to publicity
and publie discussion.

In addition to the presidential warning against
publication of even non-classified material, Mr. Tru-
man has set a record for withholding State Depart-
ment and Justice Department files from Congres-
sional Investigating committees,

They range from loyalty reports on suspected
subversives in the government to documents revealing
Attorney General McGrath's failure to prosecute tax
fraud cases forwarded to him by the Treasury.

MENACE—As a result of this atmosphere of
secrecy, correspondents covering governmental acs
tivities, whether here, Korea, Paris or Rome, find
themselves unable to obtaln and report the facts,

Cabinet members, overseas commanders and dip-
lomats, as always, take thelr cue from the man in
the White House. After all, he has the power of
promotion and discharge, as General Douglas Mac-
Arthur learned.

But the most serious menace to a free press and
public understanding lles in a proposed amendment
to the economlc controls legislation that has not
attracted the natlonwide notice it deserves. The
“joker” consists of an amendment to the Capehart
amendmoent of the Price Control Law.

PRESSURE — This Administration-sponsored
clause slipped through the Benate by a vote of 49-21
late in the recent session, when few members under-
stood its purpose and possibilities. It would have been
railroaded through the House except for last-minute
protests.

It is pigeon-holed temporarily In the House Rules
Committee, But had It not been for Representative
John E. Lyle Jr. of Corpus Christi, Tex,, it might be
on the statute books now, He insisted that the meas-
ure was too far-reaching for hasty consideration in
the confusion of the closing hours, and he won a
majority t® his viewpoint.

But Senate 2170, which 1s the official title of the
bill, may come before the lower chamber In January.
The White House s exerting terrific pressure for its
passage during the current recess

POWER—Senate 2170 will glve price control
cears at Washington complete authority over the
amount and alloeation of private firms' advertising
budgets. It should be noted here that almost al
price-wage chiefs—DiSalle, Leon Henderson, Paul
Porter—have been New Deal-Fair Deal extremists.

8 2170 vests this power in the federal bureaucracy
by the simple device of not permitting business and
industry to determine what advertising expenditures
should be included In the cost of production, and in
fixing the prices of their products

It would authorize the price controller to decide
what were “reasonable” advertising outlays, and to
exclude from cost or price tdtals those which he con-
sidered “unreasonable.”

Obviously, this would permit a White House-
appointed officlal to ban all advertising  expenses
as & legitimate part of costs on which selling and
celling prices are based.

WEAPON--In testifying on Senate 2170, Price
Administrator DiSalle admitted that it could be used
s & punitive and cemsorship weapon, although he
pooh-poohed that possibility so long as he holds
office. Committee members, however, pointed out that
it would permit a presidential officeholder to rule
against advertising in newspapers, magazines, on
radio and television programs, disliked by the party
in power. Mr. DiSalle agreed.

Since all agencles reporting and distributing news
live only by advertising, federal control of this item:
will place the press, including radio and television,
at the mercy of the political party in power at the
moment, whether {t be Democratic or Republican.
The temptation might be too great for them to with-
stand.

Incidentally, the DiSalle professions of impar-
tlality in administering an advertising control meas-
ure are not borne out by the Administration's treat-
ment of newspapers and newspapermen in other
respects. Tt shcws definite favoritism toward “friendly”
writers and commentators.

PROTESTS—High State and Defense officlals
frequentiy hold off-the-record conferences to glve
background Information, They frequently select cer-
tain correspondents to make subsidized trips abroad
to military centers. In almost every instance, they
pick those on whom they count to make optimistic
reports. Objective reporters are not wanted.

Strangely, Senate 2170 attracted almost no atten-

In a few days December Tth,
Pearl Harbor day, will be here and
most of us will look back ten years
to recall how we felt. That year
I was a high school senlor, look-
Ing forward to college. That Sun-
day the news broke I was with my
high school principal, V. M. Mul-
holland, who assured me, “You'll
never be in uniform. It will all be
over before your time comes.”

Of course Mulholland's predic-
tion was wrong, to the tune of the
three and a half years T spent in
service; in fact before the mess
was over V. M. himself was In
uniform!

