000,000 pounds, as against 2,300,000,000 fer butter,

The margarine industry has steadily rid ftself
of legisiative controls. Since repeal of federal, anti-
margarine legislation, only eight statés now ban its
sale. There were thirty-two in 1901.

Indeed, this shift on production and sale threatens
to revolutionize the dairy industry, with possible re-
duction in the prices of milk, butter and margarine.

LAW SUIT — Threat of the
American Feed Manufacturers
Association to take the issue of

the “Nickels for Know How'' and
the whole feed inspection fee sys-
tem -of North Carolina to the
courts recalls some previous
court action on similar ques.
tions, Buggestion of court pro-
test against the methods used for
financing the North Carolina
agricultural resenrch program
came to the front at a confer-
ence of state officlals and pep-
resentatives of the feed manu-
facturers in Raleigh this week.

MIS-CUE— The conference had
been arranged with a view to co-
operative effort toward effec-
tuating the collection of the"five
cents a ton levy on fertilizer
andgcommerclal feeds which the
farmers -of the state voted last
month. Time and space limitations
preclude full discussion of the
{ssue. Very briefly stated, the
jdea was that the manufacturers
and dealers in feed and fertilizer
would pay an additioal five cents
a ton for ‘inspection tags”
bought from the department of
agriculture, and that extra five
cents would be passed along to
the Agricultural Foundation at
State College and used to further
promote research in all matters
desighed to benefit and promote
agricultural interests in the state,
It was contemplated that the
feed and fertilizser folks would col-
lect the extra flve cents from
users of their products, who had
voted for the levy or assess-
ment—or whatever it might be
called. Theoretically, the farm-
ers who voted for it would pay
it, but there was the ideathat
the manufacturers and the state
department would absorb the
cost of collection and transmit-
tal of the amount—estimated to
meeting sort of mis-cued, and in-
stead of being a soclable discus-
slon of ways and means, there
soon developed a hot argument
over merits of the proposition,
threats of lawsuits by the feed

folks and full acceptance of the
challenge by representaives of

state government and farmer-
users of feeds.

PRECEDENT — There is pre-
cedent for such law suits and
for state opposition to them. Sev-
eral court actions have arisen
oit of the policy of registration
and inspection fees charged out of
state dealers. The two most of-
ten cited as “controlling” re-
sulted in one victory and one de-
feat for the plaintiff companies,
but with the state actually win-
ning both. In 1890 the American
Fertilizer Company of Virginia
attacked the state policy of charg-
ing $500 registration fee for every
brand of fertilizer—and won. In
1909, the Red C Oil Manufactur-
ing Compnay, a Maryland cor-
poration, attacked the inspection
fee on kerosene—and lost.

WINNER? — The fertilizer
company won its case by de-
cision of Judge Seymour, who
held that the state had not shown
justification for ‘charging a $500
fee for every brand of fertilizer,
because such actlon violated con-
stitutional rights of the company
and the amount collected was far
in excess of the cost of enforcing
the law. The fertilizer company’'s
victory had doubtful value, how-
ever, because the next legislature
(1891) adopted the inspection fee
on tonnage basis, a policy which
has prevalled until now. Although
questioned on occasion, it has
never been upset.

LOSER? — The oll company
lost its case in 1908 by decision
of Judge Connor, who held that
the company had failed to show
that the fee was exorbitant or
that its imposition violated any
constitutional rights. The com-
pany had made three major con-
tentions. That the fee was exces-
sive, in that it ‘was above cost
of Inspection; that regulations
and standards adopted by the
state department tended to create
monopoly for one oil company;
and, that the act was unconsti-

tutional because it conferred leg-
islative authority upon the board
of agriculture, which is an ad-
ministrative agency. On basis of
these contentions the company
asked for an injunction against
further collection of the fee or
enforcément of the regulations.

RULING — Judge Connor, in
the preface to his opinion in the
case, set out that only one main
question was at issue: That was
whether the legislature had acted
in good faith and for best inter-
est of all the people in enact-
ing thd law to require inspec-
tion so that purchasers of kero-
sene might be assured of getting
a good product, ror ‘‘whether
under the guise of doing so, it
has violated the constitution and
imposed a tax for the purpose of
increasing revenues of the state.”
He concluded that the legislature
had acted in good faith, that the
regulations were not unreason-
able and the inspection fee not
excessive. His judgment assessed
the plaintiff company with costs
of the action.

ACQUIESCENCE — Since
then there have been several in-
stances of Informal protest
against some inspection fees col-
lected by the state, but in most
cases the complainants have been
satisfied with assurances that all
the money collected by the state
was devoted to the essential pur-
pose for which it was levied,
although in some instances there
may have been grounds for doubt
that all of it went specifically
for inspection services.

DOUBTFUL — In face of that
admitted situation, plus the firm
~stand taken by Commissioner
Ballentine and other spokesmen
for the state at®he confer-
ence this week, it is regarded
as highly doubtful that the feed
dealers will carry through the
threat to bring court action on the
inspection fees and the research
levy. \

WASHINGTON—Retall = drug-
gists last year filled more than
389 million prescériptions writien
by doctors for treatments of va-
rious allments of their patients
—an average of more than two
prescriptions for every Ameri-
can. Because misuse of prescrip-
tions often results in serious tra-
gedies, federal laws governing
them are constantly being tight-
ened. Now efforts are being made
to enlighten the public on the dan-
gers involved in viclating these
rules regulating doctor’'s pre-
scriptions.

Wallace F. Janssen, assistand
to the commissioner, U. 8. Food
and Drug Administration, sald
the FDA is promoting what he
calls a “Safety Bix"—a set of
six rules to guide the public on
the use of drugs. The FDA's
“Bafety 8ix" follows:

1. Get your prescription filled
promptly at a reliable drugstore.

2. Take or give ANY medicine
ONLY according to the direc-
tions. :

3. Do ‘not urge your druggist
to refill a prescription unless au-
thorized by the doctor—a tele-
phone call will usually suffice.

4. Do not urge your druggist
to sell you a restricted drug. It
is embarrassing to him and may
be dangerous for you both.

8. A prescription is for a speci-
fic fllness. Do not allow the un-
used remainder of old prescrip-
tions to accumulate in the family
medicine cabinet. Especially
throw out all bottles and jars
with unidentified contents.

6. If your {llness persists—no
matter what you are taking—see
your doctor, and be sure to let
him know if you have been tak-
ing any medicine he has not
prescribed.

Writing in a recent issue of Life
and Health Magazine, Mr. Jans-
sen pointed out that misuse of
prescriptions in one way or an-
other casuses “more deaths, in-
juries, broken homes, human de-
relicts, and other tragedies than
all other violations of the Federal
drug laws put together.”

Congress has passed a new law,
Mr. Janssen said, which has the

primary object of protecting publie
health by making clear just which
drugs can safely be sold dlrectﬂk
