Angry Missouri
Goes UnderDikes

Couldn’t Beat Levees,
But Pressure Bursts
Big Sewer Pipe To
Spew Geyser Of
Muddy Water Over
Omaha’s Industrial
Area; Engineers Try
Plug Hole

OMAHA, Neb, (UP)—The angty
Missouri River, unable to break or
top the levees here, sneaked under
the dikes, burst a huge sewer pipe
and spewed like a geyser over a
500-block industrial section today.
Muddy water gushed through e
120-foot crater blown out by the
tremendous pressure of the river,
standing at 20.04 feet,

Trucks loaded with sand were
rushed to the blasted street in East
Omaha, but the engineers soon
abandoned the effort as useless and
concentrated on plugging the sewer
outlet 25 feet below the surface of
the river {tself.

Unless the outlet could be plug-
ged, the water would continue to
rush in until the levels on both
sides of the levee was equal.

"It doesn’t look good,” said L&
Gen, Lewis Pick, chief of the army
engineers,

The water inside the dike early
today was four feet deep in places,
and rising by the minute. It
covered portions of the switchyards
serving the Missouri Pacifie, North
Western and Union Pacifie raile
roads,

The residents of the area had
been evacuated almost a week ago
when the 40,000 citizens in East
Omaha and Council Bluffs, Ia.,
were ordered out in anticipation of
& flood.

Hundreds of men were rushed to
the spot. Work was begun immed-
lately on a causeway leading from
the street below up to the top of
the levee,

Truckload after truckload of rock
was dumped around the levee to
reinforee it for the strain it would

their heayy machines.

Jockeyed six large barges into posi-
tion. Two were brought directly
over the outlet. Giant steel beams,
requiring the strength of 20 men
to handle, were shoved off,

The goal was to place a huge
steel sheet against the beams and
weight it down with sandbags.

The sewer itself was a concrete
tunnel 25 feet in diameter, Through
this run two steel pipes, each
seven-by-nine feet. It was impos-
sible Yo tell immediately whether
the pressure had backed up in one
or both of the pipes. ;

Observers said the situation
might be likened to a king-sized
“sand boil” in which the pressure
of the water on the outside of the
levee seeps under the dike until it
bursts through the surface of the

The words “bigger” and “better” characterize our
age. We throw out our chests considerably when we
a8 & nation, & community or an industry produce
something bigger than anybody hax produced before,
and—according to our estimation—better.

The philosopher William James, Harvard seer of
fifty vears ago, has writien this about bigneks and
greatness: “As for me, my bed is made: I am against
bigness and greatneas in all their forms. . . . The
b the unit you deal with, the hollower, the more
brutal, the more mendacious is the life displayed. 8o
I am against all big organisations as such . . . and
in favor of the eternal forces of truth which always
work in the individual and immediately unsuceessful
way—underdogs always, until history comes, after they
areé long dead, and puts them on top.”

A good way to measure the quantity and quality
of your Christian faith is to ask yourself whether or
not you believe what William James has said. Or do

still put your faith in bigness? The attitude of

lliam James reflects basic principles of the Christian

gospel.

Jesus, and his little band of disciples—atarting out
to change the world, and changing it—constitute the
classical refutation of the value of bigness,

How Much Power,
Mr. President?

Consider for a minute President Tru-
man’s statement that he might have the
constitutional power to seize the nation's
free press and radio in case of an emerg-
ency.

It sounds like a typical statement by a
Pendergast politician, schooled in the pow-
ers of machine boases, nourished out of the
taxpayers' pocketbooks, and inatilled with
the idea that political demigods can make
their words law—statutes and constitu-
tions notwithstanding.

Truman did not flatly say he has the
power to seize the nation's free press, but
he certainly left the implication that such
is his belief.

From the way he has encouraged keep-
ing obscure from the people activities with-
in federal agencies, it has appeared that
be would like to have the power to con-
trol thé nation's press, and with it the minds
and thoughts of the people of the United
States. .

During his stay in office, Truman has
%0 twisted and distorted the meaning of
the constitution to his own advantage that
it is difficult to tell just how far he would
go to further his own desires if he thought
he could get by with it.

On the President's orders, his administra-
tive heads have defied the rulings of the
Supreme Court which interprets the su-
preme law of the land. He has taken dras-
tic steps of authority without first endeav-
oring to know for sure whether or not such
power ig his as president under the consti-
tution. He haa read new thoughts into the
accepted meaning of the document.

If the government of the U. 8. ever
gaing control of the nation's free presa—
and may God rue the day—totalitarianism
will reign supreme in the land. Citizens
will have heen stripped of their freedom
and a dictatorship morve ruthless than thoge
yet viewed with awe by the people of the
world will have heen established.

The news organs in the United States
occupy a unique position heing privatelyv-
owned businesses, and at the same time
morally ‘obligated to impartially perform
ar & public service. The press occupies the
nether-land between private interests and
the public interest. It can not let either
private buriness nr government dictate its
policies or its views. When it does it ceases
to fulfill its purpose.

