An outbreak of forest fires In 

Pitt County, soiding countless 
hundreds of acres of woods land 
up in stnoke, has resulted in a 
ban on all brush or woods land 
burning by people In the county.

County Forester N. 8. Tyson 
announced this morning that he 
lad received orders from the For­
estry headquarters to ban all issu- 
utg of permits, and any one found 
to have started brush fires after 
[his morning will be subject to 
punishment, since H will be in 
lirect violation of the law.

Since last Pilday when the first 
serious outbreak of forest fires 
started tbere have been ten large 
fires which have swept over acres 
and acres of timber and woods 
land in the county,

“These fires are not only costing 
the farmer and land owners thou­
sands of dollars in bumed-up tim­
ber and damage to the land, but 
is costing the county for its per- 
.sonnel to operate the fire fighting 
equipment how engaged in combat­
ing the blaze," the forester pointed 
out.

“The people are just too careless 
in handling brush fires; as all of 
the fires which have been report­
ed in the county to date, with the 
exceptlcm of one, have been caused 
directly by carelessness on the 
part of people burning of fields 
and ditch banks,” Tyson stated.

“The person or persons respon­
sible for the fires will be charged 

... with the setting of the fires and 
*be taken into court,” Tyson stated.

“Of the 28 fires which broke out 
prior to the recent outbreak. 19 
persons were charged with the set­
ting of the fires and convictions 
resulted in 6 per cent the fires,” 
i m o  «aid. ^

Three fires Monday burned over 
36 acres on two farms while the 
third fire scene has not yet been 
surveyed as to the total acreage 
destroyed.

Fires yesterday were reported on 
the Martin farm near Bethel, where 
a saw mill burning slab lumber 
.set fires to the woods, and on the 
Bate Lumber Mill Property near 
Black Jack. The Frank Jolly farm, 
located between Bell’s Fork and 
Cox Crossing, was razed by fire 
yesterday which has now been 
brought under control by the hard 
working forestry crews.

Tyson stated that it looked as if 
he would have to bring In a en­
tire new crew to fight the fires 
if they continued, since his men 
had bera on the go day and night 
for nearly a week. “Mo s t  of  t he  
men have been getting <»ly around 
three hours sleep each n i^ t ,” Ty- 
.son pointed out.

One forestry service fire plow has 
been steadily in operation in th e  
county, and this lone unit has been 
aided by two plows furnished by 
the Bate Lumber Company since 
the first plague of the fires.

Tyson pointed out that once the 
fires have been cut off, orews 
must then go back and rework the 
fire areas in order to stop the fires 
which ere ever burning under­
ground, ready to start a new fire 
at any time.

A fire yesterday afternoon broke 
out in woods lands located Just be­
yond the city limits of Greenville 
on the Ayden Highway. However. 
Tyson stated that his crews had not 
been called to the area this morn­
ing.

A tentative budget of $61,746 has 
been drawn up by the Pitt County 
Board of Health for the operation 
of the Pitt County Health Depart­
ment for 1952-1953.

The budget was drawn up at a 
meeting of the County Board of 
Health the first of the -week.

r .  F.j Hendrix, chairman of the 
board, said the budget was only 
tentative, and an Increase in sa­
lary of personnel was the only item 
raised over last year’s budget. He 
said they recommended an in­
crease of $10.00 in salaries for 
personnel.

The proposed budget shows an 
increase of $1,800 over last year’s 
figures of $59.946. Budget items, 
the same as for Ikst year with the 
excepti(N3 of increased salaries, are 
as follow:

Salaries, $45,960; travel, $7,950; 
other expensed, $3,500; dental pro­
gram, $1,500; and other services, 
$2,836.

The budget which has been pre­
pared must be sent to tb« State 
Board of Health for approval by 
May 1, and then returned to be 
presented to the County Commis­
sioners at its meeting the first 
Monday in June.

'e n t& td fO R  '(tw T w  SeiM «Ü 
President T r u m a n ’ g sharpest 
critics in 9ongres8 conceded today 
that nothing is likely to come of a 
pending impeachment resolution.

Democratic leaders evidenced 
no concern over the resolution,

¡ which was Introduced yesterday by 
Rep. Robert Hale (R-Me).

Hale said Mr. Truman violated 
bis oath of office by seizing the 
steel mills without statutory auth­
ority. His resolution is the first 
step in a complicated process by 
which Congress could expel Mr. 
Truman from office.

