The Klan was
having a big time getting a North Carolina
chapter reorganized.

But the hayride was short-lived. Damage
has been done, and the time for paying the
price of violating the state and federal
statutes has caught up with the Kian mem-
bers.

A major shake-up-—-in our opinion alto-
gether justified-—has come as the result of
the capture and subsequent release of Brig.
General Francis T. Dodd who was held
prisoner for several days by Communist
POW's at Koje Island.

The army has fired Brig. Gen. Charles
F. Colson as commander of Koje Island for
the concessions he made to the Communist
prisoners as conditions for Dodd’s release.

* Dodd likewise has been relieyed of his du-

ties at Koje Island and réeassigned by the
army,

The conditions for the release of Dodd
by the Communist prisoners have not been
revealed by the army, but it is apparent the
incident should never have occurred. In
the first place, Gen. Dodd should not have
placed himself in a position where his cap-
ture was even remotely possible. In the sec-
ond place, Gen. Colson should have de-
manded Dodd’'s release in no uncertain
terms to the Commuhist prisoners of war,
and taken immediate action to free the
general from his imprisonment.

Ohio victory and his remarkable showing against
Benator Richard B. Russell of Georgia in the Florida
contest. A

“Jake" assures mssociates that Btevenson will re-
spond. if he is confronted with an actual offer of the
prize by the convention.

The machine botses’ hostility toward Kefauver,
together with the weakness of all the other Demo-
cratie entries, requires the selection of the Tlinoisan,
in the opinion of party strategisis.

ANGLE~There is a generally unpublicized angle
to the chieftaing’ concern. 1f they should name any-
body other than Stevenson in order te block off Ke-
fauver, he will obviously be the choice of a few schem-
ing and ‘hard-botled convention bosses assembled in
a “smoke-filied room.” By comparison, the 1920 back-
room compromise on Warren G. Harding would seem
to be a peoples triumph.

European business has a tradi-
tion of secrecy. The weakness of
patent laws may have started it
and it has been nourished on sus-
picions of competilors across the
nearest border, if not- in the
same town. Most European en-
trepreneurs guard the smallest
details carefully. Becrets are
handed down from father to son,
or more to daughter.- In ~one
region of France a way oi mak-
ing an omelet hs been kept & sec-
ret for centuries. And the secrecy
is so prevalent in commercial
firms that even thecompilation
of government trade statistics lags
far beyond the United States.

But among the supermarket
operators, the exchange of ideas
is unlimited, Most of the speakers
are supermarket operators and
the titles of some of their talks
indicate the amount of experi-
erice they are passing on to
others: ®'Health and Beauty
Aids,” *‘Ideas That Work," “It
Happened to Me,” I Start Plan-
ning Ahead,” and "1 am Good
Neighhors with My Competitors.”

Not only are operators telling
all they know in formal speech-
es, but many are holding sessions
at which they are answering ques-
tions of other operators. This
goes on in the Musical Hall cor-
ridors and in the hotels and bars.
Bometimes, it is said, one opera-
tor gets huffy if another won't
listen to details of his new check-
out sytem or how he cleared an
overstock of canned peas.

The supermarket delegates have
no monopoly on this free-handed
distribution of facts that learned
the hard wayv. It happens in
less or greater degree at almost
all of these meetings. While a
delegate may not tell aheut his
company’s plans for new pro-
ducts, he will usually speak free-
Iy about common problems, often
confessing mistakes to help a'
competitor guard aganst the same
error. This same spirit of mu-
tual help permeates the entire
trade press. Almost every trade
magazine contains an assortment
of articles by executives in which
they are giving the benefils of
their experiences te all who may
read.

There has been a lot of talk
about exporting American “know
how” to aid Europe. One step
might be to ship over a boat-
lead of American trade as-
sociation and convention organi-

zers, plus a few trade-press edi-
tors.

Meat supplies during the first
three months of the yéar were
8 per cent larger than a year
earlier, and production will con-
tinue high for a while, the Bu-
reau of Agricultural Economics
calculates.

The gain over 1851 may not
last the year out, however.
There are smaller supplies of,
feed grain and the number of
sows farrowing has declined.

While the price 6f meat has
been about the same as last year,
the price of meat animals has
been considerably lower. That's
because the price éf by-products
—hides, wool, fats and others—
are down.

SPRINGBOARD — As a stale-
wide rally the Young Democra-
tic Clubs affair at Winston -
8alem Saturday night was a com-
plete flop, but it served afforded
opportunity for a -few people to
express their preference for can-
didates—not through formal reso-
lution but in the degree of ap-
plause given them when pre-
sented in person or by name. Ap-
proximately 250 persons, at least
half of whom are residents of
Forsyth county, showed up for
the barbecue and state rally in
the reserve officers armory. That
small audience made no secret of
its majority preference for Dick
Russell for President, William
Umastead for Governor and Mar-
shall Kurfees for Leiutenant Gov-
ernor. The audience also quite
obviously and vocatively liked
Senator Russell Long of Louisi-
ana, who made the principal
speech.

FLOP - The flop as a siale-
wide rally was attributed to two
main reasons.

The YDC had projected
big plans and had expected either
Senator Richard Russell of Geor-
gla or Senator Estes Kefauver
of Tennessee, both ¢f whom are
candidates for the presidential
nomination.

