City Hall Bought By Local Utilities
Commission Approves Move; Auditor Offers Bid; Winterville Rate Issue Discussed; Water Main Policy Action Held Up

The OreenviUe Utilities Ckimmis- 
Sion last night announced they 
have purchased the old city hall in 
Vanceboro a t a cost of $2,200. They 
plan to establish a  storage house 
there.

Meeting under circumstances 
contrasting with Wednesday night’s 
session, which was attended by 
more than 30 people, the purchase of the Vanceboro building received 
unanimous approval of the body. 
Only m em bers of the commissUm 
were in attendance last night.

Discussion on the purchase dis* 
closed that though the d d  build* 
tng ” is a bit run down and dirty” , 
fqundations and weatherboarding 
are substantialy sound. The com* 
missioners expressed the opinion 
that $2,200 for both the building 
and lot is “very reasonable” .

Te Audit Books 
A letter from John C. Proctor of 

OreenviUe, certified public accoun­
tant, was read before the cwnmis- 
sion last night. The letter stated 
that Proctor is entering a  bid of $426 for auditing the commission’s 
books for the fiscal year 19S1-1962, 
which ends June Utilities Superintendent Martin 
Swartz reported that Proctor was 
paid $400 for the service last year, 
but tha t the increased activity of 
REA funds his year would make 
the job m aterially more difficult. 
The “audit” is to be a verifica­
tion of assets and liabilities and, 
as one commissioner put it, “not a detailed audit.*'

He said the GreenviUe commis­
sion should have a  detailed audit, 
and not just a verificatUm of pre­
pared data. “Other municipalities 
have a  detaUed audit, and I think 
we should also have onO.” Ih e  
commission voted to contact Proc­
tor and get his figures on the cost

Importance Of ECC 
To Pitt Emphasized
“When P itt County students go to 

college out of the county, they tend 
to remain In those areas or form 
contacts tha t eventually draw them 
away from this localiiy.”

Dr. John D. Messick, president of 
East Carolina College, advanced tha t 
theory yesterday when he spoke 
briefly before the annual meeting of 
the John B. Pierce Fellowship,Club 
at Camp Contentment.

^ t te r  being introduced by W. I. 
Bissette of GHfton, Dr. Messick 
went on to explain that too many 
people do not realize what a boon 
East Carolina College is to Green­
ville and P itt County. “The ten­
dency la to take the college for
granted and not realize what a 
great service it is rendering to tiiis 
community.” he stated.

High Academically 
The speaker said the local col­

lege stands far higher academically 
than Woman's College in Greens­
boro. with 62 percent of its faculty 
having doctor’s degree.s as compared 
with only a fraction over SO percent 
for Woman's College.

"At present, we surpass thebn In 
percentage of doctorates on the fac­
ulty i and if dormitory space wss
available we would surpass them in 
enrollment,” he asserted. The presi­
dent disclosed th a t East Carolina 
College already has a larger enroll­
ment than Wake Forest, more men 
students than Davidson College, and 
is one of the fastest g row i^  col­
leges in the state.

Dr. Mes-sick stated that the college

is “big business.” With sn operating 
budget of $1,40QJ)00 s year and an 
additional capital outlay this year 
of $1,000,000. “Even though we are 
building dormitories as fast as we 
can, we currently have more than 
400 paid room apphcations from stu­
dents for whom we have no rooms 
available next Fall,” he emphasized. 

10$ Pitt Students 
According to Dr. Messick, more 

than 600 students from P itt County 
will attend the college this year. Of 
tha t total, 350 will he In regular ses- 
timis and 260 in summer school. 
S(Hne of the larger representations 
m the county are 88 students from 
Winterville, 41 from Aydsn, 38 from 
Farmvllle end 11 from Orifton.

“Many students go to school a t 
East* Carolina Coüege tha t could 
never attend school anywhere else,” 
he reported. “You have a college 
in your midst to benefit the people 
of the county, and when you raise 
the cultural environment of an area 
you automatically raise the econo­
mical environment also.”

