The disclosure coincided with an 
American officer’s statement that 
Koje prisoners, practically all vlo* 
lently pro-Communist. are arming 
themselves for battle with a deadly 
^Uection of home-made weapons.

The toll of dead from kangaroo 
iK>urt executions since last July a 
was higher ttum the number of 
prisoners known killed by United 
Nations guards. These totaled lOS 
In three riots on Koje and one near 
Pusan. One American soldier and 
four South Korean g u a r d s  also 
were kUled.

BONN, Germany (UP)—Western 
Germany joined the Western Allies 
today In a historic pact against 
Russian aggression.

The United States, Great Britain 
and France signed a-separate peace 
treaty with the Bonn republic. Un 
der it 48,000,000 Western Germans, 
enemies of the Allies in World War 
n , get back most of their sovereign­
ty. They pledge in turn to rearm 
and provide 12 division.^ totaling 
300,000 men to serve ta a six-nation 
European army.

It was a sober occasion, there 
was no rejoicing ta Western Ger­
many. The provincial governments 
ta the Bonn Republic refused to 
make today a holiday im celebration 
of toe signing. The powerful West 
Geripsn Socialist Party  boycotted 
the proceedings.

Developments ta oonsection with 
the treaty signing were:

1. Western Germany, France, 
Italy. Belgium, the Netherlands 
and Luxembourg will sign in Paris 
tomorrow a European defense com­
munity treaty which will weld toeir 
armiea Into one, to serve under 
Gen. Matthew B. Ridgway aa Al­
lied supreme commander.

2. In connection with toe army 
agreement signing, high Paris 
sources reported toat toe United 
States and Britain will promise to 
keep troops ta Berlin and Western 
Germany and to aid France if a 
rearmed Gernnany tries to pull out 
of toe European army.

Argtiii|i«nt Ovtr 25 Centi In Crap Game 

Laads To Daath For Wmtervilla Negro;
Afiailant Caught Soon Afterward

WINTIRVILLB—A Saturday aft­

ernoon argument over 25 cents in a 
gambling game between two Negro 
men turned into murder minutes 
later as one of the pair ta the aifu- 
ment leveled a battered shotgun oa 
his oompanlon and blasted away.

James ThrlU Daniels, 34, of Wta- 
tenrlUe, was fatally tajnmd when 
the sntire charge from a 12-gauge 
shotgun struck him in the right 
thigh, penetrating into bis left leg.

Being hrid under a murder charge 
is Field Corbett, 24-year-old Negro 
laborer of WlnterfiUe, Route 1.

Aecordiiw to Sheriffs deputies, 
Danids aiid Corbett bad been in a 
crap game and were arguing over 
25 cents ta the pot. After a heated 
session the two parted and later re­
turned to the same

Corbett this time was armed wiUi 
an old 12-gauge shotgun, which had 
no stock.

StUI arguing, Corbett leveled the 
old weapon on his eompaaioo and 
fired a t a range estimated a t leas 
than 11 feet.

The shooting was witnessed by 
Daniels’ brother, who was driving up 
in his oar at the time toe argu­
ment was taking place near Dairy 
MUl«r’s place by the railroad in the 
Negro section of WlnterviUe.

After shooting Daniels, Corbett 
was reported by Jessie Daniels, bro- 
toer cd the victim, as teiltag him, 
"You come any eloeer and 1 wiU 
shoot you too.”

Danieis .stated that he asked the 
man, "What’s toe watSer, ean't I  
pick ita my own brother?”

In silent reply the man reached 
into his pocket for a seoend shell.

Jessie Daniels stated tha t he then 
made no attempt to aid his dying 
brother for fear of his own life.

The tajUked man was picked up 
by several persons standing by and 
rushed to Pitt Memorial Hospitai 
where he was pronounced dead on 
arrival.

Coroner Griffin M. Bouse stated 
that the man hied to death from the 
wound In his thigh. Apparently no 
attempt was made by any of toe 
trio who brotigbt the man to the

hosidtal to stop the flow of blood 
frxxm the wound.

