Vacation-time is at hand
for millions of people all over America.

Some Tar Heels.who look forward to va-
cationing out of their native state might be
surprised at the thought that a small horde
of other holiday-seekers look to North Car-
olina as their Mecca of a vacatign pilgrim-
age. In fact, the Old North State is Jiterally
coining money out of the tourist industry,
and every year sees more attention being
turned to this activity.

North Carolina is proudly referred to as

WASHINGTON—Another furtive but threatening
invasion of private industry has been undertaken by
the Truman Administration, but sc indirectly and
subtly that only owners apd executives of the com-
panies faced with federal competition or absorption
are aware of it

Although this new scheme for bureaucratic ex-

is still in the embryo stage, it follows the same
tactics by which the government nas become a ma jor
producer and retailer of electric power It I8 known
here as the “foot In the door” or “nose under the
tent” strategy.

The latest adventure in paternalism involves the
telephone in the nation's rural and suburban
comimunities. It has been inaugurated by the Rural
Electrification Administration In an attempt to pre-
serve that agency as a permanent ccneern,

Unless REA finds a new field for expansion, # will
soon become only a minor appendage instead of a
bureast ‘in Agriculture or some other department, for
it has electrified 80 per cent of American farms. Hav-
ing fulfilled its statutory function, it must find more
work to do somehow, )

LOANS—REA has solved this life-and-death prob-
lem by initiating a program of loans to rural coopera-
tives for purchase of local telephone systems, of which
there are about 6,000 in the United Btates. They serve
such units as towns, eities, eounties. In certain sec-
tions, such as western New York, the Middle West and
Hollywood, they are substantial firms.

In only two years Administrator Claude R. Wick-
ard has loaned approximately $31,000,000 to 34 co-ops
to buy out commercial firms. For the current fiscal
year he has the sum of about $34,000,000\ for this
purpose. Incidentally, one of the first operations of
this kind swallowed up the telephone service In Wick-
ard’'s home town of Camden, Ind.

THREAT—The amendment giving REA this au-
thority and funds was first introduced ir 1945 by Sen-
ator Lester Hill of Alabama, but it did not become law
until 1949, Ii attracted such scant notice that when
the heads of these independent companies were warn-
od of ita ;oulue implications, they paid no attention.

The Hill proposal was simply designed to make
Wickard's agency a sort of RFC for rural telephone
firms, enabling them to expand and survive, and to
improve aervice to customers, But, as REA has done in
the field of power by methods under attack in the
courts, the government agency is now collaborating
with the co-ops to create a telephone system rivaliing
commercial lines,

It & understood that these government-financed
operations are being Integrated so that they may
become & serious threat to private interests on a large
scale. Wickard's long-range plans are revealed by his
creation of a new “telephone division” in REA,

COMPETITION--The problem of government com-
petition was first discussed seriously by the industry
when the Independent Telephone Company Executives
held their national convention at Colorado Springs
early this month. Regional reports reflected their fears
over the situation.

of using REA funds to modernise their
own systems, the co-ops are buying out commercial
firms, with federal encouragement. They can offer
such fancy prices that owners find it aifficult to refuse
to sell. By promisihg improved and expanded service,
the co-ops jack up rates to customers, They can do so
easily because they are immune from state regulation,

In the past the private companies have shied from
borrowing from Wickard. Ninety-one have obtained
only $23,000,000, a far smaller proportion than the co-
ops have got from the government.

By formal resolution, the Coloradé Springs eon-
vention agreed to make heavier borrowings from REA
In the future. In that way they may exhaust the fund
8o that the kitty for financing this new experiment
may be diminished.

EMPIRE—Although the analogy is not complete,
REA played a similar role in expanding and tightening
the government's grip on production and sale of power
in the Bouthwest,

When Congress specifically deried the South-
western Power Administration, a federal agency, the
right to bulld steam plants for generating electricity,
REA intervened. It advanced money to super co-ops
to enable them to build power plants for rural elec-
trifieation,

The co-ops then leased their plants to Interior
under a 40-vear, liquidating contract, meaning that
the government would own and cperate them at the
end of that period.

