Korean Prisoner
Tells Of Torture

Sentenced To Die Un-
der Clubs Of Reds
InKoje Compound

KOJE ISLAND, Korea (UP) —
A North Korean prisoner of war
said today he was beaten for a
week and sentenced by a ‘kanga-
roo court” to be clubbed to death
because he was a suspected anti-
Communist,

The prisoner, one of 17 liberated
by American infantrymen from
Compound 85 yesterday, revealed
for the first time details of the!
‘torture questioning” and execu-
tions carried out by “‘commis-
sars’ who ruled the igland camps.
. Marked by raw wounds and swol-
len wrists and ankles where he had
been bound, the 24-year-old priso-
ner was still too terrified to tell
his name. He said he would have
been executed tomorrow if the
American troops had not rescued
him.

He was brought out of the com-
pound by men who went in under
Brig. Gen. Haydon L. Boatnar's or-
ders to tear down Communist flags
and propaganda banners.

American troops split one prison
shouted defiance and waved North
Korean flags. Gas-masked troops
with fixed bayonets and shovels en-
tered Compound 607 behind three
tanks,

Boatner personally entered the
compound to direct the operation.
It was the first time a Koje com-
mander has been inside & com-
pound since: Col. Francis T. Dodd,
then a brigadier general, was kid-
naped by Compound 76 prisoners
May 7 and held hostage for 78
hours.

The move marked the start of
Boatner's plan to split the com-
pounds, some of which contain as
many as 6,000 prisoners, into smal-
ler, more manageable enclosures
holding some 500 men each.

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Somebody Told Me.

Home cooking s always better
‘han anything you can buy away
from home, with one glaring ex-
ception: coffee. Everybody says
that it's impossible to make good
coffee in small quantities; that is,
everybody except the Pan-Ameri-
can Coffee Bureau .and the Na-
tional Coffee Association. They
‘ay it can be done, and outline the
following steps:

1. Measure your coffee and water
accurately, The experts recom-
mend two level measuring table-
spoons for each three-fourths of
& standard measuring cup of wa-
ter. But you can adjust these
proportions to suit your own taste,

1. Be sure your coffee is fresh
and be sure you use the proper
grind for your coffee maker,

3. Use fresh co'd water just
drawn from the tap. Warm water
may give your brew a flat taste.

4. Serve the coffee as soon as
possible after brewing. If you have
to let it stand, keep it warm over
very low heat. :

5. Brew coffee at or near the
full capacity of your pot. If you
usually need only a cup or two,
get a small pot; brewing at less
than two-thirds of the pot's cap-
acity will produce weak coffee.

6. Ttme your brewing consistent-
ly. Once you've found the exact
time it takes to brew with your
particular pot, stick to it for uni-
form results.

7. Never boil the coffee itself.
Boiling extracts everything in the
coffee that can be extracted, in-

cluding some olls that will give
your brew a bitter taste.

8. Don't re-use the coffee
grounds. That's like squeezing an
orange for the second time; you're
likely to get those bitter oils.

9. If your coffee-maker uses a
cloth filter, don't let it become
dry; always keep it immersed in
cold water — this reduces the
amount of oils that cling to it.

10. Always keep your coffee pot
clean. Scrub it with soap after
each use and then rinse it with
clear hot water.

What kind of coffee should you
use? 1t doesn't matter, just try
the various blends until you find
one you like.

One of the biggest Qquestions
facing business today Is the
future strength of the farm mar-
ket. Sales to farmers and their
familles appear to have dipped
in the last few months. mtm
they will pick up later in
vear depends on many things.
The most important of these are:

The farm price situation. Ovi-
ously, farmers are going to buy
more things for their farms and
families if prices rise, or if they
believe they will. Prices rose 1
per cent between mid-April and
mid-May, the Department of
Agriculture reports, byt they are
still 3.8 per cent below a year
ago and some show no signs of
rising in the immediate future,
notably poultry, eggs, cotton,
wheat, oats and barley.

The size of coming crops. It
should be remembered that price
alone does not determine farm
income. Often, though not always,
good crops will produce greater
total income than poor crops at
higher prices. Crop expectations
are preity good at present, but
the worst weather and insect ha-
zards are ahead.

The rate of defense spending.
Defense expenditures are the
largest single prop under de-
mand today. Even under the
stretched-out plan:, defense
spending is scheduled to rise dur-
ing the remainder of e year.
There is a strong possibility
that spending may be speeded up.
The stretch-out is under consi-
derable criticism — too much but-
ter and not enough guns— and
the tense situation<in Western
Europe and the revelations that
we are outnumbered in planes,
guns and men in Korea may bring
speedy revision of plans. This
will swell employment and de-

mand for farm products.

The farmers’ attitude. Farmers,
as a class are realists and are
inclined to take a longer-range
view of the future than the ur-
ban dwellér. Their economic un-
derstandings are shrewd. If they
have faith in good markets in
1952, 1853 and beyond, they will
buy more farm machinery, equip-
ment and household goods.

The political situation, in that
it bears on economic outlook.
Those who believe the results
of the election will be beneficial
will probably be inclined to buy,
and vice versa. Those who have
profited most from government
supports will probably cut spend-
ing if it looks like change.

Overlaying’ this puzzle is an-
other: to what extent is the farm
market saturated? Obviously,
there is not the urgent demand
for autos, farm implements and
other durable goods that existed
after the war. Rural electrifica-
tion, which opened up huge mar-
kets in electrical goods, is large-
ly completed. There are, of
course, vast amounts of durable
and non-durabie gocds, travel and
other services, and farm equip-
ment and supplies that farmers
would like ito have. But. the
question of how ,much hard sell-
Ing will be needed to make sales

Tolland, Conn., and a graduate
of the University of Connecticut,
Dr. Gardner has been an entomo-
logist with the U. §. Department
of Agriculture for 30 years. He
= now in charge of hiological
culture in the Department's Bu-
reau of Entomology and Plant
Quarantine.

He feels the use of natural
enemies against insect pests will
mean a blg saving over Insecti-
cides which continue to rise in
cost gnd have to be applied year
after year. ‘“Pargsites and pre-
dators naturally increase their
numbeérs along with the pests
and in most cases do a pretty
good job of keeping the pests
under control,” he told me.,

The use of parasites and pre-
dators roes back to 1889, when
a%ladybird beetle the Vedalia,
was brought from Australia to
conirol a scale insect destroying
California citrus crops. Dr. Gard.
ner went to Japan in 1024 to

Probably more advice is aought‘

and given on discipline than any
other aspect of child care. Most of
the advice, however, is based on
someone's theory of what ought
to work, and it may turn out to
be far from working for the parti-
cular family in.the particular cir-
cumstances. There rarely has been
an ‘ana'ysis of ‘“‘discipline that
works''—of the ways in which
diseciplinary questio ally are
dealt with by tie parents of aver-
age, well-adjusted children.

Now, however, Grace Langdon,
well-known _lild developmeént con-
sultant and school administrator,
and Irving W. Btout, professor of
education at Southern Illinois Uni-
versity, have compiled the opin-
ions of parenis of 41¢ well-ad-

justed children. The authors
point out in ‘““The Discipline of
Well-Adjusted Children” (John Day,
