Just In case you look upon the 

Post Office here In Greenville a* 
'a  place of business, this letter is 
to correct th a t misunderstanding 
and propose a plan for changing 
ycur operation. Mr, Proctor, you 
are running the social center of 
Greenville!

Two tripa to the Post Office 
daily will average taking one hour 
out of my working days, but let me 
emphaslae th a t I have never yet 
been there th a t  I didn’t have a 
friendly chat with somebody.

Frankly, I  think everybody In 
Greenville should have the op­
portunity to visit the Post Office 
twice a day. The friends you make 
there constitutes one of the joys 
of life. Also, if you are a business­
man you can sell there. If you like

to gossip you can pick up infor­
mation there, and if you're a snob 
you can snob people there.

My plan would be this; Take one 
per cent of the money the govern­
ment wa.«tea In one week, and build 
U.» a Post Office here in Greenville 
that will cover one entire c i t y  
block.

Then cut out city delivery. Take 
one day's government waste out of 
every year and you can pay the 
box 'rent for everybody in Green­
ville for 10 years. Locate this Po.st 
Office aa centrally as possible, and 
furnish it with plush furniture.

Be sure that the plan for con­
struction includes a huge porch, 
adequately furnished with the most 
comfortable porch furniture avail­
able. Equip the P. O. with a foun­
tain, specializing in coffee and 
lemonade.

NON-LEO AL -  The aUtewlde 

primary held last Saturday waa 
one of Uwi cleanest in many 
years. At tim e this is written 
no complaints have been heard 
from any quarter about impro­
prieties or violations of the law 
around the polling places. Ray­
mond Maxwell, secretary of the 
state board of elections, said that 
for the first time since he has 
been on the job—and that goes 
back more than 20 yea rs—tha 
election day passed without a sin­
gle call reporting In^actlons of 
the law. At the sam e tim e, he 
agreed that perhaps not 'a single 
precinct In the state m et statu­
tory requirem ents for physical 
arrangem ent of voting booths, 
ballot boxer and official election 
records.

IMPRACTICAL -  The law 
books set out in detail ju.st how 
the booths, boxes and table.» for 
the officials shall be arranged. It 
is required that a place be roped 
off to assure 20 feet within the 
voting area and to keep the loi­
tering public at least 50 feet 
away from the ballot boxes. Ac­
tually many of the voting places 
are In rooms less than 20 feet 
long and not more than that 
far from a public sidewalk or 
street - over which the election 
officials have no control. Obvi­
ously It Is im practical, if not 
impoaslble to comply with the 
law In phy.stcal arrangem ents. 
De.splte that failure, it is the 
oplnior. CÍ most ob.servers that 
except in ra re  instances which 
usiitlly arc caught and publicized

•lei tions in North Carolina are 
conducted in full .‘pirlt with the 
spirit of the law. This being 
tine, most people refer to the ar- 
ture as non-Iegal. ra ther than as 
rangement.s of e l e c t i o n  furnl-

Ulegal, which means It ia not 
so much positive violation of 
the law as just failure to fully 
comply. And. It further seems, 
most people are not much con­
cerned about the m atte r . They 
Xnow that crooked officials can 
rig an election with boxea 30-feet 
behind a rope, and th a t honest 
officials can protect the rights 
of voters to an untam pered sec­
ret ballot without any rope at all

PATHETIC -  The office of 
the Governor in the southwestern 
corner of the capítol is likely to 
be a sad and pathetic place 
for the next seven m onths. That 
has always been true of the gbv- 
ernor’s office between the nomi­
nation of a new Governor in May 
or June and his inauguration in 
January . The retiring chief exe­
cutive Is recognized only for 
such purposes as wholly official 
action Is required. He is still 
the only man in the sta te  who 
can grant a pardoir or commu­
tation or parole to a prisoner. 
He is the only man who can Is- 
.suf a commis.sion as a notary 
public or for any state office re- ^ 
quiring a commission from the 
Governor, No member of the 
Congre.ss can be seated with­
out a comnils.»ion from the Gov­
ernor of his stale..

