CONVENTION H A L L - W e a r y  
North Carolinians filed out of the 
big hall at 3:15 this morningi tired 
from a hard day, and hot under the 
collar about the “loyalty” resolution 
that was railroaded through th e  
convention in the wee hours t h l r  
morning.

They were talking and it looked 
like action may come before today's 
meeting of the convention got under 
way.

State Democmtlc Chairman Ev> 
erett Jordan announced at 3:25 this 
morning that the delegation would 
meet at 10 o’clock today. He did not 
say what he had in mind other 
than “to talk things over.”

After the “loyalty" resolution was 
neatly rammed through the conven­
tion with Senator Blair Moody of 
Michigan and temporary chairman 
Paul Dever at the controls, the Tar 
Heel ddegates expressed their feel­
ings in no uncertain terms. The 
wmtls “steam-rolled” and “railroad­
ed” ware commwi in their expres­
sions.

Delegation Chairman Cam Morri­
son, apparently speaking with the 
conviction of his many years in 
politics, asserted. “No, we’re not go­
ing to bolt (over this resolution), 
but we are going to elect Russell.” 
Then as if Indicating North Caro­
lina will have to be reckoned with 
later in the convention,- he added,
‘ But no platform will bind a good 
citiaen to a law he thinks is uncon­
stitutional. If it does he is a scoun­
drel.”

summer drought and extreme hot 
weather was having its effect on 
the Oeorgla-Florlda tobacco market 
today as growers dumped thou­
sands of pounds of low quality leaf 
on the warehouse floors.

Prices by grades were running 
from $1 to $1 per hundred pounds 
higher than last year’s openmg 
prices but so much low quality 
leaf was offered, toe overall aver­
age price was down.

The 22 Georgia and Florida 
markets m>ened Monday, disposing 
of $.837,440 pounds for an average 
of $51.61 per hundred pounds. That 
was $1.50 per hundred pounds be­
low the first day’s general average 
k) 1061.

Georgia markets sold 7.707,054 
pounds for $61.46 per hundred, down 
$3.24. Florida markets sold 1,130,386 
pounds for $52.63 per hundred, down

pating more than $60,000 in PoweU 
Bill funds this,year, according to 
City Clerk H. H. Duncan.

If we receive allocation* on the 
same basis as last year, the Powell 
BUI wlU bring m $51,622J3 this 
year,” Duncan said. Last year, the 
city received $49,781.19 in Powell 
BUI funds.

The city clerk reported th* city 
has assumed the maintenance of 
aUditionAl Mnsto sIaos last year's 
appUcation for PoweU BIU funds, 
Increasing total mileage of streets 
being maintained by the city by 
more than four miles. Last year’s 
mileage was 66.43. This year it is 
60A3.

The increase is accounted for by 
the cutting of new streets, tAiting 
nea developments into the city and 
taking over the maintenance of old 
streets from the state, as In the case 
of Lyon Avenue.

Duncan explained that PoweU BUI 
funds are based upon both mUeage 
and pppulatioQ. According to the 
clerk's figures, GreenviUe received 
834A44.74 last year based on mileage, 
and 825,194Ji6 based on popolatlcm.

A Pitt Countlan twice convicted 
of bootlegging and defendant In 
nearly a dozen criminal Indictments 
in two countlea, this month went 
free on paro'e.

Autry Lee Haddock, native of Pitt 
County and recently of Venters 
Crowiroad* community, received a 
parole and wa.s released from the 
prison camp at Ahosjcie July 10. aft­
er serving les.s than one-fhlrd of a 
two-year term.

N F. Ramsdell. utate paroles com­
missioner. yesterday avowed "no 
pressure was applied" to aecure 
Haddock i  release on parole, "There 
has been a lot of pressure on many 
case* In this office, but I have tried 
not to yield to influence." he aaid.

Opposed Parole 
A telephone conversation disclosed 

— by RansdeU's own statement — 
that there were no recommendatlona 
for Haddock's parole. At the same 
time, the paroles commissioner re­
ported that both Pitt County She- 
riff Ruel W. Tyson and Judge Dink 
James wrote letters opposing paiole

The important place 
occupied by the Excelsior Credit 
Union in the Hie of O a a t o n  
County may beat be shown by 
looking at some of its accom- 
plishmenis During the past ten 
years, 292 homes have been fin­
anced to the extent of $800,000.00 
Over eight thousand loan, have 
been made for purchase^of auio- 
mobiles, refrigerators, household 
and kitchen furniture, payment 
of doctor, dentist and hospital 
bills, purchase of farm equip­
ment and fertiliaer and other 
items loo numerous to mention.

