CHICAGO — Bands are still
whooping it up, eandidates are mak-
Ing strategic moves, and convention
sessions waxing warmer; but the
North Carolina delegation is taking
the whole process in stride.

Even with the seriousness of the
business at hand, the Carolimans
have not lost their sense of humor,
Governor Kerr Scott wandered over
to the Iowa standard which was
covered with huge stalks of green
corn, Asked if he were going to
join that delegation, he drawled,
“Naw, I've been up yonder to ask

them if they will let me have that |

corn to take home. The hot wea-

ther is about to burn mine up.”
Later on the Governor took out |

tobacco. Before popping the chunk
of tobacco into his mouth, he paus-
ed thoughtfully and remarked, “Y'd
better not do this til I find a place
to spit” With that he left his
seat on the convention floor and
wandered toward the back of the
huge hall.

Delegation chairman Cameron
Morrison came back to his seat with
the North Carolina group yesterday
after addressing the convention
briefly on the loyalty issue. A re-
porter (without a Southern accent)
who did not hear the ex-Governor's
address, asked Morrison what he
had said. The old gentleman looked
up and retorted, “I preached the
good old faith of Zeb Vance con-
stitutional democracy. North Cp:'o-
lina is just so Democratic 'you
couldn't understand it.”

Morrison was host this morning
at a breakfast for North Carolina
delegates, altermates and their
wives in the Walton Room of the
Drake Hotel.

During the breakfast, Morrison
and other delegates emphasized that
the Tar Heel delegation has “not
sold out,” and is standing by the
other Southern states. “We have

\courage or democracy of our state,”
‘ne said. :

Members of the delegation prais-
ed the work of Tar Heels who sat on
various convention committees.

Last night, at the conclusion of
Vice President Barkley's address,
North Carolina was much in evid-
ence during the subsequent demon-
stration. Governor Scott, Senator
Willis Smith and Congressman Ha-
rold Cooley were among the throngs
who went to the rostrum to congra-
tulate the Veep on his speech.

' Everyone from candidates to dele-
gates to bell boys and taxi drivers
was eating, sleeping and talking
convention. One cab driver was
asked to compare the Republican
delegates of two weeks ago with the
Democratic delegates of this week.
“The Republican delegates came
here with a white shirt and a $10
bill, and didn't change either the
whole week,” he said “The Demo-
crats are the same except they don't
have but $5.”

There was a rumeor spreading in
the Eastern Carolina groupthat
pig-breeder Olla Ray Boyd is in
town and is looking for a delegate
from the First District to offer his
name to the convention as a pre-
sidential nominee today. Boyd could
not be located by the Reflector|
representative. however, and the
rumor could not be confirmed.

Two Generators Out, Cause

Electric Power Interruption

Consumers Asked To
Economize On Pow-
er; One Generator
May Not Be Repair-
ed For Five Days;
Delay Is Due To
Awaiting Parts

Pandemonium reigned in Green-
ville today as electric service was
discontinued at two-hour intervals
and business throughout the city

slowed to a standstill.

Elsewhere, consumers from all over
the entire rural system beseiged the
Greenville Utilities Commission with
complaints about interrupted elec-
trical service in their areas.

Perspiring treely, Utilities Sec-
retary Larry Brown sought unsue-
cessfully to pacify complaining cuse
tomers by, telephone. Though cur-
rent was off at intervals yesterday,
the seriousness of the situation did
not become apparent until this
morning.

Trouble Began

Brown said the trouble began yes-
terday morning when a boiler at the
plant went out of commission. Cur-
rent was shut off for a short time
while emplayes there brought steam
pressure up on another boiler,

“At 11:20 yesterday morning, a
5,000 kilowatt turbo-generator lost
a thrust bearing and it too went
out of action,” the secretary stated.
“That trouble caused the loss of a
sealing ring, which damaged the
generator considerably.”

Power was shut off again for a
short time while employes attempted
to bring the load up on some of
the lesser generators, At 11 o'clock
last night a smaller, 3000 kilowait
generator went-ouf due to a failure
of gaskets in the steam chest,

Generators Off 4

Brown declared this morning both
the generators are now off the line
and an engineer from General Elec-
tric is working on the smaller gen-
erator. At that time Brown said,
“We hope to have the smaller ma-
chine back on the line by noon, but
there i1s no guarantee of that.”

The 5000 kilowatt generator fs
badly damaged and it is not expect-
ed to be in operation for five days
or a week. The secretary explained
that the delay is caused due to a
lack of parts that must come from
the factory before repairs are made.

“We are getting approximately
1,000 kilowatts from Farmville at
the present time,” Brown reported.
“That is some help but it will not
be nearly enough and unless some-
thing happens we will have to con-
binue with supplying electricity at
intervals over our entire lines.”

