Steel May Start A Spiral

WA8HIN0T0N (UP> — The 

ipeclAl price hike granted the steel 
Industry wiU probably set off an 
epldero*'’ of wlce rises throughout 
tbs economy, price officials glumly 
forecast today.

They clung to their dire predic 
tlon of another round in the infla* 
tlonary spiral despite reliable re­
ports that Economic Stabiliser Ro­
ger L. Putnam was about to issue 
a sUtement saying the above-ceil­
ing price hike would be confined— 
as much as possible—to steel.

Now that the administration has 
breached the line as the cost of 
settling the steel strike, price offi­
cials saw little chance of withhold­
ing special price boosts for other 
Industries. With this in mind, they 
were trying to work out a “fair” 
translation of the steel price hike 
Into a formula for the rest of in­
dustry.

The only liope for minimizing the 
Impact of the steel price hike on 
the rest of the economy, officials 
argued, was to try to delay another 
general round of price increases.

• With delay, they said, there is a 
possibility rising production may 
offset the pressure for higher 
prioea.

Acting Defense MobUizer John R. 
8to e lp i^ .fn ti(ed  the steel indt»- 
try an aVerage $5.85 par ton in­
crease in steel prices when the 
strike-ending agreement was reach­
ed with the CIO United Steelwork­
ers. Steelmar said the special 
price rise was “necessary because 
of the position of the steel industry 
that it was not able to absorb the 
(wage) increases involved In the 
settlement and because of the dire 
need for steel products for defense 
and our civilian economy.” 

Steelman's action, in effect, ovér- 
rode the objections of Putnam and 
Price Stabilizer EUlls Amall, who 
had consistently held out for a 
price hike of no more than the 
$2.84 a ton which they said the 
steel industry was entiüed to under 
the controls law.

Ironically, the steel price in­
crease is within pennies of the offer 
made by former Defense Mobillzer 
Charles E, Wilson before the strike 
started. Wilson resigned after Pres­
ident Truman, on advice of Putnam 
and Arnall, refused to go along 
with Wilson’s offer.

ductic The much-loved Irish 
poUto, which reosntly has been 
spotlighted because of Government 
maneuverings, wUl be somewhat 
more plentiful this year than last 
The Indicated national potato out­
turn of 339.048,000 bushels Is 4 per 
cent larger than the short crop 
of 1951, but 18 per cent below the 
1941-1960 average. It ahould suf­
fice, although the margin may be 
none too wide. I expect about an 
average production of commercial 
truck crops, and a slightly below- 
average outturn of deciduous 
fruits in 1952.

CO’ITON AND OILSEED 
PROSPECTS

Although It is too early to fore­
cast as to the probable size of the 
1962 Ü.

According to reports, late in the 
18th century the hero of the battle 
of Ouillbrd Courthouse, Oen. Na- 

, thanlel Oreene. visited a short time 
with his older brother here. The 
oldw Oreene brother lived n
Martinsborough in a commu ,

that eventually came to be known 
as Qreeneville.

Attracted Notoriety 
The general spent a few days on 

the Martinsborough plantation and 
attracted wide notoriety among the 
ladies of the household. Unawed 
by his legendary reputation as a 
soldier and his reputed military ex­
ploits, they privately condemned 
him because of his grossly filthy 
habit of spitting on ^their clean 
floors.

Oeneral Oreene was a New Eng­
lander by birth and residence, and 
he came here to visit an older 
brother. The brother’s name is not 
remembered by his descendants, but 
he had migrated here from New 
England to establish a eoinmunity 
and later a town—which still bears 
his name.

Contrary to ancient and still, pop­
ular belief, the Oreene descend­
ants contend this city was not 

named for the commander of the 
Ouilford Courthouse engagement 

but for his brother. They say the 
city was named for the anonymous 
brother because he was instrumen­
tal in getting the courthouse mov­
ed from Martinsborough to what 
Is now Oreenville.

Martinsborough 
The old courthouse stood in Mar­

tinsborough. which was located 
about five miles East off the pres­
ent Washington highway. Martms- 
borough was the county seat pf 
Pitt County until the courthouse 
was moved here—and th?n Oreen­
ville became the seat of govern­
ment.

The older Greene brother who 
settled here owned an extensive 
plantation containing several hun­
dreds of acres. It encompassed all 
lands from Tar River South to 
Greene’s Mill Run and extended 
eastward, embracing acres now oc­
cupied by East Carolina College 
and College View development.

The plantation itself was a self- 
supporting community. It contained 
lumber mills, brick yards, grain 
mills and every other activity nec­
essary for sustaining life and main­
taining the rural luxury long as­
sociated with Southern plantation 
Uving.

Oldest House
Edward Harris of Greenville, a 

descendant of the Greenes, says one 
of the houses on the estate—which 
was a ̂ Greenville landmark until 
last year-w as one of the oldest 
houses in the city still standing.

