WASHINGTON (UP) —The gov­

ernment formally authorized higher 
prices on steel and automobiles 
today, and enlisted the house-wlves 
of 54 cities to help enforce ceilfags 
in grocery stores.

Three orders, destined to affect 
millions of American families, 
rolled off the mimeograph ma­
chines of the Office of Price Stabili­
zation.

Price Stabilizer Elite AmaU, still 
grumbling about having to do it, 
gave the steel Industry the official 
nod to raise the price oí carbmi 
steel by $5.20 a ton, and the prices 
of costlier alloy and stainless steels 
by 4.7 per cent across the board.

The price increasee were part 
of the deal that settled the 55^ay

Thft ivftpydfty impresitoii that people 
havft more money in their pockeU than 
ever bafora ii not ju it idia chatter. At 
least it is true according to government ita- 
tiaticSi^that more money is passing through 
peoples' pockets than previouily.
• Oae report by a ffovernment agency 

ahowa th t per capita income in the United 
SUtea dtmng 1961 was 10 per cent higher 
than the previous year. At the seme time 
another government report shows ths sv- 
ersge American iamily is spending six per 
cent more than its sverigs sarnings during 
the year.

Taken together, the two statisticsl re* 
ports point to ths conclusion that the 
erican# people are living higher on the hog 
than in previous years ; ind  in spite oí the 
fsct they sre better sble finsnciilly to do 
so, they are continuing to follow the gov­
ernment principle of deficit spending.

The per capita income in the ns|ion rose 
from 11,489 in 1960 to $1,584 in 1961. At 
the aame time a survey of 91 cities end 
towns Shows the average family income in 
the nation i t  $4,300 after personal taxes; 
and the average iamily expenditures at 
$4,700.

Even in the face of the stat^tics pointing 
te the fact that the average family is living 
beyond its means, there is significance in 
the per capita uicome report — particular* 
ly for the Southern elates. While the na­
tional per capita income increased 10 per 
cent during the year, in the state of South 
Carolina the per capita income increaseá 
28 per cent from 1950 ^o 1951. Georgia 
and V îrginla showed per capita increases 
of 16 per ceht during the year.

The Commerce Department says 11 
Southeastern states had a per capita in­
come one-third lowjr than the national 
average. It was pointed out, howevér, that 
the 15 Southern states in 1961 had a per 
capita income 65 p*r cent of the nation’s 
average, whereas in 1929 the per capita 
income of the 15 states was only 47 per 
cent of the nation’s averagg.

A good farm year in 1951 was credited 
with ft large portion of the per capita in­
come increase for South Carolina, but 
throughout the Southern states it is evi- 
dSnt that the influx of industry as well as 
improved farming methods sre being felt 
in ths increasing income of the average 
man.

Slowly the South is closing the gap which 
■ has sepirsted it from other sections of the 
nation in per capita income in past de­
cades. As the South's development pro­
gram continues at ita rapid pace, the diff­
erential will become less and leu.
There It More To Do Than Catch The Killer

t t h  trigedy which struck Grsenvills 
mftrning in ths death of Police 

ftm  B. l ii i ii  must not go unsc

through every grain of evidencs which 
might Issd to the slayer or slayers who 
shot the policeman in cold blood in the 
dark alley. As yet, they apparently have 
■ot aatiafiid th e s^ iv es  as to the identity 
of the killer.

The eitisens of Pitt County are anxious 
that the slayers bs found and brought to 
justics; but ws are sure no individuals sre 
more anxious to find ths slsysri than the 
law enforeement o ffk e ti of the commun­
ity. Because of the scant eluss with which 
the officers have to work, it may take 
some time to find the slayers. The Refl 
tor ie confident the local police will a 
relinquish their search until ths guilty 
peraon is brought to justice.

It indeed was a tragic thing that Milla 
lost his life while seeking to protect the 
property of local citizens. IVsgic as it was, 
Greenville is fortunate since it has not 
previously had an officer slain in the line 
of duty. From the tragedy the city should 
lesm  many lesson.  ̂ that could play a big 
part in preventing such a thing from hap­
pening again.

