In the past few yeara  interest in local 
aporta teams has shown a  m arked increase 
in Pitt County, and by th a  same token, the 
quality of perform ance on the football 
f ieldi hereabouts has  improved. This fall 
ihould be ano ther  outstanding fooihall 
year  ip Pitt County.

Didya ever take pe r t icu la r  notice of the 
jaywalkers in Greenville who daily anarl 
lines of traffic, cause qu ick  stops and n ea r ­
heart  attacks along the  streets  of the city's 
business section?

With the one-way tra ff ic  system, jay- 
welkeri are tak ing a g rea te r  chance now 
than ever before even in Greenville. T raf- 
fic ia moving faster, tu rn s  a re  being m ade 
closer to the curb, t n d  the  jay w alke r  ia 
causing not only o ther pedestrians, bu t po­
lice officers and motorists to almost pull 
the ir  hair out.

Bo far  as we have been able to de te rm ­
ine, there are three principal ca tegorie i in­
to which these hab itua l jayw alkers  m a j 
be cJaaied.

There is the “o ra to r"  who finds a f riend 
or some other pedea tr iea  who will we Ik e

couple of blocks with him. No sooner has 
ha s ta r ted  walking th an  he beg in s -ex ­
pounding his pet theory  on government, 
fishing o r  any other subject, and for ail 
practical purposes becomes oblivious of 
other pedestr ians t n d  motor traffic. When 
ha comet to  a  corner, he forgets the traffic 
light, and  trudges  ou t in the  path  of t ra f ­
fic w ithou t pausing to tea  if he ia walking 
with or aga ina t the  tra ff ic  aignal. In so do­
ing. b t  n e v e r  loses a word, bu t ba riaki hia 
limbe If no t hia life.

Then th e re  ie the efficiency guy who 
makee a bee-line for his destination. Con­
vinced th a t  he must take  the s tra ight line 
which ii  th e  ihortest diatance between two 
points, he daahes across the  street at' any 
place is  the  block instead of walking to the 
com er and  crossing in the lane m arked for 
pedeatrians. Then there  it  the  “ am bler” 
who ploda along with no par t icu lar  desti­
nation, and no conscious in terest in traffic 
lights or vehicle trsff ie . He's the guy who 
never sees a car until he hears  a horn oy a 
sharp screech of brakes. And h e ’s usually 
the guy who gives the motorist th a t  “ I was 
here f i rs t” giara when h e -w a lk i  into the 
path of a  ear.

A lm oit without exception, the  jayw alk­
er m ean i no harm. Ha doesn’t  w an t to get 
hurt, nor doei he w an t to cause anyone 
else to ge t  hurt. He jus t hasn ’t gotten 
around to considering the  advisability of 
crossing a street a t  the  corner with the 
traffic light. If he has considered the m at­
ter, he has long since absent-mindedly dis­
regarded  the  consideration.

One w'sy streets in Greenville have step­
ped up the  flow of traff ic , and have made 
the avocation of jayw alk ing  an unwise 
ont indeed. Greenville police s r t  exerting 
every e f fo r t  to eliminate the jaywalking 
in tha business district ; bu t they c sn ’t  sc- 
eomplish th e ir  tesk w ithout the coopers- 
tion of pedeatr ians genera)ly and the habit­
ual j a y w a l k e n  in particu lar .

In considering TV applications, 
please ignore this request for in­
formation. You see. I'm lu.st a 
John Doe who Is about to have a 
fit to see television. I also realize 
tha t our town of Greenville ha* 
an application in for a station, 
the freeze ha* been off since Juiy 
1st, snd our application ha* been 
deemed 10 per cent in order by 
Wa.shirfgton attorney.* Al.*n, no

other town h ta  applied for our 
channel n ine" The letter I wrote 
also a.«ked my permíá.siofi to print 
hia reply and emphasized the fact 
that Greenville people would like 
to know why we can not get the 
PCC's OK now. Paul aaid it wa* 
all right to print his answer .

"I have your letter of August 
14. 1052. concerning television ser­
vice in Greenville, North Caro­
lina, and requesting informvtlon 
as to the time when an application 
for a television station in tha t city 
will be considered by the Commis­
sion. *a

"As you know', the Commission s 
Temporary Proce.wing Procedtire 
for television applications provide* 
for the proceaslon of appllcaMons 
for cities which have no television 
.service *A-2 group' in the order 
of populatloi^ of those cities. 
Greenville, North Carolina, is 
32lst city in the A-2 groua To 
date (the letter i« dated Septem­
ber 3rd» the Commi.sston has con­
sidered applications for ttie first 
27 cities in that group."

Tha remainder of Chairman 
Walker’s letter explains the list 
which he enclosed of all cities 
granted channels and the public 
notice of the lift of the freeze. 3o 
you can see that the Chairman 
of the PCC will say nothing ex­
cept th a t we are 321st on the list. 
He did not say that there are 129 
cities on the list th a t'h av e  not, 
and let me repeat have not, even 
filed an application for a channel! 
He also doesn't admit tha t of the 

.remaining 192 cities probably half 
have more than one application 
for a channel and will have to be 
tied up In hearings in order to 
determ ine’'which town or station 
gets the allocation. The hearings 
will be set aside for a later dale 
and consequently that action will 
speed up the processing of uncon­
tested applications, of which 
Greenville is one.

My initial prediction still 
stands: Last month I wrote that 
Greenville will get official OK in 
83 days and the station will be on 
the air six months from then.

And I thank Chairman Walker.

Today Jesse Jam es would have 
to sharpen his technique con.sid- 
erably to su;vive in a crime 
field that has become a big 
business, truck cargo theft*.

Looting the heavily-laden behe­
moths of the highways is now a 
highly’lui rative industry for well- 
organized gangs who operate with 
ihe timed precision of a pio- 
fe.*.sional football team maknig a 
louch-down play.

The rew ards are high. In some 
'hijackings single trucks have 
yielded $100.000 in furs, $40,000 
in cigarets, or — as in one case 
— $30,000 worth of brassieres

Truck hijacking has become so 
Widespread that losses ro.se from 
22 million dollars in 1945 to 66 
million in 1951, and some insurance 
experts fear the toll this year 
may reach 75 million.

Here is the kind of cargo these 
crim inal specialists go for, as 
m easured by losses last year; 
clothing, food, textiles, tobacco, 
furs, liquor, m etals, television 
sets, money, and furniture.

"All it requires to steal a 20- 
ton truck is nerve," said Jack 
Seide. 42, head of Babaco Alarm 
Systems, a piorvecr in truck car­
go protection.

"C ontrary to the public’s 
idea.” he said, "m ost truck Jii- 
jackmgs don't occur on lonely 
stretches of the open road at 
gunpoint.

"Nlnety-nme per cent are pull­
ed off in a metropolitan area. 
They arc usually thefts from un­
attended vehicles. Gunplay Is 
very rare , because It is unneces­sary .”

Some gangs set up their jobs 
with inside help from trucking 
firm employes, whom Seide feels 
aren 't carefully checked for past 
crim inal records. Some gangs loot 
unguarded truck.s on the s pot ,  
others drive them aw’ay and 
empty the contents a t their lei­
sure. then abandon the vehicles.

Seide becam» interested in the 
problem as a young t r a v e 11 r, g 
salesm an for a jewelry and watch 
supplies firm shortly after grad­
uating from high school.
