Egypt’s New Premier|
Also Invokes Stern!
New Land Reform|
Bill

CAIRO, Egypt (UP) — Premier;
Gen. Mohammed Naguib's new |
cabinet ‘»day dissolved all political
parties and ordered landlords to
surrender all their land in excess|
of 200 acres for rec’ ‘vibution to|
laudless peasants. .
The two historical decrees at one |
stroke altered ‘the whole basis of |
Egypt's political and economic life.
They were designed to wipe out
political corruption and end the
feudal economic system that has
kept milliohs of Egyptians in virtual |
serfdom for centuries.

Former Premier Aly Maher ex-
plained his sudden resignation last
Sunday by saying “I took the initia-
tive to resign so power could be
concentrated in one hand in the
interest of the nation."”

“There had been various sug-
gestions to achieve unity of power,"”
he said in an exclusive interview.

The Sabre-MIG duels came while
Thunder jets from two fighter-
bomber wings roared over the
military academy at Sakchu deep
northwest Korea, only 39 miles
from the Chinese Communist base

Industries Will Not
Look For Greenville

Greenville's enthusiasm for securing new
industry for the community has been re-
kindled by the discussion here Friday night
by Paul Kelly, chief industrial engineer of
the State Department of Conservation and
Development.

Now that the new spark has been struck,
the enthusiasm should not be aliowed to
smolder and go out as has been the case
in too many instances in the past. It must
be fanned into a flame by constant work
by Greenville citizens,

Citizens of the city are aware of the
many advantages Greenville has to offer
industries which are looking new localities.
They are conscious too of the shortcomings
of the city and of the steps which need to
be taken to provide industrial sites, build-
ings, better recreation facilities, more hous-
ing and other things to make the Green-
ville area more attractive to industry than
it already is.

Kelly pointed out a number of industries
which would be adaptable to Greenville
because of its labor supply, its natural ad-
vantages and other factors. He stressed
the importance of buildings for industries,
recreation facilities of the city and what
he termed “intangibies’—the friendliness
of the community and the way it treats
new industries and new people.

The speaker likewise pointed to the im-
portance of planning the type industries
the city would like to have, and urged
prospecu“be “invited” by mail and other
methods to consider locating in Greenville.
This inviting, however, must be done in a
much stronger form than merely by a
brochure sent from the Chamber of Com-
merce. It will take concerted effort by a
well organized, relatively large group of
citizens to properly impress upon industries
the facilities Greenville has to offer. One
man at the Chamber of Commerce or in any
other organization can not be expected to
do all the work. Neither can one organiza-
tion be expected to perform miracles when
it does mot have sufficient financial back-
ing of the businesses of the city to operate
on the scope it must to compete with simi-
lar organizations in other cities.

This business of attracting new industries
is becoming one of the most competitive
fields in the South. If Greenville is to im-
prove its showing®in the field, it must pro-
vide not only funds but efforts by individu-
al citizens toward attracting new industries
to the city.

The agricultural leg of Pitt County's
economy is indeed strong. But every com-
munity needs two legs for its economy to
stand on. Pitt County’s industrial leg, al-
though it has developed a great deal in re-

~ cent years, is still in its infancy. If the leg
_is to be strengthened, new industries must

be secured. The desired result will not be
attained by waiting for new industries to
' to Greenville. Greenville must go
et new industries to come to Pitt

County.

It is a project which is eontinuous in its
scope, long range in its effects. It is a pro-
jeet which takes wotk and plenty of it.
Otherwise we'll just rock along taking what
comes our way, and let many prospects be
lured to other localitiex which are going
after mew industries in a positive, compet-
tive way.

Who Cannot Feel
Some Compassion?

It is a dreadful thing to ba young and
alone in the midst of personal crisiz. No
one to turn to, no one to share a frighten-
ing burden, no one to console the despair-

ing spirit. :

Fortunately there are few who have ever
found themselves in such an atmosphere of
complete aloneness; always, or nearly so,
there is a friend, a husband, a wife, a fath-
er or mother ., . someone who can stretch
out a hand of compassion; who can, by
word or sign, ease that burden of abject
‘mirery,

Thoge who have gone through such an
ordenl do not willingly recall the minutes
and hours that stretched out into eons. The
mere surviving of such a crisis is not
enough, its very memory must be erased.

We have in our midst these days two
yvouths seized up in a series of events over
which they seeming had control but lacked
comprehension of the forces set in motion.
These boys, and they are scarcely more
than that, possessed the same potentials
for good as any person. But now they find
themselves pulled deep into troubles too
great for any but the most hardened out-
caste,

They are prisoners of a “friendly” com-
munity, but they are far from home and
can claim few friends from among the peo-
ple here. Their status is doubly darkened
by virtue of their reported confession to
the crime of murder.

