Bureau Drive To 
Begin Thursday

MILWAUKEE, Wis. iUP) —Sen. 
Joseph McCarthy claimed today 
that his overwhelming victory in 
the Wisconsin primary meant that 
tl.e state’s voters had stamped 
"approved" on his controversial 
methods of denouncing alleged 
Communists In government.

McCarthy easily won renomlna- 
tion in record balloting in yester­
day’s primary. poUing three ‘to one 
over t; - closest of his five Re­
publican o p p o n e n t s ,  smalltown 
lawyer Leonard Schmitt, who 
waged an extensive radio "talka­
thon" campaign.

It was the Conimunist-huriting 
senator’s first test at the polls since 
he began his accusations that the 
federal government was honey­
combed with subversive employes, 
and he won a smashing victory.

With 2,682 of the state’s 3,223 
precincts reporting, McCarthy had 
395,043 votes to Schmitt’s 156,025. 
The four other candidates garnered 
only 23,234 votes.

In the Democratic senatorial race 
Henry Reuss of Milwaukee with 
55,762 votes was gaining steadily 
on former Wisconsin Atty. Gen. 
Thomas Fairchild who had 88,532 
votes. There was an outside chance 
that Rauss still might overtake 
Fairchild.

McCarthy said that In renomina- 
to g  him, the "people of Wisconsin 
have made their statement—about 
the issues of corruption, commu­
nism and the suicidal foreign pol­
icy which has been so good for 
Russia and so bad for America.” 

Schmitt called McCarthy’s vic­
tory an "appaUing thing" and pre­
dicted that "when the full truth 
dawns many people wlU recall their 
support of Joseph R. McCarthy in 
this election with shame."

Schmitt had contended that Mc­
Carthy was unfit to serve as a 
senator. The gray-haired lawyer 
particularly objected to McCarthy’s 
tactics in accusing government em­
ployes and public figurca Red 
affiliations. Schnxitt objected that 
many <rf the clarges were made 
from the legal sanctuary of the 
Senate floor and that they did not 
expose a single traitor.

National Committeeman Henry 
Ringling agreed that the vote 
showed Wisconsin citizens approve 
of the methods employed by the 
former marine.

Ringling said McCarthy’s sweep­
ing victory was evidence of a "tidal 
wave of anti-Communlsm” in which 
voters "gave at the polls their 
answer to the smear campaign 
conducted against McCarthy by the 
apologists for Communist sympa­
thizers."

WASHINGTON (AP)-A  test of 
the world’s first hydrogen "hell" 
bomb may be made during the 
next two months st the United 
States’ remote and carefully guard­
ed nuclear weapons proving ground 
in mld-Paclflc.

A joint Atomic Energy Com- 
mission-Defense department an­
nouncement says a task force will 
"conduct teste in the autumn 
months of this year looking toward 
development of atomic weapww.”

The announcement left open the 
que.stlwi of the specific type of 
atomic weapons, but earlier offi­
cial statements had pointed to pro­
gress in developing the hydrogen 
bomb, which may be •  thousand 
times more powerful than the A- 
bomb

There were Indications of unusu­
ally tight secrecy around the forth­
coming experiments at Enfwetok, 
in the Marshall Island group.

The announcemsot aptclfied that 
"only official ohM rrers of tha 
United States i^wemment and 
members of the task force" would 
be present.

It definitely leaves out foreign 
observers and the press.

At least some preliminary steps 
toward p ^ u c in g  a full-scale 
drogen explosion already have been 
taken. More than a  year ago-in 
the spring of 1951-iclentlste con­
ducted experiments which sppar- 
ently included studies of the meth­
od of detonating a hydrogen bomb.

A first test of a hydrc^en bomb 
probably will be made from a tow­
er instead of an air-drop. Among 
other reasons is the size of any 
test device, far too big and per­
haps too heavy for present air- 
craft. In addition to otiier equip­
ment, the bomb probably Will re­
quire a refrigerating system to 
keep the deadly charge under con­
trol until the moment of detona­
tion.

m Johamies Gutenberg is at high 
pitch, the Pierre Beres galleries 
here have come up with a bust of 
the first printer that has not been 
reported previouslj'.

Gutenberg is getting attention 
because American newspapermen 
are holding their annual News­
paper Week, Oct. 1 to 8. And the 
churchmen are having a week to 
observe the first publication of the 
Revised ..Standard Version of iht 
Bible Sept. 28 to Oct. 1. Newsmen 
regard Gutenberg as the first to 
print from moveable type and 
churchmen honor him for publish­
ing the first printed Bible.

The bust was brought to America 
after the sale of tne collections 
of an Italian nobleman. Márchese 
Banzi. It Is different from other 
pictures of Gutenberg. But no one is 
sure what he really looked like 
because there are no portraits of 
him made during his lifetime.

“This must be considered just 
one more guess as to how the 
man looked,” the gallery managers 
say. It does tally with the des­
criptive details about Gutenberg. 
The forked beard is one such as 
he wore and the costume is what 
a man of bis standing would have 
worn.

t The bust is 30 Uiches high and 28 
mche.s w ide. Although t h e y  a i t  
sure the work Is more than 100 
years old, the owners do not know 
who did it or exactly what its date 
may be. Few critics have had a 
chance to see it. but the impre.ssion 
is that it is a work of some distinc­
tion.

