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Tentative Changes 
In Traffic. Parking 
System Disclosed
Proposed Changes Await Final Approval Of 

Traffic Committee; Revisions Prepared 
By Langston, Submitted To Mayor

A series of tentative changes in 
the traffic and parking system in 
Greenville was announced this morrT- 
ing by Mayor Lester D. Page.

The mayor said the proposed 
changes wUl not go into effect until 
approved by the traffic committee, 
and he indicated a meeting of that 
committee will be called within the 
next few days.

The schedule of necessary re­
visions was compiled and presented 
to the mayor by Police Chief Guy 
C. Langston, who'stated today the 
proposed changes will definitely re­
lieve congestion at specified points 

Proposed Changes
As explained by the chief, the j k o -  

posed changes are:
1. no parking on north side,of 

Fifth Street from Pitt Street to 
Elizabeth Street;

2. no parking on north side of 
Fifth Street from Reade Street to 
Maple Street;

3. no parking on north side of 
Fourth Street from Pitt Street to 
Elizabeth Street;

4. discontinue one-way traffic on 
Evans Street from Tenth Street to 
Eighth Street, and allow parking on 
east side of Evans Street from 
Eighth Street to Pitt Theater,

5. change stoplight from its pres­
ent location at Tenth and Charles 
Streets to comer of Tenth and Co- 
tanche Streets.

No Ineonvenienee
Chief Langston said the no-park­

ing changes will not inconvenience 
too many people, especially along 
Fifth Street, because most people 
have large driveways and can easily 
park their cars beside their homes.

“In view of the fact Cotanche 
Street has been made a one-way 
street in the overall one-way street 
plan, much more traffic is now be­
ing routed down that street,” Lang­
ston declared. “The transfer of a 
stoplight to Cotanche and Tenth 
Street intersection will greatly re­
lieve congestion at that point.”

According to the chief, as soon as 
the utilities commission receives wire 
that has already been ordered, sig­
nal lights will be installed at the 
following intersections: Dickinson 
Avenue, Atlantic Avenue and Ninth 
Street; Dickinson Avenue, Pitt Street 
and Ficklen Street; and tJickipson 
Avenue, Greene Street and Eighth 
Street

Pavtng Pending
“We realize that a t certain tlmci 

there la a great deal of congestion 
at the comer of Fourth Street and 
Cotanche Street,” the chief said, 
“That will be relieved to work 
smoothly as soon as Reade Street 
Is paved between Fourth and Third 
itree ts—then Fourth Street will be 
one-way all the way into R e a d e  
Street."

In remarking on the planned 
changes, Chief Langston opined the 
overall traffic pattern will be better 
coordinated once revisions go intu 
effect. <

Leading American Jet 
Ace In Korea Gets 8th
Allied Air Power In­
crease! Efforts To  
Ma^e September A 
Month TheReds Will 
‘NevjBr Forget’ *

SEOUL, Korea (UP)—The lead­
ing United Nations jet ace in Korea 
shot^ down his eighth Communist 
MIG-15 jet today as Allied air 
power increased its efforts to make 
September a month the Reds will 
never forget.

Maj. Frederick C. Bleasc of 
Richmond, Va.. destroyed one of 
the Russian-built fighters to bring 
his total to eight MIGs and one 
propeller-driven fighter -destroyed 
and three MIGs damaged. His 
score is the second highest of the 
Korean war.

Blesse’s victory today brought the 
Sabre jets’ toll for this month to 
46 MIGs shot down, three MIGs 
probably destroyed and 38 dama­
ged. The previous monthly destruc­
tion record was last April, when 
4) MIGs were shot down.

The Virginia officer got his eif^th 
MIG in an aerial duel between four 
Sabres and nine MIGs in the 
Sakchu area. The Sabres sighted 
about 50 MIGs today, but most of 
them avoided battle.

The 6th Air Force coupled today's 
destruction claim with confirmation 
of two damage claims pending 
since yesterday’s air battles.

British exchange pilot squadron 
leader John Morifield got one dam­
aged MIG to his crpdlt, and Capt. 
Karl K. Dittmer of El Reno, Okla., 
received the other,

F-80 Shooting Stars, meanwhile, 
struck a gold mine and storage 
area south of Kowan, while F-51 
Mustangs and F-84 Thunder jets 
concentrated on three troop concen­
trations in the Sariwon area.

Allied pilots on Tuesday shot 
down four of the tnsmy swept-wing 
fighters and, in an attack on an 
armada of Communist supply boats 
near the mouth of the Yalu River, 
destroyed seven vessels and dam­
aged 30.

