E astern  Carolina Airport Authority 
has just been completed by W.W.

When enacted by the General 
Assembly, the act wUl enable the 
counties of Pitt. Nash, Edgecomb 
and Wilson, together with the 
cities of Greenville, Rocky Mount, 
Tarboro and Wilson, to jointly 
establish an airport authority and 
also to own, m aintain and operate 
an airport.

Speight and attorney W.H. Wat­
son of Greenville dretv the enab­
ling ac t after their appointment I 
as local representatives to the a ir­
port authority. Purpose of the 
authority is to establish with the 
help of Federal funds an airport 
to serve the four-county area.

Proportionate Cost 
The cost of the project is to be 

shared equally by the four partici­
pating counties, and in proportion 
to population by the four partici­
pating cities. Each county bears 
12-and-one-half percent of the total 
cost. Cities shares are : Greenville, 
11 percent; Rocky Mount, 18 per­
cent; Tarboro, six percent; and 
Wilson, 15 percent.

Under the present situation, the 
governing body of the authority 
is m ade up of representatives from 
each county and city, and a m aj­
ority of the governing body shall 
control its decisions. Each piem- 
bef of the authority, including? the 
chairm an, shall have one vote, and 
in the event of a tie the chairm an 
shaU cast the deciding vote in 
addition to his regular one.

The double - barreled land and 
air victories gave U. N. forces one 
of their best days In a week.

U. S. footsoldlers ran the Reds 
off Pike’s Peak, last of four dis­
puted heights on the central front 
mountain, in a  flaming five-hour 
battle.

The Reds had poured in heavy 
artillery fire but Allied troops beat 
the die-hard ‘ Communists back in 
fierce hand-to-hand fighting.

The two Russian-bulld MIGs were 
destroyed in separate  air battles 
over northwest Korea and gave 
American pilots their first destruc­
tion claim in five days.

The MIGs were bagged in dog 
fights between two Sabres and 
three MIQs and two Sabres and 
eight MIGs.

Gen. John R. Hodge, commander 
of all U, 8. ground forces, watched 
the battle on P ike’s Peak.

The four-star general, on a tour 
of military urtits in Korea, stood at 
a frontline observation post as the 
Americans won complete control of 
bitterly-contested Triangle.

However, reconnaissance planes 
reported long lines of Chinese re- 
InforcemenSi and supplies movmg 
up for new assaults on the moim- 
tain and adjacen t Sniper Ridge, a 
mile and a half to the east.

The Reds already have losi 
19,700 dead and wounded—about 
six Communist regim ents—during 

past 11 days of fighting onthe
Triangle, Sniper Ridge and White 
Horse MounUin.

ference teams. At the December meeting 
of the Southern Conference a rule was writ­
ten into the by-laws of th t  confereiue 
Which said members must receive confer­
ence permission before playing a post-sea- 
i6n bowl game.

As a result of the ruling, Maryland and 
Clemson, which w ere in football clover with 
their high-flying teams, were suspended 
from the conference for one year because 
they accepted well deserved invitations for 
majcr bowl .games.

aVow Gordon Gray, president of the Uni­
versity of North Carolina, has said he 
thinks the ban on post-season football 
giimes may be the “ wrong approach.”

It is difficult to forget that officials of 
the University and officiali of Duke Uni­
versity, which a number of times in the 
pa.-t have tasted the glory of outstanding 
Teams in post-season bowl games, were out­
spoken in their opposition to conference 
teams accepting such bids any longer. 
Neither can we push aside the fact that 
both the University and Duke University 
\vere in low cotton a.< football powers in the 
nation last year, and neither had a'chance 

. Á t A  h o w i  b iá .  ^

Tht pay-off in tha question of post-sea­
son games comes now when Duke is ranked 
fifth in the nation and stands a good chance 
of having a bowl bid extended it unless it 
suffers unforseen gridiron mishaps before 
the end of the season. From Gray's state­
ment it sounds as if there may be a change 
of heart—or at least a change of face— by 
the schoola which so vigorously opposed 
post-season gamei less than a year ago.

The Reflector has thought and still 
thinks Maryland and Clemson got a raw 
deal last season when* they were ousted 
from the conference by the ruling made at 
a crucial time.

Now, in view of the football prowess of 
Duke, if the rule is changed— whether or 
not it is intentionally done to allow Duke 
an opportunity which seems to be in the 
offing—the officials of the schools which 
supported the post-season ban last Decem­
ber will leave themselves open to severe 
criticism.

It wjll certainly leave the way open for 
charges of “poor sportsmanship” directed 
at the university and athletic leaders who 
have preached the principle of good 
sportsmanship and fair play in college 
athletics for so many years.

The world's la rgest publlahing 

house may be in for a spate of 
trouble. It has grown so big that 

, its competition with other pub­
lishers is painful and it has 
spread into so m any fields that 
It is treading on other people's 
toes.

The publishing house la, of 
course, the O overrm ent Printing 
Office. It is turning out more 
than 100,000 publications a year, 
ranging from free pamphlets to 
de luxe editions of books. It is 
taking in about $4,000.000 a year

Six of its books have sold 
more than a million copies. One, 
Infant Care, has sold more than 
7.000,000*wpies. The Government, 
too, is profiting on the rise in 
the blrtli rate.

Nongovernment publishers have 
never been disturbed over govern­
ment publishing of "Insects-Y ear- 
book of Agriculture, 1952," s re­
cent 925-page job, nor leaflet» 
on the boll weevil and the trea t­
ment iplsootic in poultry. But the 
government's list has been broad­
ening over the years. Now pub­
lished are large series of books 
on business dperatlon, which are 
directly competitive with books 
published by McOraw Hill and 
sim ilar houses, and cook books 
which compete with publications 

. of Doubleday, .Holt and o t h e r  
general book publishers. Some of ' 
these houses are  unhappy about 
this competition, doubly so be­
cause many governm ent books 
are sold far below cOst.
