EN ROUTE WITH EISENHOW ER (UP)—A tired but increasingly 

confident Dwight D. Eisenhower made an early-hour plane trip to Illinois today in a move to take 27 home-state electoral votes from Gov, Adlai E. Stevenson, his Dem ocratic opponent.
The Republican presidential can dldate seemed to be driving harder than at any time since his nom­ination and he appeared more ro­bust than many of the yolmger aides in his campaign party.
“This is the toughest thing I’ve ever been in,” Eisenhower said. 

He will make four speeches in the Chicago area, including a ma­
jor address at Chicago Stadium at 10 p.m. e.d.t. tonight.

Eisenhower smiled often but be was bitter Thursday night when he told a rally at Madiscm Square Garden this was “the most scurri 
lous campaign in American polltl cal history,”

He said President Truman and 
other opponents had turned against him when they realised the Re­publican party had not been aplit by his nomination.

He said Nazi Propaganda Minis ter Joseph Goebbels and Nazi Jew- baiter Julius Streicher “had done quite a Job on me for a number of years” and Soviet writer Dya Ehrenburg and "the poison pen 
artists on Pravda have been work­ing on me for quite a spell.

‘T hrtve been worked over by experts,” Elsenhower said. “But no one had ever engaged In 
such unrestrained slander aa to charge I would trim my  principlea to run for office.”

Elsenhower aaid the attacks on him had not weakened his faith in America.
He said be would work even more intensely to get rid of “bood- ling, bribery and influence ped- 

dJere^'^^íftjr^éh-lve wrongdoers out of office.
He told the crowd, estimated at 23,0(X) he was proud he atlll re- 

Uined “my own” principles as the campaign entered its tense closing days.
“I have made no deals in (his campaign,” Elsenhower said. “No one has a claim on me. No one has a promise from me. No one has captured me. I am my own man,”
On the other hand, he said, the 

Democrats had wanted him to be­come “their man” in 1948.
“They thought I might be the man to defend governmental cor­ruption, excuse their coddling of 

Communists and apologize for the vacillating policies which have 
caught us in an Inflation at home and a war abroad,” he said.

“Ho-v could they dare think I Wa.s their m an?”
Eisenhower aaid, "Because they could not exploit me they are de­

termined to destroy me; to de­stroy my lifelong friendships, my reputation, my spirit,
“But ladies and gentlemen, I have been through real bombard­ments nd I am unscathed by their 

fusillade of blanks and blankety- blanks.”
Eisenhower .seemed particularly angered by the introduction of ra ­cial issues in the campaign.
“One of the many examples of this was the charge, at first only whispered, but then openly spoken 

that I am anti-Cathollc, anti-Seml- tlr and anti-Negro.

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Leper Missionary Appeals To 
Group For Help To Colonies

“Don't call them leper!”
This urgent appeal was made here 

by Mrs. Thomas R. Husk of New 
York, national' field secretary oí 
American Leprosy Missions, Inc., in 
a plea for a ’fair deal for those with 
leprosy,” before an audience a t the 
Meadowbrook Presoyterian Church 
on last Wednesday evening.

Recently returned from a tour of 
17 leprosy colonies in the Belgian 
Congo and the Cameroun in Africa, 
Mrs. Hu.sk is in the city visiting in 
the home of Rev. and Mrs. C. D, 
Patterson.

In her appeal to eliminate the 
word “leper” Mrs. Husk pointed out 
tha t it has acquired a completely 
unjustified meaning which unfair­
ly stigmatizes leprosy patients.

"People who have lepiusy or H an­
sen s Diseas, as many perefer to have 
It called, are simply people ill with 
a disease much le.ss contagious than 
tuberculosis. In fact, leprosy is such 
a mtídly infectious  ̂ disease," she 
said, "that with the Widespread use 
of the new sulfone drugs, it will 
eventually be wiped off the face oí 
the earth. But it’s going to take the 
combined forces of government, 
science and Christian missions to do 
the iob,” she added.

Estimates of the number of lep­
rosy cases in the world range from 
seven to 10 million, Mrs. Husk said.

and there- are thought to be about 
5,000 in the United States.

A frequent visitor to Carville, 
U. S. national leprosarium in Louis­
iana, Mrs. Husk explained that 
while the government provides 
maintenance and medical care for 
the patients, the Protestant chapel 
and services of the chaplain are 
supported by American Lepiosy 
Missions.

I t was while she was in Africa 
that Mrs. Husk saw what could be 
accomplished by close cooperation 
between governments and missions 
in combatting the disease from 
which at least one million Africans 
suffer.

‘Most of the work now being un­
dertaken by national governments 
was initiated in mission colonies,” 
she pointed out, “but mass treat­
ment is definitely a job for govern­
ments.” Countries in which the 
governments have taken over com­
plete responsibility for their leprosy 
populations are Japan, Brazil and 
the Philippines.

Well-known in religious circles 
throughout the South, Mrs. Husk 
has been national field secretary 
for American Leprosy Missions since 
1949.

Before entering leprosy work, she 
served as public relations counsel­
lor for Southwestern College ^in

Memphis and Belhaven College in 
Jackson, Miss.

