Sent Indo China
Large Cache Of Red 
Weapons, Including 
Soviet-Built Trucks 
And A m m un ition , 
Found Deep Inside 
Indo China; May Re­
flect D ec is io n  On 
New War

WASHINGTON (U P)—Discovery 
deep inside Indo-China of a large 
cache of Red weapons—including 
Soviet-built trucks and ammuni­
tion m arks the opening of a new 
ind “ sinister” phase of the cold 
w aj in Southeast Asia, American 
officials reported today.

E xperts said a raid by French 
Union forces near Phu Tho, 150 
miles by road from Red China, 
had netted four “ Molotova” 2 1-2- 
ton trucks and 1,527 rounds of 120 
mm. m ortar shells made in Rus­
sia. This was the first time that 
Russian equipment had been found 
Inside Indo-China.

Officials said the impoa-tant dis­
covery could reflect a decision by 
the Chinese Communists to enter 
the Indo-China arena of the cold 
war, but no one knows this for 
su re -y e t. But they said it does 
mean that the Communists have 
adequate military production to 
fight a war in Korea, control the 
China mainland, rnd have enough 
left over for use in Indo-China.

Details revealed today made It 
clear why Indo-China was one of 
the im portant problems ra.''^ed by 
President Truman and his advis­
ers a t last Tuesday’s White House 
world nsview with President-elect 
Eisénhower. The outgoing admin­
istration regards the  situation as 
grave enough to portend impor­
tant new decisions next year by 
the incoming administration.

The “ Made in Moscow” trucks 
and ammunition were transported 
over 7,333 miles of railroad across 
Siberia and China—a trip that 
would take at lea.st a month. The 
last 120-mile link in the railroad 
was completed a year ago and its 
•southern term inal now is near the 
Indo-Chlha border a t Ch?n-Na*- 
Kuan. Thousands of tons of sup­
plies are being unloaded there 
every w eet by the Communists.

From the end of the railroad 
line, Tonkinese coolies carry the 
supplies along mountain paths on 
their backs to the Communist 
dumps in Indo-China. The recent 
raid totalled 250 tons of munitions, 
three big recoilless cannon, 1,500,- 
000 cartridges, and other good war 
equipment. What worries strate­
gists here is that the important 
seizure may be only a small part 
of the Communist supplies.

Experts also see the new devel­
opment in Indo-China as having 
threatening prospects for nearby 
countries. They said the weapons 
cache was seized just 400 miles 
from Burma and 350 miles from

Congregation Plans 
Public Bible-Buming

ROCKY MOUNT. N.C. (UP) —
A congregation of Indej m dent 
Baptisl.s plaim to hold a public 
burning next Sunday of a ikswly- 
published revised edition of the 
Bible becau.se It usea “ Your” in­
stead of "Thou” and changes "vir­
gin” to "young woman.”

The Rev, M. Luther Hux, pa.sior 
of the Temple Baptist Church, aaid 
he will ( onault the fire departm ent 
this week to find out if it would 
c rea te  a fire hazard to burn a 
copy of the Bible inside his church.

About 400 persons gathered for 
a protest meeting yesterday and 
denounced the new translation of 
the scriptures as a "deliberate” 
attack  upon “the divinity of C hrist” 
and the “ virgin b irth”

Dr. Luther A. Weigle, d eaaam er- 
itu.s of the Yale University divinity 
school, who directed the prepara­
tion of the new translation, said 
at his New Haven, Conn., home 
that the Rocky Mount church-goers 
were up.set only becau.se “wa have 
given the true m eaning” lo an  old 
m istake.

Weigle said a team of 32 acholars 
working from the original Hebrew 
of the Old Testam ent and the 
original Greek of the New Testa­
ment, found thousands of such

•rro rs  In the popular Kmg Jam ea
rersioo of the Bible.

Hux maintained, however, tha t 
he and his followera believe tha 
new Bible "de.stroys faith in tha 
divine inspiration of the scripturea 
and the essential deity of Jesus 
C hrist.”

He said his congregation was 
highly critical of th* use of “You’
and “ Your” in reference to Christ,
and objected especially to the sub­
stitution of “young woman” for 
“ virgin” in Isaiah 7:14, which used 
to say:

Behold th* Lord shall give you 
a aign. A virgin shall conceive and 
bear a Son and shall call His nam e 
Em m anuel.”

Weigle said th* objections wer* 
‘nonsense.” and that “ grounds for 

belief In the virgin birth are given  
clearly” in th* New Testam ent in 
the revised edition.

For example. January:

warming. M a’s activities will be 
about the sam e as usual, likely 
stepped up some—you being under 
foot or sick • abed from house 
draughts.”

February;
"You have probably taken note 

this time of the year In checking 
over your tools and farm  Imple 
m ents tha t a  good many things 
seemed m issing. Well, why not do 
something about it? Spend a  few 
dollars and get a branding iron 
(better with your nam e than  your 
Initials) and brand every wooden 
handle and m achine on the p lace .” March:

"This is the month that puts the 
‘whether’ In the weather predic­
tion. For M arch Is neither w inter 
nor .spring and fair weather or foul 
are about a.s predictable as M arch 
hares."

And so on through the year.
