L. H. Williams, 19-year-old Negro,
removed Colling from the house af-
ter Brown had threatened to shoot
the beaten man with a pistol, he
testified, and after he dragged him
to the yard Brown' came out and
struck the prostrate body twice with
an Axe,

Followed Up

Williams stated he later removed
the body down the street several
feet, but that Brown followed him up
in an automobile and threw Collins’
body in a ditch partially filled with
{ water. The dead body of Collins was
found next morning.

A number of officers, including
Police Chief J. A. Jones of Ayden,
all gave Brown a bad reputation of
long standing for selling whiskey.

Young people should remember that life is long
and that while it is tough and sometimes cruel, it is
also gracious and can be very kind. To youth there
Appears to be no time left. Anything that needs to be
done must be dene now, To those of mature years
experience has taught that there is plenty of time
for everything that needs to be done.

Merit, Not Influence
Must Be Weighed

Solicitor W, J. Bundy sounded the senti-
ments of a great many law enforcement
and court officials, we imagine, in his
blast at the State Paroles Commission.

Bundy leveled a broadside at the com-
mission for commutig a six months sentence
of 8 man Bundy asserted was the “right
Hand man of a man generally reputed to
be a big time liquor operator . . . "

The solicitor of the fifth judicial district
asserted in his blistering letter to N. F.
Ransdell, paroles commissioner, the courts
of North Carolina “had just as well take
out and go home and let the Paroles Com-
mission run the whole business of law en-
forcement ; it seems to be doing it anyway.”

Thus one court official has expressed
his wiews on the way the paroles system
is being handled in North Carolina. Doubt-
lessly there are literally hundreds of other
court officials and law enforcement of-
ficers in North Carolina who concur in the
sentiments expressed by Solicitor Bundy,
In addition there are thousands of individ-
ual citizens of the state who view with
dizdain the manner in which paroles are
being handled in North Carolina.

The Daily Reflector is numhered among
the latter group.

As Solicitor Bundy so aptly put it in his
letter, " it is a sorry dav in North Carolina
when a man who brags of his money and
influence . . .
has heen properiy and orderly done in the
courts,

Indeed, it is a sorry dav in North Carolina
when the people of the state have to sit hy
and see the justice of the courts rendered
naught by acts of the paroles commission
which in our opinion are anything but just,

There is little use in having law enforce-
ment, there is little use in having courts
mete out justice, if North Carolina is to con-
tinue to have a Paroles Commission which
not enly fails to uphold the arm of justice,
but by its acte all hut amputates that arm

The Reflector has said before. and it
8ays again, North Carolina needs a com-
plete revamping of its paroles svstem and
of its Paroles Commission. The longer the
slate waits to do this revamping the more
sordid the present odorous situation wil]
become,

National Whirligig

WASHINGTON—Although Senator Taft lost out
in hie first test fight with President-elect Elsenhower
over the Durkin appointment, the Ohioan’'s challenge
has actually operated ta Improve relations between
the White House and Capitel Hill during the next
Administration, Even #Taft himsell seems satisfied
with the outcome,

The controversy demonstrates ‘hat Senate GOP-
ers now look upon Ike as “Mister Republican.” They
are in no mood for rebellion against their first White
House occupant in 20 years,

For fear that there may be an intra-party struggle
between the Dewey and Taft factions, they have
closed ranks behind Senator Bridges of New Hamp-
shire for M:jority Leader of the uppe# chamber

SHOP FOREMAN —Bridges does net seek the post,
since he will head the important Appropriations Com-
mittee and can have the position of President pro tem
of the Senate. He accepted the honor during the last
session only to stave off a bitter battle on the eve of
the naticnal conveniign. Since he was neither a Taft
nor an Eisenhower malf, he was the ideal choice. He
may be again.

The Ohio Senator's forthright nature will lead
him to oppase what he regards as any deviation from
major Republican policy by Eisenhower. That is every
Senator's privilege, unless he is willing to be s’ mere
Party hack. But he now knows that he will have only
& skimpy following, if he permits personal or political
animosity to cast him in the role of a carping critic.

Although it would be an unfair and inaccurate
Analysis of his attitude, there will be those who will
attribute any Tafl hostility to his disappointment at
not winning the nomination. Naturally, this reaction
would tend to weaken him in any differences with
the White House. For the moment Efsenhower is a well-
liked boss, and Taft simply an able shop foreman.

.  WARNING TO EISENHOWER-On t{he other
hand, Taft's Duwikin outburst served as a necded
warning to Eisenhower that he also must cooperate
with Republican legislators. It was the Ohioan's way
of expressing Capitol Hill restlessness over Ikes ap-
parent tieur with the Dewev wing. As between the
New York Governor and the Senator, the latter i far
more popular with House and Senatc colleagues

In all his preliminary preparations for White
House responsibilities, the President-elect has heen
dealing with problems of a personal as well as a paliti-
cal nature. He has been picking Cabinet members,
official aides, diplomats. etc

These matters are his prerogative. not Capitol
Hill's, even though many must be confirmed by the
Senate. Taft of course, recognizes that. and would
behave simularly, if he were in Eisenhower's shoes

