_New Zealanders were amused
and baffled today over
raised in the United States by U
sale of “‘cut price” beef from the|
Domimon. The prices reported|
seem pretly dear to them

For weeks, New Zealanders have
been complaining that local meat
prices are too high They have|
risen 9 per cent in the last six
months and best peef here now costs |
the equivalent of 39 cents a pound. |
It ferior cuts are listed from 1|
to 28 cenls. |
The news that angry U.8 cat-
tlemen had demanded the Amer
can government to stop further im-
ports of New Zealand cattle be-
cause it was selling at half. the
price of domestic beel tickled
most New Zealanders. |

There were other reactions, too.
Most New Zealand city dwellers|
probably were happ: not to be liv-|
ing in a country where 39 cenis a
pound was considered a bargain
price for pofterhouse steak.

New Zealanders also were some-
what baffled at why American
farmers were complaimng. The

New Zealand always has been a
gountry of cheap beef. When Amer-
jcan troops arrived here during
World War II, most of them were
amazed to find that a steak meal
cost about the equivalent of 50
cents In a local restaurant.

As a matter of fact the farmer should he
proud of the reputation he has gained for
independence, and almost without excep-
tion farmers are proud of it.

By living on the land, growing his own
prodace and being his own boss, the farm-
er just naturally comes by his indepen-
dence, Farmers are the most difficult group
of people in the world to regiment, the most
difficult to intimidate, and in many instan-
ces the most difficult to get to act in unison,

That independence which just comes nat-
urally to a farmer — no matter what part
of the world he lives in — probably has a
great deal to do with the recent change
of internal policy in Yugoslavia, The gov-
ernment of that country has definitely de-
cided to abandon completely the farm col-
lectivism which has been in effect since the
confmunists took over.

Collectivism just did not work among the
farmers. Now Yugoslavia will begin its
tazk of breaking up. the large collective
farms and allotting plots to private owner-
ship, When the Yugoslav farmers get their
own land once more, the government I8
sure agricultural production will begin to
rise,

Reports from East Germany, dominated
by the Russians, indicate the communist
movement there is having difficulty making
the inroads on the old system which the
Kremlin had hoped. The predominately
rural population of East Germany is resist-
ing the communist regimentation at every
turn.

JUDGES I'he public hearing
on the ‘‘extra judges bill"" high-
lighted too situations which are
not new, but which often are over-
looked by the casual student of
governmental affairs, One is that
despite protestations to the con-
irary the judicial system in North
Carolina is in politics up to Iis
figurative neck. The other is
the long standing practice ol the
General Assembly putting additi-
onal work upon State agencies
without making any provision
for money or manpower to handle
the 1obs. A third noticeable sit-
uation was the way members qf
districts which get an extra judge
under the bill professed unself-
ish adherence to principle, and
were inelined to charge mem-
bers from districts 1ot included in
the bill but also wanting another
judge with being somewhat un-
reasonable

WORK LOAD — A large dele-
gation from the Wa County
Bar appeared to pleadYor another
judge in the seventh district, made
up of Wake and Franklin count-
jes, The basis of the appeal was
the tremendous load imposed upon
the Wake Superior Court by rea-
son of legislative provisions that
lawsuils involving State agencies
like the Utilities and Industrial
Commissions, Department of Re-

venue and Insurance .are to be
tried in Wake count Further-
more, the location of Central

Prison, Women's prison and State
hospital here hmpose unusual de
mand upon the time of the judge
and the court, with the result that
a hacklog of regular county cases
has piled up in both civil and

criminal actions. The commitiee
agreed that the situation in Wake
is peculiar, but there wWas manl-
fest disposition on part of the
majority not lo tamper wilh
the bill as written. It was argued
that the extra :ix reguiar jud-
ges provided, with potentially eight
special judges, should relieve the
Wake condition very substantially.
There wag also expressed opinion
that if thhe Wake bar had been
more diligent and insistent upon
relief more weecks of court coild
have been arranged and judges
assigned

HUMAN — The human element
was brought in from two direct-
jons. Resident Judge W.C. Harris
dean of the Superior Court bench
in the State; Thomas A. Binks,
president of the Wake bar, and
others made the point that citizens
are bartering and sacrificing
their rights because of jammed
calendars making trial of cases
within three vears doubtful, and
compromising out of court at re 1
loss o themselves. And it was
quite obvious that members from
district awarded an extra jurdge
under the bill objected to loading
it down at risk of losing that ad-
vantage.

POLITICS — Nobody seemed
willing to bring the political angle
into the open, but it was the prom-
inent feature of the hearing. It
was implied that some of the spe-
cial judges appointed by Governor
Scott have not been busy, becaise
lawyers and litigants did not want
cases tried Before them. “It is hop-
ed.” sald one member, “that uader
the new administration all judges’
time can be utilized.” Another
political twist was the opposition

of some commitieemen of the
provision that the six proposed
regular judges be first ap, ited
by the Governor and thereafter
elected by the people. Once a
regular judge is mamed it is hard
to replace him, was the general
comment.

RE--DISTRICTING — It was
the unanimous opinion of the
committee that re-districting would
provide a much more gatisfactory
solution of the problem, “‘That
remedy seems politically im-
possible." observed Chairman
Lee Whitmire—and his colleagues
agreed. Next best approach
would be to abolish the rotation
sysiem and allow one judge to
spend all his time in one dis-
trict, instead of having to move
every six momhs, Rep. W.B.
Rodman Indicated he might
sponsor & constitutional amend-
ment to the end. The people would
have to vote for that poliry to
make it effective, and there will
be considerable opposition. The
big jam is In civil cases and
the lawyers on the committee con-
ceded that permanent acsignmenmnt
of & judge would materially aid
in that respect. SBome of them
didn't relish the prospect of get-

ting stuck with a “bad judge” '

for criminal trials.
HOME—WORK — Another fact
developed at the hearing and
about which the public has no
accurate conception, 8 the tre-
mendous amount of work judges
are called upon to do outside the
courtroom. In that respect jud-
ges are like legislators and school
teachers, who have to spend

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CHANCES FOR
LIQUOR REFERENDUM
(Henderson Dispatch)

The regular liquor referendum
bill has hit the hopper in the cur-
rent legislature. This time it is
sponsored by 28 House members
and six senators. In the House,
it has been referred to the Com-
mittee on Countles, Cities and
Towns, in contrast to previous oc-
casions, when it went to the Com-
mittee on Propositions and Griev-
ances. That may have some sign-
ificance. But it was referred to
the same committee in the Sen-

ate as formerly.

The bill now on its way is des
scribed as an “all or nothing” pro-
position, That means that if the
State votes dry in an election
every county. even those now hav-
ing liquor stores, will l, legally

dry. If the wets win, every couns
ty, including those now legally
dry, may become wet | they
choose to do so.

Approval of the present bill ia
understood to have been given,
at least tacitly, by the dry forces.
Hitherto they have been hesitant
about offering their support to
any measure that would make
present dry counties wet. In other
words, if they lost, the present
status would remaln. But if they
won, everythin® would be dried
up. That's different from the
present “all or nothing" proposal,
and has been considered by some
as one of the greatest obstacles
toward a referendum in other
years. The present difference may
win support for the measure,

Curiously enough, little is heard

just now about the “gag ruie,”

which in times past has clioked

to throttle the proposal
just introduced remains to be
aeen. And whether it will be
effective this time Is something
