For a number of years, ever since
the proposition of going into any
kind of business has come before the
state Farm Bureau convention; del~
egates of the Pitt unit have been
instructed to vote against the Farm
Bureau's going into business. At
the -convention last February Pitt
delegates maintained their position
against a proposed mutual nsurance
company (o be formed by the
North Carolina Farm Bureau, but
the propostion was adopted by the
state organization.

Maddrey Presenied Proposition
At the meeting here last night
C. Gordon Maddrey, president of
the North Caroline Farm Bureay
Federation, presented the plan for
formation of an insurance company
fo ‘the Pitt organization and ans-
wered questions concerning the pro-
posed insurance company.

Arch Flanagan of Farmville, presi-
dent of the Pitt Farm Bureau, told
the group the question of Pitt's par.
ticlpation in the company might
have *been decided by the board of
director’s, but in view of the past
position of the organization in the

Insurance Plan Is Adopted

He added the insurance
gram would be carried on by other
counties whether or not Pitt partici-
pated.

In outlining plans for the insur-
ance company, Maddrey pointed out
that 11 of the 13 Southern states
already have mutual Insurance com-
panies owned and operated under
their respective Farm Bureiu Peder-
ations

He cited the operating success of
several of these companies, and
emphasized the gain in FParm Bur-
eau membership which has result.
ed In states having a Farm Bureau
insurance program.

Twe Principal Reasons

The two principal reasons for
the Farm Bureau going into the in-
Surance program, Maddrey said, are
to offer service to members, and
to stabilize membership,

Maddrey pointed out the insur-
ance company will be owned and
controlled by the North Carolina
Farm Bureau, and the acceptance
or rejection of each county’s allot-
ment of certificates of indebtedness
to begin the company is up to the
Individual county. Pitt County's al-
lotment of certificates of indebted-
ness is $24.500,

BERLIN (UP) Communist
secret police are rounding up Ger-
mans who displayed anti-Commu-
nist sentiments in this week's
bloody ‘“‘revolt" against Red rule
in Soviet Germany, it was reported
today.

West Berlin newspapers said the

secret police have seized “large
rumbers” of Germans in raids on
nationalized factories in the Soviet
zOne.
A German identified as Willi
Goetling, described as a ‘‘foreign
agent,” was cut down yesterday by
the bullets of a Russian firing
squad under the martial law clamp-
ed or much of Red Germany to
quell riots in which at least 41 Ger-
mans have been repor‘-d killed.

The Red radio broadcast a series
of “workers’ resolutions’’ demand-
ling punishment of the revolt's lead-
ers, and the official Communist
organ Neues Deutschland called for

“harsh and determined” action
agaimst ‘'‘enemies and provoca-
teurs.”

first president.

An end to the monarchy dating
back 5,000 years to the days of the
pharaohs was proclaimed last
night in a radio broadcast. All
Egyptian royalty, imcluding exiled
King Farouk’s Infant son King
Ahmed Fuad II, was siripped of
titles.

Naguib formed a military junta
government of army officers fol-
lowing the resignation of key civil-
lan cabinet members.

Tongay In Child's Death

MIAMI, ¥la. (UP)—Russell Ton-
gay was bound over for trial on a
manslaughter - charge late yester-
day on grounds that he “forced”
his tiny daughter to make a 33-foot
high dive which-proved fatal,

Famed diver Pete Desjardin tes
tified that five-year-old Kathy Ton-
gay, Internationally known “Aqua-
tot,” the day before her death
practiced a back layout with one
and one-half summersaults, He said
her form was faulty,

Peace Justice Edwin Lee Mason
decided that by “forcing” Kathy to
perform “hazardous feats of diving
he (Tongay) did so cause her
death.” Conviction on' the man-
slaughter charge would CAITY &
maximum sentence of 10 years in
prison.

Tongay, 36, who complains of de-
fective hearing, showed no visible
emotion as he {ollowed the session
from his wife's penciled notes. Af-
terward they avolded reporters and
went nto seclusion to await Ton-
gay's arralgnment at a date to be
set later. Tongay was released un-
der $1,000 bond.

Mason  concluded Kathy's dive,
exccuted “in an improprer man-
ner,” caused a ruptured intestine
and the peritonitis which brought
death last May 5, Evidence showed
Kathy's body was covered with
brulses which medical testimony

showed could have resulted from a!

faulty dive.

Police had accused Toogay of
beating Eathy and he had been
charged with second-degree murder
but this charge was dismissed.

Tongay did not testify but his
attorney sought unsuceessfully *to
have the entire case dismissed be-
cause of this amendment of the
charges.

Rep. Louls E. Graham (R-Pa)
was named chairman of the sub-
committee.

But he doubted =
subcommittee meeting would be
held until after the Supreme Court
renders a decision in the Rosen-
berg case.

The impeachment resolution was
laid before the House Wednesday
by Rep W. M. (Don) Wheeler
(D-Ga). Tt accused Douglas of
“high crimes and misdemeanors
in office’’ for granting stays of ex-
ecution for Julius and Ethel Rosen-
berg, the convicted atomic sples.

Wheeler was reported to be
under considerable pressure from
some .of his colleagues—particu-
larly some Bouthern Democrats—
to seek immediate action by the
House on the resolution. An im-
peachment resolution is a matter
of the highest priority, and Wheeler
would be within his rights in de-
manding immediate consideration.

But Wheeler did not seek im-
mediate action. He made no ob-
Jection when Bpeaker Joseph W.
Martin referred the resolution
o the Judiclary Committee.

The chairman of the Judiciary
Committee, Rep. Chauncey W.
