Already work is beginning on plans for 
construction of new school facilities from  
the bond m oney; but betw een now and the 
time new buildings are constructed, school 
officials are trying to cope as best they can 
with the pressing problem of too many 
students and not enough classrooms.

In their atum pt to utilize every avail­
able amount of classroom space in the 
coming school year, school officials may 
have to inconvenience some children more 
than they ordinarily would. It may mean 
some children going a greater distance to 
school than others. It will mean some chil­
dren attending the eighth  grade at the 
same elementary school they attended last 
year w hile others w'ill attend the eighth  
grade at the high school.

Still other youngsters may have to at­
tend school in suitable church quarters if 
they are acquired for use by the school sys­
tem.

Unfortunately, some parents may resent 
the necessary ,changes in the places their 
children go to school next year; but we 
hope they will cooperate every way pos­
sible with school officials during the try­
ing situation which may exist when school
opens this fall.

School officials have asserted they are 
moving as rapidly as possible to acquire 
new school facilities, and at the same time 
make sure money lor these facilities is 
wisely spent. Officials realize the need for 
new school facilities probably more acutely 
than anyone else. Yet they likewise realize 
that each dollar spent from bond issue 
money must be stretched as far as possible.

Attendance arrangements in Greenville 
district schools in the coming scholastic 
year may not be to the liking of all parents 
who have children in school. But in the 
face of pressing circumstances caused by 
facilities overloaded with students, it be­

hooves parents to cooperate in every way 
possible with those in charge of operating 
the schools.

Final Chapter Of 
The Rosenberg Story

Closed are the books on the Rosenberg 
saga.

Repercussions of their execution will 
rumble as communists seek to maks mar­
tyrs of the man and wUe wno beuayed  
150 million of their fellow  citizens and 
threatened the destruction of many thous­
ands around the world by giving atomic 
secrets to the Russians.

W hile there is sympathy for the two Ros­
enberg children who became orphanns at 
their parents’ execution, there can be no 
doubt that the convicted spies were given 
every opportunity under the law and the 
courts. They had fair trials. They used 
every legal and judicial channel in an at­
tempt to remove the price of their crime 
from their heads.

But if justice was to be had —  both to the 
Rosenbergs and the millions of people they  
had betrayed — there was no alternative
to their sentence.

The communists doubtlessly w’ill make 
full propaganda use of the execution of the  
couple. Yet the carrying out of the sentence 
has not shaken faith and confidence in the 
fair and upright judicial system in the
United State.s.

W hile the communists are condemning 
the execution of the Rosenbergs, they will 
be omitting mention of the Germans who 
have died this week before Russian firing  
squads wnthout trials, without an opportu­
nity to defend them selves before a court, 
and without opportunity for appeals to any 
higher tribunal.

The Rosenbergs paid with their lives for 
their part in a conspiracy to deliver the en­
tire citizenry into communist enslavement. 
At the same instant, free men throughout 
the world were laying down their lives 
voluntarily that freedom might be pre­

served.

Weeks today w arned farm ers to ex* 
ercls* great c a re  If they Intend to 
use m ineral oil emulsion for their 
control of suckers on their tobacco 

Weeks said a g re a t deal of in­
terest has been shown throughout 
the coimty this y ea r In controlling 
tobacco suckers by use of m ineral 
oil emulsion.

iThe tobacco specialist pointed out 
that experim ental results have 
shown m ineral oil e ulslon will 

adequately control suckers If used 
a t the proper tim e. At the sam e 
tune, Ü1 tria ls  throughout the sta te  
last year, it w as shown tbAt in some 
cases the use of m ineral oil em ul­
sion for control of suckers resulted 
in leaf drops of a s  much as 25 per 
cent.

Soft rot also developed in some 
dem onstration plots treated with 
the m ineral oil em ulsion throughout 
the state  last y e a r.

Weeks said the  reasons for leaf 
drop and soft rot In plants treated  
with the emulsion h ave  not yet been 
determined hut th e  staff at the 
Slate experim ent station is contin­
uing to Study the  situation.

"W e recom m end." Weeks said, 
"If farm ers a re  inerested in treat- 
Itvg for sucker control with mineral 
oil emulsion this year, they trea t 
only a sm all percen tage of their 
c rop ."

Statistics on topping and sucker- 
Ing compiled la s t y ear by experi­
m ent stations in five locations show­
ed increased production per acre 
on tobacco th at w as topped and 
Buckéred. ♦

The report showed that tobacco 
norm ally topped and  fully suckered 
produced in actu al value $119 above 
tobacco not topped or suckered. 
N orm al topping and suckerlng once 
produced $95 per acre  above to­
bacco not topped and  suckered; and 
la te  topping on tobacco suckered 
once produced 181 per acre above 
tobacco not topped or siftkered.

In a pastoral le tte r  read a t all 
m asses Instead of reg u la r serm ons, 
W aters said h is u ltim atum  was a 
re-statem ent of ■ non-segregatim  
policy that has alw ays been in 
effect.. He said all special churches 
for Negroes, would be abolished 
im m ediately U the policy is violated

" I  am happy to tak e  the respon- 
slbUity for any evil which m ight 
re su lt from different races worship­
ing God together," he said, "b u t 
I  would be u h w ^ tn g  to take the 
responsibility of those who refuse 
to worship God w ith a person of 
ano ther race.

" I  am n o t  unmindful, a s  t  
Southerner, of Uu. force of th u  
virus of prejudice among some per' 
sons in the South, a s  well m  m 
the North," the letter added.

Although the oceans had been dominated for years by stean ship.s, the Gloucester Fishing  
Fleet still operated mainly under sa il, until about 1916. Leaving port for the Grand Banks 
they often .staid out for weeks. Upon reaching the fishing grounds, all but the captain and 
cook look to the dories, set their trawls, anchoring one end; then went back, hauling in the 
fish. The schooner followed along, picking each dory with its catch at the end o f the 
day. There were risks in this business. Sometimes a dory was lost in the fog and sometimes, 
Cut in two and sent to the bottom in this same deadly fog, hy an ocean liner. After the catch  
was complete, all sail was set, 10 be the first home and to get the best prices. The n ecess ity  
for speeiJ created the Knockabout Fishing Schooner, with lines like a yacht and a long bov  
overhang in place of a bowsprit, mdcing it easier and safer to furl h eadsails in rough weather.
