Senate Race Wide Open, But Two Are Starting Early

WASHINOTON-Attorney-Oeneral Herbert 

Brownell Jr. lias begun to compUe a tentative list of 
possible appointees to the Supreme Court of the 
United State* In view of seemingly authentic reports 
that several members will resign during or at the 
•lose of the next term, which will end In June of i854.

The Justices most frequently mentioned as anxi­
ous to terminate their service are, in the order of 
their seniority, Stanley F. Reed of Kentucky, Felix 
iVankfurter of Massachusetts and William O. Doug­
las of Washington. Reed has not be^n well for some 
time

Frankfurter ha.s said that he would like to devote 
hia time to writing and lecturing. DouglM may quit 
for personal reasons, largely because of hia need of 
a larger income.

MAY DEFER RESIGNATIONS—The trio may 
defer their resignations until next June, however 
because of the heavy grist of important caaes before 
the high tribunal These Involve such questions u  
segregation In the elementary school system, numer­
ous Civil Liberty issues arising from Federal and 
stats Impoaitlon of loyalty oath systems, and water­
power controversies of a basic nature.

Since all nine Incumbents have participated in 
the hearing* on these grave quesUona, when they 
reached the Supreme Court on appeal. It would mean 
further delay. If they were to walk out now.

It would be difficult for new member* to brush 
up on the background of theae extremely complex 
matter*.

APPEARANCES — Lennon and 
Scott hove made only one Im­
portant public appearance each 
that might be classified as poli­
tical. Lennon «poke at the YDC 
rally in Cabarrus county two 
weeks ago and Scott spoke at tbe 
Chinquapin barbecue last Friday. 
Lennon has several engagements 
on his agenda, mostly In the Pied­
mont area, and Scott has let tt 
be known that he 1* avalla ole 
from now on. Meantime, ooth are 
working on tentative organtoations 
and quietly lining up support of 
influential leaders throughout the 
state.

Lanlel’s i^an was to Increase the 
retirement age from «0 to 63 years, 
to fire some t í the estimated 
4.000,000 government employes and 
to hold the line on pay Increases.

The unions said Um government 
was asking government workers to 
make ' ‘sacrifices that black mar­
keteers, tax dodgers, speculators 
and parasites of a dlstribuUcm sys­
tem rotted by fblrst for abusive 
profits, have never agreed to.”

The majority of French govern-

‘̂ ment workers do not make more 
than 171.35 per month.

The Immediate effect of the 
strike was a boomerang. The price 
of gold shot skyward and the value 
of the French franc feU.

Meanwhile, the Communists, sen­
sing an opportunity. Joined ttie 
strike tn full force.

Their objective Is to topple the 
government and bring about a 
"popular front" such as existed tn 
the mO’s.

As yet. the Lanlel government 
has refrained from any sweeping 
back-to-work decrees such as were 
used by Premier Robert Scbuman 
to break the 1947 strike.

But, allowed to continue Indefl- 
nitely, the strike could finish the 
wrecking of the French economy.
wiping out not only the franc but 
savings and Insurance policies as 
well.

Unfortunately for Lanlel. be him­
self makes an Inviting target for 
the Communists.

He is an industrialist, is right- 
wing and known as the "richest 
deputy in France."

Further, his suggested reforms 
strike at only one factor contrib­
uting to French difficulties.

French salaried workers pay 
their taxes because the money Is 
withheld from pay envelopes But 
French shopkeepers, farmers and 
professional men regard tax dodg­
ing as a national sport.

Charlea Hoatetler of the Toledo 
Blade found thie out recently in 
making a survey of the laws people 
break with a, hammer or monkey 
wrench.

"Hava you recently Installed a 
washer, drier, hot waterheater, gar­
bage dlaposal unit, or diahwaah- 
er?” Mr. Hostetler asked his Tole­
do Ohio, readers. "Did you have 
a permit? Technically you must 
have one and primarily for your 
own benefit, for city inspectors 
check to determine there ar# no 
hazard.^ to your safety and health 
In oeratlng those devices.*'

Don't think this apUes only to 
Toledo and that you .can do a.a you 
please. It happens that Toledo is 
morg or less typical. It would be 
wise to check your own regulat­
ions.

Under almost any building code,- 
permits are required for any struct­
ural work—building a dog houae, 

^ , tool ahed, garage, porch, attic wln- 
'  jdows, dormers, and even work In­

doors, such as enlarging a doorway 
to an archway.

Mr, Hostetler found that about 
the only jobs not requiring permits 
were:

Construction — Ordinary repairs,» 
replacing anything worn out or de­
teriorated by the weather.

PlunüJing — Pouring grease sol­
vent down the drain.

