Smallest Tobacco Crop
Since 1949 Estimated

RALEIGH (UP)—North Carolina
tobacco growers are harvesting
their smallest crop of flue-cured
leaf since 1940 because of a shrivel-
fhg summer drought and actual
losses — especially heavy in the
Middle and Old belts—will total
more than $43,000,000.

A revised production forecast by
the State and Federal Crop Report-
Ing Service, based on drought re-
ports, slashed an additional 33,268,
000 pounds off the Aug. 1 production
sstimate. The mid-month survey
was made to determine ‘‘the extent
of crop damage from the drought
which existed over much of the
state on Aug, 1 and continued in
most aréas as of mid-month.”

The revised forecast predicted a
erop of only 709,995,000 pounds from
#684,000 acres, ‘‘the smallest crop
since 19049 when 731,530,000 pounds
were produced on 621,000 acres."

The estimated crop would fall

1942-51 - average by 3.1 per cent.

The new report estimated a yield
per acre of 1,170 pounds, the }owest‘;uard Geman

since 1847 when the average was
1,139 and 52 pounds under last
year's average yleld per acre.

The Aug. 1 estimate forecast a
crop 51,865,000 pounds under the
July 1 estimate, The additional
slash makes a total reduction of
85,000,000 pounds from the July 1
estimate—almost all of it blamed
on the drought.

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Stevenson’s Position Gains Strength

Political breezes are blowing a little
more briskly now across the nation since
Adlai Stevenson has returned from his six
months round the world tour.

The visits of Stevenson with high of-
ficials of other nations no doubt increased
his popularity with foreign governments;
and at the same time his first hand infor-
mation from these officials strengthen his
position as a presidential candidate among
the American people.

In spite of the fact the defeated Demo-
cratic presidential candidate of 1952 has
not committed himself to another race in
1956, he has made no bones about keeping

Mossadegh Out;
Wounds May Heal

For whatever else the overthrow of Pre-
mier Mohammed Mossadegh in Iran brings
to the world, it should bring a healing of
the wounds between Iran and the rest of
the Western world.

Mossadegh has been a thorn in the side
of not only Britain, but most of the other
nations of the Western world for the past
two-and-one-half years. His ousting of the
British from rich Iranian oil fields touched
off a bitter struggle which left Iran hang-
ing in the balance between the West and
communism,

At the same time it put one of the world's
most vital supplies of oil out of reach of the
Western world for all practical purposes,

While it will take some time for condi-
tions in Iran to settle after the military
coup which overthrew Mossadegh, the
young shah who returns to at least par-
tial power is likely to prove more friendly
to the West than the aging Mossadegh,

It is not likely that Britain’s former posi-
tion in Iranian oil fields will be regained
even with Mossadegh's overthrow: but
relationships between Iran and nations of
the Western bloe will likely be better in
the future than in the past two years.

WHAT'S THE MATTER WITH THE CHURCH”

Yesterday we indleated that we would try to
answer the question, “What's the matter with the
Christian Church?”

The greatest trouble with the church is that it
sometimes forsakes its stock in trade, which is super-
natural relipion, and substitutes for this highly potent
and useful variety of truth a rationalism so ineffec-

tive that ii fails utterly to meet the deepest needs
of the human soul

Furtherm.cre, the Church very often does not get
down to the problems that are Keeping men and

women awake at night, Yesterday we called attention
to the fact that the newer bodies which
have arisen within the past century or less are growing
by leaps and bounds and meeting many needs which
the orthodex church neglects. When the principal
denominations fail to meet the needs of the common
run of men and women, these newer Christian bodies
step in and address themselves to the problems which
everybody confronts and about which a great ma-

jority of pecple are thinking
The newer Christian bodies are taking up the
opportunities which the older church has neglected

Our victory over Spain, which won us recognition
as a world pewer, did not make us aware of our new
responsibilities at the turn of the century, The mili-
tary bill for 1899 was $204.500,000, as against $190,-
500.000 in 1800, After this affair, however, the peace-
time cost of national defense never fell below $100.-
000,000 a year, which is about $300,000,000 in today's
money, possibly more,

BLINDED TO REALITIES—Our trust in the
world’s hunger for peace, as well as faith in the
League of Nations, blinded us to realities after World
War 1. The war budget of $11 billion, in 1919 was cut
to $2.350,000,000 in 1920.

But the reductions after World War II were
appalling, In view of Russia’s vile behavior. The mili-
tary total amounted to $80.5 billion for 1945 For
fiscal 1950, the year of the Korean outbreak, Truman-
Johnson economy had forced the national defense

Schools And Mental Hospital, Inc. Is Now In

By LYNN NISBET

IN BUSINESS — A new cor-
poration, Schools and Mental Hos-
pital, Inc., started in business
Thursday. Its purpose ‘is to pro-
mote the $50 million school bulld-
ing and $22 million hospital bonds
to be voted upon October 3. The
charter certificate was signed
in the Governor's office by mem-
bers of the board of education,
the board of hospitals control, the
council of state and other high
ranking officlals. As soon as the
signatures were affixed Gover-
nor Umstead handed over a check
for $100 as his personal contri-
bution, and was followed by John
Umstead, chairman of the hospi-
tal board, with a like amount.
Half an hour later Room 103
at the Sir Walter Hotel was acti-
vated as headquarters under
joint direction of John Harden and
Branden Hodges.

PURPOSES — The charter sets
out the purposes of the corporat-
lon that In event of dl tion
conditions in school and mental
hospital plagts and the need
for improved facilities. It is auth-
orized lo accept donations, be-
quests and devises. Its existence
15 unlimited, but there is provis-
lon that in event of dissolation
any funds remaining in the cor-
poration treasury should be turn-
ed over lo the hospitals board of
control for use in improving con-
ditions at the several institutions.

The period after Labor Day this
Yyear may tell business a lot about
the future course of the economy.

Since the end of the fighting in
Korea there has been a welter of
predictions about what is going
to happen. Many of these have
been on the grey, though not
black, side. A few see business
continuing at present leve)s. None
have foreseen a new boom on
top of the boom,

None of these theories can be
tested yet, Vacations are still
slowing up many lines of business.
A high proportion of decision-
making executives are away
from their desks and conference
tables. Consumer spending, ex-
cept for back-to-school wear, ear-
ly fall fashions and travel, are at
ebb tide.

Labor Day is late this year,
falling on SBeptember 7. Not much
will happen that week, anyhow.
Both consumers and business-
men will still be adjusting them-
selves to the workaday world.
But the week of September 1§
ought to be quite interesting.

It is then that clues will ap-
pear to top-level thinking, wheth-
er management is playing it
lo win or ls waiting to see. If
advertising and promotions bound
upward, if expansion plans are
not curtailed, and if new projects
emerge, the auspices will be good.

While crops will not be in by
that time, uncertainties about
their size will have passed and
prices will be less affected by
uncertainties.

There also will be clues to con-
sumer psychology. It is the season
for- replenishing wardrobes and
larders and for getting new home
furnishings.

The total sales volume, even af-
ter adjustment for whatever the
weather does that week, will not
be conclusive, More important
than the dollars-and-cents figures
will be the attitudes shown. If
buyers accept prices, show & will-
ingness to make long-term credit
commitments, and register inter-
est in high-end goods, it will be
conforting indeed.
