THE SUBJECT of money and
its uses is & most timely one in
this era of high wages and sal-
aries, work for everyone who is
able bodied, if one wishes it, and
high prices, high taxes, huge gov-
ernment debts, etc. Is it a time
for conter nent and happiness?

It would not seem so. Wars
take the lives of our fine young
men; crime is rampant, grumb-
ling is heard on every side.

Our lesson contains a parable
of Jesus' which we have studied
before, but which is always inter-
esting and instructive, Jesus told
about a man who probably had
worked hard all his life. He seems
to have been a good man—honest,
as far as we know. He is simply
called, “A certain rich man,” that
is all.

His work had been rewarded;
his barns were overflowing with
plenteous harvests, so much so
that his problem was to find a
place to store them.

first advice to them was concern-’
ing servants and their masters,
and how they should treat each
other.

In a world where “servant”
usually meant “slave,” the serv-
ants ase counseled not to despise
their masters, but to honor them.
Masters and servants should re-
member that they are brethren in
Christ, and treat each other ac-
cordingly.

“Perverse disputing of men of
corrupt minds and destitute of
truth, supposing that gain is god-
liness, from such withdraw thy-
self,”” he writes.

Paul knew that there was much
disputing in - Ephesus—false doc-
trines were being preached which
might turn men's minds away
from Christ and His redemption.
Godliness is good—"gddliness with
contentment is great gain,” he
writes,
