The Internal Revenue Service
recently made a door-to-door
check in New England. They
knocked on 8,800 doors and found
that of families and businesses
checked, 1,150 had failed to file
one or more tax forms.

The IR8 is now checking Den-
ver business firms. It compared
20,000 listings in the yellow pages
of the phone book to tax returns.
And it couldnt find 7,000 of
them. A further check, now in
progress, will reduce the number
of suspects. The income of O'Ban-
lons Tamale Parlor, for exam-
ple, may have been reported un-
der the name of the sole own-
er, Gerhardt Schultz. O ther
companies, not being locally own-
ed, may have reported to other
tax offices. But the Denver collect.
ors expect that about 2,000 will
be found to be evaders,

Projecting these figures nat-
lonally leads to some interesting
results. The New England sur-
vey, which included both families
and businesses, showed neglect or
evasion by 13 per cent. since
there are a total of 54,000,000 house
holds and businesses in the Uni-
ted States, the same ratio would
indicate that around 7,000,000 are
neglecting their fiscal duties.
And if the average oversight, to
put it mildly, is $500 a year,
there is a collectable $3.5 billion
—or enough to give us old regu-
lars an almost 10 per cent cut
In personal income taxes.

The Denver investigation, at
the moment, looks like a 10 per
cent lapse.

Or you may be the own-
er of & business which you would
like to leave to a young son, If
80, why don't you leave the busi-
ness in Trust jointly with a bank
and your son?

QUESTIONS — Nearly every-
y has questions to ask, in-
stead of answers to give, especi-
ally with reference to the school
bonds. They want more assur-
ance than either the legislative
act or the publicity of the pro-
ponents has given them' about

BCHOOLS — The school build-
Ing situation is different. The leg-
islative act gives the State Board
of Education complete discretion
for distributing $25 million, and
considerable voice in the allocat-
fon of the other $26 million.

but & lot of others are reluctant
to turn over $60 million of their
money to any group of 13 men
to spend according to their own
judgment.

ORIGIN — This sentiment is
most marked in the wealthier
counties of the industrialized Pied-
mont and in the counties of the
middle east where Negro popu-
lation approximates or exceeds 50
per cent of the total. The attitude
Is essentially the same, although
based on different reasons. The
Pledmont folks argue that we
have built out shcoolhouses, why
should we have to pay for bulld-
ings in other counties?" The mid-
easterners fear that too much of
the money will be used for Negro
school houses, although the taxes
will be paid by the white people.

FALLACIOUS — Proponents of
the bonds cite the fallacy in the
attitudes of both groups. The so-
called “poorer counties’ contrl-
buted largely to the concentration
of wealth in the populous centers

REMEMBER ESTATE TAXES
The Federal estate tax can
often be lessened by leaving pro-
perty in Trust and eliminating a
“'second” tax. For instance, if you
leave your entire estate outright
to your wife or daughter, the
Federal estate tax at your death
would be considerable and, if she
dies more than five years later,
leaving to a child al} your pro-
perty, her estate must pay a
second Federal tax. This second
tax could be avoided lea
your property in 'rm:f ﬂm
a "‘general power of appointment”
with the income payable to your
wife and or daughter for life and
then going to the grandchildren.
The above tax saving can also

He has
sald he is just checking senti-
ment. and will not make a de-
finite announcement of intent for
some months, probably after the
turn of the year.

CHECKING — A lot of voters
also are just checking around,
and many of them have express-
ed the hope there would be some-
body else in the race. Because
Bcott is well known popular opin-
fon with respect to his candidacy
Is more crystalized. He has some
friends who will support him re.
gardless, and there are a good
many folks who will not vote for
him under any circumstances.
Lennon is not well known, al-
though he has been getting ac-
quainted fast during the past
month. For most part those who
have committed themselves for
or against him have done so
chiefly on account of Governom
William Umstead, who appointed
him to the Senate after the death
of Willis Smith.
