WASHINGTON UP) -President 
Elsenhower, in response to a re­
quest from German Cl^ncellor 
Konrad Adenauertodjy threw his 
support behind a voluntary Ameri­
can clothing drive for the people 
of Soviet-controlled East Berlin and 
East Germany.

The President proposed no fed­
eral expenditures for this purpose. 
But he promised Adenauer to urge 
the American people to contribute 
generously to various voluntary 
organizations.

Adenauer wrote the President 
Aug. 30 suggesting a clothing pro­
gram as a follow-up to the Ameri­
can food relief program which was 
received enthusiastically by the 
people of East Berlin.

Specially important Is the jet 
eniine, particularly if it proves to 
be a late Soviet model, about 
which litUe now is known.

Prom flight teste the experts can 
learn how well the Communists did 
In Korean battle as compared with 
v ^ t  they might have done. Weak­
nesses hi performance can be 
learned and tactics devised to ex­
ploit such weakiMsses if another 
conflict arises.

In Korea, the Migs fought close 
to their bases and the Sabres flew 
long distances with heavy extenial 
fuel tanks.

Record Shows It

Publication of heretofore secret testi­
mony concerning communist activities in 
North Carolina over a period of years 
should make loyal Tar Heels take a look 
around.

The now-public testimony of Paul 
Crouch, former communist party official, 
which concerned communist party work 
in North Carolina during the '30’i  should 
not set off an hysterical '‘Red Herring” 
hide and seek game in the state. Never­
theless, it should clearly show there can 
be communist workers in the cities and 
towns in North Carolina just as there is 
in metropolitan centers across the country. 

If a communist cell is still in existance in 
North Carolina; or there are fragment 
parts of the communist organization in the 
state, they should be exposed. It should be 
done for the w elfare of the individual cit-  ̂
izens of North Carolina as well as for the 
welfare of the nation.

Testimony of Crouch which had to do 
with communist activities in the state al­
most 20 years ago certainly must be check­
ed and traced before it will do much good 
in uncovering present-day communist ac­
tivities in the state. It does offer a slim lead 
from which work can begin.

While Red-hunting is not an activity for 
the average citizen to participate in effec­
tively, the exposure of past communist 
activities shed some new light upon cur­
rent conditions. A ny loyal citizen in the 
state w'ho has any information which would 
shed additional light on subversive activ­
ities certainly should not withhold it now.

year’á crop. That in itself is a signally-en­
couraging factor for Pitt’s agricultural 
economy in spite of other less encouraging 
factors which have appeared in the 1953 
crop.

It is fully realized that the 1953 tobacco 
crop is probably the most expensive one 
Pitt farmers ever raised. A t the same time 
the yield of the crop may be somewhat 
shorter than early season predictions in­
dicated. It must also be realized that Pitt's 
economy has for the past year lived in the 
shadow of many bills which were left un­
paid after the 1952 tobacfco crop was sold.

Still considered a debatable question is 
whether, in view of the carry-over ac­
counts from last season, there will be as 
much money in circulation in Pitt this 
fall as there has been in previous harvest 
seasons. Most indications now point to an 
affirmative answer to that question.

With all things considered, the harvest 
season of 1953 doubtlessly will leave the 
farm families of Pitt County in generally 
much better financial condition than last 
year. And what is good for farmers 
good for Pitt County as a whole.

Jesus said th a t if we 
lose our lives we find them ; if we clutch them to  our 
brea.sts and try to get the last drop of selfish enjoy­
ment out of cur lives, we lose them.

Whether they practice 
It or not. all Christians have heard it. The doctrine 
of unselfish love, of sacrifice, runs through the  Bible 
from begimring to end.

Business Today

Changes For FT C
By ELMER R0E8SNEB 

American business, for all we 
know, may come under a new 
dispensation this week. Along 
about Friday the Federal Trade 
Commission is due to have a Re­
publican majority for the first 
time in memory of many now 
living.

On that day John Qwyrme, form­
er Republican Congressman from 
Jowa, succeeds Stephen J. Splng- 
am. With Chairman Edward Q. 
Howrey, and Lowell B. Mason, 
Mr. Owynne will be a member 
of the Republican majority. Jam ­
es M. Mead, former New York 
Senator, and Albert C aretta will 
constitute the Democratic minor­
ity. Mr. Caretta, incidentally, has 
shown a liberal attitude toward 
business.

