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Allies Preparng 
Final Ellort To 
Woo 'Reluctant' 
POWs To Return
UN C o m m a n d  Re- 

vcalf Two Weeki Of 
Sparring With Com- 
miwion On Talki

PANMÜNJOM U>t-The Allies re­

vealed today they are making final 
preparations for efforts to win back 
22 Americans, I Briton and 328 
South Kerear» who have refused 
lo come home.

The U. N. Command disclosed 
It has been sparring for two weeks 
with the Korean war prlsonear re­
patriation commission over how 
many Allied Interviewers will be 
permitted to talk with the prison­
ers.

'The Allies have requested a total  ̂
of 15—8 Americans, 5 Brltonii and 
8 South Koreans.

The commission has set a limit 
of five.

Meanwhile. Allied and Red nego­
tiators meeting nearby on arrange­
ments for a Korean peace confer­
ence discuseed sites, but got no­
where again.

The first official Indication that 
the UNO Is about ready to start 
interviewing the rvluctant allied 
POWs came with the release of 
two letters to the repatriation conv 
mission and one reply.

The Alllea have little time left— 
the 90-day Interview period i» 
etheduled to end Dec. 33.

There were unofflpial indicaticme 
that the UNC also la working be­
hind the scenes to smooth out all 
preparations before the explana­
tions begin—presumably to avoid 
the hysterical scenes which greet­
ed Communist efforts to get their 
former soldiers to come back.

In a letter to the Neutral 
Nations Repatriation Commission 
dated Nov. 16, he UNC asked the 
commission to confirm Its belief 
the Allies would be allowed to send 
five South Koreans, five Americans 
and five British explainers to the 
explanation site simultaneously.

The U. R  based its ease on this 
reaaoaiiig:

1. The arml«tic€ «freainaat glvee 
the “nation to which the POW be­
long" the right to send explainers.

3. The rules say the numbeg^crf 
"such" explainers shall be not »ss 
than five nor more than seven pee 
1,000 POWs.

3. Prisoners belong to individual 
nations—the Republic of Korea, 
the United States and Great Brit­
ain—and not to the United Nationa 
aa* a military command.

4. Only representatives of the in­
dividual nations can be explamers.

In s leter dated Nov. 23, th# 
commission turned down the U.^i. 
request, but the Allies renewed it 
today, exptlilnlng their reasoning.

The commis.sk>n said the UNC 
Is entitled to explainers at the rate 
of not less than five nor more than 
seven per 1,000 POWs, regardless 
of naionallty.

Adlai Blasts GOP Tactics
ATLANTA tiB-Former Oov. Ad­

lai Stevenson of Illinois, titular 
bead of the Democratic party, to­
day blasted the “Republican pro­
gram" of “Indictment by sus­
picion, Of conviction by accusa­
tion."

"Gen. Eisenhower promised the 
people a new morality, but his 
lieutenants have chosen their 
weapons without regard for their 
effect,” Stevenson declared. “They 
have taken McCarthyism away 
from McCarthy. What an end to 
the great crusade"

T h e  Democratic presidential 
nominee of 1952, in a speech pre­
pared for delivery before the Geor­
gia Legislature, advocated disclos­
ing the mistakes and failures of 
the past and rooting out agents of 
conun unism.

"But for the love of heaven," he 
pleaded, "let us do It with dignity, 
objectivity and justice, and with 
some better motive than partisan 
strife that can only seriously weak­
en the United States x x x.

"No one wins this way. Suspi­
cion of past Democratic mistakes 
is balai^ed by suspicion of present 
Republican motives. The people 
are confused, confidence In both

parties undermined, Ihe nation in­
jured.

"The issue isn’t which party de­
tests communism most, but how to 
deal with the serious problem of 
e.spionage in our government. And ;

'The United States called on the 
United Nations today to Junk each 
knd every part of Russia’s 1953- 
model "peace plan."

