Worthy Proposal Even Without Russia

Russia’s preliminary response to Presi-
dent Eisenhower’s revolutionary proposal
for pooling atomic knowledge for peaceful
development has come through as expect-
ed.

The Russians, for the time being at least,
have rejected the proposal and sought to
make propaganda of it against the United
States and her allies,

President Eisenhower’s proposal *for
pooling atomic energy for the development
of peaceful uses is probably the major pro-
nouncement of an international policy the
President will make during his term in the
White House,

Should Russia enter into such an agree-
ment in good faith, it could-mean one of
the greatest revolutions the wcm has ever
known, It would speed atomic development
in constructive fields, and provide inesti-
mable aid to nations throughout the world.

That Russia will agree to the proposal
now is doubtful. Spokesmen for the Krem-
lin as usual probably will propose unreas-
onable demands as prerequisites for such
an agreement, and thereby obviate any
possibility of the East and the West get-
ting together on such a proposal.

But is it necessary that Russia be
brought into such a movement if she does
not want to participate?

Surely the United States, Great Britain,
Canada, France and other allied nations

could pool their atomic resources for peace
and accomplish a great deal without Rus-
sia, There is, of course, the probability that
Russia would benefit from such a pool by
stealing secrets- on developments, and
thereby gain knowledge without contribut-
ing anything to the development of atomic
energy in the world as a whole.

In our opinion, Mr. Eisenhower’s propos-
al is one which should be weighed care-
fully by the United States and her allies
even if Russia turns its usual cold shoulder
to the proposal.

If the leading free nations of the world
can develop peaceful uses of atomic energy
and make it available for their own use,
they will Have accomplished a great deal
for their own productivity and security. If
they make such developments available to
backward nations of the world, the free
world eamp could gain many new follow-
ers.

The failure of Russia to enter into an
agreement to pool atomic energy should
not discourage the development of the
energy for peaceful purposes.

If an all out conflict between East and
West ever comes, who can tell whether
atom bombs or atomic power plants would
prove the more effective weapon in the
long run? The United States and her al-
lies will be in the stronger position if they
have both,

Agricultural experts told us last fall that unless
the rains started and the plants and trees went into
the winter months with plenty of moisture about
them, they would fall victim of disease.

So what happens when you buy
wholesale? Let's take Christmas
toys, for example, Your friend
will say, “I have a catalogue from
a wholesale house and I'can save
you 20 per cent!”

This sourds attractive enough,
50 you order. The merchandise is
shipped in plenty of time and
youe tickled pink until you get
the invoice and take a look at the
postal charges. Quite often they
amount to about 15 per cent of
your saving!

And then when you unpack the
shipment you find that the baby’s
doll is in 20 pieces. You rush
down town and buy one in order

to have it by Christmas and then
spend the next month trying to
get a refund from the company.

The retailer has a definite serv-
ice to perform and is here to stay,
despite the springing up of whole-
sale houses that have liberal sales
policies.

One of the hardest lessons to
learn in buying is to strike the
happy medium between the high
and low price, with the firm that
gives good service and above all
has quality merchandise. This
lesson is usually learned the hard
way, after making many regret-
able purchases.

The influence of advertising is
a factor, but you have to admit:
It's the nationally advertised
brands that usually have the best
features.

The longer the photo-engravers’
strike in New York lasted the more

intolerable it became. Therefore
the announcement that it has
been called off and the issues
placed in the hands of fact find-
ers is good news.

Aluminum-Use Is Up

By ELMER ROESSNER

The building industry is proving
to be one of-the best supporters
of the aluminum producers. If
Alr Force cutbficks are having
any negative effect on production
it 18 more than counterbalanced
by increased use of the metal in
construction and other lines.

Production certainly hasn't suf-
fered. In the most recent month
reported, August, output topped
110,000 short tons, furthering a
long increase, :

Aluminum used by the bulld-
ing products industry increased
33 per cent this year to 560,000,
000 pounds from the 404,000,000
pounds last year, according to one
estimate, Production of such pro-
ducts as aluminum nails, window
frames, roofing and wire was up
20 per cent or more, a survey
by Nicholas Wire & Alumi-
num Co. indicates. Chain-link fenc-
Ing sales more than doubled.

Between 1049 and 1953 alum-
inum window frames increased its
share of the market from b per
cent to 20 per cent. Aluminym
nail production increased 30 per
cent this year and will total
about 4,000,000 pounds.

Manufacturers of zippers, ri-
vets, umbrella frames, knitting
needles and refrigerator shelves
are ordering by carload lots in-
stead of on a poundage basis for
the first time this year, the com-
pany reports.