Redbook magazine looks back to
the time before Pearl Harbor day
with pleasant recollections. You
could rent a decent city apart-
ment then for as little as $25.
For $75 you could move into a
fancy neighborhood and get a
“dropped living room, spaclous
dining room, full kitchen, large
closets,” plus extras lke 24-hour

switchboard, doorman service and
free gas. If you wanted a house
you could get a nice seven-room
place for seven or eight thousand.
On December Tth there was ad-
vertised the Great Neck, Long
Island, a house described as “ultra
modern, six rooms, two baths, two
extra lavatories, playroom, oil
burner, solid brick,” for $8500.
Broadloom tarpeting, which I
think sells now for about $15 a
square yard, was selling for $3.50.

You could get a nice restaurant
dinner then for 60 to 656 cents,
and see a Broadway musical for
$3.85, The average wage of a
working woman was $18.21 a week,
and according to a California sur-
vey, most of them were satisfied
with their pay. It was enough to
get by on, and see a movie once
or twice a week.

“1 Got It Bad” was being played
by Benny Goodman and others
and Billy Holliday was singing

“Gloomy Sunday,” the tune that
was supposed to have driven sev-
eral Hungarians to suicide but
didn’t cause any such thing here.
Glenn Miller was playing “I Guess
I'll Have to Dream the Rest,” with
Ray Eberly on the vocal.

On that day 70,000 of us were
at Yankee Stadium watching the
Dodgers beat the Giants in pro
football. In Dallas, 2500 were in
the Majestic Theater watching
“Sergeant York.”

In the Pennant Hotel on the
outskirts of Columbia, Mo. get-
ting ready to address a Demo-
cratic rally in Jefferson City, was
a U. 8. BSenator named Harry
Truman, who wanted to enlist back
nto the Field Artillery when he
heard the news.

Just as planes carry exira gas
tanks that can be cut in when
needed, the United States has
an extra source of defense ma-
terials that can be cut in when
the situation demands.

It consists of the skills and
materials in ECA countries in
Europe and Japan.

Exceplt in a few isolated cases,
the United States has not called
upon friendly foreign nations for
other than raw materials. There
has be2n no reluctance because of
national pride. It's just that
bringing in foreign suppliers of
bits and parts on a large scale
right now might do more harm
than good.

The defense program has been
proceeding cautiously and, ac-
cording some Congressional
critics, too slowly. One of the
reasons for this was to avoid,
as lar as possible, disruptive ef-
fects on employment and the flow
of consumer goods. If the Ad-
ministration had plunged into
rearmament in the same scale
that was necessary in World War
II, today we might have five
times as many unempioyed and
serious shortages of automobiles
and other consumer durables.

What has been attempted has
been to get the dafense program
rolling and, as jt gains speed,
shift what manpower and ma-
terials are needed from civiliap
production to military produc-
tion. How smoothly this has
been evolved will remain for fu-
ture historians to decide,

Defense production is now esti-
mated at the rate of $1,500,000,-
000 a month but the nation can
not “breathe easy,” according
to National Production Director
Charles E. Wilson, until it
rzaches three or four billion a
month,

8o, for the present, the mobili-
zation program does not call for
use of European or Japanese in-
dustry. If plants abroad were
participating, it might mean that
the shift would be less smooth
here, Skilled American workmen
laid off as civilian production
lines are curtailad would not
s0 readily find employment in
defense plants if an important
par* of this production were
coming from abroad.

But, when American produe-
tion reaches the top rate, there
is a reserve of production In
Western Europe and Japan thst
can be added and the dollars
benefit those economies.
MORE NIGHT OPENINGS
FOR WOMEN WORKERS

Night openings of business
places Increase and decrease
with the calendar. Right now,
because of Christmas shopping,
they are increasing; after Christ-
mas they will fall a little but
continue high until summer, then
they will decline until next fall.
That of course, applies to total
openings only; some businesses
do more night selling in sum-
mer than in winter.