Bhould the time come when Truman or
any other president seeks to control the
free press by virtue of suppised consti-
tutional power, it indeed will be an emerg-
ency. It will be an emergency in which the
American people will need their free press
and free radio more than ever before,

Aside from Truman's distorted view of
constitutional powers of the Chief Execu-
tive, his statement points up emphatically
at least one other thing.

" There is a definite and immediate need
for a clarification of powers granted under
the federal constitutional. With a progres-
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sively centralized state which has come

about in this nation, it is time we go back
and read the letter of the law laid down
by the eonstitution before government and
individual usurpation of these letters com-
pletely destroy the true meaning of the
document.

America’s Growing
Savings Account

Are the American people becoming more
frugal, or do the American people have
more money than ever hefore?

Perhaps there is not a clear-cut answer
to that question. So far as dollars are con-
cerned, the last part can be answered in
the affirmative. There are more dollars go-
ing into the average home, but by the same
token, there are more dollars being paid
out to meet today's living costs.

Ameticans never have gained the repu-
tation of being thrifty people. They work
hard and have a great incentive for gaining
wealth under the system of free enterprise,
yet they are great spenders at the same
time,

Last year the savings of the American
families amounted to 13 billion dollars.
That is an average of $325 per family, and
it is a sharp increase over the savings of
the American people in 1950 when only
one and one-half billion dollars were salted
away in individual accounts.

Certainly the consumer market has not
been sufficiently stripped of goods to make
wanted items difficult to get at any price
as was the case during the war years. We
doubt that an appreciable part of the sav-
ings represents wage increases over the in-
creased living costs during the past year.
It could be, however, that the people are
stiffening their buying resistence in the
hope that a break in the high cost of living
may soon show its head,

Whatever the reason behind the mark-
edly increased personal savings during
1952, the fact that more money has been
put aside for a rainy day is indeed a good
one. Particularly this ix encouraging in
view of the fact that the American family
as a whole has extended ita credit farther
than at any other time in history.

Efforts to sell home freezers
by tying in food are growing and
spreading. Almost every day
news comes from another city
that some dealer or group of
dealers has embarked on some
new tie-in deal, or dressed up an
old one with new gimmicks.

Most of the new plans involve
arrangements between food
wholesalers and freezer dealers
by which purchasers of freezers
are allowed to buy beef in quar-
ters and other foods at something
less than retall prices. The sav-
ings, it is usually represented,
more than pay for the freezer
over a length of time. A Phi-
ladelphia dealer says that life-
time savings for an average fam-
ily would be $4;000 —more if the
family lives long enough.

Because the relationship be-
tween food and freezers is so
obvious, tie-ins have been used
since early in freezer marketing.
Whenever sales slowed down,
dealers would prime them by
pulting packages of quick-frozen
vegetables or meats inside. Just
who added the idea of giving
customers a continuing’ source
of food at lowet prices must be
left for future historians, Such
sales plans appeared almost two
years ago in the East. In recent
months they started popping up
with new vigor in Los Angeles
and quickly spread.

SBome of the first western pro-
moters did much to spoil the
promotion by advertising that
the food was at wholesale where-
as it was priced some place be-
iween retail and wholesale, by
comparing the price of sirloin un-
fairly to the price of carcass
beef, by exaggerating the sav-
ings or by making other unsub-
stantiated claims. However, food
retailers were quick to blow the
whistle on these exaggerations
both because the over-statements
cost them customers and made
them appear to be profiteers.

Even today city officials and
Better Business Bureaus are kept
busy policing claims. One freez-
ers  manufacturer, International
Harvester, while neither endorsing
nor condemning food tie-in
plans, has warned dealers to ex-
plore them very carefully before
embarking upon them, thereby
putting itself in a position to
cancel franchises if dealers be-
come involved in unsavory plans.

A California dealer used food
In" a different way: buy a freez-
er and get $200 worth of food for
$100 more. His competitors say
this is merely a hidden $100 price
cut. It's not quite that bad. The
dealer ought to be able to buy
$200 worth of food for $150, so
he is taking only $50 less per
freezer.

Another manufacturer, Admi-
ral, is using beef to promote
sales of its refrigerators. It of-
fers 10" pounds of sirloin steaks
free to families who will try a
new model for ten days. The
promotion involves 100,000 pounds
of choice cuts.

An interesting merchandising
plan is involved in a new maga-
zine which is scheduled to ap-
pear in November. The maga-
zine will be distributed through
stores, which will mail it to sub-
scribers. The stores will not
pay for the magazine, but will
pay $250 for the franchise and
a percentage of the new busi-
ness the magazine brings them.

Accompanying the magazine
will be coupons, which read-
ers can use to order advertised
goods. The coupons go to the
manufacturers, who fill the or-
ders and then remit the differ-
ence between their price and the
retail price to retailers who dis-
tribyte the magazine. The stores
adver-
tised produets but no inventor-
ies. The plan sounds as if it in-
volves a lot of record-keeping
but if it works, everybody should
make money.