“The President took an oath to 
defend the cmistitutlon,” Hale said. 
“He did not take an oath to make 
steel or even to make bullets.” 

Hale’s resolution, which follows 
more-or-less standard impeach­

ment form, was referred to the 
House Judiciary Committee. Some 
committee members indicated they 
may seek action on it tomorrow.

However, House members were 
slow to get behind the resolution 
Althous^ Republicans and many 
Democrats have been sharply criti­
cal of the President’s action in the 
steel case, and have charged it was 
illegaL there was a general reluc­
tance to press the Impeachment 
move.

Privately even some of Mr. Tru­
man’s most outspoken Republican 
critics sai dthc resolution didn’t 
have a chance. Some said they 
hoped it wouldn’t come to a show­
down. They .'3ared It might react 
somehow in Mr. Truman’s favor.

The hos­
tages, most of them held since 
rioting began Sunday night, faced 
almost certain death if police tried 
to storm *he cellblock fortress.

Frlsbie said peace was being de­
layed by discussions over a new 
parole plan, one of the demands 
broadcast over the pris<m’s public 
address system yesterday by two 
convict spokesmen.

Tha prisoners freed me of the
II hostages they then held in return 
for tlra safe conduct of the two 
spokesmen.

Thomas Elliott, the first guard 
to be overpowered when the rioting 
broke out Sunday night, said the 
other hostages had not been harm­
ed. But he urged prison authorities 
to pacify the barricaded rioters.

“If you makie any promises, for 
Ood's sake keep them,” he said. 
“You’ve got to comply with their 
demands.”

.Two squads of state police were 
rushed to Cellblock 7, which houses 
about 5(X) of the 2,600 prisoners who 
participated in Monday’s brawling 
rampage, to herd a group of Jeering 
Inmates back into their cells.

DALLAS, Tex. tU Pt—A group of 
reserve officers at Randolph Air 
Force Base a t San Antonio, Tex., 
today demanded a public apology 
from the Air Force for “ illegal 
charges” brought against men who have refused to fly.

They also demanded that "officers 
who initiated the chaj'ges against 
eight of 14 known “stay - down” 
flyers, Including the two who have 
been ordered dishonorably dis­
missed from service and sentenced 
to prison term s, be court-martialed 
themselves for “ Improper use of their positions.”

The “vehement protest” by the 
unidentified reservists also lashed 
out a t the “gross mismanagement 
of the entire reaerve program  and 
the discrimination against recallees by some regulars...”

The signed letter of protest was 
mailed to Lacey E. Crain, president 
of Conco Chemical Co. a t Dallas, 
who disclosed Its contents today, 

Crain, who earlier this month 
offered to make the first contri­
bution of $100 to a defense fund 
for the stay-down flyers, declined 
for “obvious reasons” to reveal the 
names of the men who signed the protest.

“I don't »want to get them in trouble,” Crain said.
In their letter, the recalled re­

servists charged that the ”alr force 
has caused Irreparable dam ages to 
the reputations of a large group of 
reserve officers by the Illegal 
charge brought against them, based 
on prejudice and not reason.”

“ It is essential that a public 
apology be made by the Air Force 
in order that the officers form al­
ly charged with ‘disobedience of a 
lawful order' be cleansed of any 
stigmas that may be attached to them or to their families.” 

Fourteen officers a t Randolph Field, Biggs Air Force Base a t 
El Paso, Tex.; Mather Field near 
Sacramento, Calif., and Keesler 
Air Force Base at Biloxi, Miss., 
have refused to go aloft. Eight

were charged with disobedience of 
lawful orders of a superior officer, six of them at Randolph.

Lt. Verne Goodwin of Peabody, 
Mass., a Biggs officer, was court- 
martialed, ordered belted out of 
the service and given a two-year 
prison term. He said his flying was 
about to cause his wife to lose their unborn baby.

At Biloxi yesterday, the Air Force 
announced it had cashiered a sec­
ond officer for refusing to fly. Capt. 
Carl J. Izard, a 34-year-old World 
War n  veteran, was found guilty in a court m artial last week of 
malingering or feigning illness to 
avoid flight duty. The navigator 
was ordered dishonorably dis­
missed from service and was sen­
tenced to three months In prison. 
The prison sentence was dis­
approved by his commanding offi­cer.