A second and perhaps equally
important reason for small at-
tendance was the unfortunate tim-
ing. Saturday was the date for
Democratic precinct meetings
throughout the state and many

gatherings fel' obiigation to sta)
at home for the precinct meet-
ings.

APATHETIC — Another reason
for the small crowd is the gene-
ral apathy among voters about the
upcoming elections. Those pre-
sent manifested mighty little en-
thusiasm in such hand-clapping
as they did. Some who had at-
tended precinct meetings before
leaving nome reported that in
precincts with normal votes of
more than 1000 there were less
than a dozen present. There is
widely divergent opinions ahout
whether this present lack of
manifested interest means a little
primary vote, or means that
the voters are going to the polls
without the implied obligation
of having to be regular.

“Ike" definitely has replaced
Wild Bill Hickok as the No. 1
hero of Abilene. Hickok was the
peace officer who brought law
and order to the town in the wild
and wooly days when it was
America's top cattle shipping
center and its saloons outhum-
bered its business houses.

Summarizing home town senti-
ment for Eisenhower, Charles M.
Harger, 89-year-old publisher of
the Abilene Reflector - Chronicle,
said: '

“If you want to know how the
people here feel about Ike, go
out on the street and call him
a bad name— and see how quick
something happens to you."

Above the main street floats a
giant sign saying: ‘‘Eisenhower
for President.” It has fallen down,
or been blown down, four times
since last November. Now it is
firmly cabled to two banks.

Despite tr- sign, Jameson, one
of the committee members in
charge of the Eisenhower celebra-
tion, sald, *'His welcome home is
not set up on a political basis, We

WASHINGTON — Women have
much more trouble with their
feet than do men says the Na-
tional Foot Health Council, which
adds the warning: ‘‘There is no-
thing more aging than a pair of
aching feet." :

“Aching corns make crow's
feet and frowns qn otherwise
beautiful feature, and no amount
of beauty treatments can re-
move the etched lines in the face
caused by painful feet,” says
Dr. Joseph Lelyveld, chairman
and founder of the Council, whith
this month is sponsoring its 27th
annual foot health week. Dr. Lely-
veld says much of the trouble
stems from the fact that house-
wives, who he estimates take
some 18,000 steps a day, usual-
ly tramp around in old shoes or
bealen-down slippers that cause
foot aches and ‘“ruin their dis-
position” to hoot.

The Council offers the follow-
ing statistics: More than 96 mil-
lion adults have one or more
corns. 68 million women have
bunions; 54 million have ingrown
toe nails, and 74 million have
weak feet. More serious, 76 per
cent of all school children show
foot defects that will become
painful deformities in later years.

‘“The National Foot Health
Council {8 campaigning for foot
care in childhood and to have
foot health included in all school
health programs,” Dr, Lelyveld
says. The Council would also like
to see industrial foot clinics for
men and women who work at
standing occupations. It says that
one of the most troublesome of
occupational “‘diseases” is that
of “tired feet.” Dr, Lelyveld de-
clares aat 80 per cent of all
foot troubles can be prevented
in childhood by avoiding out
grown shoes and socks. The chief
causes of adult foot troubles,
from fallen arches to “frayved
nerves'' he says can be prevented
too by the proper selection of
thoes and hoslery.

He makes these suggestions:
Look for flexible leather soles
for ‘‘toe freedom'', cloth linings
over the toes for even tempera-
fure, built-up leather heels with
rubber tops for resilience.

“To give your feet the best
care,' the doctor says, ‘‘never pui
on shoes without stockings or
socks, never walk barefooted any-
where at any time. Wear dispos-
able dplpor slippers In showers
and dust the feel with powder
and put on fresh shoes and hos-
jery after bathing."

You may not be as skilled
as Author O‘Brien assumes, and
your basement condition may in-
volve more or less of an expendi-
ture, but the book gives a good
roundup of the problem and its
gure.

Congress Doctor
Watches Rising
Blood Pressure

WASHINGTON — (UP) — A con-
ressman's blood pressure can rise
to 80 points when he
makes a speech, says the phsyci-
cian of Congress, Dr. George W.

As the Capitol medico, Calver
cares for everyone from char-wo-
men to the vice president.

His black leather-bound record
book which contains data on the
physical status of congressmen
and their staffs is labeled “top
secret.’

He was named Congress's firstl
official physician in December,|
1928, after two representatives had
died in their offices.

After 23 years of professional
observation, Calver stresses that
“congressmen are a hardwork-
ing lot."” He testifies that they work
long hours and the constant strain
of being subject to atiack takes
& heavy physical toll.

Watches His Charges

He says he watches his charges
especially carefully when “impor-
tant controversial legislation” comes
up. "Since my patients are ma-
ture people carrying heavy bur-
dens...” he added proudly, ‘‘they
seldom fail to follow my advice.”

People who act just plain cussed
often are phsycially sick, Calver
says. As an example he recalled
an incident from his early days on
the Hill when he worked in a
partitioned cubicle. : }

One day a cranky congressman |
came in and Calver told him he
was really ill. As the representa-
tive left the office he met another |
‘Houne member wWho had accidently |
overheard the diagnosis while |
awaiting his turn with the doctor.

New Office

The incoming patient greéted
his colleague - and apologized.
“Why, Jim,” he said, “I hadino
idea you'were in such bad shape
physically. We all just thought
you had a naturally bad temper.

The outcome of that unorthodox
sequence: the cranky congressman
gained popularity and Calver was
moved to - larger and more sound-
proof office.