Schelanhip Fund 
The college president spoke brief­

ly on behalf of the recently inau­
gurated Pitt County Memorial Scho­
larship Foundation, and stated tha t 
around $20,000 has already been 
pledged. “One member of the staff 
has already contributed $1,000, and 
the student body last night voted a 
$2,000 contribution to the project.”

Clark Repudiates Koje Concessions As Invalid
New UN Commander Says Colton Exceeded Hit Authority On Accepting Charget Of Communitt War Pritonert

TOKYO, (UP) -G e n . M ark W. 
Clark repudiated todáy. concessions 
m ade to Communist prisoners of 
war to ransom Brig. Gen. Francis 
T. Dodd, indicating a tougher policy 
toward the Reds held on Koje 
Island.

Clark, supreme United Nations 
com m ander in the F ar E ast, said

whatsoewar/' because V m  w$re 
m ade under “ physical th reat to the 
life of a Ü. N. officer.” ^

The new U, N. commander said 
Colson exceeded his suthorlty when 
ho accepted the “vlscious and 
false” charges of U. N. brutality 
upon which the agreem ent for 
Dodd’s release was based.

Clark said the seizure of Dodd 
was plotted by the Communists for 
propaganda and "for the purpose 
of beclouding the whole prisoner of 
war issue a t the Panm unjom  ne­
gotiations.”

Lt. Gen. Nam H, head of the 
Communist truce team, charged in 
yesterday’s 22-mlnute meeting at 
Panm unjom  that Colson “openly 
adm itted” that Communists on 
Koje were subjected *to brutal trea t­
ment in violation of the Geneva 
convention. ¡

C lark’s statement rejecting Col­
son’s promises was taken here as 
a sign he had been authorized to 
trea t the Reds as prisoners of war, 
not as guests of the U. N.

Am erican officers assigned to 
Koje admitted to newspapermen 
that the Communists controlled ths 
barbéd-wire enclosures on the Is­
land. They said the guards enter 
th compounds only “ if , we feel 
b rave.”

Dodd was in command of the

island POW camps when he was 
seized by a group of Communist 
prisoners eight days ago. He was 
released unharmed Saturday after 
Colson, who succeeded him  in com­
mand. signed so agreem ent — now 
rejected — with the C3ommunists.

Both Dédd and Colson returned 
to Korea la$t lo r sew  aasign- 
ments if te r  meeting C lark in Tafeya W b if  wltt 'testily  in Korea 
before a board of officers investi­
gating the Koje Idcident.

Gen. Hsydon L. B atner is 
the new commander a t Koje with 
responsibility for restoring dis­
cipline among the 6,000 unruly 
prisoners In Compound 78, whare 
Dodd was held, and the 80,000 on 
Koje.

 ̂Clark dented that he had repri­
manded Colson when the ex-camp 
commander was called to C lark’s 
office yesterday. However, it was 
assumed, on the basis of the s ta te ­
ment that Colson had exceeded his 
authority, that the session was 
something more than a  routine report.

Congressional Demands ForKoje Incident Probe Grow
Says Oil Strike 
In Final Stages
High Govm’t Official Expects Agreements To Be Signed Quickly, Most Of Workers Back On Job Within 48 Hours

WASHINGTON (UP) -  A high 
government official predicted to­day that most of the 90,000 striking 
oil workers will be back on the 
job “within the next 48 houra.’’

The official, who asked not to be named, seld be expected ag ree­ments to be signed quickly a t the 
18-cent-an-hour celling imposed by 
the Wage Stabilization Board yez- t#rday.

The coordinating committee of 
the 22 CIO, AFL and independent 
unions involved "reluctantly ap­
proved settlem ent" on the basis of 
the board’s ceiling. The unions had 
demanded an I8-cent hourly boost.

However, . J. Schafer, vice 
president of the CIO oil workers, 
said that since "the companies 
have insisted on plant-by-plant bar­gaining (Which) is cumbersome, it 
may be quite e while before

in­
board action.