The shooting occurred around 4:30. 
Daniels was pronounced dead at 
4:47 a t the emergency room of Pitt 
Memorial.

Corbett was taken Into custody by 
Wlntervllle Police Chief Jim Bu(A 
and officer Hill a riiort time later 
after the man had fled into a path 
of woods near the town.

Whmi the two offieers approached 
the urea, Corbett emerged from ths 
woods with his handr held over hii 
head and gave the officers no trou­
ble.

The murder weapon was discov- 
ered later after a search of tbe manli 
iMHise.

It’s a long way from our news room in 
Greenville to Koje laland, and we didn’t 
see it happen, but from all reporta of what 
did happen it was a rash carelessness on 
the part of General Dodd that provided 
the second step of action for the prisoners. 
His successor as camp commander added 
his own measure of indiscretion in negoti­
ating release of the man held aa hostage. 
At this point it should again hi under­
scored that the original “aoftness” led di­
rectly to the lubsequent cvepti.

The two generals who were caught in 
the chain of events have been punished (or 
their mistakes. But we w'onder if those who 
gueased wrong on how to httidle the priio- 
nert in the beginning, will ever be identi­
fied and receive their ahare of the blame.

MAIL — Major spending has 
been for advertising in newspa­
pers, radio broadcasts and print­
ed m atter, Next largest item is 
for personal service of typists 
and other headquarters workers. 
These items would be extremely 
difficult, if not impossible, to su- 
dlt becsuse of difference of opin­
ion ss to whether volunteer free 
service should be classed ss t  
contribution and expenditure In 
croaa-entry bookkeeping. A lot of

free work has been done for 
each candidate. The United 
Stales postoffice does not work 
for free. Letters can’t be aent by 
mail without having one or m ere 
of thoae little purple rectangular 
pieces of paper c o s t i n g  three 
cents each attached. There are 
no more one-cent postcards; even 
an unsealed one-page card  takes 
two cents to mall. Last week ttte 
headquarters staffs staged a ri­
val boast-spree about how much 
mail they had sent out. Olive 
folks claimed *ney had mailed 
more pieces, but Umatead folks 
stld  they had put around a half­
million separate m ailings of let­

ters, packages snd Incidental cam- 
palfm m aterial. Maybe both 
groups were bragging, but any­
one who has been around the 
hotel where the headquarters are 
located can testify that a heck of 
a lot of mall has gone out. Five 
or six thousand pieces is not an 
unusual day's work:
POSTAGE -  Most of the m ill 

was first class letters, costing 
three cents esch to m sll. Half a 
million mailings at th ree cents 
each adds up to $15,000—alm ost 
ss  much as Olive reported for all 
spending and more than Urn- 
stead 's total. For postage alone 
Olive lists $59009. enough to mail 
out 18,887 pieces of m ail at 
3 cents each. Umatead reports 
$1,101.20, enough for mailing 38,- 
700 pieces at I cents each. The 
contrast between headquarters 
claim s and sworn sta tem ents 
about postage may be m ore strik­
ing than in some other operation­
al phases, 'but it m ust be obvi­

SLIM PICKINGS FOR 
FAIR DEALERS

In contrast to the hot Republi­

can ronlcji b e t w f r n Senator 
Robert A, Taft and General 
Dwight D. Eisenhower, which 
haa captured tha imagination of 
the American people, the Deino- 
crat.4 have gotten off to a slow

that he did not choose to sun.

In desperation, the ‘ liberal.s’’ 
of the party have started  a boom 
for W, Averell Harriman a faith­
ful follower of the T rum an clan, 
but a man who is v irtually  un- 
knoan to the Am.*rUan p e o p l e  
except through occasional m en­
tion in the public prm la. They 
had a dinner for him in New 
York the other night and they en- 
doraed him and aang his praises. 
But we daresay that the majo­
rity of Americana can ’t even 
spell hi.s name, and if a quiz 
were held in which people were 
asked to tell something about 
him, his record, his experience 
in government snd the post he 
now holds, we bet that most of 
them would flunk and few would 
even make a passing nm rk.