As a result of this and other expansions, Interior
now produces 26 per cent of all Rydroelectric power
in the United States. It manufactures 7 per cent of all
forms of energy generated by all known methods,

Both percentage figures will skyrocket under pres-
ent and proposed schemes—a power empire never en-
visaged when Franklin D. Roosevelt persuaded Con-
gress to bulld TVA, Grand Coulee, Bonneville etc.

It is possible that the telephone industry may face
the same fate

This being December 31 — eof
whatever day it happens to
be — it is an importent time for
every owner of a small business
to review what may happen if—
heaven forbid — he dies.

While it has been obvious ever
since inheritance taxes first start-
ed to climb, the death of a 3ole
owner or the major pariner of &
small or medium size business
can mean the end of that business.
The tax burdens are high and
the amount the heirs can obtain

in a forced sale is relatively
small.

When the owner of such a bu-
siness or part of a business dies,
unless sound arrangemenis have
been made in advance, there is
a heavy tax assessment. Itis
often necessary to sell the in-
terest, and the logical buyers are
few: competitors, surviving part-
ners or employees. There are
many other individuals and groups
that specialize in buying estates,
but they are looking for bargains
and rarely pay more than a bare
minimum. In many cases they
are justified in this attitude
because a business without the
managerial talents that brought it
to success is like a waich without
& mainspring.

After an inopportune sale, taxes,
administrative costs and other
charges may leave very little for
the heirs.

One of the best ways to pre-
serve a business, or to assure a
reasonable part of its value for
the heirs, is the use of insur-
ance. Life and partnership insur-
ance is very effective to this end.

But insurance itself may not be
the complete answer to the prob-
lem. The principal of a business
may profitably call in an income
tax consultant to help him work
out the problem. The Revenue Act
of 1851 made important changes
in the tax considerations of part-
nerships, With proper guldince,

the owner or partner of a business,
in prepaging a‘J inst the eventuali-
ty of death. may find it advanta-
geous to make nis wife and chil-
dren(or other heirs) partners or
shareholders. Such a plan will
require considerable forethought,
because if the partners pre-de-
cease the original owner he may
be burdened wih an eritance
tax he might dtherwise Avoid. But
if that i not 'ikely, the risk of
death taxes may be lessened and
then insurance may be considered
to cover the lesser amounf. In
addition, such partnerships can
also minimize taxes while the ori-
ginal proprietor still lives.

NEW YORK — (AP) — 1t is
hard to be hopeful about the fu-
ture of Europe’s venturesome six-
-nation Army.

The diplomats hay this as a
great striped-pants victory, but it
is not in the bag as yet, and it
remains to be seen whether the
all-European Army ever will
march up a hill and down.

Even after the diplomats okay
‘the creation of this strange hy-
draheaded military creature the
Parliaments buck home have to
vote the mensand money to make
it a reality. Until they do so this
effort to restore stability in Eu-
rope must be catalogued. only
in the realm of verba! good will.

There are some basic facts that
make it doubtful it will ever be
a successful Army. .

Gen. Eisenhower has thrown
the tremendous weight of his
personality behind the project af-
ter first deciding it wouldn't
work.

Most Americans ecan't ‘even
name the six nations who will
contribute men to this million-
man force.

They are France West Ger-
many, Italy. Luxembourg. Belgium
and the Netherlands.

Significantly, the French are
scared to death of the West Ger-
mans, who are supposed to con:
tribute 400,000 men, and the West
Gfermans are reluctant as the
devil to be committed to this
effort because they really want
to see-saw between the United
States and Russia until ihey can
again unite all Germanz under
one flag and one government.

For political reasons at home
no major statesman in either
Britain or the United States has
come out boldly in favor of mak-
Ing British and American troops
comstituent parts of the European
Army.

But, looking at the cold facts
of history, it is hard to see how
A real European Army can be
welded without making both Bri-
tish Empire and American tioops
an integral part of that Army

They are in it, of course, as
separale entities, by virgue of
their membership iIn NATO, the
North Atlantic Treaty Oraniza-
tion.