UNOFFICIAL -  For all lhe,»e 
'purposes and for appointments 
to vacancies whkh might occur 
m slate offices before January  1, 
Kerr Scott Is still Governor. For 
most of the unofficial duties per­
taining to the governor’s office, 
such as making speeche.s at the 
dedication of public buildings, 
c r al̂ ’̂ n i n g q u e e n s  of beau­
ty fe.stival.s, ana other off- 
■side activities, “G overnor” Um- 
stead will get the call. Incidental­
ly, there is debatable questiMi 
whether most of these Invita­

tions come under the head of, 
honors or burdens for the gov- 
ernor-nominate—but he has to 
respond when called upon. There ’ 
is nothing new or different in 
this situation. So far as official 
duties are  concerned the gov- 
nor'a term  runs four years froni 
January 1 after his election. The 
demands for unofficial honorary 
services run four years from his 
nomination until his successor 
is named. That has been true 
of every governor in récent 
times and In virtually 'Ignoring 
Governor Scott the people of the 
state are not picking on him. 
They did the same thing to Gov­
ernors Cherry and Broughton and 
Hoey and Ehringhaus et cetera .

she laughed when things quiet­
ed down, “ but since the mouse 
seems to have gotten safely away.

That broke the ice, and Esther 
says the talk - one of many she's 
given since her return • was the 
easiest of all to make. An Intre­
pid reporter, one of the first of

I ’m going to be h i|h  
on the list to show tham what I 
really feel.”

Mrs. Tufty, whose youngest 
son, Jim m ie, 21, a senior at 
Michigan State College, may on# 
day have to go to Korea himself, 
aaya she feels much less unhappy 
about it now Rhe’a had t  close- 
up of the way our young men 
are treated there.

"Our officers have a batter 
conception about conserving m an­
power than any others In the 
world,” she said "O ur boys have 
a better chance of coming home 
alive than any soldiers In anv 
arm y in any w ar.”

Turner was charged with gaabbing

the deputy and holding him on the 
running board of the truck, then 
pushing him off after the vehicle 
gained high speed. Daniels died a 
few days later from a broken neck.

Turner later was captured tH 
Georgia, returned to North Caro­
lina and convicted of murder. He 
escaped Aug, 8, 1951, from a Whlt- 
ier prison caipp where he was serv­
ing an 18-year sentence.

He had been driving for a tour­
ist agency since his escape, he 
said, makhig several coast to coast 
trips before settling in El Faso 
last October.

RALEIGH (AP)—After months of 
debate, the State Board of Educa­
tion yesterday adopted a code to 
regulate athletics in the schools.

At the same time the board de­
layed a decision on another thorny 
problen, the <x)nsolidation of a 
number of small high schools.

The athletic code is scheduled to 
become effective at the beginning 
of the fall school term. Dr. Clyde A. 
Erwin, state schools superintendent, 
will have the Job of ádminlstering 
and enforcing the code.

In supervising athletic programs, 
the Board of Education will not be 
responsible for financing coaching 
salaries, accident insurance and 
medical examination, and s p o r t s  
equipment f

Action on; requests for the con­
tinuation of a number of high 
schools scheduled for .consolidation 
was delayed to give school officials 
a chance to check Information pre­
sented yesterday by delegations 
which appeared to plead ^or the 
schools.

Figures on attendance and future 
prospects differed in many respects 
from those gathered by a panel of 
school experts, the board said. At its 
May meeting, the board adopted the 
report of its snaall schools committee 
recommending the consolidations.

The athletic code sets up eligi­
bility requirements, limits the num­
ber of games in each sport, and 
post-season games except county, 
conference or state play-offs are 
banned. f

Among the major provisions:
1. Tto compete, a student must 

pass at least Uuee courses each 
term; he niay play for only the 
eight consecutive semesters of 90- 
day terms after entering high 
school; he may not partltlpate if he 
will be 20 years old by April 1 of 
the school year.