WASHINGTON ~ As more and 
more m arried women move into 
the labor force, there is growing 
concern for their protection in 
the event they itve babies.

Miss Frieda S. Miller, director 
of the U. S. Women’s Bureau, 
says 10 m illiaa or mora toan 
half of all the women workers 
in the labor force, are m arried 
and that three fourths of those 
available for emergency enoiploy- 
ment are married.

“Their protection before and 
after childbirth Involves not only 
their status as workers and thOlr 
standard of living as citizens, 
but the health and wellbeing of 
lhem.*elves and their families, 
and thus the national bealtb in 
years to com e,’' she says In 
presenting the lindlngs of a  re­
cent survey in a bulletin. “ M ater­
nity Protection of Emploved 
Women.” she says that while 
there is little federal or state 
legislation providing matqrnity 
protection, some employers and 
unions are  now covering their 
women workers in one way or 
another
With the high m arriage rate  

prevailing at the present time, 
she says, the birth rate m ty  be 
expected to continue at a high 
level for years, and problems re­
lating to the amployment qf 
pregnant women and m aternity 
benefits will be of concern to

employers, unions and organ­
izations interested in the welfare 
of employed women

"Viaitori from other countries 
ask time and again why the U. 
almost alone among the indust­
rial countries of the world, hqe 
no federal law p’-ovlding for a 
protection for its women worker* 
the w rltei.

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New Radio-Telescope To Probe 
Still Deeper Into Outer Space

LONDON (Ü.P.) -  When OaUleo mftde the famoui first telescope in Italy 8U years ago he opened a 
tiny peephole into the universe.When Britialn gets through hui* Iding a fantastic new instrument in láanchester she will open a fairly 
large window that will enable man 
to plunge so many milUc» flight years deeper into "space" that 
If the .n;Ultagé were like this-* there w o i^  not be room to com*< plete all the naughts in a column.The instiument is a "radio tele­scope" shaped like a bowl that 
can be aimed intd the sky to pick up radio waves emanating from black. . or , unseen, stars so far away that some astronomers may Just have dreamed they existed.It is the climax of developments 
of war-time radio discoveries and the first big step, m the newest 
science of radio astronomy.

Set Is M Feet High 
The radio telescope will be com­pleted in four years. It is bigger 

than Times Square and is 300 feet high.
It will cdst $940,000.
The scientist in charge of the project is Dr. A. C. B. Lovell, a radio astronomy pioneer of Man­chester University.
The new telescope probably will 

show us much that we don’t al­ready know. There are a few thou­sand stars that the naked eye can see. The 200-lnch telescope on Mount Palomar, California, can distinguish, perhaps, another 100,- 
000,000.

However, there are believed to be 100,000,000,000 visible stars in our galaxy when we can all get time off to help coimt them.
There are thought to be another 100,000,000,000 stars that cannot 

be seen by telescopes because they are either black—that is, unborn or dead—or because they are too far away. •
They will be "telt” by the new 

radio telescope whether they are black or incredibly distant.To Pick Up Waves 
The simple idea behind the tele­scope is that all those distant stars emit radio waves. This bowl- shaped "receiver" of steel lattice work will move its course across the sky to pick up the incoming radio waves. They will locate the direction of an unseen star.Questions which arise are: how 

deep into miscalled "space" will the frail, guesting steel ear of the 
new Instrument take us? As every­one knows, even the sun is only an average star.As it takes the earth 365 days to move round the sun, so it takes the sun 250,000,000 light years to 
move around its own orbit, carry­ing us with it. The sun travels at about 600,000 miles an hour.Not satisfied with that. Dr. Lo­vell hopes the new radio telescope will give us more factual material 
to analyze by probing deeper than Bkies packed with stars and hurt­ling meteors and more h i g h l y  
concentrated dust than you find tn a flour mill.Discovered In War 

It all started during World War .H when British radar operators, whose duty it was to spot Germah aircraft, found their sets cut right out by jamming.
There was a dark moment in Prime Minister Winston Churchi­ll’s war cAbipet. It was feared the Germans m d devised a method of nullifying the invaluable radar warnings of enemy’ 'Airdraft ap­proaching on bombing raids.Then a BritiaJj', army research 

scientist detected the source of in­terference as the sun. He found 
the sun was jamming the sets with high-powered radio transmis­
sions caused by a huge sunspot erossing the solar disk.’Those sun-spot disturbances reach 
the earth about 26 hours later and cause those well-known "at­mospherics" on radio sets.