Conserve Current

He cautioned consumers to cease
using current except for very ne-
cessary activities. A further sug-
gestion-is that all eustomers-eut off
entirely water heaters and corres-
ponding equipment which use so
much current.

“The peak use of electricity in
Greenville is from 10 am. to 12
noon, and from 5 pm. to 7 pm.”

The Bureau of Labor Statistics
said its consumers price index of
“market basket’ rose three-tenths

of one per cent in the 30-day
period. The Increase was due to
higher prices for goods and ser-
vices, feod. rent and fuel, eleelricity
and refrigeration.

The increase Riushed the index
to 189.6 per cent of 1935-39 prices—
half a point above the previous
record set last January. The new
index was 11.4 per rent higher than
just before Korea and 2.4 per cent
above a year ago

The new index means a wage
boost of one to two cents an hour
for more than 35,000 workers.
Wages of other workers tie. to the
Index are adjusted t other periods.

The bureau said the sharpest rise
was for miscellaneous goods and
services, such as physicians’ fees,
hospita] rates, laundry service and
streetcar fares,

In creases were alsc reported for
food, up three-tenths of one per
cent; rent, up two-tenths of one per
cent and fuel, electricity and re-
frigeration, up fust a fraction.
Decreases were reported for house
furnishings and clothing.

A Heat Wave

All of the heat engendered by the Demo-
eratic convention in Chicago seems to have
moved Southward and centered over East-
ern North Carolina.

And the miseries en-
gendered by the weather would have made
many fast friends among convention-goers,
if the saying “misery loves company” can
be believed.

One could talk with utter strangers
about the weather, and, being unable to
disagree ahout the heat, would part con-
vinced of the wisdom manifested bgy each
other. This would be helpful too, in mend-
ing the breach between Northern and
Southern elements in the Democratic Par-
ty because they need all the topics of mu-
tual agreement they can find.

Truly, political eonventions should he
staged in July . .. and in the middle of a
heat-wave.

National Whirligig

CHICAGO—"There were giants in those days”

If that nostalgic comment has been expressed
once during the long political deliberations here it
has been voiced al least a thousand times by veteran
politicos and newspaper observers,

It refers to the relative stature of the 1962 presi-
dent-makers, as contrasted with the key figures who
nominated Franklin D. Roosevelt and Herbert Hoover
in this same midwestern capital twenty years ago.

Regardless of the November outcome, the (wo
conventions' decisions here mark the end of a political
generation in American history, with respect to funda-
mental policies as well az personalities.

There is room for disagreement as to whether the
“giants” have vanished from the national scene. It ir
natural to think that the old days and faces are best,
although seientific evidence does not support that
theory. .

But there is no dissent from (he fact that the
great, presidential drima of 1982 will be played and
stage-managed by entirely different casts of charac-
ters on both sides. Rarely has there been such & rapid
and complete turnover of the nation's political help
and hierarchy

GRIM—Evary top man in the Roosevelt-Farley
blitzkrieg of 1932, which was set in motion in these
same, stuffy. smoke-filled hotel rooms, is dead, phy-
sically or politically, with the excepcion of former Na-
tional Chairman and Postmaster General James A.
Farley, who favored Barkley, and Speaker Bam Ray-
burn.

In fact. the Democrats’ 1962 difficulties, including
the convention strife, are that they have nobody with
the New Youker's strategic and organizing ability.
And, of course, nobody with his winning smile and
personality.

The Dems are grim guys these days, despite their
twenty vears of political power and prosperity. No
eandidate has come up with such a stirring tune as

the Roposevelt-Farley song that "Happy days are here

again.”

SURVIVORS—Franklin D. Roosevelt is sleeping
beneath the roses at Hyde Park. Willlam R. Hearst
and William @. McAdoo, who engineered the deal
that nominated Roosevelt over the opposition of the
Smith-Hague-Raskob forces, are gone. So are such
pro-Roosevelt operstors as “Kingfish” Huey Long,
ex-Senator Pat Harrison of Mississippi and ex-Mayor
Ed Kelly of Chicago.

Besides Farley, the only important survivors of
that day are pecan-raising “Jack” Garner, Speaker
Rayburn. the discredited Frank Hague of New Jersey
and "Ed" Flynn, the Bronx boss. And Flynn, who
folsted the malodorous O'Dwyer on Truman as Am-
bassador to Mexico, i absent because of iliness.

UNKNOWN-—Truman was then an unknown Mis-
souri county judge Vice President Barkley was a mere
first-term Senator, although important and oratorical-
ly flamboyant encugh to be chosen as the 1032 con-
vention keynotier, .