Known alternatively as the "Old 
Harris house’’ and the "old Greene 
place,” the structure came into the 
possession of G. E. Harris—Edward 
Harris’ father—when Mary Greene 
Harris died. Adjacent to the "old 
Harris house”—and once a part 
of the property—is a building on the 
comer of ’Third and Cotanche 
streets now occupied by a local 
plumbing concern.

‘«Doctor’s Shop”
The building was ordered ouUt 

by Mary Greene as an office for 
her nephew, who was a physician. 
The structure came to be identi­
fied with him through the years and

night passed that some member of 
the Greene family did not sleep in 
tha ‘̂old Harris house.” After her 
death the house was locked up for 
tbs fiiU time in more than 100 
yean.

NEW BEI3F0RÍD, Mass. (AP) — 
The manager of a golf course in 
France, laid out on a one-time hunt­
ing preserve used by Napoleon, was 
delighted to get from a New Bed­
ford tree fancier a descendant of the 
willow that shaded Napoleon’s grarve.

“There’s hardly a willow around 
here that didn’t  come from Napo­
leon’s grave,” according to Laurence 
Brooks, retired cotton broker whose 
hobby now is wood and trees.

The island of St. Helena where 
Napoleon was exiled and died was a 
port of call for whaling vessels, 
Brooks points out, and many a New 
Bedford whaling captain and cap­
tain’s wife broke off a twig from 
the willow over Napoleon’s grave. It 
was brought home in a water-filled 
bottle to root in New Bedford soil.

It was from such a willow, plant­
ed in Milton, Mass., by the wife of 
a whaling captain from this area 
that the willow gift to the French 
golf course was taken.

Russell Stronger 
Than fxpeded In 
Staging Contest

CHICAGO (UP)^ — Dick Russell 
went down the same way he began 
his bold try for the presidency- 
fighting bard but smiling and philo­
sophical.

“ No regrets,” the balding Geor­
gia Democrat told newsmen after 
he had pledged bis support to Gov 
Adlai E. Stevenson when his own 
chances collapsed on the third 
ballot.

“I fought a clean, hard fight and 
I have no regrets,” Russell said. 
Weary as he was. he could still 
smile as warmly as ever.

All he wants now, Russell said, 
"is to get some rest.”

Amid the bedlam of the conven­
tion hall mob, Russell followed Sen. 
Estes Kefauver to the speaker’s 
stand and promisee his backing to 
the party nominee.

“ I fought clean,” Russell said, 
and ‘(waged an independent battle 
without seeking any deals.”

The 54-year-old Georgia senator 
gave It a real go in a campaign 
that was all but doomed from the 
time it began, and for a few tense 
hours he was a formidable force 
in the battle for the party ’s highest 
post.

Russell was a strong third on the 
first and second roll calls. When 
the third began, be held the all- 
important balance of power.

At the end of that vote, when he 
weRt to the stand to pledge his 
support, he got a thunderous ova­
tion from delegates of tiie North 
and South alike.

He could have “thrown in” early 
to the Stevenson forces on the pay­
off third ballot, and become a key 
figure h naming the vice president.

The temptation stirred some of 
his backers strongly, but Russell 
said no. He’d "ride it down” and 
did, and the core of his support 
stuck to the end.

Branded from the start a “sec­
tional” candidate, Russell worked 
the country from ''oas'«to coast in 
a dogged effort to make his bid a 
’’national” campaign.

He picked up support that some 
said he couldn’t get. It wasn’t 
enough but it was the closest any 
"regular” Southerner had come in 
almost a generation.

Luther Hodges. Democratic nom­
inee for L!eutenar\t Governor of 
North Carolina, spoke the sent! 
ments of mpst pi the members of the 
delegation when he commented. “1 
would have preferred Russell, be­
cause he had a better balance and 
could show the nation the South 
can still produce a great president 
If it had to be someone else. 1 pre­
fer it be Stevenson. I think Steven­
son has patriotism, dignity and 
honesty, and he can put country 
before party.”

Delegation chairman Cameron 
Monrlson. the aging horse of North 
Carolina politics, termed Stevenson’s 
nomination as “great, magnificent.' 
On the convention floor in the wee 
hours this morning, however, it was 
evident Morrison was somewat dis­
appointed the North Carolina dele­
gation would not swing to Stevenson 
in th t final minutes of balloting. 
North Caroina held 24 of Its 32 con­
vention votes for Russell until the 
moliMj that the nomination of 
Stevenson be declared unanimous.

Delegate John Q Clark of Green­
ville commented after the conven­
tion recessed about 2:46 this morn­
ing, “Tm delighted I had the plea­
sure to vote for such a fine gentle­
man and statetman as Senator Diclr 
Russell. I have no apology to make 
for sticking by Ru.ssell. Our nomi­
nee (Stevenson) for president made 
a fine speech tonight, and I sin­

1 
think we can live with the plat- 
fmm ’ Winslow added that h» 
thought the North Carolina dele­
gation did right to stick by Russel!, 
and I’m glad we did.