Many of the alleys in the city's busineu 
district are poorly lit by inadequate over­
head lights. It was in one of these dark 
alleys that Mills met his*death. Had the 
alley been properly lighted, the polica- 
man might be alive today.

iTo go a step further, there are two foot 
patrolmen who are alone on their beats 
checking streets and alleys throughout 
the night. Mills was on one of these lone 
patrols when he met his slayers. Had he 
been accompanied by another officer 
there is a pood chance he would be alive 
today.

It would not cost the city a staggering 
sum to adequately light the alleyi in 
Greenville. Neither would it bankrupt the 
city to provide funds for two additional 
members of the police force to make the 
solitary night heats unnecessary. Both 
steps would enhance greatly the protec­
tion afforded the individual officer while 
on duty, and at the same time it would 
give iddrtional protection to the livea and 
property of the citizena of Greenville.

The death of Officer Mills can not be 
undone. Nevertheless, steps should be 
taken to prevent a similar fate befalling 
another member of the Greenville police 
foi^ce.

If you aaw th t newt release Sun­day by the Aaaociaied Preaa con­cerning televialon in North Caro­
lina you no doubt ooncluded that It will be forever and a day before Greenville gets a TV .station. In 
my opinion AP has painted the picture blacker than it is. and here are my reasons for thinking so;The story said that Greenville is 330th on the Hat ’That'i quite 
true, but approximately 330 of the 330 will be set aside at the FCC comes to them for various reason*; Seme will be from cttiea where 
more than one application has been submitted, which means that there will be a competitive hear­ing that will take years. Other citlei, like Rocky Mount, for ex­
ample, have been put In line on the schedule and do not even have 
an application cm file. So you can see that our position number 320 doean’t mean a thing. A more ac­
curate statement would be that we are approxlmiiely 100th on the list.

So then comes the big question: When will approval come? My 
prediction la that it, will come within 90 days. After approval, it 
will take from four to tlx months to build the atatlon.

Here are my reasoni fat saying approval will come In 90 days: The first application was passed by the FCC July ISth. Since then, 36 approvals have been given, or 
1.3 per day. If the FCC keeps up the tame rate of speed, it will be exactly 83 days before they get to Greenville. But it ia more.likely that they will apeed up the pro­cedure. Appllcationa are still com­ing in, but for evei7 one that is uncontested It is sate to say there will be a contested one. which will 
not affect the .schedule of con­sidering uncontested applications because it will balance Itself out.Our local atatlon has received approval from the Civil Aeronau­tics Authority to extend the tower of WOTC-TV to 377 feet. The orig­inal plan called for a 538-foot

towar, but in order to extend the 
signal. It was decided to raise the tower. In order to erect a tower that high, it is neeesaary to get special pel mission from the CAA. The Greenville station will have a video power of 100,000 watts tnd an audio power of 50,000 watts.

The FCC has separated the TV applications into two lists, which they call A and B. The A list con­sists of towns with no TV station within 40 miles ot them. ’The B Hat la towns with TV within 40 milee. The original plan was to consider the A list first, wh^ch ’would certainly make sense. How­
ever, the FCC Is considering both lists at the same time.

Perhaps they will decide, to con­sider the applications In the logi­cal way before long, which will further speed up our chances. But even If they don t, I still predict that we will be on the air in nine months.

Salesmen, handling more 
products, would have opportimlt- les for larger commissions. Buy­ers would like It because It would mean one less salesman to inter­view. Ai each staff put its own 
other company’s products, total sales might improve.

The sturdy, brawn-skinned Sa­
moans made s 3,27$ mile ocean 
voyage from Pago Pigo to Hawaii 
to ^nllst voluntarily in the armed 
servlcaa. They were among a $31- 
person contingent which included 
dependens of Samoans serving 
with thé 14th naval district In'Ha- 
wali.The trip was made aboard the 
military transport President Jack­
son but tha paasengars paid their 
fare.