So they sit alone, and wait, Fearful of
the future, unhappy over the events of the
past, almost completely alone in the pres-
ent,

Who ix there with a heart so cold they
cannot feel some measure of compassion
for these boys and the tragedy in which
thev have been caught up?

National Whirligig

WASHINGTON—Great Britain is approaching
such a state of economic collapse that a vast new
program’ of Ameriean aild will soon be required to
bolster our principal Buropean ally, even though Presi-
dent Truman and Becretary Dean Acheson are ex-
tremely reluctant to introduce this issue in the midst
of a presidential campaign. But the crisis cannot be
concealed much longer.

As General Georgé C. Marshall did in 1944. when
the former Secretary of State persuaded Governor
Thomas E. Dewey not to reveal military secrets during
the presidential struggle, Administration leaders would
like to take both General Eisenhower and Governor
Stevenson into their confidence on this probiem. In-
deed, they would go further,

‘BRIEFING'—They are toying with the idea of
“briefing” both nominees on the subject of Britan's
needs, and asking them to agree to the proposed reme-
diex. In view of their general agreement on the ques-
tion of collective security through the cooperation of
Buropean nations. especially England, it is believed
that their reaction would be favorable ’

Although Esenhower declined President Truman s
offer to keep both him and his opponent mformed on
international developments between now and Novem-
ber 4, Tke agreed to comsult with the White House
whenever an emergency necessitated it. He could
hardly refuse to sit in under the circumstances now
developing at London and Washington

LONG-RANGE—As & matter of fact,The con-
templated financial, commercial and military rein-
forcement has such a long-range and far-reaching
aspect that it would have to be underwritten by the
two candidates, one of whom will succeed Truman.

Whoever enters the White House next January
will have the responsibility of executing the agreement,
and of persuading Congress to approve thosesportions
of the program which require legislative ratification

The preliminary and immediately essential parts
of the plan, however, can become cffective simply oy
executive mction. But Truman hesitates to inaugurace
it without bipartisan backing for fear of its politically
explosive effect.

CRITICAL—Britain’s general sconomic condition
At home and abroad has fallen into a far more critical
state than at any time since World War IT, according
to advices from 10 Dowrlng Street. Despite billions
in financial and military advances from this country,
she is steadily approaching bankruptey.

Her gold and dollar reserves have fallen to 81,672,
000,000, although two billions have been fixed as the
minimum safety figure. This amount represents ihe
total capital of England and the sterling nations for
purchases in the United States and other areas, whicn

require dollar payments for goods
RES

—Britain's efforts to stave off in-
solvency have created tremendous unrest at home.
Government regulations against imports have reduced
the supplies of food, clothing, fuel and building ma-
terials so that everyday living condlitions are more
miserable than even in defeated Germany.

Recent local eléctions have registered anti-Church-
ill discontent. Necessary trimming of costly “social
services” in order to reduce the drain on the treasury
has aggravated this resentment.

FEAR—Without generous American assistance,
there exists the fear that the Churchill ministry may
be replaced by a Labar government when Parliament
reconvenes.

This might mean the advent to power of the pro-
Moscow Aneurin Bevan, which would discourage our
continental allies, strengthen Communist influences
within France, Italy and Germany, and wsaken ail
our anti-Russian arrangements and alliances.

Stalin seems aware of this situation, He has re-
cently replaced a dour and furtive figure as Ambassa-

dor to London with a mild and unaggressive repre- |

There is & mingling of oplim-
ism and apprehension as repre-
sentatives of the companies that
put 80 per cent of the nation's
construction into place meet at
White Bulphur Springs W. Va,
today, The occasion is the meet-
ing of the boards of the Associa-
ted General Contractors of Amer-
ica, an organization of 6,200 con-
struction firms.

The chief concern of the con-
struction men is that the plant
consiruction phase of the defense
program has begun to taper off.
A large share of the needed
facilities are already in place.
There is also some apprehenEion
that the defense program may
be stretched out even further,
which might mean the postpon-
ment of some plant building .
On the optimistic side, there
are these factors:

There is still a large backlog
of construction work of all kinds,

The need for new roads, schools
and hospitals is growing.

The atomic energy program
appears to be entering & new,
larger phase.

Steel shortages, which have de-
layed some work, are nearing an
end.

Even more encouraging is the
National Production Authority’s
promise that it will relax sub-
stantially all curbs on construct-
ion projects before April 1, 1953.
It may be able to ease restrict-
ions even before that date. This
will bring new customers into
the markets: for bowling alleys,
dance halls, penny arcades, thea-
ters and other structures for
which scarce materials are under
restrictions. It will also allow
store and office building and
other commercial projects to
move ahead much more freely
than at present.

H.E. Foreman, managing dir-
ector of the association, will re-
port to delegates that there is
still a good chance for the in-
dusiry to set a new record this
vear. Last year 31 billion dollars
worth of new construction was
put in place; during  the first
eight months of this year the