A grave crisis ia at hand for  Britain, tha  
Un ited  State i  and the tw o presidentia l  c a n ­
d id a tes  who ftand in the position of h av in g  
a hot potato thi;own into the ir  a lready  full  
hands.

The  National W hirligig  on this page y e s ­
terday pointed ‘out the f inanc ia l  plight in 
which Great Britain again  finda itself, and  
that the nation is probably nearer ban k­
ruptcy than at any time since W orld W ar  
II.

Thus the natural result is that E ngland  
again  turns to the United S la te s  for more  
billions of financial aid lo  underw rite  its 
sa g g in g  economy. If action is taken  now to 
give further aid to Great Britain, it \^ill 
jpenly  become a political foo tba ll  in thi* 
ore.^’dential cam paign. N e v er th e less  the aid  
is needed immediately, and if it is not foiTh- 
com in g  in some form, th a r t  is the  possibili­
ty the  Churchill governm ent will  fa ll ,  pro- 
Mo, cow  Aneurin Bevan will  gain stature  
in the British governm ent and England will  
be p laced on a shaky foundation polit ica l­
ly as v e i l  as financially .

I f  aid is to he granted G reat Britain, tha

C hiaf Executive  who fo l low s  Mr. T rum an  
m ust ba in agreem ent with the policy, o f  
san d ing  more billion* to Great Britain an d  
be w il l ing  to work to have Congress »ap- 
prop r ia te ‘‘the neceasary fund*. Both c a n d i ­
date* l ikaw ist  must be w illing  not to m ak a  
a political iMua of the  m atter  in, th e  praa- 
i n t  cam paign.

A g a in  cropping up in Great Brita in ia 
tha argum ent that the military bu ild -up la 
tha rasponsibility of tha United S tates  r a th ­
er than  the British peopla  themselves,* a n d  
th a t  if tha United S ta ta i  wants G reat Bri-  
ta in ' i  military forcea m ade stronger, U n c le  
Sam  should foot tha bill.

T h at  tha United State* can not co n t in u e  
to i in k  billion* into a Britiih aco n o m y  
w h ich  constantly is in a i ta ta  of n ear -co l-  
lapsa, i* readily seen from the A m e r ic a n  
point of view. That the  United S ta te i  can  
ill a fford  to allow  Britain to su ffer  e c o ­
nomic collapse and thereb y  leave it op en  to  
internal chaos and possibly em erge  w ith  
atrongly pro-communiit  dom ination ia 
read ily  seen also.

F ree  billions for Great Britain is n ot  the  
anaw er in itself. That we say  on tha basia  
of  the  six years experience  the U n ite d  
Sta tes  ha* had in fi ll ing the British d o l la r  
trough  since World W ar II. R ath er  w a  
th ink a combination of ideas would b e tter  
serve  to stabilize the Britiih econ om y a n d  
at  tha  aame time not place such a b u rd en  
on the  economy of the United States.

T h ere  may be some tariff adjuatme.nta  
n e e d e d  to allow more dollar returna to 
Britain from exports to the United S ta te s .  
P rivate  .American inve.«tments in B rita in  
m a y  b t  encouraged in the United S ta te*  
b y  governm ent guarantee  of such in vest -  
m enta against confiscation and other s im i­
lar  risk*. This type  aid ha* been tr ied  in 
at  least  a dozen nation* under the M u tu a l  
Secu r ity  Administration program a l th o u g h  
it has been done on a relatively  sm all  s c a le .

It is apparent another  major step  m ust  
be ta ken  to aid G reat Britain in its e c o ­
nom ic  distre.*s, but it seem.* a more e f f e c ­
t ive  w^ay can be found than the cost ly  pro- 
gi'tm  which ha* been used to help  B rita in  
since W orld W at  II.*

Veterinary Body 
Says DDT Spray 
Safe For Cattle

CHICAGO (U.P.)-Contlnued 
spraying of beef cattle with DDT 
"apparently” does the animals no

harm, according to a report by 
the American Veterinary Medical 
Association.

The group said a study in Texas 
showed "DDT did not cause any 
evident toxic effects or Interfere 
with weight gains.”

The cattle, ranging from 10 to 
15 months of agee. were treated 
with DDT at recommended levels 
for 31 to 36 times, at two week Ixh

tervals.
At the end of the test the cattle 

were slaughtered and the carcasses 
examined for the presence of DDT. 
It was found, the association said, 
that le.ss than 90 parts per million 
of DDT had been absorbed.

'Tie steel of which the early 
Damascus blades were made was 
the "wootz of Hyderabad,” which 
Marco Polo called "ordinique.”

Everything in those days was 
done the hard way—by hand.

After the 
craftsman was satlsfted with this: 
preliminary operation, he etched a 
design into the curious watered 
pattern of the steel, affixed the 
delicately ornamented handle and 
ground the blade to razor keenness.

An armorer’s parchment of in­
structions was unearthed in the 19th { 
Century at Tyre. It Indicated there 
may have been Jirutal performance 
tests of swords turned out for the 
big shots who could afford them. 
The blade, said the parchment I 
"should be applied against a slave | 
bound to a block.” - 

The idea was to slice off the head 1  

of the poor slave with one stroke— | 
without nicking the blade.

Mrs. B lair operates two types 
of classes, one for beginners and 
another for those who know some­
thing about finance. After a series 
of from six to 10 classes, she said 
her students have formed a budget 
allowing "penty of room to move 
around in.”

She explained that In such a 
budget "em otional buying" is not 
frowned upon; Instead It is allowed 
for.