Other F-84 Thunder Jets teamed 
with propeller-driven F-51 Mustangs 
to destroy 45 Red buildings at a 
troop concentration near Sariwon, 
while B-26 light bombers In a day­
time raid hit a supply area east of 
Sariwon.

Korean Children 
K i iy  In Blast
Locomotire Blows Up, 

K il l in g  17; 200  
Others Injured

OR YU, Korea (UP)—Seventeen 
Korean children were killed and at 
least 2(X) others injured today when 
a locomotive blew up and derailed 
three coaches on a railway trestle.

’The train was carrying 400 to 500 
passengers, most of them children 
going from the west coast port of 
Inchon to schools in Seoul.

While the train w ai crossing a 
tresUe near Oryu, the locomotive 
boiler exploded, twisting the three 
cars (tff the tracks. One coach 
crashed into a parallel span, crack­
ed open and threw passengers into 
a pond 40 feet below. Another 
coach toppled on its side and also 
broke open.

Maj. Edwin Mercer of National 
City, Calif., who helped direct res­
cue operations, estimated "that ap­
proximately 20 are dead."

"You can't tell definitely," he 
said. " It’s a hell of a mess.”

Mercer said that most of the 
dead were between 8 and 14 years. 
He said 150 of the 300 injured were 
released from hospitals after treat­
ment.

U. t .  Army doctors sped to the 
scene in 25 ambulances and per­
formed 10 emergency amputations 
to free passengers trapped in the 
twisted wood and ateel. Koreans 
and U. N. soldiers watched In 
horror.

The screams of an 18-year old 
girl silenced the crowd as a blood- 
spattered American doctor worked 
for 20 minutes to amputate her 
right arm. She was the last living 
passenger removed from the 
wreckage.

Doctors said they had to make 
several "dissections" to separate 
injured children from the dead.

One little boy was pinned on top 
of the body of another. Unable to 
cut the steel around them, the doc­
tors dissected the dead boy’s body 
to extricate the injured child.

Manpower Pool 
Dangerously Low 
Says Draft Boss
H ersh ey  B e l i eves  

More Must Come  
From 4«Fs, Students, 
Fathers
WASHINGTON (UP) —Selective 

Service Director Lewis B. Hershey 
said today the draft manpower pool 
will dip dangerously low next year 
and the government will have to 
take some action by fall to get 
more men.

He said the additional men must 
come from one or more of these 
groups:

1. 4-F’s who flunked their armed 
services examination for either 
physical or mental reasons.

2, Students deferred from military 
service to continue their college 
e ucations.

1. Draft-age fathers.
In no case would the draft law 

have to he changed to get more 
men from these groups into the 
armed forces. Hershey indicated 
he is not seriously considering a 
recommendation that C o n g r e a a  
change the law to revise age limits 
00* otherwise make a greater over­
all pool of men subject to the draft.

He admitted he is not certain yet 
what steps should bp taken to ob­
tain the additional fbupower^ but 
made clear he hopes to get the 
men from with the 18 1-3-M age 
limits now subject to the draft. He 
fears that drafting men over 28 
would not produce enough fighting 
men to make the task worth while, 
anr' '^els that many p e r s o n s  
question the wisdom of drafting 
ment below 18 1-3.

Hershey told reporters there will 
be 500,0(X) men in the draft-age 
manpower pool next July 31. Be­
tween 90,000 and 100,000 arc ex­
pected to become liable to the 
draft each month, but only about 
a third of these are expected to 
become 1-A’s,

’Thus, if monthly draft calls run 
around 50,000 or 60,000 as expected 
after July 31 next ysar, the 500,000 
figure will start dwindling at a 
fast clip.

The first place to start looking 
for more men, Hershey said, is 
among the ranks of 4-F’s. He has 
long contended that the armed 
forces have set thsir standards too 
h lth  and are rejecting men who 
could be used profitably.

Japanese Bid To 
3e UN Member 
Dffered By U. S.

UNITED NA’nONS, N. Y. (UP) 
— The United States formally 
placed Japan’s application for Unit­
ed Nations membership before the 
Security Council this afternoon.

There was net a shade of a doubt 
that Russia will veto the applica­
tion—as she did yesterday with that 
of Libya. However, the Western 
powers want to place on the record 
their effort to obtain for Japan an 
equal status with other free na­
tions.