Under her maiden name of Mamie 
Gene Cole, she has written religious 
poetry which has appeared in many 
periodicals and a number of reli­
gious anthologies.

American Leprosy Missions, Inc., 
which Mrs. Husk represents, i.s a 
national agency which aids or main­
tains 153 leprosy colonies in 38 coun­
tries in cooperation with 62 Pro­
testant denominational and inter­
denominational mission biOards.

Natural Resources 
Up In Smoke

For th e  p t* t  tw o or three d a y i  im o k e  ha« 
been d r if t in g  teros* North Carolina skies .

As th e  gray  patl b il low ed up to b lo t  out  
the sun in some areas and cau.se a h a z e  in 
others, thou sands of acres of va lu ab le  tim- 
berland in th e  Tar H eel itate w ere  be ing  
laid w aste .

The b ig  blazes w ere concentrated in the  
m o u n ttm t  o f  the g t i t e  and dow n ea s t  in 
a peat- l ik e  area a lon g  the Beaufort-Pam -  
lico County  line. In spite of the e ffo r ts  of 
fire f igh ters ,  some o f  the forest f ires  are  
«till r a g in g  out of control, leaving behind  
them  A charred path which cost tim ber  
o w n e r s ' th o u sa n d s  upon thou.sands o f  dol­
lars

If th e  f ires  were uhusual. the ca u se  for  
Alarm w o u ld  not he so great. But th e y  are 
an ann ual occurance, and year by y ea r  th ey  
tak e  th e ir  toll of one of the s ta te ’i  most 
v i l u t b l t  natural resources.

Som e o f  the fires now raging in North  
C arolina’s  woodsland could h iv e  com e from  
spon tan eou s  causes, but for the most part, 
it is a good  bet they were caused by care­
lessness  on the part o f  some person.

A hu nter  or a nature lover e n jo y in g  a 
w alk  th rough Autumn's beautiful court 
m ay h ave  been careless with a m atch ,  a 
c igarette  or a cam pf re. A farmer burning  
a ditch bank or brush may have let a fire 
g e t  out o f  hand. W hatever  the cause o f  the  
present series of North Carolina foreíí^ 
fire*, precautions should be taken by every-  
ehe w'ho venture.^ into the woods to see  
thAt th e y  do not cause a fire in the dry 
underbrush.

In P itt County a lone last year  almost  
S.OÓO acres  nf woodland was burned over  
by forest  fires. Timber dam age from  these  
fires a l o n e  has been set at $10.291 by the  
local f ire  warden.

It m ay be impossible to stop c o m p le te lv  
th e  forest fires which annually ea t  in tr  
North Carolina’.s va luable  timber su p n ly ;  
but if the  rarele.s.sness which is responsib le  
for the m ajority  of these  fires could be done  
a w a y  w ith , the loss would b# red uced  eon-  
aiderably.

Harvard econom ist, believes we 
will have p e rm an en t inflation in 
the United S tates, with prices 
rising 2 to 3 per cent a year 
from now' on outw ard He re­
cognizes this will cause some 
injustices but believes these will 
be less than the benefits.

Ri.sing prices lend to keep de­
mand ahead oí production and 
thi.» will insure full employm ent, 
according lo his theory.

This m ay be the tacit view of 
the Federal governm ent. While 
few in W ashington have espoused 
inflation, the resu lts  show that 
both the A dm inistration and Con- 
gr»‘s,» have consi.stently acted to 
bring about, coníinuou.» inflation. 
Both Republican and Democratic 
Congrissm en have voted to 
spend m ore m oney than has 
been received in taxes and have 
pursued other policies that have 
produced co n stan t inflationary 
pressures.

Let's suppose th a t instead of a 
tacit assent to inflation, the gov­
ernm ent openly undertakes a 
continuing policy of Inflation, 
either because legi.»lators and 
office holders th ink It is good or 
because the v o te rs  show they 
w ant it.

Buppo.»e we a re  to have a 2 
per cent inflation each year for 
the next generation. T h e n -

A shift from pure savings to 
investm ents would raise the ques­
tion of whence would com e the 
new funds to finance new plants, 
home* and other ezjMinsion?

Some genius may have an 
answer. But on the face of it, 
it looks as if the government 
w'ould have to furnish the con­
stant stream of investment cap­
ital, further raising its inflation­
ary actions. That would mean 
more inflation -  so much more 
it might be Impossible to hold 
the total down to 2 per cent a 
year.

A dozen year.» or so ago the 
leading bull s la b b e r m ight get only 
a thousand do lla rs for an engage- 
ment-w'htch sounds like nice mo­
ney, but m atad o rs, like bricklay­
ers, don’t work the year around. 
Today the fa s t m an  with the 
sword can pick up six thousand 
dollars or m ore fcvr a show, and 
even that fee h as  been doubled.

Visions of such fat fees in 
youthful heads have created a 
new’ traffic hazard  in the cities 
here. Ambitious y o u n g  b o y s  
practice the bull figher’s art by 
dodging among passing taxis and 
cars.

There are th ree  schools in 
Spain which for a total fee of a 
hundred pesetas-about $2.50-will 
give a student a certificate en­
titling him to figh t in any bull 
ring in thi.» country .