TAFT ACCOMPLISHED MAJOR PURPOSE - But
the Taft-Durkin demurrer was a reminde that Eisen-
hower must negctiate with the heavily anti-Dewey
Congressional group in matters of legislation. It is a
warning which Ike, accustomed to giving orders and
having ‘nem obcved without questicn or eriticism,
should heed for the sake of harmony at Washington

Taft also accomplished anather major putpose
He has angled for the leadership post only because it
would give him voice and influence in the fixing of
White House policy

The Senate Majority Leader is one of the trio
Which confers regularly with the head man at the
White House every Monday morning. According te
Truman procedure, Taft's post as cnalrman of the
Republican Policy Committee would not entitle him
lo admission

EISENHOWER-TAF] RELATIONSHIP-—-Eisen-
hower, however, has expressed a willingness to have
the top policy maker on Capitol Hill attend these
sessions. 'n addition to the House Speaker, the Vice-
Presiden: and the House-Senate leaders

Ike shows remarkable astuteness in making this
concession. Under this arrangement. he and Taft can
argue and iron ou: disagreements benind White House
doors instead of Clashing openly and head-on before
Senate galleries and the Democrats across the aisle

This new Ike-and-Bob relationship, although es-
tablished deviouslv and difficultly, is an extremely
significant, post-election development.

Like other businesses—if it is
8 business—the Post Office 1s
faced with rising cosis and ur-
gent demands for better service.
Since the incoming Administrat-
ion is being known as a business
administration and the next Con-
gress is expected to give it supp-
ort, it is appropriate to point out
some of the business technigues
that might be applied to the
postal service,

Several were suggested recen-
tly. Here are some more:

Research—Various studies of
ways to increc=e post office effi-
ciency have been made; the Hoo-
ver Committee did an extensive
job. But business would not give
up research simply because those
to date have not been as fruitful

as desired; rather, good manage-
ment would probably intensify its
studies.

Research need not only be con-
fined as to how to save money: -
it should include the possibilities
of increasing revenues by increas-
ing services.

Broadening lines—one of the
standard formulas for business
seeking to increase earnings and
to get itself on a firmer footing
is broadening its lists of products
and serviozs. One of the worst
injuries to Post C.fice service
was the discontinuance of direct-
ory service; this is estimated to
have cost business millions of dal-
lars in undelivered and delayed
orders, Since such service is of
dollars-and-cents value to firms
and rocsibly to imdividuals, a
“‘directory service requested"
stgmp might be put on sale; or a
plan developed by which direct-
ory service costs would be char-
ged back to the s:nder when
envelopes were marked ‘‘direct-
ory service charges guaranteed."

Other useful and profitable ser-
Vices might bé suggested by re-
earch. In Holland, for example,
the Post Office will undert:ke,
for a fee, to deliver ci -vlar mail
or samples to everv home or
every business establishment in
A given area. The Post Office
here might find this a paying
idea. It might also be able to

sell lists of names in Broad
categories; the list houses
would protest, but thev would

still havz the specialized share
of the business. It might also
undertake, for a fee, the verfi-
cation of mailing lists—something
it does now through a somewhat
invelved procedure,

It might even establish a busi-
ness consulting service threough
which mail income would be
increased by giving mallers ex-
pert advice on advertising and
selling campaigns

Better wages— Business has
found that better wages are often
cheaper than low wrges and the

produced.

WASHINGTON — A  Harvard
physicis~ thinks the heautiful
norther;. lights may result from
tempora 'y dents in the earth's
heavenl- “bumper.”

. This new slant on the cauge of
the Aurora Borealis- one of na!-
ure’'s big free shows but a pain
in the neck to communications
men—was offered by Dr. Denald
Menzel in a report to the Na'‘onal
Academy of Sciences.
*‘The earth's “bumper ' consists
of invisible lines of magn-tic force
surrounding the planet out 1o
great distances and serving as a
barrier against scme electiical
forces in the heavens. Meanzel
nffred the view that great clouds
of hydrogen and other gases—
shot from the sun an” tra\eling
Al speeds up tp 600 miles per
~nd—sometimes bend a section
of the bumper inward.

This produces a gigantic funnel
in the heavens—shaped something
like the nozzle of & vacuum clean-
er—through which the positively-
charged gices and some électrons
por. These electrified part - s
then strike atoms - ¢ oxygen in the
earth’'s atmosphere, making them
luminescent ‘s proc ing the
visible glow of the Aurora. It's
the same effect as that produced
In neon advertising signs in
which a rarefied gas is animated
by an electric charge so that it
glows,

Menzel said his theory was bas-
ed partly on recent  discoveries
by other American scientists of
the pre -1ce of hydrogen clouds
close to the earth. He said it was
a logical ex‘“ns'n: of previoué
findings by English and Australiar
researchers.

The Englishman demonstrated
the “bumper' actinn of the earth's
magnetic field against some pari-
icles flung from the sun. The
Australian followed this up with
observations indicating that some
particles “spill over” the barrier
at the northern and southern
edges of the magnetic field. But
Menzel theorizes Lhat the gor-
geous Aurora is a “funnel” job.

Another Harvard scientist, Dr.
Fred 'Vhipple, reporied a new
method of tracking winds—some