HeatinI—Adjusting the thermo­
stat.

Electrical — Using an extension 
cord.

‘Many heating, thumbing and 
electrical projects are done by 
homeowners without permite and 
in violation of the ]aw,’’ghe obser­
ves. "Here the handyman defeata. 
The city not only will readily grant 
permits for this type of work the 
householder chooses to do himself, 
but will provide on-the-Job Inspect­
ion to guide the handyman in turn­
ing out a first-class, hazard-free 
and acceptable Job."

It should be easy for any home­
owner to understand why there are 
such laws. If your neighbor built 
a porch or other structure too close 
to your line and interfered with 
your light and air, you'd object, 
II he made plumbing changes that 
contaminated your drinking wat­
er or electrical changes that con­
stituted fire hazards, you'd insist 
on protection.

Even an outdoor barbecue can be 
a neighborhood nulaancc. Hostet­
ler found that if an outdoor fire­
place is a target of complaint, the 
Fire Prevention Bureau In Toldeo 
has the power to order Its remov­
al.

"The bureau," he says, "recom-1 
mends a minimum 10-foot clear-1 
ance between an outdoor oven and ; 
any frame building. I

"Except for burning charcoal in j 
an outdoor oven any outdoor fire is i 
Ulegaiyin the city”

On the other hand, soma deliber­
ate disregard for building permits, 
where they can be dodged, un­
doubtedly la .prompted by fear of 
the tax assessor. The home owner 
building a back porch on his bouse 
soon learns that making the project 
a matter of public record means a 
Jump in his taxes.

If he did «11 the work himself, 
but estimates that the full cost of 
anmunted to 11,000 if he hired the 
ÍMEch built, he may be faced with 
paying 111 per year on a lenient 
M per cent asseasment when the 
tax rate amounts to S per cant.

Nevertheless, a good Do-IPYour- 
aelf project Is to get acquainted 
with your local laws and regulat­
ions.

said they did not want to grow up. 
Some were afraid they could not 
do their work like Dad. or keep 
their clothes neat like mother. 
They saw nothing attractire in 
k e e ^ g  quiet all the time. There 
was too much expected of them 
by grownups. Says Professor SmiUi.

"Suppose s child falls to reach a 
standard because we have set It 
tdo high for his age. At six he 
can’t keep his hands and clothes 
clean and still play as actively as 
he should. At 12 he doesn’t keep 
too clean either. Somebody is al­
ways prodding him. ’I guess you 
will never grow up,’ they say. 
Orowing up becomes anyUilng but 
interesting.

"If children are pressured to act 
older than they are ready to act, 
it is no wonder that growing up 
becomes a burden. But if children 
are treated in keeping wltii their 
age, they can live confidently from 
day to day. They usually want to 
grow up.’’

A case in point is made by Pro­
fessor William D. Lapard, who also 
is associated with the Child Wel­
fare Research Station. In stressing 
the importance of self-confidence 
he cites the case of Jane and her 
mother:

"My bed’s all made. Mother, and 
my room is straight. I’m ready to 
go to school,’’ Jane announced.

'All right ITl just come in and 
check up,’’ said Mrs. Welsh. She 
put down the dish towel and has­
tened hopefully into Jane’s room.

’Oh, Jane. Come right back 
here! You know perfectly well you 
haven’t smoothed out the sheets or 
tucked in the blankets. When are 
you going to start doing it right 
the first time? Now get to work, 
and while you are doing it, pick 
up those bedroom slippers.’’ | 

Poor Jane, says Professor Lam-

pard. . She had been so proud, and 
she really thought she jbad done 
her woVk well. But in her mother's 
housewife-trained eye», the efforts 
of her eight-year-old were obvious­
ly not at all «ufíicient. Jane’s 
mother considered Jane inade­
quate, and made thi« clear to her. 
He commented:

"Our children’s self-confidence 
Is so easily shattered. We don’t 
mean to be cruel to them; we just 
want to teach them. And it cer­
tainly would be nice to have them 
do things really right, to have them 
help efflciently. But the trouble is 
if we make them feel foolish and 
bumbling when they make efforts 
to help, if we tear down their feel­
ing Uiat they have done something 
right, we are not going to improve 
their performance. On the con­
trary, by hasty ridicule and re­
proaches we gradually tear down 
their confidence in their own abil­
ity, and eventually they may stop 
even trying to do things."

After all, he concludes, we all 
know that self-confidence which 
leads to pleasure in doing things 
and willingness to learn new skills 
la more Important to our children 
than ability to make a bed right 
while they are growing up. The 
skills will come with time. So let’s 
help tactfully when they need it 
encourage them and try to accept; 
their efforts.