The new balance of power is 
Important because of the many 
critical questions affecting busi­
ness still {)ending. One of these 
is how free is “free” ? Under 
the Democractic majority, the 
FTC has been tightening up on 
the use of the word in advertising, 
even bolding that a book given 
to those Joining a book club waa 
not “free” because the Joiner had 
to buy other books.

Another Important m atter of 
policy is that on exclusive dealer 
contracts-those that prohibit a 
franchise holder from handnng 
the products of other manufactur­
ers.

I would 
just adore to contribute my 
school tax money to pay teachers
good Uving wages. But I  am get­

ting just a UtUe bit fed with the 
constant prospect of tossing my 
annual tribute Into the pot from 
which grow playing fields which 
rival Eton’s, swimming pool big 
enough for Olympic run-offs, and 
maintaining fleets of buses to 
transport the little ones to and 
from  outlying spots.

My school taxes have more 
than  doubled In the last five 
years, and they are  just about 
due for stUI another big hike. 
Nothing much has happened to our 
teachers’ salaries In this time, and 
our children are acting just about 
the way children usually act.

WASHINGTON—De.spltc superficial signs of
Democratic harmony, every recent political develop­
ment demonstrates that the ultraliberal faction re­
sponsible for the 1952 crack-up in the Presidential 
campaign has strengthened Its grip on the P a rty ’s 
mschinery.

The really influential figures of the conservative 
wing, as represented by the Byrd-Byraes-Parley- 
Baruch element, are not impressed favorably by the 
strange combination of Truman bluster and Steven- 
Bonian elegance. They will not participate actively In 
»ny reorganlzutloii of the Party under ’Truman-Stev- 
enson auspices. They will sit out the temporary re- 
ielvership m sullen silence.

Although the former President characterized the 
1952 nominee as the “No. 1 Democrat,” the Missourian 
dominated the off-the-record decisions and dlscus- 
ilons a t the Chicago raUy and a t subsequent meetings 
of regional leaders. Insofar as I t ’remains within his 
power, he will insist that the Party base future cam ­
paigns on his principles of politics and government.

’̂ m a n  still entertains a  personal affection for 
Resident Eisenhower. Both publicly and privately 
however, he insists that the voters will be glad to 
reinstate Tiurnanlsm after four years of an Admlnls- 
tmtlon dedicated to the proposition that the naUon’a 
affairs need prudent, conservaUve, thrifty and busl- 
nMsllke management. That way, he maintains. Ilea 
political oblivion.

■raUMAN’S BIZARRE ALLIANCE—Truman pro­
duced no new theories, strateglea or principles In out­
lining his plans for a Democratic comeback. He still 
rellM on the bizarre aUlance of voting elements which 
enabled his Party to land its men in tb e  White House 
over a 20-year ^rlod .

Jtfevent enough brilliant coloring 
to assure the Carolina country­
side in autumn being one of the 
most spectacularly beautiful parte 
of the world. Even if the color­
ing Isn’t quite as brU
sqme other years It I s  _
much worthwhile to drive ovei 
the highways during lats Septem 
ber and through October. OX 
course, the mountains afford flu* 
most gorgeous scenery, but those 
who cannot vUit the high hills

A few weeki 
ago they were worried about the 
short crop. It is estimated that 
the prolonged drought cut yield 
In the flue-cured belts some 140 
million pounds, of which a t least 
100 mlllloD pounds could be charg­
ed to North Carolina farm s. It 
was further predicted tha t this 
shortage in yield would cost the 
growers not less than $50 million.

The poundage reductloo Is a 
fact. The doHar loss is doubtful. 
Prevailing prices on all m arkets 
have been higher than foiefcasts. 
Bale# a t $75 per 100 and above 
• re  not unusual. Phil HedrtOk, 
tobacco apeelallst for the State

Department of Agriculture, says 
that buyers are paying $40 to 
^  per 100 pounds for grades of 
leaf that in some years they 

not buy at any price.
These high prices, while going 

a long way toward saving the farm ­
ers and the entire economy of 
E astern Carolina this year, might 
weU prove to be a long range lia­

bility If growers yield to the 
temptation to produce more next 
year and thereafter. At least 
that appeals to be the thinking 
of many of the folks who am  
Seneirally classified as “farm  
leaders,” and who a r t  charged 
with responsibility for forumlat- 
Ing production program s in ad­
vance.