Chief U. S. Delegate Henry Cab­
ot Lodge J r . told the 60-nat;on po­
litical committee: "The resolu­
tions now on the bo(A:s deal ade­
quately with the subject. The only 
thing we stii: require is for the 
Soviet Union to quit disregarding 
them."

The Kremlin, through Ite Chief 
Delegate Andrei Y. Vishimricy, has 
asked the U. N. to ban tide atomic 
end hydrogen bombs uncondition­
ally: cut the armed forces of the 
big powers by s flat Mie-third; 
forbid foreign bases in other cotm-

trles; and condemn Western snM 
Communist propaganda as war­
monger ing.

These demands have been de­
feated in one form or another, 
over and over in the Assembly 
and ita commlttegs. The Soviets 
have revived them each succeed­
ing year.

North Carolina has witnessed another 
situation in which an official— this time 
the mayor of one of the state’s municipal­
ities— sought to keep from the citizens of 
that community information which right­
fully should have been laid open for pub­
lic inspection.

It was another in the all-too-frequent 
series of cases where an elected official 
has taken the attitude that public busi­
ness was of no concern to the people, but 
'was solely the concern of a handful of 
elected officials.

The squabble which arose in Mt. Olive 
over a petition for a beer referendum for 
that municipality was settled by a Superi­
or Court judge who ruled that the petition 
which the mayor had declared would not 
be subjected to public inspection, was a 
public document and should be made pub­
lic.

The petition had been presented to the 
Board of Aldermen of the town, and the 
board had called an election on the ques­
tion; but the mayor still maintained the 
petition itself was not to be made public.

In too many instances, in North Carolina, 
officials at various levels of government 
have taken the attitude that government 
business was their ówn private affair, and

The president of Greenville’s Communi­
ty Chest asks a pertinent question of the 
citizens of Greenville in a letter published 
today under the heading ‘\)thers are Say­
ing” on this page.

It is certainly timely that the people of 
Greenville should ponder the situation of 
the Greenville Community Chest as it faces 
for the second year, the problem of not 
having met its goal for funds from which 
its agencies will operate during the coming 
year.

„ President E. E, Rawl asks in his letter to 
the editor, “What can possibly be wrong 
with us, the citizens of Greenville . . .? ” 

Greenville’s Community Chest is still 
some $2,500 short of the $15,000 goal set 
for this year’s solicitations. G reenville’s 
goal by comparison, is much lower than 
the Community Chest goals of other towns 
of comparable size. Both Henderson and 
Roanoke Rapids had Community Chest 
goals this year of more than $18,000; Kin­
ston’s goal was $47,840; Wilson’s $39,140; 
and Rocky Mount’s $41,250.

Yet so far, the $15,000 sought for the  
local Community C hest’ is still short of 
funds by approximately 16 per cent.

Greenville can not afford to let the many 
agencies which depend upon the Communi­
ty Chest for funds to dwindle into inactivi­
ty. Yet the agencies can not keep their 
work on a level demanded by a community 
the size of Greenville unless the citizens are 
going to contribute sufficient funds with 
which to pay the bills.

The answer to the serious question posed 
rests squarely with the individual citizens 
of the city.

Helga says tha t Americans work 
much harder for what they get 
than she had expected, "And you 
seem to worry much less,” she says. “In Germany business has 
been good only recently. Losing 
two wars naturally hurt us a great 
deal. So we are inclined to go 
home a t night and worry about 
business. Here you seem to forget 
your business after hours.” Nat­
urally I  didn’t  disappoint Helga

by telling her that there a r e  
Americans who worry all of the 
time about their businesses.

Her command of English con- 
tin '”’s to amaze me. "Have a 
shrimp cocktail?” Charlie How­
ard a.sked her as we were talking. 
"Thanks,” she said. Later, when 
I came I asked her if she ate 
them in Germany. “Certainly 
not,” she said. "I'm just a simple 
secretary making 200 marks a 
month. Something like this would 
cost eight marks in Germany. And 
at that price you don’t enjoy it.”