More demand will probably
spring from business-machine ma-
kers and specialty goods manu-
facturers. It’s well known that at
least one automobile company
is experimsenting with an alumi-
num engthe,

And a New York skyscraper
currently being built is sheated
in aluminum. It's not the most
beautiful building around, but this
is one of the first attempts in this
line by the aluminum industry and
their product will probably im-
prove esthetically as time goes on.

The nice thing about heroes s
they never outgrow you. You out-
grow and discard them.

For example, if you like foot-
ball, you start with Frank Mer-
riwell and his triumphs at Yale
and go on to Coach Frank Leahy
and his present problems at Notre
Dame. Frank Merriwell always
won the game, but to make a first
down is Frank Leahy's only an-
nounced goal. Our goals, like our
heroes, grow smaller as we grow
older.

Every man has to have a mili-
tary hero. My first one was Alex-
ander the Great who most people
think died from trying to drink
a gallon of wine in his early
30s while despairing there were
more worlds for him to conquer.
I admired him not for his despair
or his victories but because I
had never met a man in his 30s
who could afford a gallon of wine.

When I read later that Alexand.
er the Great had died of brain
fever, I lost interest in him. He
became too remote.

It was the same way with
Btonewal Jackson. He died at 39.
After my 40th birthday, even
reading of Stonewall Jackson dis-
turbed me, I couldn’t forgive him
his youth, his early death with
a beard.

Also visible is a clock which ticks
off the ten-second time limit on
new bids.

If no new bid appears a bell
rings and “sold” is flashed on
the screen.

The sysiem will be advantage-
ous to both buyer and seller if
1t is successful. The seller need
not ship goods until the actual
sale {s made and the buyer will
get his shipment directly, ellm-
inating rerouting and demurrage
charges,

WHERE STATES GET
THEIR REVENUES

Twenty-three states continue to
get their greatest revenues from
sales taxes, Commerce Clearing
House reports.

Thirteen got most from gasoline
taxes and nine did best In in
come taxes. Two, Louisiana and
Texas, got their biggest percent-
age from severance taxes levied
on oil flelds and other mineral
wealth,

The last, Delaware, received its
greatest share from franchise ley-
les—due to the large number of
concerns incorporated there,

West Virginia gets more from
one single source than any other
state. I collects 53 per cent of
total revenues in sales taxes, New
Jersey has the smallest main
source of Income—22 per cent
from gasoline taxes.

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HIGH PQINT — Free teacher ed-
ucation financed on the local level
and organisation of future teacher
units in high school were encour-
aged by Dean Leo W. Jenkins of
East Carolina College in an address
delivered Thursday at a meeting of
school superintendents held in High
Point, :
Effective Futur3 Teachers of
Americs Clubs in the high schools
can provide “‘on-the-job training sit-
uations in elementary schools,”
Dean Jenkins pointed out.

A quota of 25-cents per-capita,
either from local taxation or com-
munity subscription, through or-
ganization of citizeng groups in
counties and cities will provide fund
for annually for loan scholarships
for high school graduates desirous
of becoming elementary school tea-
chers, Dean jenkins said in discus-
sing his plan.

Citing the benefits from such
funds which would enable students
to attend most teachers colleges,
Dean Jenking said the fund would
grow each year and over a four-
year period would mean 30 high
school graduates could become ele-
mentary teachers,

“In a democracy such as ours,
with our many social, economic
and political problems, it is of par-
amount concern to all that our
children receive a good education.
This teacher-shortage problem can
be licked the way we have histori-
cally solved many of our other dif-
ficulties—locally. It is our problem
. « s+ o« Cltizens will respond to
the appeal if it is presented to
them in a logical and clean man-

M?':Jenkm went on to emphasize | us

adding that ‘“‘the program should
not be finance by the state, es-
pecially at the expense of teachers’
salaries.” :

Citing a plan used by a Greenville
civic club in student loans rather
than a grant-in-ald, Dean Jenkins
noted the benefits coming to the
teaching profession from the assis-
tance provided the students using
the loan fund.

Teacher and school superinfend-
ents should encourage people to en-
ter the teaching profession, as other
professional people aid recruiting
programs the speaker sald.

Turning to a discussion of keep-
ing teachers, the dean expressed
the belief that North Carolina will
have a stronger teaching corps
if it operates under a state tenure
law,

Other factors in keeping teachers
are freedom from details associat-
ed with the multiplicity of drives
that are ever present in our school
freedom to accept or decline com-
munity inviations from extra work,
and freedom from “nagging’ about
matters which are the concern of th
school board or the county board
of education Jenkins cited.

Dean Jenkins noted that “‘we can
get good'teachers and hold good
teachers if we put some effort to
the task and stop wasting time be-
moaning the teacher shortage to the
fune of those who would relegate
teacher shortage to the tune of
those who would relegate teachers
to the role of martyrs.