But while this pattern will con-
tinue, there is reason to belleve
that it will operate on a higher
level next year. the increase in
the size of ihe armed forces and

the need for women workers in
defense will employ many more
women, They will be unable to
shop during working hours and
will create a demand for night
openings.

General Willoughby ha: &
grudge. He is .mad at a falr
segment of the American press
for the coverage of the Korean
War,

Shedthing his sword and taking
up his pen, ha attacks six cor-
respondents, including this wri-
ter, and three weekly news maga-
zines in an article in the Decem-
ber issue of ‘‘Cosmopolitan "

His general charges against
the newsmen are that we spread
defeatism, “confused an unhap-
py public,” and had “a marked
tendency to smear General Mac-
Arthur.” He even goes so far as
to essert:

““The nuance*of defeat created
an atmosphere of tension, un-
easiness, and distrust between
Tokyo and Washington, This Is
believed to have besn the major
cause of the MacArthur-Truman
split.”

I do not know who believes
this, unless it is General Wil-
loughby himself. And I don’t
even really believes he does ex-
cept on rainy days.

The General accuses the six
war reporters of being “often In-
petulant, xxxTheir reporting fur-
nished ald and comfort to the
enemy."”

Perhaps Willoughby, now be-
ing free of millitary duties, ought
to get 1 job as a cu. reporter
on a newspaper and find out
what the function of a free press
is In a democracy. It is this: To
find out the truth—and then print
it.

The duty of a war reporter on
the battlefield isn't to gloss over
disaster or hide the mistakes
of the top brass. It isn't his duty
to burn ir “ense before the altar
of ‘a two-star, self-inflating ego.
It is his duty to find out what
is happening in the war—and
let the peopl back home know
what is happening. That is what
the soldiers themselves want him
to do. His only resiriction is this
—never t> write anything that
will threaten the actual combat
security of the trocps.

My own feeling is that General
Willoughby has taken up a blun-

his own blunders.

the Tokyo headquarters in-
telligence staff dismally failed
to do this. -

The White House records of the
Truman-MacArthur conference
on Wake Island on Oct. 15, 1950,
show that MacArthur was asked
what the chances were of Chinese
or Soviet interference in Korea.

And MacArthur was quoted in
reply:

“Very little. xxxWe are no
longer fearful of their interven-
tion. We -o longer stand hat in
hand.

“The Chinese have 300,000 men
in Manchuria. Of these probably
not more than 100,000 to 125,000
are distributed along the Yalu
River. Only 50,000 to 60,000
could be gotten across the Yalu
River. They have no air force.
Now that we have bases for our
alr force in Korea, if the Chinese
tried to get down to Pyongyang
there would be the greatest
slaughter.”

Presumably, Willoughby sup-
plied this estimate to his chief,
That was his job.

Forty days later the U. N.
launched its “win-the-war" offen-
sive. On that day—Nove, 24—Tok-
yo headquartetrs intelligence still
put the total Chinese and North
Korean enemy in Korea at oniy
100,000 men.

It was an extremely costly
miscalculation. Tremendous.num-
bers of waiting Chinese Reds rose
up, split the allied drive and forc-
ed a long withdrawal.

On Dec. 2—eight days after

the ritack began—MacArthur
estimated the enemy at 600,000
men, Including 500,000 Chinese
and 100,000 North Koreans.

Where did this vast force
mushroom from? Why did allied
intelligence have no inkling of
it? It should have.

Who really let MacArthur
down in the last battle near the
Yalu—a few newspapermen or
his own Chief of Intelligence?

General Willoughby's argument
is with history, not with news
men carrying out their responsi-
bility to the American public.To
report the major mistakes of a
Major General is no criticism of
the American Army, as such.
An army is many men, not one.

Even In this odd world, I doubt
if Willoughby will be able to
prove a man can whitewach him-
self by daubing the press with
a worn tar brush. Burely he
must always remember he did
not know what he ought to have
known when 100,000 American
soldiers marched toward anguish
and ambush, hopeful that his
wrong Intelligence was right.

Was it only a year ago? Has
the General forgotten already?
The men who marched haven't.