IS CURIOSITY TODAY

There was a wry smile on the
face of the Old Promoter when
he came in today.

not lell the whole story. This spe-
clal committee must report back
to the full executive commitlee,
constituting the board of direc-
lors, of the disbanding corpora-
tion. Chances are that the di-
rectors will not approve such
use of the balance left over from
the tund conlributed to promote
the $200 million secondarv road
and $25 million school building
bond issues in 1949

DISSOLUTION The purpose
for which the corporation was
formed having been achieved,
dissolution is in order. The cor-
poration cannot quit without mak-
Ing some disposition of the trea-

1y balance. In a mall vote
sometime ago a majority ol the
directors authorized the moving
picture, bul several of the lar-
ker contributors to the fund pro-
lested and sought either retytn
of the balance pro-rata to/ the
contributors or donating it to the
engineering school at State Col-
lege. Governor Scott insisted up-
on the movie, while Allen Lang-
ston, (reasurer, has insisted that
the contributors should be given
more consideration, ‘Ihere are
some legal technicalities.

POLITICAL -~ Many people
have thought for a long time
that some of the advocates of
publicly-managed generating
plants were more concerned
about political power in Washing-
ton that about electric power
i North Carolina. Similar sit-
uation prevails in connection with
the recently approved hike iIn
rales allowed to be charged by
Duke Power Company. There is
evidence that some people are
less concerned about the econo-
mics involved than about the
political use which can be made
of the Ultilities cominission or-
der. Stalemenls that the higher
rates would add about two mil-
lion dollars to the total bills of
Duke customers, fail to point
oul that approximately half that
amount will go for taxes —main-
Iv federal. but substantial state
and local levies. It is more poli-
tically advantageous lo create
the impression that all the money
collected will go to swell protits
ol a big corporation.

JOBS Half or more than
half the tolal collected will go

for taxes and a substantial part
of the other half will go to pro-
vide jobs for people who want to
work. A recent publication spon-
sored by a government-supported
Agency notes that it requires an
averages of $10000 in invested
capital to provide each man or
woman in Amer can industry with
a job. ““The average savings ol
an American Is $1,120—counting
his back savings, Government

bonds, etc. Thus, in effect, it takes
the life savings of nine Ameri--
cans lo furnish the tools of one
industrial job. One million young
men and women enter the nation's
work force each year. At $10, -
800 each, that's more than $10
billion needed for industrial ex-
pansion each year. It must come
from profits and stock sales.’' If
not one cent of the, extra $2
million permitted to be charged
was used for any other purpose
it would enable Duke to pay a
million n taxes and provide jobs
for 100 persons in North Czaro-
lina.

TENURE — The charges made
by Hubert Olive, candidate for
Governor, that the Utilities Com-
mission was influenced by politi-
cal considerations in granting the
increased rates, has aroused in-
terest in the tenure pf the five

cemmissioners. Chairman
Stanley Winborne has more than
20 vears service, and has been
elected and appointed more
times than any other State offi-
cial.

That is, they'll have little
to say about how thev're to be
run. It's highly questionable
whether the Presiden: enjoys
such an emergency powers. It
is a question that affects not the
steel owners alone; it can be
made to affect all owners and
eventually the workers them-
selves. For it, only one thing
can be said: we yo on making
steel. But what have we done
to the theory of private enter-
prise? : hat have e done to col-
lective bargaining?

WABHINGTON — Prospective
PFirst Ladies, home-makers at
heart like Bess Truman, who like
to whip up family favorites for
dinner occasionally, will glow
over a small private kitchen
stashed away for that purpose
on the third floor of the reno-
vated White House.

“It's an ideal U-shaped, do-
mestic-type kitchen any indivi-
dual housekeeper would be proud
lo preside over,” I was told hy
W. B. Stephens, vice-president of
the firm (Kitchens, Inc.) which
put in all the new kitchens.

This kitchen, directly above the
private family suite in the north
wing, boasts an electrie range,
refrigerator, dishwasher and
garbage disposal unit, all white
walls snd stainless steel sink
and counter tops.

The original main kitchen, on
the ground floor, boasted two fire
places. One of these was at one
time used for cooking, but both
are now blocked up. The room is
now a TV gnd radio room./

The main kitchen layout is now
in the northwest portion of the
building on the ground floor. It
is 22 x28 feet, light and sunny,
with sntiseptic, hospital-wnite
sparkling walls gnd stainless
steel surfgces. Electric ranges
take up 1§ feet of the south wall,
along with an immense, electri-
cally-opersted soup kettle that
Also serves as a coffeg-maker.
Some of the ranges are old, but
rebuilt and cleaned-up.

On the east wall are double-
bowled sink and cabinets. There
nr; m\:-e slnks on the north wall
And a huge, heavy-duty garbage-
grinding unit. Gahimti b
shelves take up the rest of the
wall space, and in the center are
steam tables and warmers and
a table fitted with electric mix-
ing gadgets.

“These are not only used for
mixing things, but for slicing and
grinding . meats,” Mr. Stephens
sald. They sit on the floor, are
4'3 feet high, with a bowl sbout
18 Inches across. -

On the floor above, the first
floor of the White House, are
the Btate and private dining
rooms. Between them is a pan-
try that boasts a plate-warming
unit, a dishwasher, a garbage
disposer and coffee-maker. Here
the silver and glassware is kept.