These 
pow ers ,  unspecified ' > -ne con.-ititution ana 
u n d e f in ed  by the ¿au. are T ru m an ’s claim 
for hi* action.

Now he ia going a -lep further in prepar- 
ihg to give the  s l e e i  xorker* the biggest 
w age  boost ever  gran ted  on a nation-wide 
basis. Thi.s is to be done by the government 
w hile the industry  is siill under its control.

If th e  governm ent give* the steel w orker* 
th e i r  wage boost, w hat chance will the 
r igh tfu l  owner? cf  th e  industry have of re­
open ing  negntiations with the union on a 
compromise basia? The rightful owners of

the plant* must follow th rough with the 
go?emment g ran ts  to  w orkers  a f te r  the 
plants are handed  h a rk  to  them, or else 
the  natioa fill face an ualim ited  shutdown 
of the induitrv while the  union and man- 
ag e m ta t  enter an even more torrid  dispute 
th a a  thua far haa developed between them.

W hat the action by T rum an  amounts to 
as we aee it, if tihat w age  scales for an en­
tire  induftry a re  being a t t  by preaidentiai 
decree.

For a moment le t ’s review  this em ergen­
cy in which the  P res iden t  says the nation 
finds itaelf, and  thua  justifies  his acts. In 
our opinion it atema from  tw o  uaurpationi 
of power by T ru m an .

Preaident T ru m a n  aent Am erican mili­
ta ry  men into a f ig h ting  w ar  without the 
approval of Congress or the  people. Per­
haps  there waa no o th e r  choice but to fight 
in Korea, but conatitu tionaily  it is up to 
Congresa, not th e  president,  to make the 
deciiion for the  nation.

W ith the Korean w ar  in progress, the 
nation roust have t te e i  with which to build 
ita military m achine  and  bolster its defens­
es. Thus Trum an justifies h i t  second un­
founded act with the  result* which have 
stem m ed from the  first.

How far will th e  chain  of events go? 
How many new em ergencies  could ari.Re out 
of these two; and  how much authority , un­
specified by the constitution or tu p p o n e d  
by laws can the President grasp  through 
th e  terra " inheren t pow ers"?

Right now one can only gue.RS.
It ia too great a chance to take  if the con­

stitutional rights of the people and this de­
mocracy are to stay intact.

Craig s eldest son came home from 
aarvice and got married.

“When he got married, it aeem- 
ed like my children were leaving 
home for the first time.” she said. 
"I juat couldn’t stand it.”

Bureau sends boy 
Mrs. Craig asked Children’s Bu* 

r.^au. Inc., lor a boy to replace 
her son.

"They came out and talked to 
my boy and gave me a child just 
like my son —a blona-headed little 
boy. ■’

Mrs. Craig found out that the 
little boy had a brother. She didn't 
wrnt to separate them, so she took 
both children It was only a few 
days later that the bureau told her 
they had two sister.s.

“They begged me to lake the 
girls.”

Mr. and Mrs Craig have been 
taking care of children from the 
bureau for five years. TThe young­
sters have ranged in age from five 
days to 17 years old.

It’s only a temporary home for 
the youngsters though and t h e y  
are returned to their parents when 
the homes are mended.

“We feel bad when they go. but 
we Uy to hide our feelings.” Mra. 
Craig said. ‘'We re happy to know 
that they’’-* bsing reunited with 
their own people.”

PREPARATION for a tour of 
duty in the armed forces of the 
United States is the theme of 
a new series of films being re* 
leased through schools, clubs, 
and churches. Produced by a 
group of educational associa­
tions, the U.S. Department of 
Defense and Coronet Films, 
they are designed to show 
young men what to expect from 
their period of se ^ ic e  and 
after they complete the tour. 
They resulted from studies 
that showed many boys were 
confused as to what they 
ought to do before going into 
service and what the results 
of such duty would be. Here 
are some scenes taken from 
the 14 short films which have 
been produced in the project.

Realistic Ruins

MORAL standards, the films 
urge, should keep a man proud 
to write to his family.

. WASHINOTON — (UP) — A 
building project of “boinb ruins 
is rising at Olney, Md., to instruct 
clvlian defense volunteers in the 
best methods of rescue technique.

At the federal civil defense staff 
college at Olney, the government 
is spending about $200,000 on a 
street of ruins to be used in simu­
lated disaster classes.

Five buildings representing a 
cross-section of American architec­
ture, from a four-family brick house 
to a five-story reinforced concrete 
building, will be ready by July in 
their new but shattered shapes.