Many of the 76 companies 
volved in the dispute were optimis­
tic about chances for settlem ent of the 18-day-old strike. Oné source 
said industry officials had indicated 
to the board before it announced 
the celling tha t the l6-cent figure would be acceptable.

A Shell Oil Co. spokesman In 
San PrancLsco said "we hope for an early settlem ent.” The Socony- 
Vacuum Oil Co. said in New York 
it had sent word of the board’s 
action to its officials across the 
country as a  ' ‘factor to be con­
sidered in local bargaining."

WASHINGTON (UP) —President 
Truman w arned last night that con­
gressional cute in his ’’honest” 
defense budget requests may cost 
the nation victory in ttie cold war against R ussia.

“We arc  wiantag the cold w ar.” Mr. T rum an said, "and I  te a r  very much th a t If Congres>s goes the way 
It has been going we may lose it.”

He added tha t if the United States should lose the cold war, his pro­
posed $50.921,000,000 defense budget 
“will look like a drop In the lucket.”

Mr. T rum an renewed hla attack 
on congressional economy slashes 
In m ilitary spending in an off-the- 
cuff speech to s  conference of the Civil Air Patrol. Hé previously had 
accused the House of inflicting "terribly dángerous” cuts in de­
fense spending and had threatened 
to recall Congress if it adjourns 
without appropriating all he deems necessary for defense.

The House cut Mr. T r u m a n 's  
military budget by $4,700,000,000 
and imposed a $46,000,000,000 cell­
ing on actual military spending 
during the fiscal year starting July 
1. The defense budget is now under 
consideration by the Senate Appro­priations Committee.

It is " a  terrific thlAg to get con­
gress to work in a presidential 
year,"  he said. "Nobody knows that better than 1."

Th* Procedure Should 
Be Re-examined

The current ctMitroversies and mieunder 
Btandmgi over street piving in the City of 
Greenville points up the fsc t that the city 
needs to re-examine its procedure for the 
Authorization for such work. *

Greenville’s' administratiofi surely does 
not want to hamper the paving of streets 
within the corporate limita of the ctiy..^

With thfe exception of the limited amouilt 
sf Powell fiill money which comes from the 
stats government, Greenville haa no money 
which it uses for paving new atreets. There­
fore, for all practical purposes, if streets 
are to be paved in the city, it ia up to the 
individual property ownera to see that the 
fimncial means for sdch work is provided. 
Even so, the administration does not want 
atrseta surfaced in a helter-skelter man- 
Rsr without observation of the city govern- 
m sRt The job of maintaining streeta with­
in the eorporate limits of the city is the re- 
•penaibility of the municipal government 
whether the streets are dirt or paved . . .  
whether the streets are in a new section 
ei tewn or am older section.

M the city must ultimately assume the 
responsibility for keeping the streeta in 
repair, it ihould, and doea, have the au­
thority to aay when and how the streeta 
shenld be paved. Otherwise it has no way 
te  guard against possible unnecessary fu­
ture rejiairt Rhic)]  ̂wj)*uld fall upon the tax- 
payan  of Greenville.

With those factors and responsibilities 
hi n ind , the eity should work out a method 
whereby the individual property owners 
can get paving done at their own expense 
with the least possible inconvenience.

Taking a matter to the full board of 
aldermen whenever one block of a street 
if to be paved surely is a cumbersome and 
drawn out pieces*. If the matter has to go 
through committee and then back to the 
board, as has happened in some cases in 
the past, there is much unnecessary' delay. 
It seems to The Reflector the board of al­
dermen could vest the necessary authority 
hi its street committee, superintendent of 
streets or some other person or group to 
expedite the matter of getting administra­
tive approval for paving streets.

Greenville needs a ll the good paved 
ftreeta it can get. Any steps the city gov- 
awiment can take to encourage paving by 
individual property owners—and at the 
same time protect the long range interest 
of all the citizens of the city— would be to 
Greenville’s advantage.

No Impcrtiality, But 
Govm't FavoritUm

It appears most intemperate and inju­
dicious for Secretary of Labor Maurice To­
bin to inflame union sentiments prior to a 
PDKible adverse ruling by the Supreme 
Cpurt.