Although liquor tax collections 

under the $l0.50-a-gallon ra te  
have been less than under 88 rate, 
the D epartm ent oi Com m erce's 
retail sales during M arch do , 
not Indlcatf any dram atic  trend 
toward abstinence.

Liquor store salea hi M arch 
were reported even wiOi March, 
1981, and sales for the first three 
months of the year were 1 por 
cent above the flrat three months 
of 1861. Sales a i drinking places 
were up 1 per cent in March and 
5 per cent for the three months.

This does indicate some decline 
in drinking, because prices were 
up around 8 per cent. However, 
the bjéverage sales a re  holding 
up well in relation to other re- 
U il sales, which riiow an aver­
age drop of 8 per cent Dom M arch 
to March and a drop of 4 par 
cent from the first 1981 quarter 
to the first 1962 quarter.

Meanwhile, distillers say tha t 
their salea are  fa r  below the 
amount of production. If their 
sales are down, and with draw- 
sis from txmd indicate they are, 
this Tact can be reconciled with 
retaU sales only by the assum p­
tion that stores and taverns are  
reducing their inventories.

The Commerce report on r t -  
tsU sales was greatly broadened 
with its March figures. They are 
based on reports on 98,818 stores 
with monthly sales of $3,898.000,-̂ , 
(XH) — a large enough sam ple to 
be fairly accurst . In fact. Com­
merce believei it ia within 1 per 
cent of accuracy. .

The March figures showed de­
clines in sales com pared with a 
year ago in all but a few lines: 
drug and proprietary  stores, up 4 
per cent; gas stations, up 5 per 
cent; grocery stores with fresh 
meat, up 1 per cent: dairy pro­
duct stores, up 1 4 >er cent) milk 
dealers, up 5 per cent; and opti­
cal goods stofee up f  per cent.

Florists took the worst lick­
ing; their sales w ere down 28 
per cent. Shoe stores were down 
27 per cent; tire , battery  and 
accessory dealers, down 23 per 
cent; m en’s and boys* furnish­
ing stores, down 22 per cent; 
household applisnce stores, down 
21 per cent; and floor covering 
stores, down 20 per cent. Cate­
gories not cited declined from 
17 per cent to zero.

N. Y. — (AP) -  
Some American communiUea, on 
losing their chief industry, dwin­
dle until they become little, more 

than ghost towms.
Auburn is an exampla of a 

town that faced thia problem 
and fought back.

Aa a reault of inspired action 
by ita citizenry, this central New 
York farm  trading and m anu­
facturing center of 38,600 popu­
lation today faces s more pros­
perous future than ever.

In more than 150 years Auburn 
had grown from a pioneer vil­
lage to a well-balanced, pleasant 
community with some 26 varied 
Industries. It also the site 

of a state prison, where in Uie 
1820s the first cell blocks were 
built- that later become the pat­
tern of American prison archi­
tecture.

Dlsa.ster threatenea the t o w n  
when the International H arves­
ter tCo., decided to pull out. That 
meant the loss of 1,800 Jobs and 
a five-million-dollar annual blow.

The firm gave 18-months’ notlcs 
of Its intentions. Every civic a t­
tempt to save it proved futile. 
In 1950 International H arvester 
.shut down its plan^ here, snd ss 
a gesture of good will sold its 
buildings for $1 to a group of 
citizens who organized an in­
dustrial development comm ittee.

Local leaders raised 150,000 to 
finance the com m ittee’s effort 
to lure new industries. At first 
some businessmen held back, 
.'•ylng. "Why should we help gbt 
npw lirm.s here that will jcompete 
With us for the labor supply?" 
But they soon decldtd they did 
not want to be part of a dying 
community. They pitched in, too.

“There w asn’t -anybody to sell 
our community except ourselves,'* 
recalled Prank 8. Smith, utilities 
executive who headed the com­
mittee, “ We couldn’t afford Just 
to sit back' and wait f o r  t h e  
right guy to come along.

"And one of our handicaps was 
that we were known aa 'th a t 
place where the prison la’.”