But this half-varinership by two
world powers, Britaln and Ame-
rica, makes the smaller six na-
tions of Europe feel a bit like
catspaws before the vast power
of Soviet Russia.

They have two fears--fear of
A resurgent Germany, fear of the
Russian Bear,

to mutual security to the last man,

Many professional military men
will view the proposed United
Furopean army with misgi
until both Britain and the
States comé into it all the way.

Members of the Rotary Club last
night heard James Walte, superin-
tendent of the Camp Butner Youth
Center, speak on the purpose of the
camp, how it is run and its achieve-
ments.

The visiting speaker explaled
that the camp is designed to help
young boys under the age of 24 who
might otherwise be serving time on
one of the state’s many road gangs.

According to  SBuperintendent
Walte, to be eligible for the camp a
youth must be serving time at a
state prison camp, be a first offen-
der and show a keen desire to join
the camp and abide by its rules.

‘The program at the camp is pri-
marily for purposes of rehabilita-
tion,” Waite told Rotarians last
night.
guards and no guns, and once a boy
runs away, he is through as far as
the camp is concerned.”

The superintendent obtains boys
who have good records as prisoners
and exposes them to life completely
different from any road camp. At
the Camp Butner Youth Center
they are taught such trades as
electriclan, plumbing, refrigeration,
and all types of farming. They wirk
on the farm there and help keep up
equipment on the various farms.

Each boy is required to go to
church and Sunday school and he is
treatéd as any normal boy should be
treated at home, Walte said. He re-
ported that when boys have served
their time, camp officials obtain jobs
for them. *“That, in itself, solves the
greatest problem for boys coming
out of prison camps,” the superin-
tendent sald.

The speaker introduced four
youthful members of the camp who
accompanied him to Greenville last
night. Two spoke briefly on the
camp and stated broken hnhomes
seemed to be one of the largest con-
tributing factors to juvenile delin-
quency. Each boy told his home
town, name sand age.

The two who spoke briefly ex-
pressed a great appreciation for the
chance to participate in camp activ-
itles and stated that in the main,
all boys feel the same way about
the camp.

Bhelley sald the face was slim
with a slender nose but seemed to
be covered with a black, greasy
substance which the coroner plan-
ned to have analyzed.

Gillen “elleved the head was
placed in the dump Bunday night.
He sald Kolon Broaday, another
dump worker told him the cement
blocks whare the head was found
were placed on the trash heap
Friday.

Bhelley estimated the victim’s
age at 30 or 35 years.

CHESNEE, 8.C. (UP)—Imperial
Wizard Thomas L. Hamilton of the
Eu Klux Klan of the Carolinas
c.me here last night after posting
$10,000 bonds on flogging warrants
and denied he was ever a fugitive
from the law.

“Those two-bit reporters were un-
falr in calling me a fugitive from
Jjustice,”” Hamilton told 500 listen-
ers In a robeless, hoodless Klan
meeting here following his appear-
ance in Whiteville, N.C., to
bonds on charges that he ordered
two Klan floggings in that state.

Hamilton referred to mention
that he could not be reached by
officers who sought to arrest him
at his Leesville, 8.C., home..When
he surrendered 20 hours later he
sald he had been out of the state.

In his one-hour speech, Hamilton
told the gathering held under sur-
veillance of county and state police
that Negroes acted “‘wisely” in
deciding to withdraw from a
special county school trustee board
election after receiving “KKEK*
letters advising against the can-
didacy.

The Klan boss matter-of-factly
posted the bonds with the clerk
of the Columbus County Superior
Court at Whiteville in connection
with the floggings of a Negro
woman and a White mechanic
during a wave of Klan terrorism
In that area.

‘It also prevented East Berliners
from dialing 23 or 2400 to receive
a continuous tape telephone relay
of news broadcast by the American
sponsored radie stations RIAS, The
Communists protested recently the
telephone news relay was ‘‘poison-
ing"” the minds of East Berliners.

Russian gulrds halted” both
American and British military po-
lice patrols setting out on their
daily runs along the main super-
highway between Berlin and West-
ern Germany.

However, the Soviet border