2. The following games limits are 
set: During any week—one football

Tornado Alaim 
Service Plained

JACKSON, Mias. -(A P ) -  Mls- 
sipplssippi’s highway patrol and 
the Jackson Weather Bureau have 
blueprinted a plan for a statewide 
tornado warning network. The na­
ture of tornadoes makes It Impos­
sible to predict where they will 
strike until the familiar and dread­
ed black funnel appeara, and then 
too often, It la too late.

George Fiah, meteorologlat in 
charge of the Jackson Bureau and 
Col. T. B. Birdsong, director of the 
M i s s i s s i p p i  Safety Commission, 
have devised a warning system 
that wlU use the highway patrol’s 
nine radio atatlons aa relay points.

Highway patrolmen wni be in­
structed In bow to spot and recog­
nise tbe severe thunderstorm ac­
tivity that usually precedes torna­
does.

wear morw or less unllormlj^ and 
tbe first leak la a sign that tbe 
roof is wearing out all over.

Reliable roofers will tell you 
that the only practical way to re­
pair a roof is to replace It. And 
the cheapest and best way to re­
roof la to lay the new shingles 
over the old. This saves the ex­
pense of ripping off the old roof­
ing, gives you a stronger, more 
rigid roof, and adds definió Insula­
ting value.

Tremendous changes have occur­
red in roofing in the last dozen years 
or so. One has been in roof de­
sign. Entire walls devoted to win­
dows have popularized the wide over­
hang to keep out the summer sun.

Lumber and labor costs 
made cqdar shingles (an old stand­
by) a luxury in many areas. The 
result has been' tbe spreading use 
of asphalt shingles, which now cover 
something like 80 per cent of the 
market. #

The increasing use of color In 
homes also gave asphalt ahlnglea 
a boost. Made of asphalt Impreg­
nated felt, these shingles bad to be 
given a coating of fire-reslstaiit 
grit in their manufacture to meet 
tests against chimney sparks a n d  
flying brands. The mineral gra­
nules used for the coating were pro­
duced in a certain number of na­
tural colors. So It was no longer 
necessary to have a roof of weather­
ed gray, U you didn’t want It., You 
could have xed, or blue, or black, 
or white.

With California ranch houses set­
ting the color pace around the 
country, and with the paint Industry 
doing all it could to aid and abet 
tbe movement, colored shingles be­
came a hit.

Now the Minnesota Mining and 
Manufacturing Co., which produces 
a big ahare of the granules for as­
phalt shingles, has developed gra­
nules of pastel shades —eoft tints 
of pink, green, blue and so on. 
These are ceramlc-coated, similar 
to the pure white granules. Tbe 
makers claim that the reflective 
quality of such light colored shin­
gles keeps roofs from 10 to 15 de- 
greek cooler on hot days.

Of course the Iwat absorption of 
dark roofa apparently has not

been enough to deter people from 
using even black shingles if they i 
like the effect best. But the colors 
now available In roofing make It 
easy to modernize many o l d e r  
houses—virtually as simply as you 
can remodel with a paint brush.

Because of all the roofing colors 
now in vogue, the Devoe and Ray- 
nolds Co., recently announced a 
new line of house paints designed 
to harmonize with asphalt shingle 
colors. Dr. J. 8. Long, chemical 
director, said the use of alkyd 
resin and larger quantities of tlta- 
Dlum dioxide pigment have mede 
aingle-coat white paint do tbe Job 
of two coats.

However, eccofdlng to all sur­
veys, most houses are still paint­
ed white and most roofs are gray. 
But the stage Is set fox-some rad­
ical changes.

If the insulating quality of a roof 
is your guiding factor, you might 
consider aluminum roofing, which 
reflects heat waves both ways—up 
from the roof In the summer; down 
from the roof In winter.