CUna Reds Concerned Over Continuing Regime
HONG KONG (U.P.) -  The 

Chinese Communists are not as sure of themselves as they were three years ago. T t»y are worried about the possibility of a Tltolst movement and are beginning to 
fear that their regime may not be eternal after all.

Information from the mainland indicates" that skepticism about the 
futiure was caused by the many "shocking and altogether unex­
pected cases" of corruption, devi- ationism. Irresponsibility and ex­travagance unearthed by the re­
cent "three-anU" and "flve-anti" mofvements.

Communist press dispatches re­ceived h ^ e  over the last lew months made no bones about what 
they had fotmd in the two move­ments. "Anti - party activitiies” among members holding respon­
sible government and party jobs 
were said to be common.
...................Some P u rg e d ............Some branch party headquarters secretaries. Including Tai Chi-ylng of Kaifeng, Honan, were purged 
for "anti-party activities.” Some members were said to have "lost 
faith in the party.” One of them, ¡ "long march’’ veteran Wang Ching of Hankow, was caught trying to steal government funds to escape 
Hong Kong, according to the Yangtse Daily News, party organ, 
in Hankow. j

Other members were said to 
have been scared into apathy by the "three-anti" movement and 
were shirking administrative re­sponsibilities. The Liberation Daily 
of Shanghai reported considerable 
"buck-passing” among officials.

It said one educational and cul­tural department official, for in­stance. . had not made a single speech or written a single article 
since the movemeent had started "for fear of getting into troiible."

Admits Danger All that has led a top-ranking Communist offical to confess, for 
the first time since the mainland was conquered, the possibility of Titoism and perhaps a fading out 
of the Peiping regime.

The Yangste Daily News belat­edly disclosed in a report received here that Teng Tze-hui, political 
boss of central-south China, made the confession in a public speech on'THay Day last, attacking the 
merchant class hi Red China.

Teng’s fears hardly indlcaTe* a collapse or sharp decline of the Communist power in China in the near future. It’s purpose might 
have been an attempt to combat 
a sense of security and compla- ency in the party and to main­tain the old revolutionary fervor.

Terig’s speech would, however, indicate that some change has lately come over Communist think­
ing to shake the fanatical faith in 
their destiny.

tail over the fuselage," Dr. Raspet 
said. "We must also m ake these 
surfaces lighter than any structure 
yet developed for the airplane”

The plane would be constructed 
of a  very thin m aterial stretched 
over a light ribbing. Weight with 
pilot would have to be limited to 
about 250 pounds.

"W ith this construction the fix­
ed wing aircraft powered by man 
should t e  possible of attainm ent," 
Dr. R aspet said.

CHICAGO (U P.) -  Eleven mid- 
western states will study the for­
mation of a pre-sentence clinic 

designed to help judges put fewer 
persons in prison and more on 
probation.

The Central States Corrections 
Asisociation recommended that Its 
members in niinols, Indiana, Iowa, 
$;ansas, Minnesota, Michigan, Mis­
souri. Nebraska. Ohio and Wis­
consin develop the plan as origi­
nated in Kentucky.

Lloyd E, Ohlin, a Chicago aocl- 
jologist, said the plan could lead 
communities to a better under­
standing of the protblems of erima 
and correction.

"It' gets public-spirited p e o p l e  
interested,*’ he said. "It provides 
for lay participation in the solu­
tion of those problems."

'Hie Kentucky plan called for a 
pre-sentence c l i n i c  panel com­
posed of a physician, a social 
worker, a recreation director and 
two ministers. Each person con­
victed is sent to tha clinic.

The panel interviews each pris­
oner and s t u d i e s  investigations 
made by the parole and probation 
officer; then It filea a report to 
the judge. When members of the 
clinic disagree, unsigned majority 
and minority reports are made.