None of the leading candidates—Russell, Kelauver,
Harriman, Kerr, Stevenson, Sparkman—had ever held
an important national post. None of their political
managers had emerged from local obscurity. None
dreamed that they would be smiling and putiing on
makeup while pleading for delegate support on tele-
vision within twenty years. Television itself was ounly
& dream.

DRAMATIC—The shift in the Republicans’ cast
of characters is even more dramatic. Although it
oversimplifies to say that General Eisenhower's nomi-
nation signifies the destruction of the Old Guard,
the GOP has had ita face lifted. Such operations, of
oourse, are not guaranteed to be permanently effec-
tive, as 0 many women delegates know.

In 1932, General of the Army Bisenhower was only
a major. serving as alde to General Douglas Mac-
Arthur. The dismissed Far Eastern commander and
pro-Talt enthusiast was then Chief of Staff.

The wartime and postwar alteration of their mili-
tary roles accounts for MacArthur's prejudice toward
Ike. What man in any business likes to see his erst-
while messenger boy top him by earning world ac-
claim and winning a presidential nomination thereby?

NOBODIES—Qovernor Dewey, who turned his
political and publicity organization over to Ike in the
pre-convention struggle, was an unknown but ambi-
tious lawyer, only 30 years old. He admitx that: he
had no expectation of becoming a Republican Ke-
fauver and a two-time presidential loser.

8Senator Henry Cabot Lodge, Ike's pre-convention
manager. was Washington correspondent for a New
York newspaper in 1932, Newspaper work, as he used
to tell us, was only an apprenticeship for palitics. He
always  meant to follow in his grandfather's sena-
torial footsteps. He seems to be more successful in his
new carecer.

Two other men who helped to seal the nomination
for Ike—Governor Pine of Pennsylvania and ex-Gov-
ernor Stassen of Minnesota—were political nobodies
Iwenty vears ago. Fine was a county l=ader, and even
when he became a jufge, he saw nothing unethical
in holding political mestings in his chambers.

The  importance of insurance
protection to small business is
being underscored in & series
of “management aids” by the
Small Defense Plants Admini-
stration. The first one has been
published. It deals with fidelity,
forgery and surety bonds and
burglary insurance. Three more
will follow soon.

The publication, in describing
the various types of insurance
available in these classifications,
shows that the small operator
has a wide choice of coverages
and can select the bond or
policy most suite” to his needs.

For instance, it describes the
following types .f fidelity bonds:
bonds; blanket position bonds;
individual or name schedule bonds
position scheduie bonds, and
discovery bonds. Under forgery
bonds it describes depositors’
forgery bonds: imcoming check
riders and security bonds. Under
surety bonds it uetails license and
permit bonds; supply contract
bonds; customs bonds; internal
revenue bonds; court bonds; per-
formance bonds and payment.
The publication defines the
differences among burglary, rob-
bery, theft and larceny and de-
scribes these types of coverage:
storekeepers' burglary and rob-
bery; office burglary and robbery;
paymasier robbery; paymaster
broad form; mercantile safe bur-
glary; mercantile open stock
burglary; interior robbery; mes-
senger robbery; valuable papers
and records; accounts receivable;
securities insurance; money and
securities broad form; and com-
prehensive dishonesty, disappear-
ance and destruction.

“The only way in which you
can be certain that your business
15 properly protected by insurance
s to see your insurance agent,”
the publication warns, '“Just as
you are a skilled specialist in
manufacturing or some other
business, so is he an expert in
insurance. His services are avail-
able to you without charge.”

The leaflet is available from
field offides of the 8.

and the Department of Commerce.
In addition tor being helpful to
small business operators, it
should be a useful sales tool
for insurance brokers and agents

Rand was at the eigh-
teenth annual commencement of
the Miiton Hershey school, which
was established in 1909, and rich-
ly endowed by Milton 8. and Ca-
therine 8 Hershey exclusively for
orphan children. Several Hen-

derson people were recently at
Hershey and were greatly im-
pressed with the big business in
the little candy town, which as
towns go is only aBout the g'ze
of Henderson.

The enrollment of the school is
1,140 and 95 were in the gradua-
tion class. It is “a free education
and trade institute and home for
normal white, orphan boys" be-
tween the ages of 4 and 14. Ap-
plicants must be worthy and with-
out a father or a mother or both.
The boys are housed in homes.
averaging* 20 in number to a unit,
and each having house mothers
and house fathers.

Students are required to do farm
chores, with 1200 cows to milk
twice ‘a day by hand. and there
are 1407 acres in crops and pas-
tures on this candy estate, and

Hershey boasts of having the

country's biggest rose garden. The
schools are elementary, junior
high and senior high, and 3-year
courses are given in commercial,
academic or vocational courses
Electrical, printing, machinist, me-
chanical, plumbing and farming
trades are taught.