Jack Spam oí Oreenville said Ik 
was highly plea .sed with Stevenson’ 
nomination, but added, "I’m glad w< 
didn’t leave Russell." Spain, aftei 
talking with Russell’s secretary ear­
ly this morning said Russell had 
been offered the vice-presidential 
nomination if he would swing his 
support to Steven.son, which he re­
fused to do. When he appeared be­
fore the convention aftei Steven­
son’s nomination last night, the 
Georgian declared he had “made no 
deals” in his campaign for the nom­
ination.

Mo.st of North Carolina's delega 
lion here expressed similar react­
ions to Stevenson’s victory and Rus­
sell’s defeat. Of course tlie membere 
of the delegation who sided with 
Stevenson from the first of the bal­
loting were highly pleased at having 
picked the winner.

costs have run allgbtlj below ori­
ginal estimates, msintcnance costs 
substantially above. The tingle- 
table Jobs have a very high 
maintenance coat, and there U 
some doubt whet.ier the service 
they render JuaUfies that cost. 

Effort Is being made to find 
locsUons for two or three tables 
close together t- conserve the 
cost of garbage collection and 
other Items of upkeep.

CG-OPERATION - Travelers, 
have shown app.eclstion for the 
t acuities by co-operating in koM»- 
Ing the lltUe parks clean.

Quite a stir in retaU adverttaing 
has been caused by the fall and 
winter catalog of < Montgoiaery 
Ward.) one of the workl'a largest 
mail-order houaoa. 'The models 
are gone. Apparel is ahown with 
out the help of display' on leggy 
girla. Even hosiery, iradittonaUy 
shown on well-turned and often 
frolicking gams, are pictured 
draped over anooymoua hands.

The catalog Imuóc believes that 
pictures apparel without models 
wUl sell better titan plcturea at 
girls.
This la it’s thinking:
Models, in attracting attention 

to themselves, draw attentl<m away 
from the apparel. By lea'Ving out 
ttie models, it is possible to use 
larger pictures of the garment 
Itaelf, permitting the use of 
greatér detail.

While the company has not 
made this point, it is also pos­
sible that pictures of garments 
alone will eliminate disappoint­

ments that arise when portly or 
abort customers compare their 
reflections in the mirror with 

pictures of the garments on tall, 
allm models. * '

Economy does not appear to 
be a motive» What is saved in 
model hire is probably spent in 
more detailed art work and pro­
duction. It takes more work and 
time to photograph or draw a 
garment without a body insidt 
if the drape and dimensional 
appearance is to be stressed.

Retailers outside the mail-order 
field are wondering whether they 
should follow the example in 
their advertiaing. They suspect 
the mail-order company would not 
have made the change without 
thorough testing.

It won’t be wise for retailers 
to accept the twitch without 
question. TiKhniques that sell by 
mall are not necessarily those 
that sell in stores. Customer’s 
reactions may be influenced by 
their income level; whether they ' 
live in cities, sihall towns or 
rural areas; by the section of 
the country in which they live, 
and by what they are used. to.

The best proccilure will be for 
merchants to make their own 
te.sts, advertising *he same goods 
with and without models under 
conditions in which the selling 
power of each ad can be deter­
mined.

Its  .standing as a national foot­
ball and ba.sketball power could be 
a t stake In a clo.sed hearing before 
the Southeastern Conference Execu­tive Committee.

The silence of commlttaemen 
couldn’t hide the fact that Ken­
tucky was called to defend iUself 
apd this stirred speculation tha t 
some sort of penalty was being pon­dered.

Evidence against the school Is 
contained in a report submitted by 
SEC Commissioner Bemle Moore, 
who Investigated a New York Jucige’s 
accusation fhat Kentucky’s athletic 
program was highly systematized and commercialized.

Moore .spent three days in Lex 
Ington, Ky.. home of the univerilty 
late In May and continued his In 
qulry another three weeks after re 
turning to his office in Birmingham

His report was studied la.st night 
by the five college heads, who, with 
himself, make up the executive com 
mittee. Today they will hear Dr. H. 
L. Donovan. Kentucky president, and 
Dean A. D. Kirwin, the faculty advisor on athletics.

In answering charges hurled by 
Judge Saul Streit of New York. Dr 
Donovan .said the univensity was 
prepared to accept part of the blame 
for the bribery scandal Involving six 
of its ba.sketball players.

He vowed that "never again shall 
a scandal be.smirch the name” of 
the University of Kentucky. To as­
sure this, he said some reforms 
would be made. There would be no 
more generous expense and enter­
tainm ent allowances for athletics 
after bowl games Undesirable re­
cruiting of athletics would be elimi­nated, he said.