Earlier their year, Gov. Phelps 
Phelpa of American Samoa lashed 
out at Defense Department policy 
for falling to sat up recruiting' 
faciittles. He claimed that the 
“short-sighted” policy waa depriv­
ing willing Samoans of an oppor­
tunity to join the U.S. armed 
services.

A considerable group of Samo­
ans are on duty with the Navy and 
Army in Hawaii. Fifty former 
members of tha Fits Fita national 
guard made the. round-trip to Sa­
moa. along with II fellow marines, 
to aid their islanders to make tha 
mass migration to Hawaii.

Apply Dally 
Capt. Kenneth S. Hino, head of 

the U.S. Army Pacific recruiting 
force, said about 76 Immigrant 
Samoans appeared daily at the 
Honolulu office to seek enlistment.

Hino said they will be accepted 
If they meet enlistment require­
ments, which Include medical 
clearance oertiflcataa, declarations 
of intent to become American cit­
izens, and successful scores in the 
Army’a mental aptitude snd phys­
ical examinationa.

The single men will be iccept4Ki 
in the regular army, while married 
men wlOt dependents first must 
join tha organised reserve corps. 
The latter also must obtain ex­
tended duty approval before being 
sworn into the Army.

JACKSON ,Mtsa. (UP)~A Demo­
cratic faction beaten by Oov. Adlal 
atcv^nson’s victory to the state con­
vention huddled today to plan strat­
egy for mustering a States Righto 
slate for Eisenhower.

The “Eisenhower . mocrato” led 
by former Lt. Oov. Sam Lumpkin 
expecteu to be bolstered by a num­
ber of ex-Oov. Fielding Wright’s 
“no-pledge” followers at thein pub­
lic session.

Both groups of disgruntled Dem­
ocrats use the States Righto label 
and both lost their fight against 
outright support of the Democrstic 
Ucket at the reconvened state Dem­
ocratic convention yesterday.

By a resounding 223 to 511-3 vote 
the convention decided to list Mis­
sissippi Democratic electors f<w 
Stevenson and Sen. John J. fi^rk- 
man without qualification, after 
beating down bitter opposition.

The convention by smaller mar­
gins defeated minority proposals to 
free the electors from Stevenson, 
and put up a “apllt” slate that 
would allow voters to decide be­
tween Stevenson snd unpledged 
electors.

Lumpkin was reported ready to 
resign his Job as director of the 
Mississippi Employment Securito 
Commission to devote his time to 
forming a full-fledged third party.

Wright, the vice - presidential 
nominee of the 19̂ 3 States Righto 
party, offered to resign as Demo­
cratic national committeeman after 
the conventloa flaUy committed It­

self to Stovmaon, but Ms offer was
tabled.

The convtntioD majority also 
showed itself by no moans whoUy 
in sccord with the national party 
by declaring tha commitment to 
Stevenson did not constitute tn 
"endorsemwit” of him or the party 
platform.

Oov. Hugh White ,who Joined 
Oov. James P. Byrnes of South 
Carolina In a atand for party 
loyalty, won a personal vtetory in 
the course the eoovanUoo finally 
chose.

Delegates voted 211 14 to 70 14 
against a substButo resolution of 
Walter Sillers to put up. two slates 
of electors-one pledged to Steven­
son and the other unpledged.

Lt. Oov. Carroll Oartln then tried 
to table an earlier resolution to 
postpone pledging the electors, thus 
leaving them free, for the time be­
ing at least, to vote for Eisen­
hower.

Lumpkin, who had inroposed the 
first resolution, demanded a roll 
9all of the 82 county delegations 
and they voted down the resolution 
194 1-3 to 55 1-2.

The ebb of strength among both
no-pledge” and “pro-Eisenhower” 

followers was signalled by an ova­
tion given C. BidweU Adams of 
Pass Christian after his colorful 
address on behsdf of Stevenson and 
Sparkman.