The Soviet veto against Libya 
was cast late yesterday by Jacob 
A. Malik as be closed his stormy 
four-year U. N. career. It was 
Malik’s 15th veto and the Soviet 
Union’s 52nd.

Planes Evacuate 
Survivors From 
Battered Island
Every Building Level- 

ed By Typhoon;  
Wake Is land Like 
‘Lost Continent’
HONOLULU (UP) -  Rescue 

planes flew out the first survivors 
of Wake Island’s disastrous 148- 
mlle-an-hour typhoon today, and 
they said the battered island looked 
like a "lost continent.”

Damage, estimated at $10,000 000 
was "much worse than bombs 
could inflict,” one survivor said. 
Every building was leveled.

The first evacuees from the ty­
phoon • battered Island landed at 

iKwajalein Atoll in a U. S. Navy 
PBM patrol bomber. ’They de­
scribed their ordeal as a nine-hour 
"nightmare of howling winds and 
flogging tropical rains.”

Among the evacuees were three 
men injured when the destructive 
typhoon struck without warning 
Monday.

Blair Johnson, an employe of 
Plying Tiger Airline, suffered a 
head injury when nearly trapped 
in a collapsing quonset hut. He 
said he scrambled from under the 
debris and clung to a tree for four 
hours during the height of the 
typhoon.

He said he "didn’t remember 
anything” until after he had reach­
ed the dispensary. He apparently 
was only semi-conscious through­
out the storm, he added.

Robert Moore, also of the Flying 
Tiger line, received serious bruises 
over his entire body. ’The third in­
jured man, Ck>ast Guard Chief 
Petty Officer Maynard Joseph Fon- 
talne, Wilmington, Calif., was cut 
by flying glass.

P'ontaine said the first word be 
had of the storm was late Sunday, 
when the weather bureau said a 
"tropical disturbance” was in ttie 
area.

"It was sure more then that,” 
Fontaine said.

’The PBM, first evacuaticm plane 
to reach the storm-battered island, 
carried a full load of survivors to 
Kwajalein.

Six other military and commer- 
eial planes were Sent to Wake^to 
evacuate 500 residents, including 75 
women and children who were 
without food and fresh water. Most 
wwe, belnt returned W  Honolulu.

NEW YORK (UP) -D w igh t D. 
Eisenhower told the American Fed­
eration of Labor today he favors 
amendment but not repeal of the 
controver'*! 1 “ ”t-Hartley law.

The Republican presidential can­
didate did not specify in detail the 
amendments he would favor.

But he said Ije knows the present 
law “might be used to break 
unions’’ and said, "that must be 
changed.”

He also said tha law’s require­
ment of non-Communist oaths from 
union leaders should be made also 
on employers.

On the other hand, Eisenhower 
listed some of the principles he 
feels m ust be retained. These were:

" ’The encouragemwit of collective 
bargaining: the right to strike; an 
advance notice before a strike is 
r Hed; a requirement that both 
imions and employers live up to 
their contracts; the assurance that 
meaabers of union.s get a regular 
report on their organization's 
finances."

In making his first major labor 
speech of the campaign. Eisenhow­
er said he did not come before the 
AFL convent; m. which has pending

a resolution endorsing his Demo­
cratic opponent, "to curry any 
special favor”

"I have not come to bid or com­
pete lor your endorsement, he 
said. "My views today labor will 
b the same as they long have 
been, regardless of the action taken 
by the AFL at this convention In 
the matter of endorsing a presi­
dential candidate.”

ELsenhower argued that the Re­
publican record on labor matters 
is not as black as the Democrats 
would paint it.

He said It was the Republican 
Party which first established in law 
the right of labor to organize and 
bargain collectively—in the Railway 
Labor Act of 1926.

"It was considered a model law," 
he said, "uqtil later administrations 
began playing politics with it. That 
law worked well.” ‘

Elsenhower said he has no use for 
those people, regardless of political 
party, who have a "foolish dream 
of spinning the clock back to days 
when organized labor was a hud­
dled, almost helpless mass.”

"But It is not only the employer 
who can exploit workers," he said, 

can labor hava forgotten the ex­

traordinary proposal of the preasnt 
administration for dealing with a 
threatened railroad strike? “

"It was the demand from the 
head of the Democratic Party that 
the strikers be drafted into the 
army."

Of his own role in that ease, in 
the spring of 1946, Eisenhower said 
he was resting in Georgia when he 
got a telephone call from Wash­
ington a.sklng him to return im­
mediately and assume command of 
the drafted strikers.