At any rate, Lavrentiev was around 
as Russian ambassador to Yugo­
slavia when the big split occurred.

Lavrentiev Is of the Communist 
school of "economic” diplomats 
which produced such really bril­
liant men as Jacob Malik and 
Andrei Gromyko, both of whom 
have been formidable antagonists 
of the United States In the United 
Nati<ma.

Lavrentiev has not had üie me­
teoric career of the latter two, but, 
in Communist terms, neither has 
it been marked solely by failures. 
He emerged from the Yugoslav fi­
asco with an assignment as deputy 
foreign minister of the Ü.S.8.R.

If trouble de­
velops. they cannot bail out be­
cause they likely would be killed 
on the knife-edfjed rocks dotting 
the forbidding black landscape.

The story of the risky hurdle 
that Narssarssuaq presents was 
told by Lt. Col. Francis S. Manda, 
Military Air Transport Service 
liaison officer for "High Flight.” 

Winds around the field often 
reach 150 knofc (ebout 172 miles 
per hour). The Fjord of Narssars­
suaq is plagued by fog and low- 
flying clouds.

The runway is an avlati<m night­
mare. It has an elevation of 10 
feet at the approach end and 136 
at the far end.

Steep crags rising on all sides of 
the field are a formidable obstacle 
if the flier has to make a second

pase to get down. A 5,000-foot gla­
cier towers only seven miles dead 
ahead of the runway’s abrupt end 
In the Ice.

Pilots approaching the field must 
stay atJ.OOO feet and fly at exactly 
160 knots for 13 1-2 minutes. They 
must keep their jets in landing 
position, with wheels down.

The Goose Bay weather station 
checks and double-checks its me­
teorological data before the fight- 
erg arc permitted to take off. 
There is no return once they are 
over the Atlantic.

“This is s hopelessly tedious. In­
flated rehash of “Mr. Roberts.”

How has this spectacular suc­
cess affected him?

“It’s living in another world, one 
In which you have more control.

Wouk’s life very Uttle. Prk» to 
ihat, he had already been ueed to 
a comfortable income, as a radio 
comedy writer for Fred Allen, 
author of a movie, "Slattery’s 
Hurricane.” and as a novelist.

The 38-year-old Wouk is more In­
clined to notice the small by-pro­
ducts of his success. As for exam­
ple last summer, on a trip to 
Europe, be and his wife were In­
vited up to the ship captain’s cabin 
for cocktails.

WASHINGTON (ÜP) The thought 

Is kicking around in mUItary circlas 
that nuclear superbombs may go 
the way of poison gas as weapmu.

Before discloeure of Rusalaa re­
cent H-bomb and A-bomb tests 
this Idea either had little currency 
or was kept well sui^reaaed. The 
general assumption was that the 
next big war, If any, would be 
fought with atomic weapons of 
many kinds.

But Navy Secretary Robert B. 
Anderson suggested in a speech at 
Quantlco, Va., Saturday that Ameri­
can and Russian super weapons 
mlfitot well “cancel themselves 
out.”

How widely this idea is shared 
among admlnistratl(Hi officials is 
not known. As recently as last June 
36, the man who at that time was 
the country’s top atomic official 
expressed belief that use of nu­
clear weapons in war would meet 
public approval.

’The ohiclal was Gordon Dean, 
then chairman of the Atomic en­
ergy Commission He knew on June 
25 that the Russians bad an A-bomb 
stockpile and could be expected 
soon to master the H-bomb. Aald 
Dean;

"I think the predomtoant public 
attitude today is that atomic weap­
ons are awesome and terrible 
weapons but that they are a neces­
sary part of our defense arsenal 
which we must not deny ourselves 
if we are forced into another world 
war."

Nations for various reasons have 
not used poison gas since World 
War I. But they have continued to 
shoot high explosive at each other 
and have employed such weapons 
aa [tooiqtoorus and Jellied gasolinc 
bombs.