Helga was surprised to learn 
that here in America we take peo­
ple for what they are. "You seem 
to have an open heart for every­
body,” she says. "Before chatting 
like we are tonight two or three 
prior meetings would be necessary in Germany. 'When you meet 
someone there you ask, ‘'Who Is 
his father? What does he do?’ ”

. Again, I  didn’t disappoint Helga 
by telling her that some people 
in America are somewhat that way, too.

"You must find some fault with 
us.” I  Insisted. She obliged.

“This way you raise your chil­
dren.” she said, "Is tha t what 
you call the modem way? It 
seems th a t the child Is the boss 
of the parent. This is not true in Germany.”

Frankly, I  couldn’t explain to 
Helga how It all came about. But 
when you stop to think about it 
you must agree that she has des­
cribed the situation in most fami­lies very accurately.

“And one more thing,” she said. “I think It’s very sweet the way 
the husbands over here help in 
the kitchen. That never happens at home.”

ARGUMENTS ABOUT ECONOMY (Henderson Dispatch)

During and prior to last year’s political campaign, complaints ctwld be heard on nearly every 
side about lavish Federal spend­ing. n ie re  was demand from many sources for economy in govern­
ment outlays. .The Republicans promised an effort to reduce ^pending.

If there is to be curtailm ent, naturally the cut will be felt 
wherever it is Imposed. The Eisen­hower administration has intro­
duced economies in the national budget, and as a result the flow of Federal money to funds the 
professional uplifters initiated years ago has slowed down some­what. But just listen to the squaw­king about these economy m eas­
ures. Present gripers, to be sure,
Around Capitol Square

were not among those asking for 
economies in the first place, but that does not mean they were not needed — for they were and are.

State agencies are doing their share of complaing. As it is they object to cuts that have become effective. Had there been no cur­
tailment, In all likelihood they 
would have been asking for In­
creases. One wonders how the State ever managed to survive 
prior to the days of these grants in aid.

Not only will there be no tax decreases so long as these atti­tudes persist, but there will be 
continued demand for m ore and more funds. I t’s all a part of the welfare state theory, and the pub­lic has become so acoustomed to 
getting this financial assistance 
that it Is now unwilling to give

it up, albeit most of those who 
clamor for the same smd m ore do cwnparatively little of the pay­ing. It is sm all worry for them  If 
Incentive is stifled by imconscion- 
able tax levies, so long as they can have their money to carry on their socialistic programs. It 
is a long step forward tow ard the status of statism.

Economies introduced in public spending should be accepted and 
welcomed. In the end the coimtry will be better off, even as  it was 
before these theories became 
rooted In the American economic and social system. Beneficiaries 
do not concern themselves about where the money comes from  nor 
the hardships impo.sed In getting It. All they are Interested in is 
getting the money to spend on their pet projects.

Revelations Arouse Wonder

WASHINGTON—Current documentation of the 20-year communist attempt to capture the American

TRUMAN WANTED NO SCANDALS-Despltc irequent warnings, the Roosevelts admired and pam­
pered these brilliant and daring reformers who were 
‘’rolling up tneir sleeves to remake the world.” I t was 
Under P D il.,  not under Truman, tha t the CatlU- 
Aarians first flourished at the Capital.

The Inexperienced Milssourian simply kept them 
on because he coi^d not comprehend the meaning or 
the massiveness of the conspiracy on his doorstep. 
Simplicity has always been one of his delightful 
traits. Inten«ply partisan, he wanted no family scan- 
dais tha t would Imperil the Democratic Party.