To emphasize the most realistic 
destruction possible, the trainees 
will encounter, during a theoretical 
air attack and its consequent 
search for “victims,” the sound of 
planes and exploding bombs and 
fires in the streets. Once in the 
wrecked buildings, they will face 
Jagged girders, tons of rubble, broken 
water mains flooding the basements, 
leaky gas pipes requir .g the use 
of gas masks, and live wires 
which give the careless trainee a 
mild shock.

COMRADESHIP can be one of the most impor­
tant elements of military service, the films 
indicate. It can help self-reliance and tense 
of responsibility.

PRIDE in the uniform goes with pride of country, 
is one of the film themes. Tbe best preparation 
for service is good citizenship before and after 
military training.

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (U P )-D e to n a ­
tion of the nation’s new est A-bomb 
yesterday in "F u ry  V alley” deep 
in the Nevada h ills revealed  a 
weaiK)n totally different from  the 
great Bikini test.<j, in the  opinion 
of some reporters who covered 
them  all.

This bomb dealt a  la.st, clean, 
lethal blow, exactly on schedule and 
exactly  In conform ity with ihe 
blueiirinta, and then w as done 
with it.

Tho bomb.s of Bikini w ere more 
spectacular, with g reat vivid-color­
ed cloud ma.s.ses riven by continu- 
ou.s lightning. Tlie aw esom e pheno­
m ena of the Island bom bs seemed 
to reveal a gllmp.se of the uncon- 
trolled power of the unlver.se. and 
im parted  a ra ther terrify ing  im­
pression of threatening to bur.st the 
lim its of control.

The late.st Nevada bom b was pre­
cise in all Us pha.se.s. I t  w as drop­
ped exactly  on tim e. F rom  a 
height of 33,0(X) feet It exploded 
within 200 feet of the plnixdnl ta r ­
get, an schlevem ent in precision 
bombing.

T hree seconds a fter the blinding 
flash, which was seen a t an official 
grosmd observation sta tion  in Idaho 
429 airline m iles aw ay, the 1,500 
troops who had been within four 
m iles of the ta rg e t cen ter were told 
to com e up from  crouching posi­
tions in foxholes.

"A nd then cam e the only casual­
tie s ,"  Brig. Gen. F ran k  b o rn  told 
the U nited Press.

"W e stood up as directed. The 
blinding glare subsided. We gazed 
In aw e upon the g re a t churning 
fireball over our heads. We opened 
our mouth.*' as we gazed upward. 
We forgot the warning of the shock

wave to come. It picked up .sand 
and gravel, it hit us hard , and it 
gave the palates of 90 per cen t of 
our personnel a neat sandblasting.

The only loose end to a  re m a rk ­
ably tidy and m athem atically  pre­
cise detonation was the fate of the 
luiim als cxpo.'.ed to radiation  in the 
forward foxholes, between the 
troops and the .small a rea  of hell 
on earth  called Ground Zero.

It will be a t least a m onth before 
the m edical scientists will know 
what actually  happened to their 
anueslhellzed pigs, th s ir goals, 
sheep and mice. What they learn, 
they say, m ay show science how 
to help American soldiers and 
civilians in the grim  atom ic w ars 
which the future m ay hold.

The bla.st effect of the neat and 
deadly bomb of ‘'P’ury V alley” ex­
ceeded th at of either of the bombs 
dropped upon Japan and w.ach 
ended the Pacific war, and also 
was stronger than e ither of the 
spectacu lar b<mbs of Bikini, ac- 
ccwding to Dr. Alvin C. G raves 
who directed the perform ance.

But som e of tiie correspondents, 
including this reporter who w*as in 
a B-29 a t seven m iles s lan t range 
over the initial target a t Bikini, 
could not forg'v the seem ingly un­
fettered power of those trem endous 
ex;)loslons In the mid, - P acific  a 
half dozen yeaxs ago.

Those bom bs slapped a  battle­
ship to the bottom of Bikini lagoon, 
toriured and sank many o ther c raft 
and rendered  the target a rea  radio- 
logically " h o t” for days.

Some of the reporters com pared 
the two shows to the con trast be­
tween a  neat, perfectly tra ined  and 
intelligent m iddleweight fighter and 
a bonecrushlqif, unpredictable wild- 
swinging heavyweight of the  Firpo 
stripe.