We question too, the propriety of nam­
ing a man of such a partisan nature (To- 
bin was boss of the Teamsters Union) to 
a cabinet post whose function should be 
to promote accord and favorable atmoa- 
phere for both labor and employers.

Yesterday’a talk to CIO convention del­
egates was an invitation to the steel union 
to strike, with the tacit approval of the 
government, should the Supreme Court re­
turn the steel mills to their owners. Indus­
try, in effect, ^waa told that government 
would be allied with the unions in their 
fight for a wage increase that John Pub­
lic knows will pace higher costa of living, 
higher costs of defense, and increased tax­
ation to meet those costs.

Instead of an administration that is'*‘prÓ- 
Labor”, or “ pro-Industry”, it’s about time 
this country had a government that was 
“pro-Taxpayer.”

The record doesn’t show any real'hon- 
est-to-goodneas effort to beat inflationary 
pressures or a government of no favoritism; 
the record does show a slackness and 
ihilly-shallying tha t leans toward favoring 
individual voting blocs and a vast liunger 
for power.

National Whirligig

WASHINGTON—President T rum in has already 
befun to keep hU promise to “pitch hard" for tha 
election of a Democrat as hia successor.

I t shows In hU attempt to answer some jiarty 
leader»’ voiced suspicions that he would not be too 
upaet If General Dwight D. Elsenhower were the next 
president of the United States. That kind of talk has 
been heard on Capitol HiU, and reported to the White 
House.

Truman’s eííorts in this dliection are indirect 
rather than fronUl, They consist oí executive mantpu- 
latlon of certain problems so as to remove them from 
the field of major political controversy. He Is trying 
to„ilx things so tha t these Issues will not burden the 
party or the nominee In the campaign, and to mini­
mise their ballot-box effect in November.*

In short, he alms to doctor the cfflcial rWord so 
tha t It 'vlll become an asset rather than a liability. 
It shoula be noted that, although he always thinks 
and acta partiaanly, he probably believes that his 
current contfibutlons are beneficial and cimstructive 
from a national viewpoint.

Although frequently an inept performer, even his 
worst enemies regHid him as well-meaning, and. by 
his llfhl», sincere. They always add, however, that, In 
their opinim,, his lighta are dim.

POLI’TICAL—Truman, for Instance, ha.s refused 
to apply the Taft-Hartley Act In the steel dtspute 
because he dislikea the author and the measure Itself. 
His many demands for^lta repeal have made him or­
ganized labor's hero.

But there Is a far more prsctlrtl political rea.son 
for not invoking this statute In ihl.s or other indus­
trial contioveiRles at this particular moment. If Its 
application had succeeded tn settling i.r softening the 
effect of the steel walkout, it would have advan­
taged ^ n a to r  Taft in hi.s battle with General Eisen­
hower for the Republican nomination.

As between the two rivals, Truman prefers the 
general to the aenator, just as Franklin D. Roosevelt 
rejoiced at W>ndell Willklc's nomination over Taft 
in IMO. Here at lea.st, Truman differs sharply with 
the party's strategists, who profe.ss to believe that the 
Ohioan would be the weaker OOP candidate.

STRATEGY—However, his personal hastlllty to­
ward Taft la not the main motive for falling to use 
the senator’s Inbor-nianagcment law Here is how Tru­
man explains his tactics to his cronies;

If he had applied the statute In.'tead of .selEing 
the steel plants in late April, the SO-day waiting and 
negotiating period required by T-H procedure would 
have brought the ateel .strike to a cr'sis just as the 
Republicans were a.vsembling In Chicago for their 
national convention. That wouM toss (his serious 
domtstic issue Into both conventions and into the 
campaign itself. ’

Having failed to resort to this hgal machinery, 
what Truman hopes for now, la that the steel crisis 
and the legal battle over his claim of “inherent 
power»" will be settled by » friendly Supreme Court 
or by legislation pending on Capitol -Hill.