So the com m ittee swung into 
action. Sparkplugged by Smith 
and Karl A. Adams, head of 
the Chamber of Commerce here.
It contacted scores of outside 
m snufacturers, hundreds of in- 
dustrisl realty dealers.

The expansion drive has paid. 
Oenersi Electric has built a new 
plant here. A laundry m achinery 
firm took over much of the old, . 
abandoned plant and spent m il­
lions to renovate it. 'Three other 
industries have located here. 
Railroad freight traffic is higher 
than ever.

In a recent victory dinner 
Smith announced tha t the new 
flrlha were hiring l.SOO workise, 
more than replacing the k>et 1,500 
Jobs, snd tha t they had a poten­

tial of ROOO Jobs and an a«Bual 
payroU of 13 to 14 million dol­
lars.

Smith gave thts summary of 
Auburn a successful flght sgaliiet 
economic d isaster;

“ It took a m ajor bolt to roqse 
our community out of i  false

aense of security. I t brought the 
people together as nothing else 
could.”

The high cost of everything 
these days pot only prods house­
holders Into learning bow to takg. 
care of m any home repairs, but It 
is proving to be « big incentive 
to woodworking hobbyists bitten 
by tbe make-it-yourself bug.

Hardware s t o r e s  report tha t 
they have been selling m ore hand 
tools and power tools than evér be­
fore. 'The pain t industry admits that 
only about 25 per cent of Ita out­
put is used by professional paint­
ers. The unfinished furniture busi­
ness has boomed in aecent years. 
We all seem to be putter-around 
making everything from bird houses 
and window boxes to fancy panel­
ed rooms In basem ent or attic.

This activity has created  a 
widespread demand for m aterials 
easy to work with. Fiberboards, 
made from pressed wood fibers in 
large thin sheets that c |p  be saw­
ed in any direction because of their 
lack of grain, h ive been meeting 
needs ranging from partitions to 
cabinet making. Plywood, finish­
ed or unfinished with rare hardwood 
veneers, has enabled the home 
L.sftsm an to turn out attractive 
work m ore economically than a

professional could have done some 
years ago.

One of the most interesting new 
m ateria ls is a stria ted  plywood 
tile developed by Armand S us.h-  
man, a woodworking expert of Al­
lentown, Pa. Faced with various 
woods including Philipine maho­
gany. these tiles have the corru­
gated surface oí weldtex plywood 
from which they are cut and be­
veled to precision sise.s.

Shaped in squares, rectangles and 
hexagons with corrugations straight 
or diagonal, this str;altaile. as the 
invent' calls It, can be alter­
nated for a variety of patterns 
in highlights and shadows. It can 
be nailed, or* gliied with the same 
plastic resin  that is used to hold 
plywood together together on boats. 
Tlüa glue, by the way, is mixed 
with cold w ater sets quickly and 
m akes a bond that proves stronger 
than the wood Itself.

You can take an old de.sk, glue 
these tiles In attractive checker­
board pattern  to its .sides and legs, 
polish the top, and com e up with 
a handsom e piece of furniture. 
Combinations of restangular or hex­
agonal tiles surrounded by narrow

trim modernize the appearance of 
thW headboards of beds, the face 
of a door or bar, or a.s a re ju­
venating covering for an old screen.

.son with all the flowers in bloom? 
Robert A. Wands, Wide-World pho­
tographer, ..uggestfi th a t this is a 
.smart time for home owners to take 
color pictures#of their property. 
"You can never tell,” says Bob, 
when .such pictures might come m 
handy for pos.slble future sales u.se 
when the general appearance of the 
property may not be as good as it 
is now—.such as on a bleak m id­
winter day.” (Or in any raln.storm. 
Bob, w4ren sm art buyers take a sec­
ond look at a house to see it  a t 
its worst.)

Mrs. N. M. G. of Sunderland, 
Mass., raises a que.stion that is of 
Interest to many. “Bflty," she asks, 
"is it impossible to get outside

I  T hat’s far from  Impossible. 
Any good quality house paint will 
stick to wood if the wood haa been 
sea.soned and prim ed providing 
moisture does not aeep hi to push 
the paint Tff.