The recommendations are ad­
visory only and the judge may ig­
nore them

As it remained, the rules change 
did no more than seek to compel 
state or party officials who are 
delegates to promise that they 
would see to it that the convention 
nominees were on the ballots In 
their states—(MT were represented 
by electors—as the true and only 
candidates of the Democratic 
party.

Shivers accepted that. But other 
Southerners can* boiling to the 
speaker’s stand to protest and warn 
the party of peril. Foiu* to six 
Southern states had elecUon laws 
which their representatives said 
would forbid any pledge of any 
kind such as the Moody rules 
change would require.

Shivers accepted for Texas be­
cause there was no state law ban­
ning such action. But he made one 
of the most urgent appeals to the 
convention to reject the Moody 
proposal and to accept a substitute 
proposed by Sen. Spesserd Holland. 
Florida. Holland’s substitute was 
no more than an expression of 
sentiment that the honorable thing 
for a delegate to do would be to 
support the party nominees.

"These states are going to be 
needed in November," shouted 
Shivers, indicatipg the four to six 
Southern delegations which would 
be most directly affected.

"You will make the greatest mis­
take of your life if you read them 
out of the party tonight.’’

Holland said the Moody proposals 
would "sound the death kneU of 
the party in November.”

Sen. Willis Robertson, Virginia, 
said adoption of the loyalty rule 
would eliminate the two able.st 
presidential candidates — Russell 
and Stevenson.

"This resolution would eliminate 
seven Southsrn states and if you 
do that," Robertson said, "you 
could not hand the nomination to 
Stevenson on a gold platter."

South Carolina, Georgia and 
North Carolina blasted the Moody 
proposal.

"We will not sign the pledge,” 
Georgia Oov. Herman Talmadge 
said. "We will then wait for the 
convention to take action. We will 
not leave this convention until we 
are thrown out.”

PANMUNJOM. Kore$, (UP) -  
Truce negotiators met fbr only five 
minutes today amid dim aing hopes 
for a Korean cease-fire.

Results of the session were 
cloaked by a news blackout which 
produced only a tight-lipped "no 
comment whatsoever” from Lt. Ool. 
Joseph J. Borchert, new spokesman 
for the United Nations delegation.

It was the shortest oí 15 secret 
meetings. However, botha sides 
agreed to meet again at 11 a. m. 
tomorrow (9 p. m today EST).

The Communists and Allies ap- 
parentl are as bitterly divided as 
ever on repatriation of war prison­
ers, the sole issue holding up a 
truce.

Radio Peiping again berated the 
Ü. N. for Its "plot to retain 
100,000 Red prisoners. And Brig. 
f 'm. William P. Nuckols, r e t i r l i  
Ü. N. spokesman, said in a farewell 
K.tatement that the Communists are 
liars "thoroughly without honor.”

Nuckols. returning to his old post 
as Par East Air Forces p u b l i c  
inform' ion officer, has been at the 
truce negotiations for 54 weeks.

TEHACHAPI. Calif., (UP) — 
After-shocks from the worst earth­
quake to jar California aince 1906 
still trembled the earth  today ag 
grim residents pitched- in to help 
rescue units clean up this devas­
tated city.

There was no fear ta «he faces 
of the volunteer workers as they 
dug through the ruin and rubble 
left by the "killer quake" when it 
rocked this small prison town.

Today’s after-shocks were little 
more than a reminder of the roll­
ing, jdltirtg power of the earth­
quake that cost 11 lives and caused 
millions of dollars of damage ta 
dozens of California cities.

Los Angeles seismology Profess­
or Hugo Benihoff. who said the 
seismograph at the California In­
stitute of Technology recorded the 
quake’s intensity as 7.50 on a scale 
of 10. said the aftershocks "are 
expected to continue with decreas­
ing intensity for several days.”

Homeless citizens w e r e  fed 
breakfast by mobile kitchens set 
up by the Red Cross, tita Marine 
Corps and the Navy.

Bulldozers plowed through the 
rubble of flattened buildings.

Men, women and chUdren of the 
town’s 2,800 population pitched ta 
With shovels, and even their hands 
to clear away the debris. The en­
tire comipunity was a beehive of 
activity.

Damage caused here by the 
quake was estimated at $2,600,000.