The Hersheys, who had no chil-
dren, left their candy fortune (the
endowment was 60 million dollars
An 1909) for fatherless or mother-
less lads who need a father, a
mother or a friend.

WABSHINGTON -- What do you
do about mildew? How do you
remove stains? How can yeu
wash white nylon articles and
keep them white? These are the
questions housevives are most
frequently asking Margaret Purry
just now.

Miss Furry, a textile chemist
of the U, 8. Department of
Agriculture, and her agsistants
have been working to find the
answers for some f{ime
thousands of laboratory tests.
Their findings are no offered. in
two leaflets, ‘‘Preventing and
Removing Mildew Heme Method”
and “Stain removal from Fabrics.”
To prevent mildew, says the

first publication, Keep things cle-
aned,-sired and dry. Clesn clothe
ing is less likely fo mildew tham
soiled clothing, Dampness causes
mildew. Adequate ventilation is
.essential, but houses should be
ventilated only when the - air
oulside is cooler and drier than
that indoors. To dry the air in
poorly ventilateu closéts, burn
continously & smal. electric light.
Run an electric fan in places
that cannot be exposed to out-
door breezes. Sometimes heating
the house briefly with stove,
furnace or electric heater will
remove the dampness Mechani-
cal air-dryers, such as the new
electric refrigerator type of de-
humidifier, actually remove the
moisture from the air. Some che-
micals help. Silica gel, activated
alumina, or calcium chloride,
sold in department or drug
stores, sometimes under various
trade pames, may be used.

“The washing of white nylon
used for nurses' and other uni-
forms, men's shirts and lingerie
~ to keep and restore its white-
ness - is an important laundering
problem, judging from the num-
ber of queries coming to the
Department of A riculture,” Miss
Furry told me. “After repeated
laundering of soiled samples of
white nylon in the laboratory
we found all detergents (soapless
cleaners) do a better cleaning
Job in soft than in hard water "

Furry also reports that
soaps and one synthetic detergent,
built with alkaline salts, provec
most effective in removing soil
from white’ nylon, “After 13
launderings of some 20 slips and
blauses, we found that no deter-
gent tested caused shrinkage or
weakening of the fabric but
white nylon, like other fabrics,
became dingy or yellowed by
repeated washing with soap tn

hn{; water,” she said.

Incidentally, pink, green,.peach,
blue and white have long been the
most popular colors in bathroom
tiles. Bince World War I, gray has
become the biggest seller in many
localities, But you can run into a
lot of trouble in picking tile colors
if you aren't careful. The material
is so permanent that you have to
pick a color that will be easy to live
with for the rest of your life.

Tile men will warn you not to
pick a color because it goes well
with some towels you have en hand.
You can always get towels, And
they'll advise you not to use more
than one, or at the most two colors
in a small bathroom.

The difference in cost for color
is negligible. Bome tile contractors
allow colors or white at the same
cost, if they are permitted to use
a black trim and black accessories.
But such accents can be distracting
and the difference in cost is worth
while.

Looking at a tlled bathroom, you
wonder why it costs so much any-
way. To stick those precision mea-
sured squares on the wall looks as
simple as laylng bricks (which
you've probably never tried). But
tllework is pretty much of an art.
Like all things that look simple, its
simplicity 1s very complicated.

For example, skilled tile setters
know a 16th of an inch so well that
when they join their work with
fractional pleces of ceramic mosiaca,

premounted on paper by precision
machinery, the whole job has a
uniform appearance.

And a good tiled bathroom would
float in the acean, if you dumped
it there., What it really amounts
to s a concrete shell faced with a
decorative glazing.  The making of
the mortar for that shell—the stuff
that bonds the tiles to the copper
lath—is a tricky business.

You'd never know there could be
50 much difference in sand until
you tried to mix the proper mortar
or grout for tile work. Ocean sand
is out. It can contain salt or min-
ute organic life, both of which
weaken a cement mixture. River
sand is out. It's usually dirty with
organic or vegetable matter. Pit
sand can contain loam or clay.
Natural sand, composed of rock
fragments, is okay. And screenings
from rock crushings, free from dust
or clay, can be stronger than na-
tural sand—if the screenings come
from the proper parent rock.

Tile setters have to work against
time in what is called the imtial
set in a mortar mixture. Once this
mortar begins to set, it can't be re-
worked with “water without losing
strength. 8o they used to use fire
clay to slow down the set and to
make the mixture more plastic un-
der the trowel.

According to specifications of the
Tile Council of America, che use of

fire clay is taboo. It weakens Port-
land cement.