"With a bitter protest, I refused," 
he said. “Then I was told 1 was 
considered the only soldier with 
whonf the rniiway workers would 
even talk. So I agreed to meet with 
them. I was a soldier, not a strike 
breaker.”

Elsenhower said that as far 
he know.s his presidential opponent. 
Gov. Adlal E. Stevenson, did not 
object to ’rafting strikers into the 
army.

"His running mate iSen. John J. 
Sparkman) voted for it.” Eisen­
hower said. "It was the members 
of my party in the Senate who 
finally defeated the proposal.” 

Elsenhower laid great strees on 
the value of mediation in labor

dtepuiee but ’--'d that me ih« 
present admlniitraMon tt has fallen 
into disrepute. H i said mediation 
would work only M the men in 
government a r t  calm and fair 
minded.

Turning to his discussion of ttie 
Tafl-Hartley law, Eisenhower said 
h would not support any ammu^ 
ments which would weaken the 
rights of working m«i and women. 
He promised to seek the advice 
and su'^'^estion of all group#— 
public, management and labor

"I have talked about tti# Taft-

FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover, 
who announced the arrests, said 
the 18 constituted the leaders of 
toe Communist Partjr In toe states 
of Missouri, Waahlniion, and 
Michigan.

The Juatice Department aaid all 
will be arraigned immediately and 
their cases presented to federal 
grand juries as soon as possible.

Truman Accuses Jeimer, 
McCarthy Of Using *Big 
Lie* In Citizenship Talk

WASHINGTON (U P)-Presldent 
Truman today accused toe Repub­
licans, particularly Sens. Joseph 
R. McCarthy and William E. 
Jenner, of using the "Immoral and 
subversive w '-^ 'in of the big lie.” 

Mr. Truman also took an 
apparent dig at OOP presidential 
nominee Dwight D. Elsenhowlr for 
supporting the Wlacons'** and Indi­
ana senators who are up for re- 
election this year.

"A man who uses Ü» weapon of 
the big lie is not a good man," 
the President said. "He should be 
rejected by all good citizens, re­
gardless of party,"

Mr, Truman delivered his second 
attack on the Republican.*: in as 
many days in a speech to the 
National Conference on Citi/^^nship, 
celebrating the nation’s first annual 
Citizenship Day. Ye.sterday he 
chastised Eisenhower for being a 
"political pullback” with "horse 
and buggy” notions about medical 
legislation.

"It is the duty of our political 
parties and our candidate.^ to go

before the people with the facts,*' 
Mr. Truman said. “Unfortunately 
there te a tendency in this country 
today to resort to the use of the 
big lie in order to re; personal 
0* partisan advantage 

"It is a big lie, for example, to 
aay that we tolerate Communists 
and other disloyal persons in our 
government. It is a big lie to attack 
one of the greatest generals and 
patriots whom this country ever 
had and call him a iraitor.” 

Although the President named no 
names, this wa.s an obvious broad­
side at McCarthy and Jenner for 
their, attacks on Gen. George C. 
Marshall. McCarthy also has spear­
headed OOP charges of (Commu­
nists In government.

Pitt’s Cate Points 
To Need For Change

Autry U f  Hacldock, iur«ly by now Pitt  
County*» most well-known bootlegger, ha» 
proven he can be as embarassing to the 
•tate'k parole system as he can be to the 
other branches of law enforcement.

It wasn't enough that Haddock violated 
his parole, but he added to the record 
against himself.

Returning to a prison f i rm  to serve out 
his original sentence and posMibly add i­
tional time for extra charges, doesn’t ne­
gate the manifest error of granting him a 
parole in the first place. Locking the barn  
door after the horse has been stolen never 
did solve anything.

This local incident suggests that had the 
Paroles Commissioner been more familier 
with the prisoner's background he would 
have lent more weight to the objections 
raised by Sheriff Ty.son and Judge James, 

Tha Advisory Board on Paroles ha.s rec- 
ommtnded changei which would, or 
•hould, make it possibla for each appeal 
for parole be given more thorough consid­
eration of individual cases. The board ad ­
vises a three-man commission rather than 
the present system of throwing the burden 
on one man's shoulders.

Such a commission would be reasonably 
expected to reduce any charges or claims 
of “p re » u re ” involved in the granting of 
paroles; and lessen the chances of 

^•*wrong” decisions.
Governor Scott has indicated he is neith- 

or itrengly for, nor against the proposal. 
He M quoted as thinking too, a three-man 
commission might slow the functions ot the 
office. We agree this is possible, but sug­
gest that it is also desirable.