And the way the armed services 
have been competing with each 
other for atomic weapons suggests 
they have every lntentl<m of using 
them if war comes.

’The fact is that to terms of de­
structive power they arc the cheap­
est weapons to the whole arsenal. 
This fact was pointed up last Thurs­
day by Dr. Hubert N. Alyea. 
Prim:eton University physicist, |n a 
speech at Atlantic City.

Tbe A-bomb, he said, “is aston­
ishingly cheap.” Hs said 1,000 
bombs, "even to wipe out most of 
the Important cities to any nation, 
would coat only two billion doUari.” 
Tbs atmak bomb, Alyea added,

“Is 10 tim«i chMper than ordinary 
exjrioslves, a fact which comjrietoly 
upsets toe old-time balance be­
tween cost of bomb and tot value 
of property destroyed.”

McMahon

ergy Act of 1946 and chairman

Xf your Johnny has lUUc Interest 
In reading or spelling, turn read- 
loff and spelling Into a game,c>

This Is the advice offered by Mrs. 
Elisabeth Antes, raiding counselor 
at National CkiUege of Education In 
Evanston, nilnols. Says she:

"Force is not a positive motivat­
ion for learning. It just creates a 
strained and emotional situation, 
and as a result, the child may set 
up a block that will keep him from 
remembering the words he al­
ready knows or from learning any 
new ones."

According to Mrs. Antes, It takes 
a happy and relaxed situation for 
learning to take place. She explains:

"Intead of sending him to his 
room to read 10 pages or practice 
10 words, try ’hanging the butch­
er' or playing 'alphabet soup'. 
These are fun games that the 
whole family can enjoy and at the 
same time help Johnny with his 
reading or spelling. Many children 
hav^ cheerfully played them with­
out realising their educational 
value."

Such simple gam n as these 
have been found to be one effective 
way of stimulating Interest in learn 
Ing, she says. The child enters tí»  
game willingly determined to have a 
good time and eager to learn the 
rules of the game. Such effort Is 
healthful and educational. It takes 
concentration and alertness to play 
and even more skill to win. Furth­
ermore, in addition to Improving 
vocabulary and word recognition 
skill, these games also Improve vis­
ual skills by Increasing eye span 
and visual memory.

The success of creating such In­
terest depends upon the manner In 
which the subject Is presented to 
the efalld. Make the game sound 
fun and let the chUd know that 
you. too, a rt IniCTested In playing. 
Don't treat it as a way to Improve 
Johnny's reading. If you present 
a friendly feeling of competition, 
the child Is likely to respcmd.

Here are several old, but good 
games to start with. Others are 
word bingo, vowel ^omlnoes and 
flah. which can be purchased at 
most book stores.

Alphabet soup is perfect to play 
while the family Is motoring 
through the countryside, she says. 
As he passes billboards suggest 
that hk form the alphabet by find­
ing the letters on the road-eide 
signs. An advertisement <mi "boats" 
will give him the first two letters,
A and B. c  from the sign on 
Chicago wlU be next and so on

down the line. This is fun to play 
and Is an easy way to shapen hla 
recognition of letters, she says.

When he tires of this, advises 
Mrs. Antes, see If be can develop 
the alphabet by finding whole words 
starting with each letter -  apple, 
bug, camp, Denver, eat, etc. This 
will help him develop eye span 
and quicken hla recognition of 
words.

"Hang the Butcher" U fun-for 
an older child to play to stimulate 
correct spelling. 'Two or more can 
play this game. It works like this: 
One person thinks pf a word and 
marks down on paper a line for 
each letter in the word. If the player 
la thinking of the word "photo­
graphy" he makes 11 short Un^s. 
This shows the length of the word 
to the other players. Each of the 
players then takes a turn asking 
If the word has an "r,” *"p," 
"m ," 'o" or any other letter In 
the alphabet. Each time a player 
guesses a letter that appears In the 
word It Is written In the space or 
spaces wnere It Is located in the 
word. When a person suggests a 
letter that Is not In the word he is 
punished. The first time he misses, 
he draws a scaffold, next time 
the head of the butcher, then his 
body, arms, etc. When the butch- 
eFs body has been completed t ^  
player must withdraw fnan the 
game.