Nor was it an accident th a t the Communist men­
ace first appeared In Wallace’s unit, and next ex­
panded into the even more sensitive areas headed by 
Hciiry Morgenthau Jr. and Cordell Hull—Treasury 
and State Although intensely loyal, neither the New 
York State farmer nor the Tennessee mountaineer 
were esptdaily sharp.

through Government guarantee of a closed shop ¡ügher wages, shorter hours and other reinforcements 
In Its struggle with management. These pledges were 
em l^ ie d  In the Wagner Act. He exulted o“ r  S e  sit-down strikes In Detroit.

So closely allied did Big Government and Big 
^T O r become that John L. Lewis kicked in $500 000 to Roosevelt’s 1938 campaign fund. The three great 
unions became an annex of the Democratic Party 

ACnV ITIES-A nother group -  W ilte, Glasser. Coe. etc.-moved on the Treasury 
where they proceeded to harass business. Industry 
investment firms. They framed Ux bills designed to strip corporations of reserves, and force them to rely 
on Uncle Sam for financing. They boasted tha t they 
would make an American millionaire a Smith.sonlan museum piece stuffed and mounted!

Another advance guard assumed chaige of Con­gressional Investigations. They used a Senate Labor 
Committee to depict Henry Ford and other m anufac­

LIBRARIES — Public libraries In North Carolina, exclusive of 

those at educational institutions and a few for special purposes, 
and not counting the State Lib­rary, the SuJ)rcme Court Library and the N.C. Library Commission at Raleigh, have a total of 2,- 
494,998 books with total circulat­ion last year of 10,723,834.

That means an average of 
more than four people read every book in the libraries. Of course, 
such assumption is absurd. Some of the volumes probably were not opened during the year, while 
others were read hundreds of times. Stated another way, while 
there is just a little more than 
half a book available for each of the four million Tarheels, by keeping the books circulating each of the four million read two and a half books.

DOLLARS — The biennial re­port compiled by the North Caro­lina Library Commission does not put an inventory value on the books. It does shoW that during 
the fiscal year of 1952-53 almost 
half a mUllon dollars were spent to buy bw ks and periodicals, and slightly more than a million dol­
lars for personnel to handle their care and distribution.

Some other figures given Include $350,000 s u te  aid; $717.318 county 
appropriations, and $612,138 local appropriations, which Includes 
municipal and private contribution That adds up to $1.894,325—or 46 per cent apiece for t h e  
4,061,929 Tarheels counted In the 1950 census.

It is noted that 3,878,381 of 
North Carolina’s total population 
have access to public libraries. Tliere are 90 bookmobiles opera­
ted by county and regional units 
serving 91 of the lOO counties.

CIRCULA'nON — Circulation figures as applied to library books are just about as fallacious so far as Indicating use readership as are newspaper circulation figures. 

In order to be listed as ‘circul­ated” or used the book m ust be 
checked out of the library and carried home. No record Is m ade of the number of people who come into the library, ask for or pick 
up some desired book, read  It briefly and leave tt on the table.

That is why circulation reports for college libraries are far less than the number of volumes, and why no figures are attempted to 
be given for the special purpose libraries, such as the Supreme 
Court. Just as from two to six persons read every newspaper 
printed, thus making audited cir­culation figures of little Import­ance in determining num ber of readers, so it is that as many 
as a dozen people may read one book in one day in •  public lib­
rary. Not read It aU. of course, 
but at least consult It for factual data and “ leave It lay” for the next consultant.

That Is particularly true of tech­nical books which comprise m aj­ority of the volumes In law, med­icine and other branches of sci­
ence. It Is not unusual for one of 
these books to be unused for two 
or three years, and then when 
some special question comes up 
In the field to be in very great 
demand—but still without record­ed "circulation.”

NOT BAD — North Carolina 
doesn't have anything to brag about In Its library and book cir - 
culatlon bus'Iness_when.compared with other States. Comparison with 
records of a few years ago In this State affords some reason for

pride In progress made. The goal of bookmobile service in every 
one of the 100 counties and to every one of the now nearly four and a 
half million people still chall­enges the library commission. 
And the challenge lis being accept­ed.