Except for the memory of his contention that he 
ha» ilmost unlimited authority in "emergencies," Tru­
man thlnxs this strategy will aterilize the episode as 
a campaign ivue.

BUOABOO~The extifinely unpopular and pPof- 
Itleu police action ’ in Korea is another bugaboo that 
Truman is striving to obliterate from the voters’ minds. 
He wants almost any sort of truce or cease-fighting 
arrangement over there .so that he will not leave thU 
legacy to the parly s 19S2 choice.

It 1» not generally realized how completely we 
have surrenaered to the North Korecn and Chinese 
negotiators In the Panmunjom talks. We have given 
In to all their demands except on the exchange of 
prisoners.

Now it ts revealed that we would have yielded on 
that que.sfion but for the fact that too many captured 
“commie.s‘—70.000 instead of an anticipated 10.000— 
refused lo return home. Only then did Truman refuse 
to send mem back to "alaughter or slavery,”

BLOW-A compromise, oí course wouid not re- 
move the Korean problem Arom politics entirely. The 
peninsula would be a wasteland. All our promises to 
make Kurea "free and independent in due course" 
would have been broken.

We would have to feed and linanre the southern 
population for many years. It would be a blow to 
wf,<itern and United Nation* prestige on which Stalfn 
would capiulizf as he prepare» for new aggressions.

But Amer'can boy» would not be fighting »nd 
dying during the campaign, If the Truman atrategy 
succeeds!

Hi» spoke«meij »t the Re.serve intorm-d his colletgues 
that the White House would welcome any relief to 
retailers and cu.stomers.

Lest this economic stimulant precipitate too great 
an upwaid srlurge, the Treasury is traming an ex­
tremely cautious program for borrowing blUlona dur­
ing the period of the campaign. By raising the inter­
est rate on so-called "baby bond.'." it hope* to attract 
billions into Its till from .small purehaser.s. These .sales 
do not create new money-issuing or lending capacity.

In meeting billions in demand» on the govern­
ment between now and January 1, 1952. Secretary 
Snyder will issue new •ecurltles at the fairly high 
rate of 3 J-4 per rent that will lie more attractive to 
Insurance companies, foundations and trust fund» 
than to benx'

Here again, he will try to prevent an Inflationary 
Increaae in prices during the political .season. The 
buyer» will salt them away until mnturlty he hopes. 
wheroM banks would use them to extend inflationary 
credit.

The most amazing invention 1 
have heard of recently Is the sll- 
plastlc harmonica. Ju.st think of 
the numerous operations th# in­

ventor .saved when he came up 
with a harmonica that would play, 
and made out of plastic.

The m an who pulled this amai- 
ing trick 1» Finn Magnus, who 
now owns a multi-million dollar 
business of manufacturing about 
30 musical instruments for chil­
dren.

Before inventing the all-plastic 
harmonica, Magnus asked plastic 
engineers and music expert», who 
immediately told him thgt it was 
Imjjosslble to get the necessary 
close tolerances with anything but 
metal. He kept looking inyway 
for a plastic which would make a 
musical sound, and came across 
polystyrene.

He Invented plastic reed», die» 
for casting them and machines for 
assembling them. For several years 
it was tr4al and error, sweat and 
headache, but one bright morning 
he leaned back and began playing

a happy solo on the world’s first 
all-plastic harmonica.

The new instrument» began sell­
ing like hot cakes and still are. In 
the last six year.s the Magnus 
Harmonica Corporation of Newark 
has put out more than 25,000,000 
harmonicas, flutes, accordians, t6y 
electric organs and yearly 30 other 
Instruments, all having one thing 
in common; the musical tones 
come from pla.stic reed which are 
attached to plastic reed plates. 
Both reeds and plates are cast In 
one operation and are always in 
tune from the time they come out 
of the mold.

Anyone who looks around and 
say tha t everything has been in­
vented is short-sighted. There are 
plenty of things that will bring 
you a million, if you have the 
ability to develop them.