Peeling paint M alm ost invari­
ably caused by some form  of moia- 
ture. If It isn’t the resin hi green 
lumber, it's  rain leaking in 'around  
Improperly calked windows or doors 
or undereaves, or hum idity push­
ing through the halls from the In­
side.

The outward pnessure of Indoor 
moisture from bathing, cooking, 
laundering and other norm al

household actlvltki, c a n n o t  b e : 
over-estimated. Lots of people wor- j 
ry about sweating windows, which is 
the first evidence of excess hum i-| 
dlty. But they do nothing a b o u t  
controlling the sources of such mois­
ture. T h e n  when the paint is push­
ed dff the outside of the house, they 
blame the paint.
' To get people to learn how to 
live in houses is the biggest bous­
ing problem in this country, says 
Alan Brockbank of Saltr Lake City, 
president of the National Aasocli- 
tion of Home Builders.

Dutson’s were arrested on charges of '‘open and notorious cohabita­tion” with him — the slightly-bald, heavy set Dutson replied tersely that he had been "out of the state.”Aar<m Kinney of Phoenix, the 
Dutsons’ ttomey, disclosed he had reason to believe Dutson "had been 
in North Carolina” since his dis­appearance in Jahuary.Dutson was arrested while with his legal wife, Sarah, 43, whom he married in 1950. He was returned here and released from Jail on $1,500 bond.

The appearance of Sarah on the rrarital scene was reported to have 
caused some Jealousy among the five women who had moved here from Utah to be with Dutson.But it apparently was not serious because all the women, Including 
Sarah, stuck together through their court hearings and refused to dls- cv-% the charges against'them.

Meanwhile, it was reported that two of the "wives” divided the family for the sake of the 19 off­
spring swne time after they moved to Arizona. DutSon assertedly built homes for them here and in nearby Chandler.

Propaganda Victory

WASHINGTON (UP) — The 

Communists won the propaganda 
battle over the Koje Island general 
snatching.

Military morale was hurt by the 
blunders of two brigadier general*. 
Prancl* T. Dodd was kidnaped by 
the priscmers and Charles F. CJolson 
made concessions to free him in­
stead of rescuing by force. Both 
have been broken to colmel, a per­
sonal tragedy difficult for a  civilian 
to understand. ^

Gen. Mark W. Clark was com­
pelled to disavow the concessions 
made by Colson for Dodd's release. 
That was a necessary repudiation. 
But it is difficult to defend in the 
propaganda war of words. The 
Communists are making hay with 
that one.

The Communists consistently out­
sm arted the American brass with 
a series of deceptive plays which 
our side will be a long time ex­
plaining away.

The fact that Gen. Matthew B. 
Rldgwayh direct and plain order 
for the use of force in freeing Dodd 
was not e x i t e d  remains stili to 
be explored by the Army’s I^part- 
ment of Puller Kxplanation.

He also was sought by police in 
Utah and Wyoming where it was 
believed he had a few more wives.

When asked where he had been 
since Jan, 1 — the day the six Mrs. 
Dutson’s were arrested on charges 
of "open and notorious cohabita­
tion” with him — the sllghtly-bald, 
heavy set Dutson replied tersely 
that he had been "out of the sta te .”

Aaron Bhnney of Phoenix, the 
Dutsons’ ttomey, disclosed he had 
reason to believe Dutson "had been 
in North Carolina” since his dis­
appearance in Jahuary.

Dutson was arrested while with 
his legal wife, Sarah, 43, whom he 
married in 1950. He was returned 
here and released from jail on 
11,500 bond.

The appearance of Sarah on the 
marital scene was reported to have 
caused some jealousy among the 
five women who had moved here 
from Utah to be with Dutson.

But it apparently was not serious 
because all the women. Including 
Sarah, stuck together through their 
court hearings and refused to dis­
ci ttws charges against them.

Meanvdille, it was reported that 
two of. the "wives” divided the 
family for the sake of the 19 off­
spring some time after they moved 
to ArlSbna. DutSon assertedly built 
homes for them here and in nearby 
Chandlerf