Parolee are a necessary function ia the 
rehabilitation and recovery of prisoners to 
the ranks of good citizens. At the same 
time, without thorough investigation and 
careful screening of those who are freed 
from pn.«on garb, the state only encour­
ages continued lawbreaking and a growth 
of criminal traits among the people whom 
it wants to help.

Awards That Are 
Well Deserved

Two North (’an lina editors ha\« been 
officially honored for their fight against 
the Ku Klux Klan in North Carolina and 
issued distingui.<hed service auarda by the 
Anti-Defacation League.

The two editors, Horace Carter of Tabor 
City and Willard Cole of Whiteville were 
cited at a meeting in Atlanta for the ir  re­
lentless battle against the KKK in the face 
of financial loss and threats  of bodily harm. 
Tho.«e two editors sought no special honor 
or reward in their fight against the KKK 
in North Carolina. They took the only 
course they could—the course they kn^w 
was right in their relentlese battle against 
the group which sought to terrorize their 
e^mmunities.

Ktrth CArolma's recent battle and vie-

tor>’ over th e  Ku Klux Klan by any yard­
stick enhanced  the prestige of North Caro­
lina all -over the nation. It caused editorial 
comment not only in newspapeis in North 
Carolina and  other southern .^ le s ,  but in 
newspapers in other sections of the nation.
It was proof positive that the Tar Heel 
state w’ould not condone terrorism and in­
timidation of any of its citizens, no matter 
what b an n e r  the instigator of the terrorism 
carried.

The ed itors  of the Tabor City and the 
Whiteville newspapers<3^re to be commend­
ed on th e ir  fight against the Klan and con­
gratu la ted  on their awards.

The idea that publication of 

house organs is pretty big busi­
ness is confirmed by a survey , 
by the International Council of 
Industrial Editors. The councU 
found tha t »113.373.820 is sp tn t 
a year in producing 6,500 com­
pany publications. And it is pro­
bable that there are quite a few 
publication* the councU hawi t 
found out about.

These publications, the attfvey 
showed , have a total monthly 
circulation of 70.718.Í60. T hafa  
a third larger than the circulation 
of the nation’s daily newspapers 
and four time* larger than that 
of four leading magasines.

There are  two large clasaificat- 
lODS of house organs: internal 
and external. There is another 
*mallcr cla.ss, those foi stock­
holders. Internal publications are 
for employees; their usual pur­
pose is building morale, making 
everybody Just one happy family. 
Some, however, alress production 
tips, safety, security, efficiency 
and the Importance of buying the 
firm s producU. Still others supt 
plement job training.

External organs are usually 
designed for cu.stomers. prospect­
ive custom ers, dealers and others 
with whom a company doe* busi­
ness. A few are published fot 
re.searchers. educators and other* 
may eventually make some con­
tribution to the company. A few 
are circulated amoug both emplo­
yees and customers. Internal 
organs are usually a project of 
the personnel departments; ex­
ternal organs are part of ad­
vertising.

House organs are increasing In 
usages. The council, found that 
373 were started lasf year. They 
range in size and format as much 
a.s In content. There are slick 
magazines, miniature newspapers 
aiyl, in growing popularity, four- 
page newsletters.

Money spent on house organs 
provides sales for many busi­
nesses, Including printers, en­
gravers. photographers and letter 
shops. They also support a num ­

ber of svndicates supplying ca r­
toon, jokes, editorials, Inspira- 
atlonal pieces or complete p u b l­

ications. During the war the gov- 
; ernm ent produced such a .ser­

vice for Internal organs, largely 
in the interest of government 
bond, .salvage, conservation and 
production campaigns.

A directory ot house organs is 
published by Printers’ Ink. T h e  
magazine also ha* a title registry 
and any company can check to 
find if its title conflicts with 
another house organ that may be 
listed.

It takes an average of 400 days 
to process an unfair labor pract- 
ice case and aa a consequence, 
millions of dollars to back-pay 
swards are piling up against em­
ployers, Chicago Clearing House 
points out. And If an employer 
appeals a National Labor Re­
lations Board decision to the 
courts, that adds another year.

The costliness of this delay is 
illustrated by a recent case which 
required 11 months for a decision.

The president pointed out the 
Farm  Bureau is at present working 
to establish a more satisfactory 
peanut marketing program for 
growers of North Carolina-Virginia 
area; a fair price for milk pro­
ducers; equitable freight rates;

al health program; and better 
rural electrification.