RULES — n ie  North Carolina General Assembly might profit 
by study of the rules governing 
procedure in the Student Legisla ture. Instead of about 100 printed 
pages of rules for each house tile students have four mimeo­
graphed pages.

It was all 
wrtiten down — but forgotten or 
ignored when Rus.sian-supported 
Mao Tse-tung and h is “ agrarian 
reform ers’’ were com ing into pow er.

That American , of long ago was 
the U.S. Commissioner in Shang­hai. Humphrey M arshall. He was 
fourth choice for the job that no­
body wanted. A West Point gradu­
ate, he sei'ved two years in Con­gress.

M arshall arrived in China in Jan- 
uare. 1853 He found tilings in quite 
a fluid state. It was the tim e of the 
Taiping revolt and all of the m ajor 
foreign powers were faced with 
problems in connectioc with their China policies.

I He heard the ruling authorities 
of China, the Manchus, w ere being 
approached by Russia. The czar 

I w as- offering to aid the M anchus in 
return for certain favors.

Worth Any Sacrifice 
So, 100 years ago, M arshall wrote 

the U.S. Secretary of State. He ex­
pressed his fears bluntly and pre- 
d itied  what would happen if proper 
steps were not taken.

M arshall said R ussia’s “ assist-j 
ance w'ould probably end in pass­
ing China under a R ussian  protec- 
wji auc, and in the exten.sion of Rus­
sian lim its to the Hoangho, or the mount of the Y angtse.”

“ The interference of the czar 
would readily suppress the rebel­
lion, by driving the rebels from the 
great highways oJ com m erce, and 
from the occupation of the towns 
on the seaboard,’’ he added. “ What­
ever m ight be the ultim ate compen. 
sation demanded by R ussia  for this timely service, China could not re ­sist its collection.

“I think that almost any sacri­
fice should be made by the  United

S tates to keep Russia from  spread­
ing her Pacific boundary, and to 
avoid her coming directly to inter­
ference in Chinese dom estic af­
fairs; for China is like a lamb be­
fore the shearers, a-s easy a con­
quest as  were the provinces of In-1 d ia .” I

New Warning |
M arshall pointed out that if R u s-; 

sia got control of China, “ the fate ¡ 
of Asia will be sealed, and the future i  
Chinese relations with the United i 
S tates m ay  be considered as closed for ages, unless now the United i 
States shall foil the untoward result j 
by adopting a sound policy. j 

“ I t is my opinion that the highest 
in te rests of the United States are 
involved in sustaining China. . . . ” 

G eraldine Fitch doesn’t mention 
M arshall in her new book. “For­
m osa Beachhead,” but she writes 
•as though she had his 100-year-old 
w arning in mind. She says many 
of A m erica’s problem s in Asia re­
sult from  failure to read  history 
books and documents which clear­ly show R ussia’s aim s.

‘Nothing is clearer than Rus­
sia’s determ ination to conquer China 
completely, as the \prlme requisite to 
world conquest,” she writes. "That 
is the basic p attern .”

SO-Dec. 1-2, and Dec. 7-10 in the 
Southern Main Division of the 
Pisgah management area, the Big 
Crock Dlvlslflii of Pi.sgah, the 
Cantrell Creek Wilderness Divi­
sion the West Fork afea of the Bhey 
wood Management Area, and the 
Rich Laurel, Mount Mitchell, Dan­
iel Boone, Standing Indian.

Wayah and Fires Creek 
management areas.

Patton said deer hunU will be 
held Nov. 27-38, Dec. 3-6, and Dec.

However, Metropolitan Utilities 
District Chemist Joseph F. Erdei 
said detergents used By housewives 
at Sioux City, also upstream mix 
with the oil and cause It to emul­
sify. The result, said Erdei, is that 
the oil is mixed with the water 
instead of floating on top.