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Luther Hodges Is Taking 
His Campaign Into Most 
Of State’s 100 Counties

LEAKSVILLE, N. C. -  (AP) — 

Luther Hodges, who began as a 
mill hand and retired many years 
later as vice president of the com* 
pany, is one of four candidates for 
the Democratic nomination for 
lieutenant governor of North Caro­
lina.

And Hodges is working Just as 
hard for the state’s second highest 
office as he did to get an educa­
tion and make his mark in the busi­
ness world.

His campaigning took him to Ra­
leigh a few days ago, and he told 
newsmen there be bad visited 82 of 
the state’s 100 counties, and he 
will get around to the other eight 
before the May 81 primary.

Like all candidates Hodges was 
optimistic about tus chances. His 
reception by the voters has been 
“extremely gratifying,” and he 
was r'immensely pleased with üie 
outlook.” 1» said.

The race marks Hodges’ first bid 
for e l e c t i v e  of fice,  but he's 
no stranger to politics. He’s been 
active in party affairs for many 
years and one governor, 0. Max 
Gardner, named him to the State 
Board of Vocational Education. An­
other governor, J. C. B- Ehring- 
haus, appointed him a member of 
the State Highway Commission.

The youngest nine children, 
Hodges was bom on a farm near 
LeaksvlUe in 1897. His father went 
to work in a LeaksvlUe miU when 
Luther was a child, and seven of 
the nine chUdren, Including young 
Luther, foUowed him there u  the

years wait by.
In addition, Hodges took such 

Jobs as sellhig Bibles from door to 
door, worked as a news butcher on 
a train and arrived on the campus 
of the University of North Caro- 
Una with $62.50 in his pockets. With 
campus Jobs and summer work he 
was able to graduate in 1918 after 
bis education was interrupted by 
srvlce in World War L

Retumin* to LeaksvUle he went 
to work in a Marshall Field mill 
as secretary to the general man­
ager, and in 1938, at the age of 39, 
became general manager of the 
Pieldcrest Mills. In 1947 he was 
made vice president of the com­
pany.

Hodges retired from this Job In 
1950, but in a few months the State 
Department put him to work. He 
was appointed chief of the ECA’s 
industry division in Western Ger­
many, a spot thSk kept- him busy 
for 18 months. He returned 'o 
LeaksvUle last spring.

When he announced his candi­
dacy, Hodges stated: "I favor bet­
ter compensation for our school 
pe<H>le. We must Increase our ef­
forts to keep North Carolina in the 
forefront in farm progress among 
the Southern states.”

FRANKFURT, Germany (UP)— 
Army and Air Forcf^ women on 
duty in Europe have one big com­
plaint. Three years is too kmg to 
stay.

“Two years would be plenty,” 
Sgt. MUdred Baum, attached to a 
WAC company at 97th General 
Hospital in Frankfurt, told news- 
women touring military installa­
tions in Europe.

Sgt. Baum, a native of Cincinnati 
who served in the WAC during 
World War H and re-enlisted in 
1947, is one of the Wacs sent to 
Germany tovoluntarUy. But her 
view of the three-year tour was 
shared by women at Wiesbaden, 
Heidelbeig, Salzburg. Austria, and 
Paris. *

Even the Waves in England, who 
wait months or years to get over­
seas, are ready to go home when 
their two-year tour is over.

“We like London but we’U be 
ready to go home in August.” said 
Navy Chief Janet Joachim, North 
Attleboro, Mass. Yeoman Mary 
Bartos, Clarksburg, W. Va., who 
shares a two-room flat in London 
with her, agreed.

Janet and Mary had Just returned 
from a 20-day leave vacation in 
Italy, France, and Ireland.

Wacs may be assigned to Europe 
involuntarily and something under 
50 per cent are overseas without | 
requesting the assignment. In 
theory, Wafs volunteer but in 
practice a number get ordered 
over. Few Waves go overseas and 
there is a long waiting list for the 
45 London Jobs.

Despite the Involuntary assign 
ment, few servicewomen are dis­
gruntled. Most are enthusiastic 
about the chance to live abroad— 
for awhile.

Sgt. Willie J. Dyar of HamUton, 
Ala., who Joined the WAC in 1943 
and served in New Guinea and the 
Philippines, said Germany is the 
best assignment she has had. She 
Is stationed at Heidelberg.

“At least it’s civilized here,” she 
explained. “But I”U be glad to see 
the states again.” Sgt. Dyar is 
engaged to a soldier from St. Louis 
whom she met in Germany. She 
goes home in October.

All of the girls admit to home­
sickness at one time or another. 
Opl. Joan Schiller, who is stationed 
at Frankfurt has been exploring 
nearby territory where her grand­
mother was bom. ^

Most of the girls frequently pay 
the $9»trans-Atiantic toll charge to 
telephone home to their families. 
A few axe saving their 30-day-a- 
year leaves to brepk the thnee-year 
stay with a trip home.

Cotton Price Support May Run 
Around 90 Per Cent Of Parity

Recently released detalla ot toe
1952 cotton price support program 
indicate that P itt County cotton 
farm eri may expect this year’a crnp to be supported at 90 percent 
of parity.According to Pitt PMA Secretary 
Jam es Meredith, the average loan 
ra te  will not be less than 30.91
cents per poun|^, basis Middling 
s#vefl-(•eighths inéh cotton, and may 
be higher than this if 90 percent of parity on August 1, 1952,
should be more than 30 91 cents 
per pound.

"The final loan ra te  will be an­
nounced about August 1, the begin­
ning of the marketing year,"” Mre- 
dith said. He stated the new pro- 
grsm  differs from previous pro­
gram s In that it gives greater en­
couragement to the use of local 
lending agencies and local admlnl- 
.siration by county PMA commit­
tees in granting and servicing of 
loans on cotton.It also makes purchsse agres- 
menta on cotton av a ilsb lt for the first lims, toe PMA secretary  as­
serted, and equity transfer agrea- ment.<i were supplied to producers at 
producers. Loans will be mad* 
this year by local banks, produc­
tion credit assoctatimss and etbar 
qualified lending agencies tha t have 
agreed with OCC to m ake loans.

“For U»s first tim e, county PMA 
committees will also be authorised 
to make loans by Issuing sight 
drafts drawn an COC." Meredith 
explifined. “ Another new feature 
is that loan documenta will be 
kept In the local a rea  where to* 
loan was atsdc, either In the lend­ing agency itself or to the office 
of toe county PMA committee.'“nils is a change from  previous 
years when stich docum ents were 
required to be transm itted  to the 
PMA commodity office within 15 
days. The change this year will

speed up servicing of the loans by eliminating time previously lost in 
waiting for return of loan docu­
ments and warehouse receipts from 
custodial offices."Meredith dlsclo.sed tha t P itt Coun­
ty ginned well over 14,'lX)0 bales of 
cotton la.st year, and said producers will Se encouraged to obtain loans 
through local lending agencies. “In 
the past, equity transfer agree­
ments wre supplied to producers at the time of making loans.” he re­
ported. "This year an equity trans­
fer agreement will be available to 
a producer after be has agreed to 
sell his equity to one or m ore bales

covered by a particular note.'*1 Such agreements will be avail­

Germ ans should be allow­
ed to  rearm and make their own 
weapons; 4. new, unified Germ any 
couldn’t make any m ilitary el- liances. i,

The purpose was clear; By ap­
pealing to the old German nation­
alism  and giving the West Ger­
m ans a  vision of a new Germ any, 
the Ruesians hoped to split them  
from  the West and wreck the E uro­pean arm y.

T here were gimmick* in this. 
Once the Allies were out of the 
new Germany, German Commun­
ists could work to take over the 
governm ent from Ivithin,

But the Russian proposal put the 
Allies on the spot. ‘Ihe Russians 
would look like heroes to the Ger­
mans, the Allies, like villains, if the 
la tte r turned down the tricky Rus­
sian offer cold. The Allies said 
they ware interested, sent the Rus­
sians a  note, objecting to some of 
the Russian notions, offering some of their , own. The Russians answered 
back.

1. Before the Russian idea of
